The following year, the Minlster of the Interlor stated that no sisdilar
records been kept Tor 1571, If this was an oversight, it is not inconceiwable
that the oversight vas deliberate, Unofficial and ne doubt incosplete records
show, however, that actlions were taken againgt scee 50 relfigious worksrs that year,
This ancunt nearly equalled the total action taken during the previcus 22 years of
the npartheld régies, The sctions taken in 1571 ranged from the detention without
trial for at least three months of an clderly Anglicen prisst, the Reversnd
Hurmirgton Goanga, to the mere refusal of passports and visas £o persons known
to be opponents of apartheid,

Since 19TL, the nusber of actions against vorkers in mosques, temples and
churches has fallen to an average of two to three dozen & year. It is Impossible
to know, however, to what extent the disieutics is dus te the effectlveness of
the Govermment's policy of hamsssent ard intinidation.

Relizious orimin of apartheid :

Ironfcally, apartheid was conceived and i=plemented in Scuth Africs's Datch

Reformed Churches, and sspecially in the largest of them, the Nederduitse -
(M3X}. In the NG, apartheid is taker to its absurd conclusion

of separating, not anly African, vhite, Colouarsd and Aplan South Afrieans ints
racially=defined symods, but also separating the Africans into ethni
synods, The two vhite "trdbes”, (i.e. English and Afrilesers) however, resain
integrated - perhaps in the interests of ccemon political and eccncmieal
considerations - despite greater linguistic differences than exist between them
and scoe of the Afrlcan groups they kave inslsted on ssparating.

Possibly in view of the fact that religlon and scrality are oaften considersd
to be alscst Identical, the religious orlgin of apartheid may have led to the
expactation that the glaring injustice of white domination weuld scomehiowr become
less pevolting to everyone. Becaude of the capacity for self-deception in the
sarvice of self-interest, this nev mirage appeared to bave satisfied those vho
mmmnt-umuwmu protected by the cloak of morality
a2 well,

Once this dissent wvas brought into the open, the Frime Minister himself began
to threaton the dissenters. Threats, of course, 4id net saffice but they did help |
to creats the slimate in ubilch &he Ooverrsent could begin to Act against dissident
Afpikansr churchmen, When the Govermment 414 eventually begin to act it alweys
414 o vith sere restraint than vhen it acted agh mon-Arrikener chrch people.
This reflects both the veneration the Afrikaners otill bave towvards the Dutch
Reformed Ghurch and ite ministers, and the extent to which Blacks, English-speaking
Eoath Africans and other individuwsis and their churches are atill regardsd as the .
traditional apponents of the Afrikansr people.

Myth of resistance by churches ;

The Coverrment moved cauticusly in its campaign to elimdrate so-cmlled
subwersives, who dared to practise morality rather than merely preach it. It weuld
to misleading, howewer, to belicwe that the Engligh-speaking and, for the most
part, wvhite=dominated churches, are playing a truly decisive role in resistance to

« Indeed, unfortunately, it would be false even to portray these clurches
an institutional azitators for social Justice.

In fact, most Goverrment actions hawe been directed at. individuals within
l'qll.glul-l- institutions, rather than the institutions themsalves, which, more often
than not, have tended to e more concermed with their cwm survival than the moral
issuss involved., One rare exception to the churches' generally salf-sa
rationalizations has been the University Christian Movement ([UCM) vhich set moral
integrity above ita oun q.lrﬂ.n.’l.. For ites stand, it has paid s heavy price.

There are very few radiecal opponents of nparthelid within the country. Most
of them have been impriscned, subjected to tanning orders or driven inkto exile, oF
hawe died during detenticon by the Security Police. Those vhoe still enjoy the
{1lusicn of Creedom within id Sputh Africa are, on the vholeé, under constant
sarveillance, politically ine or safely reformiet.,

Within the facade of demccracy which prewmils in South Africa - & "democracy”
that eliminates any genuine opposition as scon as 1t becomes affective - & palitical
“mlﬂlhﬂiﬂﬂtﬂmﬂiﬂummmmnﬂm for a roar,
efpiinlly by those who wish to perpetunte the syth of real opposition. With the
enthusiastic help of the Emglish South Afrlean pnu the churches' “oppoaiticn”
has been quite deliberately exsggerated, as has the ard "independence” of
pantustan lesders, »

Tho harsh facts, however, need not spell defsat; they should sisply resind
ﬂﬂdiﬁtmlih’ﬂfﬂwmmﬁmumtim* South Africa at present stands
as o reproach to the "international cossunity" but it gheald alss be Sosn 0o &
rexinder that the buman spirit is indoedtable, In religious institutions; the
prirciple of non-racialism can stdll be found, however hidden.
