Beautiful daughters, handsome sons,
bonny babies, engaged girls, and newly married couples passed away. Old and
young perished and darkness ruled over all the earth.

Parents left their young ones uncared for and in great grief. Nevertheless, it
was 5o with those who went to Canaan. Despite the hardships they experi-
enced they persisted in praising and magnifying the Names of their Maker.

Therefore ymllh let not hearts be troubled for there is no complete
happiness.”
