Your Excellencies, Distinguished Guests
and fellow Comrades-in-Arms,

The Pan Africanist Congress, the vanguard liberatory
organisation of the politically oppressed, economically
exploited and socially degraded combative pcople of Azania
(South Africa), welcomes you to this commemorative rally
marking the 10th Anniversary of Sharpeville.

On this solemn occasion the militant people of Azania

derive tremendous inspiration from your attendance because
it is a physical re-affirmation of your solidarity with

our just struggle to liberate our country fror the clutches
of Nazl-inspired racist South Africa that is bolstered and
maintained by imperialists, with thre United States-imperia-
lists at their forefront. v |

I welcome you in the name of our beloved President, langa-
liso Sobukwe, wio was jailed and. sentenced to three years:
hard labour after his arrest on March 21, 1960. 02 complee
tion of his sentence in 1963 a special law,; now known as

the 7Sobukwe Clausem" of the General Iaw Amendment Act was
pagsec to detain him on Robben Island, a forme~ leper *
colony, because, in the language of J.B, Vorsier, the fascist
Premier, he has "a magnetic personality, outstanding organi-
ging ability and a sense of divine mission®; and, in the
language of the present fascist Minister of Justi-ie and
Prisons, P.C. Pelser, "He is a leader., a men vho had-the.

entire country in a turmoil within the space of a few
months*, .

Sobukwe in 1960, using the oppressors couris cs a platform
for exhorting the African people into making a determined
and sustained assault on the fascist regime, se2id that the
African people felt no moral obligation tc c¢ber laws in
whese making they had no part. These lawg were m=de by a
white minority %o protmct its own interesis. and were
implemented and administered exclusively by i%. Sobukwe
did not see how an unjust law could be justly applied,
Because of mounting pressure for Sobukwe ‘s release the
fascists have tried to dupe the public inte thinking that
they are according him humane treatment, ILast year he was
taken from Rob™pn Island and placed under house arrest in
Limberley under severe restrictive measures.

Our heartfelt gratitu®» goes out to the Jovernment of the
United Lrab Republic and the people of the UAR who have
consistently backed, not only our Party and %t-e Azanian
struggle, but have been on the forefront of the anti-
colonial and anti-impexri=slist strugsle on our szcrei
continent, This rally has been made pcssible by this stand
on principle by the UAR. We humbly ask the UiR Government
representative who will also be addressing this rally to-
kindly convey to President Nasser, that illustrious cham-

This day, March 21, marks the 10th inniversary of Shar evilla.
On March 21, 1960, the Pan Africanist Congress launched -

the first basa of an unfolding programme of action

directed *Dwards the destruction of the Tascisty racisty
settler regime in South Africa. This Positive Action Campaign
anowballed by the afternoon of that day, over a million :
workers were out in the streets whilat all the African
workers had dovned their tools. The fascists panicked and
opened fire on - .. unarmed Africans , murdering 83 and
injuring 36: others at Sharpeville. The word Sharpeville

hag vecn zided to the South African lexicon =nd has come

tQ mean cal¢nus mass murder by a fascist regime in an attempt
to sten the tide of revolutionary movement directed against
it.

- The Pan Africanist Conzresz had beéen formed harely 11 months
befurﬂ this earth-shiA¥i%#gz event —- April 6, 1559. From its
r¥ inception the P.A,C, had made it ahundauuly clear |
hat it 15 not just a pulitical orzanisation but a libera-
tnry movemnt, Pogsitive Jction agalnst the oppressor would
be its watch-word. Therefore the initials P.A.C. of the™
Pogitive Action Campaign are no mere coincidence with the
initiels of the Pan Africanist Congress, thie P.1.C.
supplanting protest reformist ulitinﬂ which had rendered
the earlier liberation movement sterile with action.

As 2 result of this campaizn e 3tate of Emergeancy was
declaredi the Pass laws weve temporarily suspended, over
5,000 activiasts were arrested and the Pan Africanist
Congreas was banned, On bpeing banned the movemnt, having
come out of the loins of the masses, could not die out so
long a3 the 1asses8 ara tlere. It zutomatically went under-
ground because it had already a strong mass base. At this
time even old men joyfully expresszed their readiness for-
death heving witnessed the dawn of a new era; the resurgence
of an Afric amﬁ& dignity which would be the motive force

to the redemption of tlie Patherland. The events leading to
H.F, Verwoerd being shot, the Prime Minister of South Afrlca
at the time, are well known. The fleeing of thousands of
settlers and the flight of capital, lea 1ng to the United
States imperialists coming to South Africa’s ccononmic

rescue has distinctly shown who the real enemy is in our
strugesle, )

nn this day we have held conmemorative rallies every year.
To the Pan Africanist Congress as the vanguard and spear-
head of liberation in .izania, it is a day of re-dedication;
of solemn but resolute determination to cven steer the
ghip of liberation through the stormy sees of struggle

.lri-lﬁajuntil
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until we reach the shores of freedom and independence.

