ABOUT 200 workers at Motor 
Assemblies near Durban stopped 
work for about two-hours rec­
ently in support of a demand 
for guaranteed re-employment 
after maternity leave. 

The women workers at this 
plant which produces Toyota 
cars and trucks went on strike 
when management told a preg­
nant worker that she had to 
go on maternity leave. 

At Toyota women workers 
are given no guarantee that 
they will be taken back after 
maternity leave. 

The National Automobile and 
Allied Workers Union is attempt­
ing to take this and other issues 
up with Motor Assemblies' man­
agement.
