Time was when one thought of
ODe's own indivitlual interesls.
Uptill yesterday we, as Indians,
were thinking about and trying to
Il.1feguard our own rights and
interests. It will not do to do so
any longer.
. We have all now to tbink and

act as humanbeings, irrespective
of what colour or race we may be.

The present Government has
Ilude life intolerable for any self­
respecting person. There is not
a puce wbere I can go with my

! r bead raised. The colour of my
i, skin and the race to which I

: belong have become a curse.
The only course I have to

choose, if I want to live as a self­
respecting person, is to fight
against this state of affairs, or to

• run away from it. The latter
would mean cow:lrdice.

I must therefore fight. The
question is bow to do so.

Tbere are two ways in which
~ne can fight. The common way
.. by physical force. The other
i, by soul force. We h:lVe been
privileged to witness in our life­
tUne tbat tbe latter is life giving

while tbe former is life·destroy­
ing.

I must therefore choose the
lauer course, :md I have not the
least bit of doubt in my mind
that it is the only praclical and
efficacious course for all.

It is folly to believe that an
unarmed person is hel;:>less. He
bas more strenl;tb dun one who
is armed to the tecth-provided
be h:lS an unshakable faith in
the power of God and surrenders
himself to Him.

He must have faith in prayer
and must be pure in body, mind
:lDd soul. That alone Can sustain
him. One who fears God and
loves HIm fears no man and hates
no man.

Man is full of human·weak­
nesses. He cannot conquer any­
body unless he conquers those
weaknesses. In order to do so
be Ius to be constantly awake and
alert,

What then is my duty in the
circumstances in which I find
myself placed? This tbougbt bas
been haunting me {or days, weeks
and months.

My conscience tells me: The
time has come when you must
tbrow off your sluggisbness; you

'must not run away out' of
fear from the d:loger but face it;
you must purify yourself of all
the evils within you; you must
not hate the evil doer for he is
one like yourself; you must~ bate
the evil and refuse to surrender
to it even at the risk of your life.

The strength to do so
can come tbrough prayer. It
is that alone, I most bumbly
submit, that will bring salvation
to :lll the oppressed people in this
land.

I h:ave, tberefore, decided that
the time has come for me to act,
;lnd as a first step I must undergo
a fourteen days fast to purify my
body, mind and soul; ;lnd having
survived that I shall, in the name
of God, defy the Government's
apartheid policy by commitling a
bre:lch of it :Ind shall submit
withom the slightest protest, to
the penally.

The proposed f;lst will com­
mence on the morning of Friday,

April 6 and end on the morning
of Frid:ly, April 20,

It is Dot my desire that the
present, rulers should' surrender
their rule. I do not desire to
see chaos in the country.

I desire to 5ee tbat all indio
viduals enjoy peace, happiness
and security; that all have equal
opportunities in life provided for
their advancement by tbe State so
that they arc able to make their
fullest contribution in all 1V:llks of
life; that tbere arc no legal bar­
riers t3ised on tbe crounds of
race or colour to impede their

The fact of the matter, of
course is, that it is futile to try to
reason with unreason.

CIVILISED SOCIETY BASED ON RESPECT
FOR PLEDGED WORD

MAINTENANCE of a civilised
type of society depended on

respect for cf'rtaio fundamental
principles, said the chancellor,
tne Hon. R. Fceth:om, at the
annual summer gradu:ltion cere·
mony of the University of the
Witwatersraod in the Clr5' Hall.

"One of Ihe m0st vital things,"
he said, "is recognilion of fidelity
10 the pledged word, the duty to
observe good fai1h in dealings
both between man and man, and
between groups and seclions,
r:ft:i ..l or otherwise, into which
our ~ociety is moulded."

It was a duty enjoined by the
religions tbat had inspired and
moulded our civilisation. Re­
cognition of this dury constituted
one of the fund ..mental distinc­
tions between civilisation :lnd
barbarism.

Estcourt Waits
Estcourt: Under the origin.l! Act
certain areas were proclaimed.
The Town Council is new waiting
for the Government ro indicate
that it docs not intend to inter­
fere with what has already been
done. Since the area was pro­
claimed. Indians have concen­
trated on the purchase of pro­
perty within their own area.
There are about 3,'200 Europe.lOs,
3,000 Natives and 1,500 Indians
in E~tcourt.

