"\ EVER in recent history has
Z&Y the Christian world been
3 horrified as it is today with the
danger of the Hydrogen bomb
that faces it. This is evident
{rom the sentiments expressed by
the Christian Church and others
throughout the world during
Easter, What the Pope, the
Archbishop of Canterbury and
the Archbishop of York have said
zbout it is most touching. Dr,
Geoffrey Fisher, Archbisbop of
Canterbury, is reported to have
said in his Cathedral that the
first duty of the Church and of
Christians was to say to all men
- that unless they repent, begin to
think differently and to agree
tetter, they and the Church and
Christians too, good and evil
clike, will all likewise perish.

The Archbishop of York, Dr.
Cyril Garbett, is reported to have
said that the use of the H-bomb
would be the result of the Sins of
Jhatred, greed and fear. If the
bomb were used in war, said the
Archbishop, it could leave the
world scorched and bereft of joy
and laugbter. ““It would be sheer
fslly to conceal from ourselves
this awful responsibility. We
must unite in determined resolve
to save all natiohs on both sides
of iron curtain from this
terrible end to man’s'struggle and
achievements.”

Most stirring was the Easter
message broadcast by the Pope
before a silent audience of 200,000
people. This is what the Pope iz
teported to have said: ““When
will the rulers of nations perceive
that peace cannot consist of an
exasperating and costly relation-~
ship of mutual terror, but*in the
Churistian maxim of universal love
and in justice freely accorded
rather than exhorted.”

It is folly to believe that the
the discovery of the H-bomb is
an act of man. It is an act of
God and a grim warning to man
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to beware of the fate that awaits
him, Itisa warning to man to
cease playing with fire and to be
bumble and God-fearing for He
alone is the Creator and the De-
stroyer. The cup of tbe sins of
man is full up to the brim. Un-
less he wakes up speedily from
his slumber and mends his ways
he is assuredly going to be de-
stroyed. !

Prayer is good in itself. + But
it does not alone help.

Mere prayer to God and meek
submission to the tyrant is° not
going to save us. We must
stoutly refuse to submit to the
tyrant and completely surrender
ourselves to God and then He is
bound to succour us. If the
rulers of the nations are doing
wrong they must be unseated
from their thrones—not by vio-
lence but by mnon:.violect non-
co-operation. But we are tied
up so much to materialism that
we simply cannot non-co-operate
with the evil doer konowing full
well that the things he is doing
are a viclation of the moral law
of God. We are apt rather to
follow the law of the tyrant than
to follow the law of God. What
worth is it then to pray for His
mercy. Unless we show an active
faith in God He will not come to
our rescue.

Western Civilization

HE Rev. P. W. R. Russell,

Dean of St. Peter’s Church in
Maritzburg gave an Easter mess-
age to the ‘Natal Witness,” Some
of the things the Dean said are
noteworthy and are applicable
not only to those who follow the
Christian faith but to all alike.
“If as we appear to be, we are
so intent on preserving Western
Christian civilisation.” the Dean
said, ““we should see to it that we
observe the tenets upon which
that civilisation is supported.” It
is time that we looked into our-
szlves and asked whether we are
worthy of that civilisation which
we profess to defend. It might
lead to more sincerity and truth
and subsequently to a greater
measure of peace and under-
standing among people.” Parents
in particular should seét an ex-
ample to their children. There
was no purpose in sending chil-
dren to Sunday School if
the parents themselves did not
observe , the basic doctrines of
Christian religious life, said Rev,
Russel.

Apartheid A Political Fraud

Speaking at a United Party
election meeting at the Durban
City Hall, last week, Mrs. Helen
Suzman, the Johannesburg eco-
nomist and Parliamentarian, is
reported to have said, aparthbeid,
as preached by the Nationalists
today, is “‘nothing more or less
than a political fraud and well
the Nationalists know it.”" “The
Native today is an integral part
of our ecomomy, supplying 82
per cent. of our labour force,”
she said. “Take this labour force
awayand you plunge the Euro-
pean back into direct poverty.
S.:A.B.R,A, and the D.R.C. be-
lieve in total apartheid and re-
cognise and are prepared to
accept the economic consequences.
The Nationalists. preach apart-
heid, but know that if they told
the full truth of 'what such a step
would mean, it would be a policy
not calculated to win many seats.
It is-this question which crystal-
ises the difference between the
United Party and the National-
ists. United Party policy accepts
as an indisputable fact that the
non-European is an integral part
of our economy and that as a

