What about the
tragedy that is taking place in
the Dominion of South Afiica
where hundreds and thousands
of people are being lifted up
bodily and taken away some-

where else? Why do we not

hear the champions of freedem
talk about this? Why are they
so silent? They simply pass
it over. They should realise
. that the people in Asia and
Africa may not shout very
much about it but they feel it
more then Comtnunism and
anti Communism, It is a
human problem for us, The
racialism will become more
dangerous than any other of
the world’s problems today.”

Mr. Nehru has cleared in
his reply to a question put
to him by the 'Sun'Pictorial.’
“It was far from the minds

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AFRICA REVISITED-THE RAND

The following is the second of a
series of three articles written by
Mr. John Seymour for ‘The
Statesman,’ Calcutta, on his tour
of Africa, which are reproduced
berc by courtesy of the paper
for the interest of our readers.

OFASONKE! You cannot talk
long to an African (by which
I mean a member of  the in-
digenous races of Africa) oo the
Rand without sooner or later
hearing this word, Luterally it
means: “We shall all die!”, but
its actuz] meaning 1 the coptext
used is: “‘There s notbing further
for us—we must either change
our conditions or else die in the
attempt!” Oane of the leaders of
the Africans tn ‘the shanty-towns
outside Johannesburg has named
himself Sofasonke—~James “Sofa-
sonke” Mpanza. g
Before the War I bad seen that
the condition of the African in
Africa was extremely bad; but [
expected, before my recent visir,
to fiad it tmproved. After all, the
world does progress. Furtbes-
more, I was determianed to avord
falling 1nto the templation to
make journalistc capital out of
facile moral indignation, 1 was
determuned to see all pownts of
view, and make due allowances,
and present an tmpartial and dis-
passionate picture,

I was totally uaprepaced for
what I found,

The condition of the African
has become quite 1atoferable, [t
is imfoitzly worse than 1t was
twenty years ago

Wages ate high, for Africans as
for otber pcople, and jobs are
casy to obtain But the African
cannot find anywhere wheee st iy
legal for bim to hve. This is
dus to loog-standing policy in
Sowmh Africa,

The Europecans have gever ad-
mitted the exwsteace of a sertled
African population in the towns
aod cities. The theory bas always
been that the African lives 1n
‘““the reserves’” and only comes
ioto the white man's citics as
m geatory labour, to work for «ix
moathy or at the most a year u
order 10 raise some moacy, and
thea retura o ki wife 20d famuly
apd bit of Jand 1n the reserve.

Not Adcquate

This always bas been the theory,
and stall 15, It 13 2 very con-
venient theory from the point of
view of the white South Africans,
wha like 1o have the African mea
to wzek for them, but who do
not like to bave large mixed Afri.
can populstions o tbeir towas
Baz it 1 completely unrealistic,

The “aative ceserves’ ate not,
and never have been, adequate
{or mose than a tiny part of the

native population of South Africa,
The reserves are token reserves,
no mote., The figures speak for
themselves. Eight per cent of
the land sutface of the Union is
“‘native reseeve’” and yet. there
are over ten million noo-whiies
compared with well under three
mitbon whites. South African
apolegists will tell you that the
“‘reserves’’ are in the part of the
country which has the highest
rainfall. Sosome of themn are,
but most of them (with the ex-
ception of the fantastically over-

crowded Transkes) ate on the
worst land. Even if they were
on the best land, the above

figures would show 1bat they

were utterly inadequate.

Therefore thus theory that the
natives have thecir bome 1n the
reserves 1S noo<ense. And the
extraornipary thiog is that the
white apologists hoow that 1t is
nonsense. They will always ad-
mit, when pressed: *Yes, yes; the
reserves are not enough; some-
how we must provide ‘more [and
for the kaffirs *" Buc they never
indicate how (ks land 1s to be
ptovided. There is one way in
which I am sure it will pever be
provided, and that s by taking

any land away from the white
owners. And there is no other
way

So thereit is  Sixty per cent
of the African population live
outsidz the reserves, and have no
stake in them For these are
people who were born outside
the reserves, and bave never been
(0 on¢, aud would not be allowed
to stay tf they w.nt there, Thetr
home i3 in the whie man's
nincty-two per cent of the coun-
try, where they can only exist on
sufferance

