A firststep to influence opinion

Such a course would make it

Quite frankly, I have not been
impressed by the performance
of the Copgress Movement
during the general elections. At
the critical moment it emerged
as a force incapable of uniting
African opinicn in 2 demonstra.
tion which was bound to affect
the course of history. Its own
ideplogical preferences and its
desire to use the ANG as a tool
are weakoesses which emerped
too clearly during the elections,
While these last, the African
community will become in-
creasingly distrustful of its in.
tentions.

The need of the moment is a
broad united front against apart-
heid. The Congress Movement
has shown that it is incapable of
bringing such a front into being,
Itis an exclusive club, in con-
stant fear that its ideological
prejudices might be diluted by
too great an infiltration of
“liberalistic’” tdeals. Thus, the
Liberals are kept out of it; so
also the Churches; the over~
whelming oumber of trade
unionisty and very many other
arganisations which could make
positive contributions, i

Up to the time of the elections
I was for scrapping the Con-
gress Movement. But the suc-
cess of the Nationalists has made
* me cbange my mind. If the
Conpress Movement throws out
the Freedom Charter and opens
its doors to a wider variety of
organised opinion, it should be
possible for democrats to join it
and work together to defeat
apartheid.

N. Singh legal representative of
some 126 Indian property owners
and tenants and by Mr. Benjamin
Christopher a focal European
Attorney who represented some
21 Indian business men and 41
Eurepean property owners affect-
ed. Mr, Singh and Mr.  Chrise
topher jointly represented the
Methodist Church, the Arya
Samaj, the Bantu Presbyterean
Church, the Ladysmith Madressa
and Mosque Truse, the Lady-
smith Indian Rent and Rate-
payers’ Association and the Natal
Iodian Congress, who had all
lodged objections to the proposal,
Mr. Kidman represented some
European owners and occupiets
and Mr. Corbett the South Afri~
can Railways.

Property Ownership

Mr. J. N. Singh aad Wr.
Christopher of Ladysmith quoted
the following facts trom a suryey
carried out by Mr, A, G. Naidoo,
the Vice Principal of the Lady-
smith Indian School and whose
statistics the Board accepted with-
out him being required ta give
evidence.

The Colouted people only
owned 2 properties in the Illing
Road area consisting of one acre
land and buildings valued at
£1,135. This reprzsented point
five seven (.573) per cent of total
valuation of the area proposed
for them.

In contrast the Indians owned
100 propesties consisting of 27.19
acres of land and tagether with
buildings valued at £153,545 con-
stituting 76 per cent of the total
valuation.  Africans owned 10
properties with an acreage of
4.74, valued at £5,640 and being
3 per cent of the total valuation
of the area, while ia White owan-
ership were 37 propecties on 16.04
acres, valued at £38,490 being
20.43 per cent of the valuation,

Indian Business

Ms. Christopher pointed out
the loss that would be suffered by
Indian businesses if the area was
declared Coloured, He stared
that there were 22 Indian buysj-
ness made up of seven Geperal
Dealers, seven Fresh Produee
Dealers, and a Butchery, Hair-
dresser, Photographic Studio,

for Coloured Ownership and occupation,

Motor Gatage and Petrol Staticn,
Printing Press and two Cycle
Dealers,

The stock-in-trade and good-
will of the business which the
Indian would bave to give up
amounted to £100,000.

Population Displacement

Mr, J. N. Siogh then outlined
the displacement of the various
communities that would take
place. He stated that in the area
now preposed for the Coloured
people there were only 43 Col.
oured pesple, for whose sake,
some 513 Indians, 41 Africans,

and about 380 Europeans would .

have to be unsettled. The Indian
