HE American Committce on Africa has actording to
the ‘“*Natal Mercury” invited Kenya's African na-
tionalist leader, Mr, Tom Dboya, to make a three-

weel: American tour in April to lecture on the aims of
the steering committee of the All-African People’s Con-
ference. of which he is chairman, and on African political

aspirations.

- Violence In Nyasaland
THE events in Nyasaland within the last few weeks

have assumed a character which is most disturb-

ing. There has been violence leading to shootings
and death and as a result the situation in that unhappy
couutry is tense.

All this has come about to en'phasise the determina-
tion of the people of Nyasaland to break away from the
Central African Federation so that they could be free to
be their own masters. To the extent that this is the
case, the events in Nyasaland are full of significance for
us in South Africa.

On the one hand it is clear that the ideal of partner-
ship as propounded and practised by the majority of the
Whites in the Federation has reached the point where it
can no longer work. It was bound to fail. Based as it
was on the intention to keep the White man on top over
a nou-White majority, the ideal had within it an inner
corruption which was soontr or later to give to life a
meaning neither the Nyasas nor any self-respecting
people, could ever accept. The shootings going on in
the north at the moment are little less than brutal at-
tempts to force the oppressed to allow their lives to be
determined for them by their oppressors,

O: the other hand, it is clear also that shile the
people of Nyasaland have right on their side and justice,
the introduction of violence in their struggle—whether
forced on or initiated by, them—tends to hinder, as Mr.
Tom Mboya once indicated on a memorable occasion,
movement towards freedom. The bringing into play of
overwhelming military power by the White authorities
does nothing to promote good feeling between the races.
And where this is the case, ground begins to be prepared
for hardening the attitude and mood of African national-
ism in directions least likely to do cither the Whites or
the Africans any good.

South Africa comes in here. The dignity and self-
respect of the man of colour have been so outraged in
this country and the relations between the races so col-
oured as a result, that to widen the area of the conse-
quent tension on the continent could quite conceivably
prepare ground for an ugly racial war.

The African no longer permits himself to be bullied
and insulted by the race oppressor up and down the con-
tinent. lle has made up bis mind to assert the dignity
of his person.  Not to take note of this fact merely pro-
duces disasters of the type now scen in Nyasaland and
widens the gap between the razes liu ways which could
one day force the African nationalist to see salvation for
himself only in driving the White man into the sea,

No man in his senses would like a thing of that sort
to happen. But there is a streak of madness in both the
men who rule South Africa and those at the head of
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affairs in the Federation, which seems determined to drive
events relentlessly to a racial war. '

Against this background we would, ‘while: sympathi-
sing fully and freely with those who seek to extend the
area of liberty on the continent, urge the Africans of
Nyasaland to do all in their ‘power to narrow down the
area of violence and concentrate maximum eflort on
peaceful pressures. In the final reckoniﬁg a racial- war
could destroy liberty in Africa and subject the continent
to wholly new forms of tyranny.

, Hastings Banda Arrested

S we go to press, new has arrived of the arrest of
Dr. Hastings Banda the president of the Nyasa-

land African National Congress, and 149 officials
of the Congress. A state of emergency ,h;és been de-
clared and owing to this, the police have used firearms in
various parts of the country on African demonstrators, as
a result of which many Africans have been killed, :

It is understood that many Africans have  stayed
away from work, and that services are being kept running
by skeleton African staffs and European employees. A
curfew was imposed in Blantyre, Limbe and the African
township of Socte from 6 p.m. to 6 am. All schools—
European, Asian and African have been® closed in Blan-
tyre, Limbe, Cholo and Lilongwe. Parents have been
warned to keep their children at home.

In terms of the emergency regulations all sections of
the African National Congress Movement has been des
clared illegal. People who continue to hold office in‘the
Congress Movement will be liable to imprisonment for
14 years and those who continue as members would be

liable to imprisonment for seven years.

The Revolt Of The Professors

HERE could be no greater folly than to conclude, from Verwoerd’s
quatrrel with the Afrikaans professors in Sabra, that the walls of
the Jericho which Afrikaner nationalism constitutes have begun to

collapse.

At the same time it would be wholly unrealistic to ignore

the crack which eould quite conceivably move events in a wholly

pew direction in South Africa.

To sec the significance of
Professor du Plessis, being ousted
from the board of directors of a
leading Afrikaans journal; the
sttacks on Sabra and the Preime
Minister’s alleged fury with the
Afrikager “liberal” we need to
atart by realising that the uai-
versities have for a long time
played a .very important role in
the evolution of Afrikaner na-
tiopalism.

