HAT are gencraily the problems which the Africans
consider foremost and which they are determined to
solve without delay at any cost?

These are generally re-
flected in the resolutions of
i the Accra Conference and
they are all political in
nature. They reflect deep-
seated opposition to Colon-
ialism and racial discrimina-
tion first and need for social
and economic progress
second.

Racial Problem

The racial problem does

not exist in West Africa,
but it exists in South, Cen-
tral and East Africa in a
varying degree as one
moves from the South
where it is apartheid in all
walks of life, to Central
Africa where jt takes the
-shape of partnership, junior
for Africans and major for
Europeans, to East Africa
where it is on its way to
disappearance in five or ten
years time completely.

The ractal problem is not
purely racial in Central and
East Africa. It is mixed
with economic and social
‘motives and also cultural
differences and outlook of
the races inhabiting these
areas. There is competition
in social and economic fields
between the Africans and
other racial groups who re-
gard themselves as perman-

ently established. Next to
political freedom and inde-
pendence the African wishes
to have the resources of his
country developed in order
to enable him to achieve
the European standards of
life.

In the social and econo-
mic fields the European and
the Asian have more sym-

pathy for the African aspi-
rations, In fact the Gov-
ernment policies aim at the
same results but achieved
through slow and steady in-
dustrial growth and creation
of economic system in which
the African can be absorbed

as he gets the requisite
equipment.

Whatever may be the
policy and intention in

South Africa and whatever
may be the interpretation
of partnership in Central
Africa, there js no doubt

that in East Africa it is only
the inability and education-
al incapacity of the Africans
which impede his progress
or makes it slow in the eco-
nomic, social and political
fields.

Real Problem
The real problem in East
Africa is one of trust and
confidence in the ultimate
objective for the African as
stated and affirmed by the
British Government from

Nasser

Khrushchev Wordy Duel

IPLOMATIC observers in Cairo are taking a grave
view of President Nasser’s verbal duel with the

Soviet Premier.

President Nasser has in
effect expressed his deter-
mination to work against
the rise of communism in
Iraq and other parts of the
Arab world while the Soviet
Premier has openly assured
them of the active backing
of the Soviet Union and in-
ternational communism.

This has serious implica-,

tions for the lone ppholder
of non-alignmentin troubled
West Asia when hisstruggle
against “western imperial-
ism” is not quite over. It
virtually forces him to fight
politically on two fronts.
Conscious of the danger,
President Nasser, in his

virulent attacks on the
Kassim regime and lIraqi
Communists, had avoided
any mention of the Soviet
Union or other Communist
Powers by name.
But his prompt reply to
Mr. Xhrushchev recently
indicated that he anticipated
that the Soviet Leader
would not abandon the
Communists in Iraq by
- _putting-up as weak a de-
fence as he had put earlier
for the Syrian Communists.
Earlier correspondence be-
tween the two leaders gave
one the impression that the
Soviet Union considered
the U.A.R.’s anti-Com-

Officials in Cairo are con-
vinced that the West con-
siders Arab nationalism to
be a greater danger at pre-
sent than Communism in
Iraq and that explains the
opportunist support that
both are giving to the
Iraqis.
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Dr. Banda's “Plot”

HE allegations by the governor of Nyasaland to
” the effect that Dr, Banda planned murders have

two major defects, They are made by a man who,
in fact, is in the position of a defendant passing judgmen,
on his own case. Secondly, they are no naive and so un-
documented that they are almost indistinguishable from a
tissue of lies.

Their value is not improved by the fact that it took
a very long time for the “plot” to be given publicity,
The Press informed us that the government would release
the plot. Day after day the world waited. In the end
a measly despatch announced that the plot, although
pieced together, was not documented. How on earth
could people be gaoled without proof in black and white
that they had planned violence?

