DHQIIE apologists for the Sabra-men argue that the

conference recently held in Durban gained a tac-

tical move against Verwoerd when it made the
slavish genuflexions which ended up with unqualified
support for Veravoerdism.

The real point which the hymns of praise to Ver-
woerd emphasise is that most of the Sabra intellectuals
are still heavily handicapped by the temper of the slave-
owner and are influenced in their approach to the prob-
lems of the country by that half-ignorance which springs
from seeing men and events from the perspective of race.

Or so Dr. Verwoerd has claimed time and time
again,

And he either controls his own Party with an iron
hand, or his political followers are prepared to march un-
questioningly behind him—in the manner of the rats of
FHamelin who blindly followed the piper to their own
doom.

The latest instance of the Natiopalist mania for
senseless apartheid was over the Separate Universities
Bill,-though this is described by a misleading title on the
parliamentary order paper.  The Nationalist Cabinet
some time ago decided that even the limited degree of
academic non-segregation permmcd in the Cape Town
and Witwatersrand Universities is a threat to western

Academicians warned that this would make a laugh-
ing stock of established Universities in the eyes of the
civilised world. Almost all recognised universities in the
world expressed their disapproval of this measure. In
South Africa, all non-whites and educated {in the true
sense) Whites bitterly objected. Professors, lecturers,
students of all races demonstrated their opposition in no
uncertain manner. Some United Party parliamentarians
and even a handful of Afrikaner intellectuals who though
political supporters of the Nationalists, expressed serious
reservations.

In spite of all this opposition, the men at the helm,
imbued as they are with their mania for apartheid, pushed
the Bill through a tame Parliament they completely con-
trol. From now on, universities are to be replaced by tribal
co]lcées, for white tribes, and. brown tribes and black
tribes. Academic freedom in the non-white colleges is
changed overnight from being the stuff and substance of
universjty life into an elusive legend.

Pan-Africanism And The ANC

HE formation of the Pan-Afritanist conference marks a very im-

portant turning.point io the history of South Africa

On the

one band the Pan-Africanists have come into being in protest against
the policy of multi-tacfalism as preached by the ANC. To the extent
that their emergence represents a split in  the African community,
it marks the point of final fulfilment for the process of gagging-up
against the African which is beiog rejected so decisively by the
Pan-Africanists and en which the Congress Movement seems so keen.

On the other hand, Pan-
Africanism has been born in
response to African clamours for
a new quality of leadership which
would stéec events away from the
disaster towards which apartheid
is moving the country, to a saner
and safer futurefor all concerned.
1t baa come to provide more effec-
tive opposition to apartheid and is
the sharpest possible African criti-
cism of the dilly dallying that has
been going on since 1948, when
the Nats first got to power,
among those who should bhave
stood together to oppose aparte
heid and bring it a crashing to
the ground.

In the Pan Africanist énngresl

the Aftican people are saying, in
effect, that they bave decided, in
view of the fact that they are the
most bitterly crushed victime of
apartheid, 10 draw the line bes
yond which they shall not retreat
from this moment in bistory,
They are saying that they have
heard too muck talk of goodwill
even from so-called democrats
but little action designed to call a
definite stop to the humiliation
which apartbeid has always been
eager to force on them.

Move Alone

They are saying that they are
now ready to move forwaed
alone, if necessary, to provide
South Africa with an alternative
government, This iz a real
significance of the Pan.African.
ists: that they make the issue of
providing an alternative governe
ment a matter of practical polie
tics.

Before they sway events de-
cisively, however, they wiil have
to jump over number of high
burdles. The mest jmportant
of these, in my view, is the
clarification of their real attitude
to the minorities, There are
definitely two schoels of thought
within the Africanist camp on
this issue. There are two solid
radialists who take up an attitude
which seems indistinguishable
from anti-Whiteism. They want
no contact between Black and
White and reject reason in favour
of an emotionalism which will
lead to civil war, There is npo
point in mincing words, §ome

of the attitudes expressed by
certain Africanists are bound to
produce civil war. The point
that this raises is whether the
African community wants civil
war. If this wing of the Pane.
Africanists gains the upper hand
—fortunately it is in the minority
and it did not make much head-
way at the conference—we
should all realise very clearly
that their attitude towards the
minorities will produce civil war.

Mr. Sobukwe

Opposed to these are the non-
tacialists, who ase in the majority
and of whom Mr. Robert Man-
galiso Sobukwe, the first presi-
dent general of the Pan Africane
ists, i3 the spokesman. Their
line jis that they want to establish
a2 non-racial democracyin which
the rights of the individual shall
be entrenched and in which race
shall not be a factor of political
or economic sigmificance.