To us this day is one of solemn tribute to the memory of
martyrs who died to nourish the tree of freedom with their
precious blood in order that we may be free in the land

of our fore-fathers. On this day we once more re-dedicate
our lives ‘to the cause of freedom end renew our vows to
meke certain that they did not die in vain.

We Tremember the noble sacrifices that our beloved leader,
President Mangaliso Robert Sobukwe, is making with great
Btedcigm: in incarceration, Many insults have been heaped
UL 3§H§gﬁe by the South African fascists. These fascists
should know that Sobukwe is a leader of the African people.
It is not Sobukwe that the fascists will now account to but
to the entire .zanian masses. The African people cannot
tolerate this calculated insult to their leader. Last century
when the Boer renegade, Piet Retief, treated Sekonyela
similarly shabbily, Dingane “s Councillor which watched
Retief s cunning treachery, was horrified and restlessly
awaited nightfall when he slipped back to the Royal kraal
to report how the Boers treated the leaders of the people.
He told how Sekonyela was tricked into letting the Boers
handcuff and then torture him, having subtley asked him to
try on. the bracelets of the "British Queen™.

The Boer, Pizt Retief, was later completely wiped out with
his treacherous forces by Dingane ‘s warriors..

Vorster’s treatment of Sobukwe is no less diaﬁulical than
that of Retief upon Sekonyela. We cannot forget or forgive
this insult. -,

We remember the martyrs who heroically saprifiﬁgd and wigh
their blood, watered the tree of national emancipdtion and

independence. |

We remember those who along this txodden path, have since
that day, served, suffered and sacrificed. The 97 youths
who have sacrificed their lives; 10,000 who suffer in the
concentration camps and gaols of Vorster and his clique;
the millions who serve the cause of liberation for the
creation of a new non-racial South African society -~ the
Socialist Republic of izania. . - -

This day, has since 1966, been recognised by both. the
United Nations organiaatinn and the Organisation of African
Unity as an "International Day for the Elimination of
Racial Discrimination®, .

Or. the race question afllicting our country the position
of the Pan Africanist Congress has been clearly stated in
bur Manifesto. S

The African people are very much proud of their race -- the
human race. They recognise no inescapable fundamental .
-differences among members of even the main branghes of- -

that race: the Caucasoids, the Mongoloids and the Afrinoids.

They do not subscribe to the thﬁqrg that there'are inherent
mental, emotional and psychological differences amang
members of the main branches of the human species. They -

hold that the granting of "right=" on the basis of ethno-
logsical origin to be the entrenching of sectional arrogance
aws the continued maintenance of contempt for human worth

aﬁd disregard for human dignity.

environmental and through the individual factors

They deny the foreigners any right to balkanise or pakis-
tanise their country., The .Aifrican people sare neither racista
nor racialists, and they unreservedly condemn all forms of
racialism, including multi-racialism. Multi-racialism
implies that there are such basic znd insuperable difre-
rences between ‘the various national groups thzat the best
course is to keep them permenently distinctive. We stand
for non-racialism in which the colour of ornes skin and the
snhape of ones nose will count for nought. The African:
people do not nurse any crude hatred for the Furopean peoples;
but thiey do cherish a deep-seated detestation for the
Herrenvolk system.

Qur beloved President, Sobukwe, said: "In Afrika the myth
of race has bheen prozgundéd and prcpagated by imperialists
and colonialists from Europe, in order to facilitate and
Justify their human exploitation of the indigenous people
of the land¥, |

/e hold that "everyman is his brothers keeper. For every
man is a piece of the continent, a part of the main, because
he is involved in makind®., - :

British imperialism which conveniently used the tool of
racism during the search for rew markets with the rise of
the iadustrial revolution in Europe, propounded this
racial myth to justify the subjugation 2nd exploitation of
¢olonial p=eoples, But whenever the pampered ladies- of the
british aristocracy came upon a wealthy ifrican King, or

a rich Sheikh or Maharajah, they would not hesitate in
bending their backs backwards to woo him, looking forward
to an affluent life. The race .question is founded on econo-
mic factors, it is a by-product of imperiaslism. Ours is to
crush imperialism then racism will be swept to oblivion.

In Azania we have accepted the truth that "political power
grows out of the barrel of a gun". We learnt, by negative
examnle, from the earlier movenment before PAC was born
that. "the oppressed peoples and nations must not pin their
hopes for liheration on the “sensibleness” of imperialism -