Umkomaas: This is a pre­
dominantly European holiday re­
sort and there are about a dozen
Indian·owned properties. In 1949
the Town Board was given

Racial Zoning In Natal
Towns throughout Natal are,

like Durban, making plans for
inter-racial zoning, now that the
way has been cleared by the pro­
clamation of the Group Areas
Act.

The Marit::burg City Council
has authorised a racial census as
the first step in defining the future
racial zones in the city and pre·
liminary arrangements a.e being
made for this census, which is
.expected to take about 12 months.
Proposals for the racial zoning of
Marit::burg will tben be for­
mulated.

Malvern: A committee of In­
quiry has been appointed to sur­
vey the whole area define areas
and groups. When the recom­
mendations have been accepted
by tbe Town Board, application
will be made to the Land Tenure
Board. Of tbe population of
roughly 30,500, about 6,500 are
Europeans, 3,000 Indians, and
tbe rest other classes of non­
Europeans.

Westville: Certain areas in
Weslvil1e were proclaimed under
tbe Asiatic Land Tenure Act. At
the Board meeting Friday last it
was decided to apply for a certain
area in Westville to be declared a
European area for ownership and
occupation in terms of lhe Group
Areas Act. The p'opulation is
roughly 2,500 Europeans, 2,000
Natives and 1,500 Asiatics. .

Pinetown: No definite plans are
ready, but the Town Council is
working on them. It will be
some time before they are ready
for submission to the Land
Tenure Board. There are about
3,000 Europeans, just over 1,000
Indians, 56 Coloureds, and 1,811
Natives.

Ladysmith: A civic survey has
been completed and submilled to
the provincial authorities. Lady­
smith is thus well advanced to
put any plan into operation. Of
tbe population of just over 20,000,
about 7,500 are Europeans, 4,000
Indbns and about 8,000 Natives,
bu' a considerable number of
properties in Ladysmith are
Indian-owned.

Greytown: It will be some
time before definite proposals are
ready for the Land Tenure Board.

ALL transactions in the Cape
Province, Natal and Trans­

vnl for the acquisition of im­
movable property between parties
of different racial groups had,
with the exception of mOl tga~e
bonds, been put under permit
conlrol as from today, says a
statement by tbe Minister of the
Interior, Dr. T. E. Donges.

This is the result of proc1:l­
matioos in the Government
G~etle Extraordinary today
bringing the Group t\ rcas Act
into operation in these three pro'
vinces, says the statement.

A procI;mI31ion in the Ga::ette
today empowers the Minister of
the Interior to enforce racial,
residential and trading segrega·
tion under the Group Areas Acr.
This procumation now puts the
entirc Act into force, ,the I fir.H
part providing for the establish­
ment of a Land Tenurt: Advisory
Board ha\'mg been proclaimed
Ust year.

Today's proclamation excludes
the c..pe Province for two years
from the occupation clause of the
Act which deals with inter-racial
property uansfus and the occu·
pation of premises which will
come into immediate effect. The
Act does not apply to the Orange
Free State.

A schedule to tbe proclamation
de5cribes the Indian and Chinese
sub-groups in all the affected pro­
vinces and tbe Malay sub-group
as affected in the Cape Province.

The principal provision tlf the
Act empowers the Minister to
proclaim areas of ownership and
occupation by either White,
Bbck or Coloured persons or by
the sub-groups set out in tbe
schedule to the proclamation.

In his statement today Dr.
DODges says that from March 30,
1951, in the areas of Natal and
Transvaal, no-one may occupy
land or property which on that
date was occupied by someone
of another group, without a per­
mit ffom the Minister of the
Interior.

"In certain defined areas no­
one may build a bouse on vacant
land and occupy it without a per­
mit. Nor may a house be de­
I))olished, rebuilt and occupied
without a permit. Additions to
a building also need to be ap'
proved. .

"In. Natal and in the Trans
vaal, there are the five racial
Groups-European, Native, In­
dian, Cninese and Coloured. In
the Cape Province there are the
,aDle five groups, except that in
the districts mentioned above lhe
Malays are a sixth group.