,
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logical consequence he must be
given decent hbousing, decent
-transport and other facilities. To
co operate with the Native is
obviously better than to oppose
and oppress him, with all the
consequences such a policy must
bring 1n its train, For South
Africa. the question of econmomic
integration is a matter of life and
death. Apartbeid is a completely
unrealistic policy. Here as in so
" many other major issues, the
Nationalists are building on the
fallacies of yesterday,'”

Colour Bar Prevents Com-
monwealth Parliamentary
Association Meeting In S.A

South Africa’s rigid colour bar
is believed to be the main reason
why the Commonwealth Parlia-
mentary Association will bold its
conference this year in Kenya
instead of in the Union, states a
message from Capetown. The
conference will be in Nairobi in
August. Although the Union is
the oldest and largest Common-
wealth, State in Africa, and
althoug previous conferences have
. been held in the capitals of the
sister-Dominions, Canada and
New Zealand, South Africa has
not been able to take its turn as
host, it is believed, because dele-
gates to the conference will in-
clule a number of non-Euro-
peans. Iastead, South Africa is
a joint host with other Central
and East African tertitories.

About 65 delegates from differ~
ent countrics will visit the Union
in September by invitation of the
South African branch of the Com-
monwealth Parliamentary Asso-
ciation, according to a letter re-
ceived by the City Council, states
a Sapa message from Pretoria.
The delegations will consist; it is
stated, of Ministers of State and
members of the legislatures of
Britain, Canada, Australia, New
Zealand, the United States,
Kenya and the Rhodesias.

‘There is no mention of the
delegation from India.

Moral Re-Armameet

Three hundred representatives
from Kenya, Nyasaland, Northern

and Southern Rhodesia, South
West Africa and all four pro-
vinces of South Africa were

present at the Inter-Racial As-
sembly organised by Moral Re-
Armament during the Easter
hbolidays in Johannesburg, Dr.
W, M. Nicol, Administrator of
the Transvaal, sent a message of
welcome to  the conference.
Mrs, Adrian Smuts of Johannes-
burg, lecturer and writer, said,
“As an Afrikaans-speaking Na-
tionalist I want to say I am very
sorry for the pride and self-
righteousness.of my life and my
~naiion that has caused such deep
hurts, such bitterness, such feel-
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ings of rebellion and fear, When
an Afrikaaps-speaking Nationalist
can change, there is real hope
for this greatest revolution of all.”
Included among those partici=
pating in the conférence were:
Justice C. J. Claasen, of the
Supreme Court of South West
Africa, Professor B. F. Nel, head
of the faculty of education at
Pretoria University, and some
lecading members of the non-
European communities, .

Institute of Race Relations
And The Protectorates

The South African Institutc of
Race Relations considers that
the time for a decision in respect
of any or all of the High Com-
-mission  Territories will not
arrive until the Union has suc-
cceded in discharging its res-
punsibilities in regard to its own
social and racial problems. Should
the time arrive for this issuc to be
decided, no decision in respect of
any of the three territories should
be taken without the consent of
the people of such territory as
regards its own destiny.

University Apartheid Inquiry

The Holloway Commission, ap-
pointed to investigate the prac-
ticability and implications of
apartheid in South African uni-
versities is sitting in Alice (Cape.)
At the head of the Commission
is Dr. J. 'E. Holloway, a former
Secretary of Finance. Dr. Mal-
herbe and Prof. R. W, Wilcocks,
Rector of the University of Stel-
lenbosch, are the other two mem-
bers. The Commission’s terms
of reference state that it is re-
quired ““to investigate and report
the practicability and financial
implications of providing separate
training facilities for nop-Euro-
peans at universities,"’

Professor 'C. M. Dent, the
‘principal of Fort Hare University
College for non-Europeans in
giving evidence before the Com-
mission said that the University
,encountered barriers when it tried
to find employment for its gra-
duates. Professor Dent said: “It
is useless for us to set up courses
-if there is no suitable employment.
We have come up against many
‘barriers.””  Students had been
wwarned against courses which
would not lead to a career.
‘Students should have the stimulus
of knowing that there would be
satisfactory employment for them
‘when they bad qualified.

Pretoria Indians Form
Housing Group

A society, to be known as the
Pretoria "and  District Indjan
Tenaats' Association, was formed
at a meeting attended by about
250 Indians in the Dougal Hall,
Pretoria. The object of the asso-
ciation is to obtain'houses for the
Indian community of Pretoria.
The constitution states that the
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association “‘will not accept the
Group Ardas Act.”