If they go to the ciues, where
jabs are plenuful and wages high,
they cease to be meo and become
“labour.”  As labour they are
not allowed 10 have wives and
familics, hke other people. If
they are lucky enough to work
for the rigut ficra they will get
plices in “compounds,” which
are notbing more 1hin  prsons
withcut bare, They canvot take
aay women with them, Theoretis
cally, of course, they do not need
to; they are “‘migratory labour,"”
and their women are 1n the ree
seeve . But most of them have
oo ‘reserve ' Theoretically they
ate employed only for six-month
pernds. lo fact, few cnployers
will take them on oo this basss,
Most factories 1nsist on a three-
year contract, with leave of g
month or two after this, So
even if 3 man bas a wife in the
reserve, be can only visit her
once every theee years, S(rangdy
enough  Africans htke 1o sce
tbeir wives at more frequent

- gotervals
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And so the ‘'shanty-towns"
bave grown up,

It is the extent of the African
slums outside Johanvesburg that
is so terrifying. In the infamous
‘“breeze-block areas” you can
walk for mile after mile, over
what before the War was open
grass-veld, and never leave the
ocean of tiny hovels built of
‘'breeze blacks” were supplied by
the Johanaesburg Corporatian,
as an emergency measure, and the
hovels were built under Corgora-
ttoa supervision. As cach hovel
cousigted of two rooms, each
eight by twelve feet, the occu-
piers buve extended them out
into the narrow streets so that
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will be built there. The present

inhabitants, who include numes-

ous professional and business
men, wilt be moved to Corpora-

tion huts which ase even now

being constructed out in the veld

—twelve miles feom Johanaes-
burg. .

E believe that the inhabitants
will resist this by every means iu
theic power, but it is difficult to
see what they can do,

Toe towns that are gaing to be
pulled down—Sophiatown, New-
clare and Martindale—ace aot
bad places to live in. The ori-
ginal houses are quite good, well-
spaced, and served with electric
light, drainage and water. Many

hose have almost been closed up - of the owners are well-to-do. But

Every half mile there is a latrine
with buckets that are not emptied
often cnough.

Strilce Threat

There is an amusing story
abour these buckets, and one that
is 1mportant, because ic illusteates
so well the workiag of the indus-
trial colour-bar in South Africa,
Whien I was 1o Johannesburg last
year the white employees of the
City Corporation were threatening
to strike. The reason was a
strange one. The latrine buckets
1n the vast complex of African
slum to the west of Johannesburg
are emptied by wght squads,
which travel in trucks driven by
Luropean deivers, (“European’
in South Africa means a person
whose apcestors came  !rom
Evrope). Well, it is the custom
under the colour bar for rruck
dnvers wotkiog for the govern-
ment, or any public body, to be
Eucopeans  The Corporation,
however, decided that, in view of
the acute shortage of maopower,
aad also in view of the uapleasant
and even degradiop natuce of the
job, these paruicular truck drivers
should be removed and given

better posts, and their places
taken by Africans,
Immediately came the threat

of a sinke. The white city em-
ployees were prepared to stnike to
defend the nght to drive the
night-soil trucks around the Afii-
can  shanty-towns! The Cor
poration withdrew its suggestion,

Now in a very short time,
posstbly by the time this gets 1o
Press, a crinig will have ariyen in
conncction with these  shanty-
towns For thete are three small
towaships, which have been in
exstence stace 1903, where Afrie
caaos enjoy freehold rigbis owside
the “seserves” This 1s almost
unique in South Africa, The
present Government cannot bear
that this should be 30, and so
thzy bave decreed that these towan-
ships shall go. They bave been
dectared  European zomes, The
bull-dozers will move n, and
kaock down the lintle houses, and
later oo houses for Europecans

owing to the tremendous pres-
sure of people searching des-
perately for somewhere to live
many of the house owners have
allowed shaaties to be built in
their gardens, aad the places have
become overcrawded.