They were, 20 to speak, the
bead of a whole of which the
Nationalist Party, the Dutch Re-
formed Church and the rank
and file of the Afrikaners, wece
the body. Aslong as the head
and the body worked in harmony,
everything seemed to go on well
for the Afrikaner, But this har-
mony was based ultimately on
factors wholly beyond the real
centrol of the Afrikaner, It was
based on his feeling of inade-
quscy.,

Threat

Thus, as long as he felt threats
ened, the body and the head
almest automatically worked
tbytbmically, But the nature of
the threat jtself had its own
significance. In the years after
the Boer War the Afrikaner
foughbt 2s much for recognition as
for survival. 1948 saw the re-
cognition side of the threat eli.
minated. Being top dog placed
the Afrikaner in the position
where be felt be could then con-
.%olidate the area of survival for
bimself, But, ironically, he lived
in a continent where the goodwill
of the overwhelming Aftican
majority was bound to be an ,im-
portant guarantee of that survival,
Both Verwoerd and Sabra ap-
preciate this fundamental fact
very keenly’ At the same time
there is an irreconcilable differ-
ence in theit approach to it,
Verwoerd feels that keeping the
African in the position of maxi-
mum weakaess will always bring
about thit goodwill which will
" ensure that the White man re-
mains where he wants to be. The
Sabra men argue that goodwill is
not the sort of thing which you
tan procure of fetaia by bumi-
Hating* or gaoling ‘or shooting
people.
The struggle, thus, is basically
a moral. Verwoerd takes the

position  that where issues of
survival are concerned moral
values like doing to others what
yBu would like done to you can
ge to hell- He alone knows
what is good for the African; he
and hix cronies will usge the
Police and mass trials to coevince
the Afcican that they are entitled
t0 his goodwill.

Suicidal

With the course events are
taking in Africa as backpround,
the Sabra men realise that the
Verwoerdian approach is almost
indistinguishable from criminal
and suicidal iusanity. As a re-
sult they bave had to go right
over the heads of the government
and have had consultations with
the recognised leaders of the
African people in determined and
unconcealed defiance of apact.
heid’s insistence that only men
approved by the government
should be consulted.

1n jtself, this is a'v:ry good
development; ome which still
bolds eut hope that violence, in
the final analysis, might not be
our ooly way out of the racia)
tangle, But then., a good de-
velopment alone will not basicale
ly alter the course of eveots.
What South Africa peeds now is
a revolution; a complete recasting
of attitudes; 2 wholly new ap-
proach to what South African
citizenship means, And that

meaning must be similarly valid -

on all sides of the racial line.

At this point the weaknesses in
Sabra’s approach emerge in bold .
er outline, Most members of
Sabra are basically apactheiders.
Sabra is itself anti-African in the
sense that although it pontifi-
cates on matters which affect the
African vitally, I am informed
that it does not allow Africans
to be its members,

It is true that some spirits
within Sabra have gone through
the revolution referred to above
But the majority of them quite
clearly wallow in the quagmire of
prejudice, confusion and the half-
ignorance which is an integral
partof any atiitude which sees
men and ideals from the per
spective of race.

In the face of these develop-
ments the “revolutionaries’ in
Sabra are, though numerically

small, reinforced by the quality
of the ideal they are trying to
upold-—namely, a South Africa
where the race problem was
solved around the conference
table—while the majority are
weakened by uncertainty, doubt
and outright fear,

Moral Character

More concretely, the bead of
Afrittanerdom is aching. Whether
this will lead to its falling off the
body is oot so sure. But, and
this fact cannot be over-emphae
sised, only when the bead breaks
away from the body will the
professots begin to be in the
position to make any real im-
pression on the African majority.
Added sigaificance is given to
this remark by the moral charac-

“ter of the issues which face the

professors. By taking their stand
against Verwoerd, the men of
Sabra bave announced to the
world that they stand for a par.
ticular set of moral values,
Having done that they canaot
complain if we insist on their
proving theic bona fides. The
Dutck Reformed Church always
utters hypoceitical unctuosities
about  Christian virtue and
straightway proceeds to advocate
policies which humiliate the
individual if he does not have a
White skin, If the professors are

trying to play that game, they
will only have themselves to
blame if the African sees friends
and allies only in Accra.

If, on the other band, the pro-
fessors demonstrate that the
values of liberty, justice and
equality which they claim to
uphold are real; if they translate
this reality in terms and action
which match their declared con-
victions, they will place them-
selves in the position where,
working with 3 number of other
South Afiicans, both Black and
White, they can save the country
from the disaster towards which
apartheid is driving it.