But the most remarkable feature of the whole report
is that it conceded that Dr. Banda was not present at the
so-called secret meeting which decided on the murder
plot. In the absence of documented proof that he had
anything to do with it{ in the absence, in fact, of any con-
vihcing proof that he knew about it, the question that
comes to mind is: Why on earth is he still kept behind
prison bars? ’

t% dangerous pattern |begins to evolve through all
these developments. The Treason complex is spreading
to the north. Wild allegations are made against innocent
and responsible men to justify their being imprisoned
so that White domination should have a new leasc

of life.

Men and women who Jove freedom the world over
should raisc their voices not only against the brutalities
in Nyasaland and the fabricated .reports, but against
_the injustice meted to Dr. Banda, his colleagues
and other leaders of thought the Central
Federation.

This, however, should aim at ensuring that if and
when the independence issue comes up for decision next
year, the people of Nyasaland should be free to break
away from the Federation. The real issue here is not
whether or not Nyasaland can support herself economic-
ally. Thatis a problem for the economists. The job

l HAVE just read through the much discussed “Optima* article of
the Secretary of Bantu Admigistration and Development, Dr.

Weener Eiselen.

At first it gives the impression
of a reasoned article, free from
the party-pelitical bias and pre-
judice of politicians who try to
explain apartheid or separate
development. .

I find myself in agreement
with much that Dr. Eisclen has
written, but bis theories about
the future political status of the
Bantustans and the wurbanized
African are in my view utterly
impracticable, especially in  view
of what is happeaing elsewhere
in Africa,

It is true that ous Africany
will first have to be taught the
system of sclf-government as we
are dealing with material that is,
generally speaking, still very raw,

What I find fault witb is this
statement: “The utmost |degree
of autonomy in administrative
matrers which the Union’ Parlia-
ment is likely to be prepated to
concede to these areas will atill
stop short of actual surrender of
sovetreignty by the European
trustee’’

Wrong Deduction?

Where do we stand now?
aod almost every other eolumnist
interpreted ‘Dr. Verwoerd’s state-
ment in the no confidence debate
to mean that the African will
ultimately obtain full political
sutonomy in his states, Many
Natioaalist M P.s saw it ia the

. same light.

I hailed it as the most pro-
gressive statement that has yet
come from Dr. Verwoerd. Now
we must conclude from Dr,
Eiselen’s article that we made
the wrong deduction.

New Position

Tbe position which now cry-
stalized, sborn of all trimmings
is:

Dr. Verwoerd is against a
federal system because Africans
will then gain a2 say in the
central governinent, He talks
of Commonwealth of nations
butis not prepared, as is the
¢ase with other commonwealths,
to give its members full politi-
cal autonomy with no strings
attached to the autonomy,

Trusteeship must remain, says
Dr, Eiselen., Itis true that we
shall have to guide the African
for still many years but how we
shall be able to maintain eternal
trusteeship in respect of political
rights, which matter ront, is
beyond my comprebension,

Inferior Status

The National Party in the old
days was not prepared to accept
the inferior status of South
Africa in the Empire—limitations
on foreign policy, etc How
then can we expect the Africans
to accept it as the progress?

I think a much saner attitude
would have been to say that for
the time being the African will
have to be guided politically but
this cannot be the final arrange-
ment,

Whatever the future holds for
the White man, we must not
delude ourselves about one thing.

The Africans are just as de-
termined as we are to work out
their political destiny themselves.

Dr. Verwoerd, Mr. Daan Nel
and Dr. Eiselen may be able to
persuade the Africans to accept
the White man’s guardianabip for
ever, If they succeed in doing
this, Isay here today that they
will have achieved something
which is unkoown in history.

Urbanized African

Dr. Eiselen states in his article
that he cannoot agree that the
progressive  urbanisation  and
Westernization of the African
must defeat the aims of the apart=
heid policy in the loag run.

He also talks of the millions of
Africans who will be in the towns
and cities in 50 years’ time (ac-
cording to the Tomlinson Report)
as temporary workers.