While the racialists clearly can.
not run away from imposing an
African dictatorship, in which
they would kill their own brothers
@ho dissented, the Sobukwe wing
are in this very embarrassing
position where they bave to
realise that it is not esough to
reject racialism; it is not eoough
to claim to be non-racialistic and
stop there  We live in a society
where race hatred is a liviog
reality; where-the problems this
creates must be faced by any

orgapisation which claims to
speak for the African. It is
almost indistioguishable ~ from

bypocrisy to claim to be non-
racial in outlook and proceed
straightway to show signs of
racialism by limiting membersbip
of the movement to people of
one racial group,

The ANC has bhad to face this
challenge and fallen back on
multi racialism. But the logical
climax of multi-racialism is par-
titiop; group frepresentation and
acceptance of apartheid. The
Pap Africanists  rightly  reject
this. But they will be hypo-
critical if they d& not face squarely
the problem of what to do with
the European or the Indian who
subscribes fully and sincerely to
Pan.Africanism and fs willing to

.at the moment.

ideatify himself with the African.
That man cannot be kept out of
an organisation which advances
the goals he has in mind just

because he is not of African
descenr.  If be is kept out, then
those who  accuse Pan-

Africanism of being a racialistic
influence would be proved right
by the deeds of the Pan-Afri-
canista themselves,

Wrong Foot

The Pan-Aficanists
have started with the wrong foot
forward if they imagined they
bad disposed of the race problem
merely by ignoring it. They
would be wrong to preach non-
racialism and practise racialism,

It requires a lot of moral
courage to preach nonsracialism
and practise it. As I have said,
the ANC has not had this eour-
age; It remains to be seen
whether or not the Pan-African-
ists will have it. If they do, then
they are the real spokesmen of
the New Africa. Itis for them
to ccasider their position bere
aud tell the world precisely where
they stand,

There are other difficulties
they will have to face. But into
those I do not propose to go be-
cause of limited space. ] want
to get on to the advantages.

With the ANC paralysed by
the coroflicting loyalties which
are the logical by product of
multi-racialism and racial gang-
ing-up and therefore unable to
assert positively the dignity of
the African person, tbe Pan-
Africanists are in the position to
assert it freely. Their militant
opposition to race oppression
makes them articulate the ingere
most feelings of the bulk of the
Africaps. They arc more cor-
tectly expressive of the spirit of
the Accra cooference than any
other purely African organisation
To the extent
that this is true, they are in line
with the trend of events in the
rest of the continent, Dr. Nkry-
mah and Mr. Sekou Toute re-
cogaised this fact when they
sent messsges of geodwill to the
Pan Africanist confereace,

No Mistake

These advantages should coms
bine to enable the Pan Africanists
to make a tremendous impact on
African opinion. And nobody
must make any mistake. The
young men and women who have
banded themselves into the Pan-
Africanist Congress are devoted
people; more devoted than any
other politiczl group in the Afri-
can community—barring  the
communists, They will make
sacrifices when called upon to
pay the price and this virtue

would
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should stand many of them in
good stead.

* Apact from taking up a more
convincing position on race, the
Pan-Africanists have to concern
themselves immediately with the
problem of winning recognition
for their organisation and justify.
ing themselves; with organising
and with deciding on the natute
of the challenge with which they
will confront apartheid.

Against this rather wide backe

ground, it is clear that Pan.
Afticanism has two potentials:
it can be a pewer for good,

accelerating the pace of events in
the direction of a non racial de.
mocracy; it can also be a power
80 corrupt it will )ive on race
hatred and destroy men be.
cause of their race and shoot
African dissenters precisely in
the way Nazism did in Germany,

The process of crystallisation
in any one given direction is not
yet complete. The duty of
statesmanship in a situation like
this is to help the process of
ceystallisation in the direction of
ensuring that Pan Africanism re-
mains a democratic and does got
become a racial influence. If
this is done, as a friend of mine
in Jobanuesburg recently said,
only three political forces will then
remain in the land:. Afrikaner
Nationalism on the one hand and
Pan Afticanism on the other,
with Liberalism in the centre,
If this analysis js correct—and ]
think it is—the ANC aad the
United Party would gradually
break down until they were elj-
minated by the fact that there
was no lopger need or reom for
the type of “moderation’ they'
represent on either side of the
colour line:

New Unity

After that crystallisation would
proceed in the direction where
Pan.Africanism and Liberalism
would most probably discover
the precise points where their
real interests were identical’ and
would most probably stand ta.
gether against Apartheid then

In the meantime, however,
there is very urgent need for the
ANC in particular to re examine
its whole position in the light of
present davelopments. The ANC
cannot be one of the sponsors of
the Accra conference and preach
mulii facialism; it cannot accept
the decisions of the Accra gather-
ing and fight Pan-Africanism,
If the reassessment of the situa.
tion which is necessitated by
these cootradictions in  ANC
policy leads to a more realistic
attitude io the things which
divide the African community,
we might all soon see the African
ptople gearing themselves for a
decisive stand against race op-
pression.