THE ORIGIN OF VIRUSESARE mortamiDs a clue to solu-
tion of tbe problem of the

causes of poliomyelitis, cancer
and influenZ3, tbose mystery
dileases tbat have baffled the best
drorts of ortbodox researchers

. the world over? The term
mortamins is not even known 10

these researchers, but was coined
about 1937 by a New Zealand
enRimer, Tbos. A. F. Stone, who
to.Jk an intelligent interes' in
health and disease and propound.
ed a scientific theory of their
origins. From the L:llin word
"mortuus" meaniog death and
tbe chemical term ":lmin" indl­
eating a substance with organic
introgen as a c.:lnstituenr, he
coined the word mortamin to
mean a subst;mce of protein
origin tbat is negative, growth,
destroying and death.causing. in
contra-distinction to vitamins,
which are positive, growlh-
promoting and Iife-.sustaining.
''Vita'' is the Latin word for

Ii/',
Modern research on "blood

sludgc" b~s yidded some highly
sugg~stive findings. And it s
high time tbat more attention
were p~id to the discoveries and
opinions ':If Dr. J. E. R. McDo·
n~gh, of' London, whom the
Press has dcscribed as "ODr of
the foremost scientific men in the
medieal world tod:lY and ahead
of his time," WlLlt a str:lOge
commenury! A man m:1Y be
ril:ht, one hundred per cent,
rigbt, but be must ['ot be "ahead
of bis time "!

Dr. McDonagh does not use
tbe term mortamin, but it is
apposite and helps to tbrow light
on bis explanation of the origin
and nature of disease. He
teaches that every liviog thing is
the result of the condens:ltion of
activity-~ remarkable confirma­
tion of the wisdom of ancient
Eutern philosophers thousands of
YUts 2g0. Climate (i.e. cosmic
radi~tion) rc1e:lses :Ict.VllY which
becomes stored in protein, life­
•ubst:lonce of living things, whe­
tber or hunun. Protein u not a
chemiC:l.I compound C:l.plble of
formulation but is rather a com·
plex tlut puwtcs rythrnic:1l1y
through lhree cycles, n;lmely,
attraction, flaring :lond radiation,
Funhcrmore, the proteID-complex
is itself divided into three spe:i.l.
ized portions for tbe performance
of these threc different function,_

The Slorer porti n (s a y s
f.!cDonlgh) is non-reactive and

is composed of sodium chloride
(the link with sea in which life
began), ascorbic acid and other
hexoses and fats.

The Radiator portion controls
the behaviour of protein and
comprises C<lleium phosphate,
potassium cbloride, ribose, nucPeic
acid, magnesium or iron chloride,
pyrole and amino-acids.

The Attractor-portion is the
complement of the Radiator­
portion and consists of aromJtic
hydrocarbons,

If the cylic pulsation of life
ukes place harmoniously through
these three specialised p:Hts of
the protein-complex, the result is
health. If, however, there is a
predominance of one factor, tbe
ba1:lnce and the rhythm become
upset, and there is disharmony,
which manifests as disease.

Disease occurs in. one of tbree
forms, namely, :lcute. sub·acute
or chronic; and this occurrence
depend. upon the particubr cycle
of the rhythmic pulsation and
the specblil:ed portion of the
protein-complex: in which tbe
deflection or a~tivity is most
aberrant. If it b~ lhe first cycle,
for examples, the protein over­
contraclS, with reciprocal over­
expansion of the cytoplasm in
the cells, and the corresponding
specialised portion of the protein­
complex breaks off to become a
virus. Such:l virus manifests :IS

mosaic disease in plants, distem­
per in animals and influenza in
man.

Clearly, then, this explains
why scieOlisls with blind (:luh in
the germ· theory of disease are
unable to find the C..u,3live

,organisms of pollr:myeluis, c.lncer
or influenza. They may find
associated organisms, bUI that is
something different. Tlley ...IJ not
seem to suspect the true nJturc of
a virus. And in their researches
they are seeking patiently a/ld in­
tent�y for what docs not exist!
They have lost direction and their
efforts are as futile :IS were Ihose
of the early chemists whose attach­
ment to the phlr>gislon theory
blinded them to the (:lCIS of
chemicl combinations of elements
that are the basis of modern
scientific chemistry. Without per­
ceiving and accepting the funda­
mental n:uural law underlying a
science, progress in that science
IJ impMsible.