Crusade Against Colour Bar

An organisation called the
“Movement for Colonial Free-
dom’’ has been founded in Lon-
don, according to Sapa-Reuter,
to support the Colonial peoples’
right to independence, freedom
from the Colour bar and the
principle of fair share for all.”

Mr. Fenner Brockway, a La-
bour MLP., acting chairman of the
movement, said: ““Our effort may
be as important as the crusade
against slavery."

Three organisations—the Bri-
tish]Centre of the Congress of
Peoples against imperialism, the
Council for the Defence of Seretse
Khama and the Protectorates, and
the British Guiana Association—
have amalgamated to found the
new movement,

Among the sponsors of the
movement are: Sir Richard
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Acland, Mrs. Aneurin Bevan, Sir
Frederick Messer, Sir Leslie
Plummer, Dr. Donald Soper,
President of the Methodist Con-
ference, Canon Charles Raven, a
Chaplain to the Queen, and Dame
Sybil Thorndyke, the actress.

Among the new organisation’s
aims is ‘““to resist the remewed
claim of Dr. Malan for the incor-
poration of the Protectorates into
the Union of South Africa,

THE FOLLY OF RACIAL STEREOTYPES
I—THE AFRICAN”

HE miserly Scotsman, the feck-
less Irishman, the brash Ameri-
can, the amorous Latin, the
phlegmatic Anglo-Saxon — these
are examples of racial stereotypes
which do no great harm because
they are not made tbe basis of
social or political policy. Yet a
moment's reflection, running over
Scottish, French or American
friends in our minds, should con-
vince us how few individuals can
be classified, and thus contained,
within any racial categories.
Human variety simply defies any
stereotyped generalisation,

There is, therefore, good reason
to scrutinise very carefully indeed
any racial stereotypes wbich do
become the basic assumptions of

national policy, particularly in a’

multi-racial society like our own.
Our Afrikaans and British-des-
cended citizens complicate their
relations with far too much stereo-
typed thinking. What is even
more harmful, because it affects
the four-fifths non-White majority
over whom we Europeans rule, is
our ,generalised thinking about
non-Europeans, 'Naturally, Afri-
cans, Indians and Coloureds, too,
sin in this respect. Some of them
think in racial stereotypes not
‘only about each other, but about
us also. But since they do not
yet have power and responsibility,
we have hardly begun to reap the
fruits of these misconceptions.
Daily, however, non-Europeans
suffer, both individually and as
groups and races, for the illusions
about them which we seek to

.

enforce, sometimes in all good
faith, often with more question-
able motives. A particularly ob-
vious" recent example was the
argument in support of the Bantu
Education Act. But the evil is
very widespread among us—from
Dr. Malan's assertion that the

" (not merely biological) differences

between Europeans and Bantu
‘‘are permanpent and not man-
made.” to the assurance of a
friend that the stupidity of two
Indian Torry drivers proved that
Indiags (all Indians) are incapable
of civilised conduct. Would we
Europeans care to be judged en
bloc by the behaviour of some of
our own road hogs or the appar-
ently increasing hooliganism of
European louts who spegcialise in
attacks on inoffensive non-Whites?
Several friends have told me
that some of what I write is
logically and morally incontrover-
tible, but inapplicablesin practice
because I lack experience of “the
Native.”” The charge has some
truth. Owing to physical reasons
beyond by coptrol, I have little
opportunity of meeting Africans.
But I am inclined to doubt
whether my critics are in much
better case. I recall Kenneth
Kirkwood's BBC broadcast of
some eighteen monts ago:
“Although all Europeans in
Africa tend to regard them-
selves as experts on Native
affairs or, in the stock term,
claim that they “koow the Na-
tive,” very few of them do, in
fact, know anything at all and,
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on the whole, tend to be Blind
and dangerously eccentric j
their assumptions and judg.
ments,”’

And, questioniog my friepd
and observing their use of iy,
definite article—*the Nalive"..l
am almost sure that few of them
and but a handful of cur Eu,,'_
pean population, have any cp,
tact with the realities of Affitx
life and politics today.