But the real shanty towns,
where by far the greater part of
Johannesbueg’s six hundred thou-
sand Africans live, are appalling.
Apart from the living conditions
~1I saw four families liviog in
some of the “'breeze-block”
shacks—there is the fear of
tsotsis, or robbers, which infest
the place, and the constant harry.
ing of the police.

A policeman boasted to me
that it was tbe policy to try to
raid every shanty at least once a
month. Some pet raided far
more often. The purpose of these
‘‘raids’’ is ostensibly 1o search for
illicit liquor, but many policemen
say the real purpose is to keep
the inhabitzats “on the hop.”
The taids are made at night.
Gangs of wbite and African
policemen go systematically down
the httle alleyways, da‘shing in
the flimsy doors, dragging people
out of bed, throwing the furniture
out into the street, Everyone
has to produce his *'pass,” and if
this document is not in order,
and bis tax receipts and work
permits or permits to seek work,
off he goes to gaol. Which meansy
a farm prison, from wbich he
does forced labour on European-
owned farms,’

. Conflick Of Interests

Tne tremendous groweth of
secopdary industty in  South
Africa has created a strange cona
fBict of interests among the Euro-
peans, There are the old tradi-
tional interests: the farmers apd
the miners and the white workers,
These form the majority, apd
elect the government. Their de-
sire is: to maintaie cheap African
labour on the farms and in the
mines, but to keep the Africans
out of other industry, and to’
keep them as far as possible,
when not wanted for work, ip the
“gesepves.”
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Tut a new intercst is  coming
up: the industrialist,

He is not so much interested
in cheap labour, as in gcod
and contented labour. And
above all he is interested in 2
market. He realises the potential
value of the African market. He
wants to see the Afcican allowed
to owa land so that he can build
his own house and settle with his
wife and family, and become a
gettled and contented  worker,
and what is more a consumer of
manufactured products.  And
above all he does not wish to
go on employing “poor whites”
to do wotk which could be done
much better by the pick of the
African population and employing
them at wages which are from
(cn to twenty times 28 much as
the Africans will work for,

Thete are many of the forces
at work in South Africa today
that there were in Eogland in
the mid-nincteenth century. It

is just possible that the confiict

of these forces will resolve itself,

as happened in England, and a
stable and bealthy society will
result. But my impression was
that things have gone too far for
this to happen. There is too
much hatred, and too much ill-
will,
Scowls

When Ilived in South Africa
before the War the African was a
smiling, jolly fellow. It was the
easiest thing in the world to
make him laugh, Not now. I
got scowls, not smiles, as I wan-
dered about in the reeking streets
of the “Western Areas."” ‘

The Government has_ matters
well under control, It is im-
possible for an African to get a
gun, and the police and army are
beavily armed. There will be no
Mau Mau in South Africa®

But nevertheless, the time will
come when people will say, and
really mean “Sofazonke!"”

‘BANTU EDUCATION-THE FIRST DRAFT
SYLLABUS

THE dralt syllabus for the
Bantu Primary School,
though contmmng -much that is
experimental, is educationally
souad, says the S.A, Institute of
Race Relations, and it goes on
to wish the Division of Baolu
Education every success in ape-
plying it. However, the lnsti.
tute feels that some comments
and susgestions should be offered.

It s'resses that success will
depend upon the thoroughness
of the training given to teachers
and on the guality of the guid-
ance given by supervisors and
inspectors, and suggests that

teachers be given refresher
courses. It recommends that
attractive salary incremenis

should follow satisfactory com-
pletion of sfch courses. Indeed,
salary scales should attract the
best to the profession,

Another eszentinl factor for
success is that adeguate equip.
ment be made available to
teachers.

The Institute recommends that
the officinl language predomi-
pant in the area be taught in
sub.standard A, the other official
langusge being introduced io
sub-standard B, The'introduce
tion of the other official lang-
uage should be postponed be-
cause the simultaneous intro-
duction of the two new lapg-
usges i3 likely to confuse the
child.