If, bowever, they half believe
in justice, they would do well to
belp Verwoerd develop in the
African a consciousness of unity
with the 200 men and women of
his race in the rest of Africa.

which Indian owners of land in
Cato Manor are made ‘disquali-
fied® persops in their own homes.
What astonished most people wag
that Mayor Shaw, who made pious
protestations of fairplay and jus-
tice 1o all ratepayers, should have
voted against this motion. Equal-
ly surprisiog was the fact that
Couacillots like Sydney Smith,
Robinson, and Margaret Maytom
who bave held themselves out
to be ‘'friends of the Indian
people”’ should bave also voted
against.

Callous Resolution

Mr, Warman made his proposal
in amendment to the callous re-

solution of Percy Osborn, chief
lobbyist for the uprooting of the
ladian owners, that the Council
support the Nationalist in tbeir
apartheid design.

Homes Demolished

The complaint of these mothers
was that jo the absence of their
menfolk at home, Corporation
workmen had summarily de-
molished their home and left
them and theie families without
shelter. No alternative accom-
modation bad been offered by the
municipal officials A spokesman
for the Bantu Administration De
partment claimed that most of
the persons whose sbacks had

been demolished were not eligible
for cottages at Kwa Mashu.
(Note: These shacks to the poor
are homes, places to shelter from
the beat, and wind and rain.)

The determined stand of the
women however won temporacy
victory. The Mayor of Durban
was compelled to parley with
them and they and their families
were given temporary accommo-
dation in the municipal transit
camp.

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Discovery Oi' Asoka Inscription

EARLy in 1958, a text in Greek

and Aramaio of an ediol
ieaned by Apoka, the Buddhist
emperor of India (264-0.225 B.O.)
was discovered in Afphaniatan,
near Kandahsr: It was the first
insoription in Gresk to be found
in this region, though coina and
foulpiures revealed in previous
exoavations have testified to the
activities of the Greeks in
Afghanistan,

Texts and tranelations of the
inseription have just been pub-
lished in Rome by the Italian
Institute for the Aliddle and Far
Esst. In an introduction to the
work, Professor Umberto Soer~
rato, adviser to the Musenm of
Kabul, streeses the importance of
the discovery.

The ineeription appeara to date
from sbout 260 B.C., &t a time
w9Wen ABoka had conguered all
India north of Madras and had
been converted to Buddhism.
He proclaimed his faith in a
pumber of messages of peace
and oharity intended not enly
for peoples of India but alao for
thowe beyond ite frontiers, Afie-
sionaries were gent to Indochina,
and possibly even to China, and
to the countries of the west
where the descendants of Alex-
ander raled.”

This is the firat time that an
insoription by Asoka has been
dircovered on the western bore
ders of the Niaurya empires
Though it does not contain exs
aotly the same wording a8 eXiste
iog texts in Indian languages. the
ediot gets forth the same funda-
mental prinoiplea of Baddhist
law.

Every civilisation i3 an ex-
periment in life; an essay in
creation,

Mapn has & new vista now
with infinite possibilities and

the dogmas ol traditional reli-
gions no longer satisfy Qs
‘great hupger’, aoswer his
questiors or overcome hus
doubts, Humarity is 1n the
throes of 2 crisis. It bas lost

its old moorings but found no
suter nnd safer base, instead, 1t
is a crisis in human cooscious-
ness due to its retreat lrom
spiriturlity and reliance oa in-
tellect and reason. Everythiog
is stripped of soul, of inper life.

In bis **Social Philosophies in
‘an Age of Crisis,” Prolessor
Sorokin said: *In times of
crisis one should expect aa up-
sutge of cogitation on and study
of the how, why, the wheace
and whither, of man, society
and bumanity.’

*'Most of the siguificant philo.
sophies of history, most ol the
intelligible interpretations of
historical events, and most of
the important generalisations
about socic-cultural processes
bave indeced appeared 1n the
periods of serious crisis, catms-
trophe and traditiopal diss
iotegration, immediately before
and after such period.”

1n nociet Egypt, he said, the
earliest philosophies of history
represented by such documents
as tbe “Admoaitions of an
Egyptian Sage™, “The Prophecy
of Nepbenohu”, “The Diglogue
of Misantbrope with His Soul”,

all date from the periods of
catastrophic crisis in the bistory
of Egypt, from the interim
botween the old and the Middle
Kingdom and the New time,

Libewise, there is an elemen-
tary germ of philosophy of
history in a surviviog document
from the thirteenth century
B.C. of Hittite culture.

In China, both the Confucius
theory of three stages through
which mankind passes and the
corntesponding  philosophy  of
history, as well as the Taoist
mystical and socio-political
interpretations of socio.cultural
process, appeared in times of a
prolonged crisis and profound
disorder; Most of the subse-
quent NeosConfucian and Neow
Taoist, Neo-Buddhist and posi-
tivist, individualistic and col-
lectivistic, economico-material-
istic and idealistic interpreta-
tions of history by ' Chinese
thinRers appeared in times of
trouble and calamities.