Does he mean to tell South
Africa that the sprawling African
cities bow going up along the
Rand, with all the modern con-
veniences of the White man
promised to them, will be bull-
dozed flat ultimately, as happen.
ed to Sophiatown? .1 don't be-
lieve it,

If this cannot happeo, then we
surely need a Solomon to con-
vince the millions of Africans
living here permanently that it is
better for them to exercise their
political right in a state which
they have perbaps never visited
or where they have no interests.

I do not want to aggravate the
Goverament’s already Hesculean
task, but it would be foolish,
even at this stage, to ignore
thorny problems which stick out
2 mile for all to see.

Not Comparable

I see that Mr, Nel,the Minis.
ter, said in a further interview
with the “Star” that the sepa-

rate African states will have
powers which could ene day
equal the powers that Southern
Rhodesia enjoys today.

This is just the fallacy in our
thinking agsinst - which I have
warned catlier on, Southern
Rhodesia as 3 constituent part of
the Federation has full political
representation foy Whites and
Blacks in the central, federal
parliament—something the Gov-
eroment s not prepared to graat
to any of the Baatustans. Rho-
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desia and the Bantustans are
theréfore not comparable.

Pawers such az Mr, Nel en-
visage should go a long way to
satisfy ahe Africans but practice
bixs taught us that 2 nmion will
8top inits copstitut’'onal strupgle
until all limitatioas in its free-
dom are removed. As I see it in
the Bantustans case, the Africans
would be very different from
other pations if they were pre-
pared to take a back seat as
autonomous nations when de-
fence, foreign affairs, posts and
telegraphs and traasport mateers
are discussed by theé White South
African Governmeat,

27 this year Dz. Verwoerd did
not say anything to coaotradict
this But he spoke in a different
spirit.

-According to Hansard, the
official Parliameot reporr, he said;
“Development cannot be pre-
vented, but the lesaer danger is
for the White man at least to
control his own areas and to live
in friendship with the African
areas az their guardian o1 as
neighbours who bave common
interests and, therefore, follow
his leadership without the White

“We must give the African an
epportunity to manage therr own
affaics io their own aress. In-
deed we regard the territorial
authorities as independent badies
in the first stage of development.

“Therc are a number of un-
popular control methads which
the guardian exercises at the
moment only in order to guide
them along that road, but which
will lapse as they advance from
one stage to another.

ATAL'S Indian teachers,

who have contributed just

over four-fiftbs of their volun.
tary target of £25,000 towards
the School Building Fund, bave
made anothet sacrifice for Io-
dian education in the Province.
According to a receat statement
by Mr. Leo. Boyd, M.E.C. in
the Natal Provincial Council.
Indian teachers are to forego
salary increases amounting to
£20,000, in order that the
private platoon schools may be
absorbed by the Proviocial Ad-
ministratioo,
Considering that the Indian
sthool teachers of Natal have
for many years been smarting
under genuine grievances of
niggardliness by the Province
on the salary questiop, their
acquiescence in the latest bur-
den imposed on them is regard-
ed as an exiremely geperous act;
The pew salary scales for To.
dien teachers have, however,
been vigorously sattached by
Mr. A, D. Lazarus, president of
the Natal Indian Teachers'
Society, as grossly inadequate.
The teachers had been pro-
mised increases for many years,
said Mr, Lezarus, and when the

figutes were finally announced,
it was found that the increases
were more apparent than real,
Some time ago, the salary ratio
as between White and noos
White teachers employed by
the Province was set at 8o per
cent. Two increases weare in
the meantime granted to White
teachers, which widened the
disparity, in some cases to &
ratio of 6 to jo. When the
salaries paid to females is con~
sidered however, the disparity
becomes quite fantastic, Aa
Indian woman equal in qualis
fications and experience to a
White man, earns approxis
mately 48 percent of the salary
poid to the White male teacher,