1957, almost two years: before
his death,

Apologised :

- We had corresponded and he
had invited me to meet him in
London and spend the night
with his wife and himself at
their home in the channel town
of Folkestone, [ met Polak at
the Nationsl Liberal Club, near
Oharing Cross Station, at mid.
afterncon, He registered me as
o guest and we went up the
broad stairway to the smobing
room for tea. On our way up
he pointed out a retired editor
of “The Times of India.” Polak
half apologived for being a
member of the Liberal Clab,
sayipg that he was'more Labour
but he had belonged for a Ereat
number of years,

Over tea, Polak safd that he
first met Jawaharlal Nehru in
3999 when he was sent to India
by Gandhiji and there was in-
troduced to the Nehrus—Moti.
1zl and Jawaharlal. He next
ran into Jawaharlal Nehru in
1927 when the latter was in
Folkestone, returning from his
first visit to Russia. He gaid
that he first met Rajendra Pra.
sad during the indigo agitation,
Ag for his Rrst meeting with
Gaodhiji, he-retold the storys
He went to South Africa witk
kis uncle who was in the
chemical business, but he pre-
{erred journalism and was em-
ployed by the *“Transvaal
Critic,” Later he became artj-
cled to Gandhiji and studied
law in his Johannesburg office,

Just before four o'clock we
left the club to catch the train
to Folkestone. En route he
showed me a weehly published
by the office of the Indian High
Commissioner in London and he
told me that he is on the board
of directors of the Indian Sty.
dents YMCA—although he jis
not a member of the Christian
community:  He was born into
the Jewish faith, he reminded
me, as we went through the
outshirts of London, but he was
quite active in Thessophist
circles, We talked about Gan-

dhiji ‘and India and Africa as
Loodon became Kent and as
the green fields became Folke-
stone, (Polahd was born in nears
by Dover in 3883). It was
somewhat wet and foggy as we
walRed from the railrord stm-
tion to his house at 49 Earles
Street;

Discoyraged

Molly Grabam Polak, his
wile, greeted us. She showed
me to my rocm and by 6.3¢ we
were having a vegetarian sup~
pet. Polak said he had been 2
vegetarian since 19o4. Also at
supper were Mrs ,Polab’s two
sisters, one of whom was with
the Polaks in South Africa.
Molly was talkative and, with
urging, recalled her days with
Gandhiji vividly; She recon-
structed the scens of their mars
risge; She said that she was
engaged to Polak in Epgland,
but Polak’s frther had dis-
couraged the marriage since life
in South Africa would be too
strenuous for her. Polak himse
sell was oot too enthusiastic
about marrying since he wanted
to asccumulate funds for her
marriage; So Gandhiji it was
who convinced Henry Polal:
“When there is a heart union,
as in your case, it is hardly
right to postpone marriege
merely for financial considera~
tions: If povertyis & bar, poor
men can never marry.”” Polah
wag convinced, but then asRed
Graodhiji  to write  pers
suasive letters to the elder
Polak alto to Millie, Ha wrote
her that there would be &2 warm
welcome in his home, where her
fiance was already a member of
the family. Ske finally left
for South Africa and in De.
cember 3905 arrived by train in
Johrnnesburg, to be met at the
station by Polak and Gandhiji.

Mollie Polahk told haw, after
the bans for the marriage wers
put, there was some question

“about their civil ceremony, for

the officials had assumed that
Polak must be an Indian since
he worlled and lived with
Gandhiji, They would not
allow a marriage—even then—
of an Indian and a white
woman. Gandhiji intervened
and assured the authorities that
they were both white,