The chief cause of disease, as
McDon:lgh emphasises, lies not
in germs but "in faulty food, be­
cause when activity is attracted
in rays of too short wave-lengths,
too muc~ activity is released from
where it is stored in the protein.
This results in deflection of the
rhythm as it describes its cycles
in the protein, :lOd the changes
wbich the protein undergoes are
rendered aberrant."

Disease, then, is essentially a
question of nutrition, or, to be
more precise, of m:ll-nutrition, of
the cells.

Faulty food can have tbree
origins, of which one is beyond
and two om' within the control of
man. The first is climate, which
includes the effects of "fully
ionized rays of shortest wave·
lengths known, resulting from
disintegration of sub-atomic 'pro­
ducts reaching carth from ioter,
stellar space," The subject is
pregn:1nt with possibiJiti!s. In
this direction, too, m:lY lie :In
explanation of the epidemics of
disease that follow war;. The
consequences of the release of
energy in the form of bombard­
ments may be very far-reaching
climatologically. But this is a
subjet:t in itself•.••.

The two causes of f:lulty food
th:lt lie within the province of
man to rectify are wrong diet and
wrongly grown food. Food that
is denatured, devitali:z:ed, !:Icking
in vitamins or the requisite
minerals necessary to health,
fall in the first category.
These include, naturally, foods
wroogly prepared and in the
wrong c<,mbinallons. And any·
thing that is not fresh must also
be disease producing in th~ long
run. Tlnllcd meat, for instance,
is virtual1y Ihe s:lme as carrioni
and it has been noted th:lt the
animals which live on carrion are
distinctly cowardly, e.g, hyenas,
jack.!ls, vultures and pari:1h dogs•
On the other hand, the lion and
the eagle seek their prey fresh.
Furthermore, they pine and
sicken in c.lptiviry if given frozen
or preserved meat.

Anything addeJ to food that
radically alters its original fresh­
ness may create a mortamin, :1

death-promoting substance. Pre­
servatives, unnnecessary condi·
ments, wron?; combinations, ex­
r-essive heat or cold, wrong pre-

paration, may each :lod all lead to
tbe production of some other
substance that shouid be classed
as a mortamin.

But one of the most imporlant
basic Coluses of faulty food, with
consequent disease manifestation,
is unhealthy soil. A soil that has
been over-cropped, depleted of
humus, poisoned with chemicals,
or otherwise abused, cannot
possibly produce sound food. \
The products of such soils musr
be faulty and hence disease­
producin;. And it i.i in tbis
direction that we must also look
to find the remedy for modern
epidemics of disease.

In the light of the foregoing
explan,1tions, the following facts
take on a new. aod inter-rcl:lted
signific:lDce :

1. A member of Scou's ex­
peclition to the Aotartic contraet­
ed poliomyeliti'3 there. The factor
of contagion w,-,uld therefore be
ruled out. A far more significant
fact that has been overlooked by
the orthodox researchers is that
tbis patient was a youth of 18
fror:l the Falkland Islands, which
the bte Sir Albert How:lrd and
others have often quoted as an
example of soil-depletion le:1ding
to physical degeneration of live·
stock. Originally the Falkbnd
Islands were noted for their line
quality mutton-sheep which found
a ready sale on tbe far-off London
m:lrl"t. But the steady dr.lin of
generation after generation of
sheep being raised on the same
soil and then shipped Away, with
no rcturn to the soil, eventually
led to such depletion of the soil
tl~]t ewes be;c:1l11e un:lble to give
buth to theIr lambs in a normal
and healthy way. A human- I

being raised on such soil would
also be inherently lacking ill
fund;lmental health. This ill.
health would be aggravated by a
diet of preserved foods such as
would be essenti:ll on:ln Antarctie
expedition.

2. Poliomyelitis is s:lid to be :I

virus disease. Therc is an incu·
bation period of some time befote
the virus can be detected. This
should be taken as cvidence to
snow that the virus is a product
rath, r than a cause of the disease.