I am sure that the e
planation of the phenomenco
does not lie in Marxist categotie
or economic Stereotypes: bu
simply in the respect accorded by
Africans to those of their rz
who, despite all the disadvantages
and vexations of inferior status,
succeed in establishing ther
human credentials. This respect
goes out not merely to the success-
ful African entrepreneur and
business man; it given‘in equal
or greater meastire to Professers
Matthews and Jabavu for their
intellectual eminence, to . Dy,
Xuma and Moroka for their pro-
- fessional skill, to African politica!
leaders for their forensic ability
and their courageous champies-
,ship of the cause of equal hums
status and to Jake Tuli—npot pri-
marily for the large sums of
money be has earned. but because
he adventured, unknown and uo-
aided, into the White man’
world and won his way to tke
top by his own skill and sporte-
manship. Africans treasure these
proofs that their inferjority is %"
in fact, Ged-given. No special
experience is required to realix
that what they, as a people, wat
more than anything else is equb
ity of opportunity—the removl
of disabilities laid upon anyost
because of his birth, colour, de
rivation or class and the prospect
of a career open to talent in
whomsaever it may reside. This

secondary to the *demand for
political rights only because Afri-
cans—with considerable Kistorial
justification—think it unlikely t#
be gratified by an exclusivell
White electorate.

HOPE that the Opposition in

general—and the U.P. in par-
ticular, sow that it is bending
jts mind to the ccomomic and
political realities of our multi-
tacial society—will not be scared
to acknowledge itself liberal. In
the recent past Mr, Strauss
tas hotly denied that he is cither
a conservative or a liberal. Since
he is clearly not a communist,
faccist or socialist, it has been
difficult to establish what exactly
beis. But, in fact, all the fuss
scems to be over some very simple
Eglish usages which are widely
accepted throughout the civilised
world. Everywherc, outside tota-
litarizn countries and South Afri-
¢3, it is something of an honour,
<ot an insult, to be koown as
liberal-minded. Itis a pity to allow
surselves to be deprived of the
proper use of simple and com-
venient words, merely because
they are misused as terms of
abuse by a small group of fana-
tical reactionaries.

Before turning to the more
general meaning of the word, let
us concede that Liberal (with a
apital) should now be confined
in South Africa to members of
the Liberal Party.  Although not
yet fully formulated, the policy of
that party includes equal economic
opportunities. universal compul-

- sory education, the abolition of
discrimination on grounds of race
ar colour, and a limited common
franchise open to all qualified
adults irrespective of race or class.
Anyone subscribing to these
policies may be called Liberal.
“The Federal, Labour and United
Darties may still be liberal, though
-hey are not Liberal. .

“The Liberal Party should be
exonerated from ome use of
“diberal” peculiar to South Africa.
Reference is often—too often—
made to “a debased sense of
Jiberalism'® which ‘‘advocates
racial inter-marriage. The Liberal
Party does not advocale any type
of marriage. Looking at the
statistics before the Mixed Mar-
riages Act came into force, i) sees
that only 0.13 per cent of the
murriages registered in the Union
were mixed. This figure would
be even more infinitesimal if it
could be expressed as a propor-
tion of all South African mar-
riapes, since the great majority of
African marriages were not- at
that time registered, And of this
utterly trivial number over 90
per cent concerned so-called Euro-
peans and so-called Coloureds in
the twilight zone between these
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two race groups where distinctions
are hard to make, The Liberal
Party, therefore, says that there
is no significant desirc on the
patt of cither Whites or non-
Whites for inter-marriages and
its prohibition by law is a gross
interference with the rights of
those very few individuals who
do wish to exercise their discre-
tion in so essentially personal and
private a matter. In this and in
adding that there is no scientific
justification for the belief that
miscegenation is biologically harm-
ful, the Liberal Party has the
support of the civilised world.

One other meaning of the word
“liberal” has not yet become
current in South Africa, even in
regard to the Liberal Party—i.c.
that of one who stands for free
trade and completely laissez faire
cconomy. It seems inconceivable
that Liberals do not now recog-
nise some form of the Welfare
State as having come to stay. Let
them heed the warning contained
in* an obituary of the English
liberal, Lord Simon: “The Lib-

eral Party declined because the

wing that could have been most
progressive clung to the one
principle that was most. outdated,
while those that were wise enough
1o compromise with this principle
were usually weak enough to com-
promise with other forces as
well.”