Soft slafes and soft slate
cLalks as used in the Cape Pjo.
vince should be used in szut-
standards A and B, but paper
should be introduced as early as

possible,

The spparent distinclion be-
tween the Afrikaans and Eong-
lish syllabuses should be elimi.
nated and the English course
expressed in mare detail to con-
form more closely with the
more detailed Afrikaans course.

As in religious teachipg the
aim should not be to treat the
zubject.matter chronologically,
there might be & more imagina-
tive choice of Old Tcstnmcnt
stories in Standards [ aad Il

More time should be allotted
to health an hyaiene.

My, Eric Louw told
Parliament that when the mat-
ter was considered in 3953, the
Cabinet was npot fully agreed,
but pow it is; He gave two
reasons for the decision, First
he said that there had been in-
terference from Unesco in the
Ubpion’s affairs. This statement,
bowever, capnot be supported
by evidence, 1 do not know of
one resolution ever pased by
Uzesco that could be remotely
regarded ay “interference.” Mr.
Lauw's second reason indicates
why this decision was made.
He complained that Unesco
publications  distvssed baric
human rights and the digoity
of the individual snd were
therefore uosuitable for use in
Shuth African schools,

The shortest answer to that
argument might be that such
dangerous literature need pot”
be used in ocur schools! Indeed,
the Goverament has full powers
to ban the importation of litera.
ture that is palitically *‘objec-
tionable.”” These poswers are
regularly applied to a variety
of books and pamphlets. Yet,
to the best of my Rnowledge,
ooly one Ugesco pampblet,
“The Roots of Prejudice’ by
Professor Arnold Rase of the

terms, f race prejudice and the
harm it does, The pampblet
contains oply a single sentence
relercing to South Africa as tha
couatry in which race prejudice
is stronger thag it i3 anywhers
clse ia tha world,

Here is the clue to under-
standiopg why the Government
dislikes Unesco and fears the
possidble ef-cts of its educational
literatore, {For the United Na-
tiopt Educational, Scientific
rod Cultural Organisation iy,

" ms itg name implies, purely an
educationsl body, with oo
power to compel any member-
state to accept ils views or
adopt its recommended policies.)
Uoesco ¢xivts to educate the
people of the world in the
principles on which the United
Natioos rests. Foremost among
these priaciples is that of racial
equality.

Accordiagly, Uuesco hag de
voted a part of its resources to
expoundiog this vital prigciple
and also to discovering, by
means of research, what are the
obstacles that preveot the ac-
ceptance cf this principle, in
theoty and io practice, io some
parts of the world, In addfi.

tion, Unesco bas simed at in~
knowledge
sbout race snd race relatiops.
Those who run Unesco realise
that it is little use if the truth
about race and about prejadice
is Rnown only td a small cun-
ber of scientists and academic
men. So the Organisation p'o-
duced, emong other things, an
admirable geries of cheap,
popular booklets abdut race ia
varioug aspects. There is, for
instance, an excellent one,
“Race and Society,” by Dr,
Kenneth Little of the University
of Edinburg, In this booklet
he compares the different racidl
policies of South Alrica, Britain,
and B-azil (where the races
inter marry and where there are
‘no colour bars).

I suspect that few thiogs
annoy Nationalist politicians
mors than this kind of educa-~
tiopal word, to which they
siaply have no avswer. The
more South African policy is
seen in the light of modero
Roowledge and the more it can
be contrasted with the policies
of other countries, the less will
it ever be accepted in South
Africe.

The Uaioan's withdrawal from
Uaesco marks a retreat into
morsl isolation, The effect of
this step is only to injure Sauth
Africa by confirming what the
world already Xpows. The
Goveroment will oot in fact ban
all Unesco publications. So
they will continue tosbe bought
and read and noo-Europeans
especially will continue to learn
the truth about race, whether
Mr. Louw likes it or not.

Iacideataily, Mr, Louw was
wrong in saying that Unesco
literature was distributed in
South Africa by the S.A. Iosti-
tute of Race Relations. 1 believe

THE Miaister of External Affaics.