In the Bible, the germs of
the Jewish philosophy of his-
tory appeared in the time of
the greatest catastrophe for the
Jewish nation, after tha loss of

‘independence in Babylonia and

their captivities.

* In Greece, the elements of
historico-philosophical think-
iog found in the works of
Hesiod and Theognis, the later
interpretation of history by
Plato, Aristotle, Thucydus, and
io Rome, by Lucertius, Cicero,
Appolonius of Tyoa, Plutar.
chos, were done in the periods
of citber acute and profound
trouble and catastrophe (like the
plundering of Rome by Attila)
or of a more serious prolonged
crisis.

Socrates warned us against
the ug-examined life and un-
spalysed ‘catchwords’ of his
time aod exhorted us to submit
them to careful study. He be-
lieved that human natuvre is
fundamentally good aod that
the spread of enlightenment
will abolish all wrong, He tells
us that the noblest of all ine
vestigations is the study of
what man should be and what
he should pursue, Greelr civil-
isation came to an end mainly
on account of its adherence to
false religion of patriotism.
While Plato knew that patriot-

“ism was' not ‘enough, that it

was fomewhat a pious fraud, be
yat commended on grounds of
social expediency, While the
Jews inveated the myth that

only one religion could be true,

the Romans, with their prace
tical bent of mind, institutions
alized theirs.
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Dante held that religion and
humanism amre Dot opposites:
each npeeds the characteristic
gilts of the other, Humanism
is npow the religion of the
majority of the intellectuals.
True bumanism tells us that
there is something more in
man thap is appsrent in his
ordinary conicicusoess, some-
thing which frames 'ideals
through a finer spiritual presence
whick makes him dissatisfied
with eacthly pursuits.

Professor Arnold Taynbee
said that no fewer than tweaty
recorded civilisatsons before
that of the modern West hag
tried to climb up _the face of
the cliff of history, Each in its
turn stirred out of the peaceful
slumber of a static primitive
socioty. left society behind and
sought to reach the npert great
ledge of a universal civilisation
based on the consent of the
governed, ‘Sixteen had already
perished in the attempt and aljf
others but our own had already -
seriously faltred.’ How to put
an end to war snd establish a
fough equality of opportunity ?

Produce Unrest

N 2 statsment released to the Press by MMr. M. M. Mabhida on behalt
of the ANC and the Congress of Trade Unions, attention ip
drawn to the role played by low wages in the relationa between the

races. The statement says :—

“The time has come for em-*
ployers of non-White labour to
realise that they cannot expeaol
to have a stable lahour force
whon wages remain at starvation
levels.

“On humerous ooocasions the
African National Congress and
the South African Congress of
Trade Unions have warned that
the conditions that eXist In
industry couwld mot continne
withoat provoking a widespread
olasg strugele.

“Qituated ng it is, South Afrioa
wonld find that snch struggles
inevitably lead to race anta-
gonisms. Symptoma of the ever-
growing ueed of an immediate
inorease in wages have been in
evidenoce during the New Year,

Last Month

“During last month aloons 5
major strikes involving thoum-
gsands of non-white workers
have taken place in  varions
parte of the country. In Parya
in the Cape two weeks ago 150
Afrioan ‘vorkera walked out,
ostensibly 88 a protest sgainst
the methode of a new foreman.
In doing sc they turned tke
spotlight on the slarvation wage
of 13+ a week paid to them. At
the same time 2,000 African
workers at a dynamite faotory
at Someraet West came out on
strike for increases in wages.
Almost simnltaneonsly over 300
workers sppeared in Court in
different paris of the country—
430 at Johannesburg, snd 22 st
Bergville, Capatown—for strik-
fog for higher wages.

“Now over 1500 dook workers
have decided to stop work nnless
they were paid a higher wage
thaao they are presently reoeiving.

“Employers aro nrged to take
note of the writing on the wall.
Workers are no longer prepared
to elave and ptarve.

"The problem of higher wages
{a ioextricably linked with the
growing volumse of unemploy
ment. It fa clear that South
Afrloa could not afford to etap
grester indostrialisation, which
ean only take place if the buying
power of the massea of its people
is inoreaeed.

Warning

“Failare to take pote—of this
simple trath is to put the clock
baok and thereby create ocondis
tions of mass unemployment.

In pupporting the dookers
strike the 8.A. Copgresa of Trade
Upions and the African National
Oongress | reiterates their firm
belief that wage levels operating
at present must be urgently re=
viewed, with a view to imme-
diately inoressing the present
wage ecale of nonewhite workers.

Such a step will not only stop
the rot that has set in in the
industrial life of the ocountry
but will slso go a long way in
solving the gunestion of nn-
employment.