“We were promised in-
creases,” stated ome school
principal, "but the last scale is
just a swindle perpetrated upon
us. It must have been a very
clever man who framed them.
They look s0 nice and attrac-
tive but when you examice
them closely, you begin to
realise that the whole thing is
a trick. And to add ipsult to
injury, our salaries are lopped
off to provide the Administira-
tion with funds to do the duty

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All the appoinfments are con-
ditional upon the acceptance
of the person concerned, and
upon the acceptance by the
Queen on the Governor's re-
commondation,

Mr, Musumbulwa and Mrg,
Mwamba are the first Africans
to be approved for ministersal
rank by the Governor of North-
ern Rhodesia,

In additton to five elected
and ooe nominated members of
the Executive GCouncil, there
will be four senior Golonial
Office servants on the coupcil,
over which the Governor will
preside.—Sapa.

Village Society

MUL butter and other milk
products marketed under

the same brand pame have
become household words in
many thoussnds of bomes,
“Amul” stands for Anand Milk
Union Limited, itself a synonwy
for the Kaira District Coopera-
tive Milk Producers’ Union. Its
headquarters are located at
Anand a little town haliway
between Baroda and Ahmeda-
bad in Bombay State and 2
close neighbour to tbe village
to which Sardar Patel belonged.

Amul butter is the end-pro-
duct of an immensely beneficial
and well organised pattern of
coeoperative  dairying  that
unites a very well equipped and
modern dairy at Apand with as
meany as 40,000 farmers spread
over an area of 3,300 square
miles around it. The develop-
ment of the Kaira District Co-
operative is a fascinnting story
of economic progress and pros-
perity through co-operation.

The base of the Kaira Mill
Union is 3138 village milk so-
cieties with a total membership
ol 40,000 farmers. They own
about 56,000 buffaloes. The
individval {armess pay a mem-
bership fee 0! Rs_ 5 and a regis-
tration fee of 8 rupee to join
the village society. And tbe
village'society joins the Union
by purchssiog Ks. 100 worth of
ghares in it.

Eatly in the morning men
and women gather around a
clean brick buildiog, the Soe
ciety's Milk collection ceatre,
Ag the members fle past the
counter the secretary snd two
assistants measure the milk,
test the milk for qoality, enter
the particulars in a register and
make cash payments for milk
collected, The quene moves on
_rapidly. Oibers, meanwhile,
enter to buy milk. There is no
noise and argument, This is
busioess at fair prices thut pro=
fitted everybody. Within a few
minutes the milk is pouted into
metal containers apd transport.
ed to Anand about fifteen miles
away, Withia half an hour the
milh reaches the dairy where it
is pasteurised and processed
into butter, mils powder, gheg,
condensed milk and casein.
This same cycle is 1epeated just
after sunaet.

How did its all begio? It
was in 3945 that the Bombay
Goveramest Jaunched oo a
scheme for the collection of
surplus milk from Anand to
supply Bombay city 266 miles

away. Initially the schems
was operated through private
agencies without benefit to the
locel farmers, This naturally
arovsed a certain amount of
disconteat which crystallised
in an agitation resultiog in the
decision to organise the col-
lection and processing of milk
in and around Anand on a
co-operative basis, This is what
Sardar Patel had wished.

In June 3948 the Kaira Dise
trict Co.-operative made a be-
ginniog with processing 500
pounds of milk 1o a old Gowe
ernment dairy; Today, the new
plant at Anand handles about
100,000 pounds of milk a day
in summer and over 250,000
pounds of milk a day duriog
the winter months. Of this
80,000 to 320,000 pounds ,of
liguid milk are dispatched to
Bombay in insulated railroad
tankers and supplied to the
city consumer through the
Aarey Milk Scheme managed by
the State Goveroment. In addi«
tion to this the Kaira Union
gives six ounces of milk daily
3n 16,000 children between the
ages of one and six.