Best Man

The marringe took place
with Gandhiji as best man. The
newly-wed couple moved into
the Gandhiji housebold =and
there wes a Saturdsy afternoon
wedding reception, with Gaane
dhiji bimself supervising the
decorations. In retelling the
story, I realize that Millie Polak
had told it fully in a delights
ful volume entitled, **Mry,
Gandbi, The Man,” first pube
lished in 3937,
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Recalling [hin early meeting
with Gandhiji, Polad said that
he brought that decisive book
by Rushin from London to
Johannesburg and the actual
volume is wnow in the
Gandhi Museum in New Delhi.
He recalled that he was walle
iog with Gaaodhiji, and only
left his side five minutes pree
viously, when Gaudhiji was
attacked by & Pathan and
almost killed on the streets of
Johannesburg. After Gaupdhiji
recovered somewhat, in  the
house of the Dokes, he moved
in with the Polaks, Henry
Pola® asserted that he Bopew
then—in jgo8—that Gandhiji
would not die a natural death

After eating gooseberry pie
and nonealcobolic cider, we had
coffeo in the sitting room. Polah
diffidently showed me three
illuminated memorials he re-
coived from the Indian com-
munity in South Africa when
he left in 7916; On leaving
Africa in 19714, Gandhiji asked
Polak to take care of the Indian
communily there, but Polah
told him that he could not
accept that heavy responibility,
In 1936.37 Polak and his wife
—and two sons—lived in India
and with the aid of G. K.] Gok~
hale he helped end the practice
of Indians going to South Africa
as indentured servants; Re-
turning to Epgland, Polad pure
sued a combined career °in
journelism and law. He wrote
for several papers in Malaya,
India and Ceyloa and his law
firm (with his son as partner)
represented Indian corporations
in privy council cases, Business,
however, fell off after Indian
independence and they had to
close their Indian office for
lack of clients.

Nehru's Plane

During our after-dinner cone
versation, Polad turned oa the
nine o’cloch BBC news; There
was a story that a plane carry.
ing Nehru took fire, but nobody
was hurt, After the sews,
Polakh - reconstructed for me
those historic days when
Ganhhiji devised Satyagraha in
South Africa; Polak was his
lieutenant in the non-violent
army, leadinog the mearch into
the Transvaal when Gaadhiji
was arrested. He was arrested
himself and imprisoned with
Gandhiji. For & time Polah
was acting editor of “Indjan
Opinion”, Gandhi later was to
write about Millie Polak who
‘‘not only never came in her
husband’s way, but was a per-
fect helpmate to him during
the struggle,”

Polak showed me his exten.
sive library of Gandhiang. He
said that he might give it some.
dayito the Indian High Com-
missioner’s office in London; He
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pointed to a whole shelf of
boobs by and sbout that other
early English i{riend of Gandhiji
and of Indian freedom, C. F.
Aodrews. He said he first met
Andrews in South Africa io 1933
when that Anglican priest was
sent there by Gobbale to help
Gapdhiji and'the Indian com-
munity.

As 1 went to bed early that
evening, Polad seemed quite
willing to contioue to recall the
past, but I was tired from the
transatlantic plane trip of the
previous night, He did show
me three figurines of Gandhiji
on his desk: one in marble, the
other of glass.

Committee To Combat
Poverty

ELEGATES from eight large and well-2stablished Indian

organigations met in Durban last Baturday and decided to

get up an inter-organisational committee to devise ways and means
of combating poverty smong Natal’s Indian community.

The conference was called by
the Friends of the Sick Asso~
oiation and wase the conpequence
of  suggestion made by Pro-
fessor Leo Kuper, head of the
Deapartment of Sociology, Uni-
versity of Natal, at the last
annual meeting of the F.0.B.A.
At that meeting, Prof. Kuper
spoke od '"“The Individual and
the Community”’, Analysing
some of the problems faeing
wolfare ogencies in Darban,
Durban, Prof. Kuper pointed
out that poverty among In-
dinne was the greatest problem.
This 4vas, in many oaser, the
root canse of many Becondsry
diffionlties,

Poverty, among Indiane, said
Prof. Kuper, ag smong other
non-Enropean communities in
South Africa, was the produot
of the country’s economic and
political atructure. B8ooiel fac
tors also played their part,
While on the one hand, various
items of legislation kept most of
their better~paid jobs ae olosed
preserves for Whites only, the
gocial and economio colour bare
alao operated in various forme
to keep non-Whites ont of the
better categories of jobe. The
low level of literaoy contributed
its share to poverty as did cere
tain onltural factors peoculiar to
certain noneWhite groups.

Sounth Africa is not a poaor

.country, eaid Profs Euaper, and

he was patisfied that had it not
been for the various forms of
colonyr discrimination pr.clised
in commeroe, indualry, the rail-
waye and in the civil service,
the problem of poverly comnld
largely be eliminated.

However, the problems were
there, and the diffioulties were
there. Bot he felt that pere

"Booiety, the

avenues of fighting poverty both
from its own resources and by
barnegsing the tremendons ra-