Turning to the more general
senses of the word, Professor I,
S. Fourie recently distinguished
between liberal, who sought sen-
timentally to give full rights to
non-Europeans without regard to
their ability to shoulder respon-
sibility, and a conservative who
sought to keep the best of the
past by adapting it and himself
to changing circumstances. These
definitions must be a matter of
opifiion as well as a bit of a
quibble over words.  The differ-
ence between a reforming con-
servative like Professor Fourie
and a conserving liberal must be
slight indeed. The dictionary
definition of a liberal is one who
is “favourable to democratic re-
forms and the abolition of pri-
vilege.”” Nothing in this definition
obliges a lilberal to proceed irre-
sponsibly or to attempt all neces-
sary reforms at one feil swoop.

Now that the U.P. h“', how-
ever cautiously, apparently joined
the Féderal and Labour Parties
on the side of progress, is it not
time to admit openly that the
choice before South Africa is

cither liberalism which acknow-

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ledges that our future and that

of the non-Europeans are
so indissolubly joined that
we must gradually share our

present powers and privileges;
or Nationalism which clings
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to a long outdated patri-
archa ethic, now expressed by
Dr, Verwoerd as definite repres-
- sion of non-European aspirations
and a vain delusion of ultimate,
total partition of our country?

NATIVES (URBAN AREAS) AMENDMENT

BILL,

THE following Press statement
has been issued by the S.A,
Institute of Race Relations:—

The South African Institute of
Race Relations views with the
gravest anxicty the proposed
amendment to the Natives (Urban
Areas) Act, under which the defi-
nition of ‘to accommodate’” will
be extended to include ‘‘to make
available for occupation any land
or premises.’’ Under the existing
Act “‘accommodate’ means ‘to
house or to provide with lodg-
ings.”" If the definition is altered,
the Minister will be empowered
to order the transfer of any Afri-
cans from existing houses or
lodgings to an open picce of
ground (the provision or non-
provision of services being ap-
parently at the entire discretion
of the Minister.) This would
mean that, for example, Africans
removed from ‘location? in the
sky’’ could be ordered to live on
the open veld. Likewise, Afri-
cans ordered from Pimville or
Alexandra Township, Johannes-
burg, as is proposed under the

- Mentz report, may find them-

selves homeless. All this is ap-
parently to proceed without any
reference to the African’s own
wish or capacity to build himseif
a home onsuch prescribed ground,

The further danger arizes that
the alteration of the law in this
manner may also be used as a
precedent for a similar definition
of “accommodation’” in any Act
providing for the removal of the
Africans from the Western Areas.

While the Institute cannot
believe that it would be the in-
tention of this or any-.other Min-
ister of Native Affairs to order
Africans to live in the open veld,
nevertheless, it strongly objects
to the power that is given in' this
Bill to enable the Minister to do
s0. The Institute considers it
imperative that provision be
made in the Bill to compel the
appropriate authority to provide
alternative housing before any
removal of persons from existing
accommodation. Only ir this
way can the indefinite extension
of emergency camps such as
Moroka, Johaanesburg, be halted.

The Institute considers that the
power ro remove people from
their homes is one that should
only be exercised under condi-
tions of grave emergency and for
the most compelling reasons of
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the public good and with proper
judicial safeguards. The power
which is to be given to the Min-
ister under Section 3 of the
Amendment Bill to order the re-
moval, curtailment or abolition
of any location, Native village or
hostel, subject ouly to a public
enquiry presided over by a nomi-
nee of the Minister, is therefore
entirely alien to the basic prin-
ciples of justice and democratic
government. This threat to the
established homes of urban Afri-
cans will intensify the already
widely prevalent feeling of in-
security, and must inevitably
cause a worsening of race rcla-
tions.

The Institute draws attention
to the anomalous provisions re-
garding the “locations in the
sky,” whereunder (in Section 4)
notmore than five Africans may
be permitted to reside in a build-
ing in an urban area without the
consent of the Minister, If it is
desirable to limit, the number of
servants in residence in flats, an
essential preliminary is that the
problems of alternate housing and
transport should first be solved.
The Institute points our that in
a town like Johannesburg existing
hostels arealready accommodating
thousands of ‘‘illegal” residents
for whom no other accommoda-
tion can be found, rail transport
for Africans is already taxed be-
yond its capacity; bus queues
stand long into the night to take
urban worker to their homes, and

any .substantial increase in this
number must create chaos. The
present proposals are to the

benefit of neither worker nor em-
ployer. Furthermore, it is unjust
to penalise the present domestic
servant in a flar by depriving him
of accommodation, while his
counterpart in a house can legally
live on the premises of his em-
ployer. This situation will con-
tinue until the present houslng
sh\onagc is overcome,