Mr. E. H, Louw, replying in
the Assembly last week to a ques-
tion by Dr. J. H. Steyn (Nar,,
DPotchefstroom) said the Union
Government had recently de-
cided to withdeaw from the
United Nations Education, Scien-
tific and Cultural Organisation.

He proposed to recommend to
the Cabinet that the money so
saved should be used for the dis-
semination of information abroad
by the State Information Office
which now fell under the super-
vision of the Minister of External
Affairs

The,Minister said the Union's
contribution to Unesco varied
anoually according to a fixed
formula  The contribution for
the finaacial year 1954/55 was
£30,073 and for this year it would
be about 26,272

Asked by Dr. Steyn whether his
attention had been 'drawn to
Uaesco publications about the
colour problem ia South Africa,
and whether the government
would consider the witbdrawal of
South Africa from the organisa-
tion, the Miaister said:

‘Having regard to the general
criticism of the activities of the
Organisation as revealed at the
Montevideo session, and also
meins of Unesco publications
which are being advettised and
distributed in the Union.by the
South African Iastitute of Race
Relations, it was recently decided
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that the Uafon would withdraw
from Unesco.” -
The Minister added that the

+Unijon’s Ambassadaor in Paris had
been instructed to inform the

Director-General of Unesco of .

the Union' decision.

Replying to another question by
Dr. Steyn, Mr. Louw said the,
Union Government was not pre-
pased to “relinquish its attitude
that the United Nations Organi-
sation had no Jegal right to exer-
cise supervision over or interfere
with the administration by the
Upion of South-West Africa, and
the Ugion Government thecefore
did not intend to make a submis-
sion to the  International Court
which had been asked to give an
advisory opinion on the voting’
procedure to be followed in con-
nection with reports and petitions
affecting South-West Africa.

The Minister said the Uaited
Nations Organisation bad asked
the laternationa! Court to give
such an advisory opinion.

“The Union Government has
consistently maintained that the .
Uaited Nations has no legal right
to exercise supervision over, or
interfere with, the administeation _
of the territory by the Union,”
he said. )

HE following is the text of a
memorandum submitted by the
Mushim Educationa! Iastitute to
the Land Tenure Advisoty Board:

We note with grave apprehen-
gion the desipn underlying the
proposals for the creation of
Group Areas in the City of Port
Elzabeth, and are particulasrly
toncerned about the areas being
get aside for members of the
ladizn commun’ty. The areas
demarcated for members of our
geoup are totally unsuitable, un-
desicable and unacceptable. The
stes proposed are far removed
and the Institute will become
isol.t.d and cut off by about 6
miles from the area ptoposed by
the Reference and Planning Com-
mittee, and by some 10 miles
fram that, proposed by the Cuy
Council.

All proposals completely dis;
regard the considerable hardships
that must follow the implementa-
tion of the Act, such asi—the
considerable distances the pupils
would have to travel in fair and
adverse weather conditions, the
difficulties which the aged aund
macthers with infants would have
1o undergo to reach the Iostitute
for the observances of our reli-
gious rites. It must necessanly
follow that irregular attendance,
absenteeism, truancy, delinquency
and a2 general negligence must
result due to the isolation of the
Iastitute from the coatemplated
areas.

It will be impossible for our
community to re-establich, if ever,
a2 simtlac Institution in any other
atea. The establishment of the
Institutc was brought about afrer
3 hard and prolonged struggle
over the past maby yvears Our
organisition was founded in 1939
with the object, inler alia, of
¢s-ablishing  and  muaintaining
plices of worship and making
provision for the Religious and
secular education of our people.
Fur the purpose of inculeating
this aspect of our religious and
social structure we conducted cur_
activities for 10 yeaes at the
Mosque in Humphrey Street. In
1950 we embarked on an ambi-
tious programme of setting up, at
a cost of £45,000, a school with
Prayer quarters, at the site in
X opston Road, purchased for
such a purpose in 3942, Tbis
site (65,000 sq. f1. in extent) was
especially selected at it was con-

. Veaiently and easily accessible to
all members of our commuaity.
It was also located in an area
predominantly non European for
whom the provisions of such an
Institute Was a dire necessity, in
view of the acuic shortage of

The task of establishing the
Institute was fraught with diffi-
culties  From the outset we were
hindered, as in almost every walk
of our life, by various impedi-
ments which bad as theit basis a
discriminatory bias.
hard struggle we finally obtained
the sanction of the autharities,
subsequent to the passing of the
Group Areas Act, to proceed
with the erection of the school.
At the same time we also received
recognition, from the Superin-
teadent General of Education, as
a fully fledged Goveroment State-
aided School.