The Iostitute svelccmes the
provision under Section 5 (a)
whereby permission to re-enter
an area will automartically be
graoted to an African returning
to the same ctaployer within 12
months On the other hanci,
clauses 5 (b) and (c) will give “the
local authority the power to re-
strict an applicant seeking work
in the towns to a particular class
of work. The Institute regards
this as an unwarranted inter-

¢
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ference with the sight of the
worker to seek the best market
for his labowr. i
Section 9 will enable a Magis-
trate or Native Commissioner to
order that any African between
the ages of 15 and 19 shall ’be
gent to an institution if an enquiry
has established that he is an “idle
or undersirable’” person. Pre-
sumably, the intention of this
provision is to give to the author-
ized official the right to commit
certain African juveniles to the
contemplated youth labour camps.
The Institute considers it neces-
sary to point out that the powers
given in the Bill are dangerously
wide  The principal Act defines
an “idle” person as being, inter
alia, one who “is babitually un-
employed and has no sufficient
honest means of livelihood.” It
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is well established that a large
proportion of African juveniles,
through no fault of their own, fall
into this category. To treat them
all as “idle or undesirable” is
unjust.

The Bill fails to distinguish be-

" tween those African juveniles who

are idle through lack of schooling
and lack of opportunity and those
who are delinquent and in need
of care. For the former, the
Institute has long urged the es-
tablishment of youth camps on
the lines of the Special Service
Battalion to give occupational

« training and moral guidance. For

the latter, the Institute urges that,
instead of coming under the pro-

visions of this proposed Amend-

ment, they should be subject to the
procedures ol the Children's Act
in the same way as other juveniles.

INDIA LETTER

From Our Own Correspondent)

HE fight for the liberation
of French settlements in
India is on. The French Ipdia
Socialist Party, which had
earlier demanded merger of
these settlements with India,
have launched a mnon-violent
movement and have “captured”
19 villages with a total popula-
tion of 24,000,

The French bad acquired
these areas from Britain in 1814
Pondicherry, the capital of
French India, which covers an
area of 115 square miles and
bas & population of just over
200,000, is divided into eight
The territory is by no means com-
pac tbeing neither contiguous.

There are four enclaves cons
sisting of 12 “islands” of French
territory separated from the
main area of Pondicherry with
intervening Indian territories;
in otler words the settlements
are in the nature of groups of
detached villages.

Pondicherry, Karaikal, Mahe
and Yepam, the four French
settlements in India, have be-
come the scene of poneviolent
struggle for freedom from French
slavery. This is the second
time since India’s liberation
from British yoke that such a
movement has been started,

Now the Frencb bas no case
as the ruling party itself has
turned against the French. In
fourteen out of sixteen com-

* munes, all Councillors and
Mayors have demanded merger
with India without referenduc.
The French say that they are
bound by their cobstitution
which stipulates a referendhm
for handing over her tersritory.

Bombay, April 4,

The Freoch, no doubt, agreed to
hold a referendum wunder an
agreement signed with India in
7948 but since then goondaism
hed been the order of the day.
The French were either silent
spectators or they abetted them.

There is nothing Fcench about
these settlements except that
the administration is in the
hands of the Freanch Colonial
Office and the State language
is French. There are not many
Frenchmen settled in them nor
any outstanding commercial or
industrial stakes under their
control, nor a racial link, nor
even a cultural affinity. The
peopfe are Indians with their
kith and kin, chattel and pro-
perties outside the border. The
areas are economically part and
parcel of the adjacent Indian
Union territories depending on
them entirely for essential sup.
plies and it is to the Indian
Posts and Telegraphs Depart-
ment and the Indian S:ate Rail-
way that the pockets have to
look for their vital communica.
tions.

Following the arrest of two
Indian citizens and the Mayor
of the French municipul com-
mune, the Government of Iadia
had put up strong armed police
pickets with an order to prevent
French Ilodian police from
violating Indian territory with
every means at their command,
The two Indians were later re-
leased with apology.

The l:beration movement,
uvoder the able guidance of
M. Gouvert and Mr, Muthu-
kumarrappa, the two rebel
members of the French India
Goverament, was actually start-
ed on March 37, They had
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established their headquarters
“somewhere near the border.”