Qur community spared nothing
in the way of expease, personal
sacrifice and enthusiasm in bring-
ing about the establishment of
the Institute. A committee which
voluntarily sacrificed their own
commesrcial interests and time,
were personally responsible for
the supetvising of the construc-
tion of the building. The artisaas
too, who svere members of the
Muslim community, sacrificed
much in order to provide the
techaical Jabour for the construc-
tion of the school. '

In designing the institute we
were cognisant of the most
modern constructional planning
which we incorporated in tbe
bui'd.iag. The result has been:—

(a) The provision of 8 spacious
and well-veatilated classrooms in-
cluding specially equipped Kin-
dergarten rooms,

(b) The installation of modern
sanitary arrangements

(c-) Fluorescent lightil;g de-
vices.

(d) Prayer quarters and ablu-
tion block fitted with special
furniture required for religioug
services,

(¢) Residential accommodation
for the priest.

(f) Fully equipped kitchen for
the National School " Feeding
Scheme.

(g) Furnished Staff room and
Principal’s office.

impressed the Secretary of the
Local Schoo} Board that he was
prompted to state that the Insti-
tute had set the design for future
Departmenta] schools.)

As the buildiog stands it caters
for the educational, social, cul-
tural and vocational trainiag aeeds
of our people. The Primary De-
partment has 282 pupils belong-
ing to all sections of the non-
European community. It is the
centre for adult education and
serves as a veaue for our women
to conduct evenifig classes for
their special educational needs.
Among ather facilities the Iosti-
tute offers are:—

(1) The holding of the Local
Coloured Peoples’ Eisteddfod for
all schoals,

{ii) The Assembly of teachers
for lectutes and demonstrations
~by Depactmental Inspectors and
teachers educational and profes-
sional conferences, -

events, e.g. Concerls, Bazaars,

(v) The provisions of accom-
modating visiting students’ on
educational tours

Furthermore and of far greater
importance for the requirements
of our industrial City, is the
training instituted by the Tech-
nical College of Port Elizabeth
for apprentices in the depart-
ments of Commerce, Building
Trades, Decorative Atts ang
Leather Trades. This isan essen.
tial aspect of techoical training in
compliznce with the Industrial
Act. The Iostitute serves as a
venue for all these activities.

Since its inception the Primary
Department of our school has

made rapid progress over the last - .
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four years. The Staff consisst
of five Coloured and two Muslim
teachers directed by 2 bighly
qualified and efficient Principal.
By dint of hard work, persever-
aance, zeal and co-operative team-
work they have succeeded in
elevating the standard of the
school to one of the best in the
area (refer School Inspector's
Report, 1954). In carrying out
the principles embodied in the
Act 1o their logical conclusion of
complete isolatioa of all racial
groups and sub-groups, we fear
that our entire educational con-
tent will suffer a severe set-back
insofar as we shall be deprived of
the cultural intellect of our pre-
sent teachers, the counterpart of
which is not to be had in our

community,
'

Besides the school we also own
other outbuildings on the site and
two dwellings situated at 389 and
391 Kempston Road, Port Eliza- -
beth,  These dwellings have
always been kept in fair and
babitable condition and our ten~
ants will bear witness 1o this fact.

Should the present proposals
be implemented it would mean
the complete destruction and
ruination of 2all we have thus
far attained.

Having regard to the factual
and unbijassed memcrandum
hereby submitted, we make the
most urgent plea, with all sin-
cerety, that the Land Tenure
Advisory Board would recom-
mend to the Minister concerned
that there is no need for the im-