On the ficst day of the move-
ment occupied the entire en-
clave of Nettupakham, covering
12 villages with a population
of 14,000, Five truckloads of
armoed French Indian police
were rushed by the French
Indian Government to “suppress
the subversive activities of
M, Goubert and his colleagues.
This police force was stopped at
the frontier village of Manga-
lam by Indian armed police
and asked to return. The French
Indian police then returned to
French Villinur. The Special
Armed Police of Madras Gov-
ernmect, guarding the border at
main points, were alerted
against possible incursion of
French Indian police into Indian
territory, to reach the French
enclave of Nettupakkam, occu-
pied by the Liberation Volun-
teers,

The action of the Indian
police in refusing permission to
Frenoch Indian police to enter
ionto Netupakkam enclave
through a strip of Indian terri-
tory was io accordance with
the recent notification banning
the entry of armed Freoch In.
dians into Indian territory, The
Government'’s circular, a copy
of which was sent to the French
Indian autborities, stated that
any effort on the part of either
the French administration in
Pondi:herry or the Portuguese
admin ctration in Goa to move
their ermed constabulary into
Indian territory illicitly would
be regarded as a *“‘grave infringe~
ment of international law and
that serious consequences would
follow.”

When the Liberation Volun-
teers eatered these wvillages
they were lustily cheered by
the population, - The policemen
manning police posts in these
villages'voluntarily surrendered
their arms and joyously res-
ponded to the *“‘Jai Hind”
slogan raised by the villagers
and volunteers. They joined
the Liberation Volunteers *in
hoisting the flag of the Indian
Union on the police stations
and civic buildings, after pulling
dowan the French Tricolour.

After this action of Libera-
tion Volunteers, the French
Indian Commissioner M. Menard,
dismissed the two rebel mem-
bers of the French India Gov-
ernmeunt, M. Goubert and Mr,
Muthukumarappa, He also an-~
nounced the suspension of the
Mayor of Pondicherry, M. Me-
naud is trying to form a new
Government, but his efforts to
fod traitors to become his
stooges have not yet proved
successful,

At the same time he ordered
every police post to send at
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least 30 men to stage demoa.
strations in Ponodicherry ia

* favour of French. The circular

issued by the French Commis-
gsioner to the police stationy
came into the bands of Libers-
tion Volunteers § when  they
captured Nettupabkam enclaye,
These hirelings, most of whom
were smugglers, anti-social
nlements and Government ser-
vants shouted anti-Indisn slo-
gans, Official photographers
were there to photograph these
hireliogs and send their pictures
to foreign newspapers for false
propaganda, According to na-
tionalists who had ipfiltrated
into the procession reported
that at the end of the demon-
strationr, the processionists
qued up at Government House
“to receive payment,

When approached by pres-
men at the rebel headquarten,
M. Goubert and his colleague*
Mr, Mutbukumarappa laughed
at the order of the Menard Gov-
ernment dismissing them from
the Cabinet, “We thought ‘we
bad dismissed Mepard,” they
saids Describing the order as
“illogical,” tbey said that M.
Mepard bad no right to issue
agy such order as we are no
longer under his rule.

Addressing the villagers at
Nettupakkam, M. Goubert said
that thbis eoclave which they
had captured now belonged
rightly and legally to the
Indian Union. He would, there.
fore, appeal to the Indiac
Union to extend to us the same
facilities and the same treat-
ment as is given to any other
resident of the Indian Unieo.
The villagers endorsed this state~
ment with a, vociferous “Jai
Hind,”

The Government of India is
not likely to take over these
villages at the present juncture;
although protection will be
afforded to the Liberation
Volunteers by preventing the
French from crossing the Indian
border and attacking them.

From Nettupakkam more
than 3000 Liberation volunteers:
marched into and accupied ten
villages of Bahour commune..
They were heartily welcomed’
by 30,000 inhabitants of the-
area, Here, too, policemes:
surrendered their arms williogly..

It is taken for granted thst’
Liberation Voluntears will cap-
ture all the enclaves lying io
the Indian territory and then:
they will plan a final  assault:
on the coastal area of Pondi-
cherry,

The Commissioner of Freoch:
India, M. Andre Menard, cons
fessed his helplessoess to take
aoy steps “'to restore law aod
order”” and re-exercise Freach’
sovereignty in the pockets cap-
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tured by Liberation Volunteers,
He stated that his forces were
not allowed to cross the Indian
territory which linked the en-
claves with the French Indian
zapital. He had, therefore, re-
ferred the matter to the metro-
politan Government and was
ewaiting orders from Paris.

In reply to India’s protest
over the arrest of Dr. Gaitonde
the Portuguese Government,
after trying to elucidate the
rensons for the arrest and de-
oortation of Dr. Gaitonde, has
rlleged that the stand taken dy
the Government of India is
causing dangerous tension in
the pudblic wiad,

The Government of India has
pointed out that the present
anhappy state of affairs in Goa
is the direct result of the failure
of the Portuguese Goveroment
to take note of the netionalist
sentiments of the people of
Goa rod of the attempted sup-
pression of those sentiments by
coercive and .undemocratic
methods, In these circum.
stanpces such tension is inevi.
table. The responsibility for
the consequences must rest with
the Portuguese Government,

According to reports from
Goa, arrangements are being
made to evacuate the {amilies
of Portuguese officials when
the “Quit Goa” movement is
intensified. The present poli-
tical inactivity is interpreted by
Portuguese authorities as only
“'the lull before the storm.”

The Governor-General of Goa,
Brig., Paulo Benard Guedes,
beld a high level conferenca
recently with top military
officers to discuss measures to
curb the “Quit Goa” movement,
Tha conference was attended
ty Col. Alexandre Major, Com=
mandant of the Portuguese Ex-
peditionary Forces, and Captain
Romba, Chief of Police. The
conference is understood to have
discussed the success of the
liberation movement in French
settlements and its likely re-
percusgions on the “Quit Goa'
campaign. The military chiefs
decided on certain measures tp
be taken in case the movement
gathers momentum, and these
decisionr are understood to have

* been relayed to the heads of
the districts, One of the mea-
sures to meet the new restric-
tions imposed on the entry of
Goan officizls into India by the
Government of Indin is stated
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to be the introduction of a
regular steamer service between
Goa, Diu and Daman, the three
Porttguese settlements in India,
Recently the Portuguese autho-
rities have brought large num-
bers of Alrican troops into thesz
settlements. They are also im-
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porting more and more arms
and ammunition, According to
political observers “Portuguese
rulers will have to be hicked
out and this will require police
action” on the lines of Hyderz-
bad and Junagadh on the part
of the Goveroment of India,”

occasionall in their factories and
offices. In writing about poli~
tical and social problems, I am
almost entirely concerned with
urban Africrns — and among
them, especially with the small
but growiang intelligentsia; This
I justify by the facts that South
African prosperity is built upon
its mines and industry—at pre-
sent unique in Africa, that our
industrial revolution is proceed.
ing with increasing momentum
(despite a momentory lull owing
to failing political confidence),
that the one-third of our Afri-
cans already in the towans are
probably the vanguard of an
even higher proportion who will
live and work there. Smuts
believed—and I and others with
him-—-that the country’s future
will be decided in the towns,
where discrepancies in treat-
ment and status, opportunities
and amenities are most starkiy
revealed side by side. Think
only of the queues waiting all
bours in all weather for non-
European transport; of the
separate and unequal faci-
lities now legally provided; ot
workers in the same factory—
perbaps doing equal work for
nearly equal pay, despite the
industrial colour bar—returning,
one to a near and near Johan-
nesburg suburb, the other to
the distant Pjimville tanks or
Orlanda breeze-blocks, whers
the average is sixty to a sanitary
pail spilling its filth down the
streets and children’s play-
grounds.

Shrewd political diagnosti-
cians that they are, the Na=
tionalists agres with Smuts
that the towns are tbe focal
points of our race crisis, the
‘“new Blood River;” though
their use of the bludgeon to
contain the disease until they
cap start dispersing the African
“visitors” from the “White
areas” combines the brutality
of medieval surgery with n
Canute-like belief in theic
ability (to reverse elementrl

forces, Part sel{-deception, part
voter-bemusing, part vain folly,
this attitude is only aggra.
vating our crisis, For instead
of any attempt to tackle the
discrepancies and level up the
disparities, the Nationalists ap-
ply far stricter and more offen-
sive subordination and control
of non~Whites in “European
areas,” tempering this (as they
think) with the specious pro-
mise of ‘“a measure of self-
government, subject always to
overriding' White control, in
the Bantu national homelands”
for a future s0 remote and a
geographical area so inadequate
that this mythical vision in no
way pallintes the very real
grievances and growing frustra-
tions of the unplersant present.
