OMBAY —The permanen
capital of the new proposed
new Cujecat State will be Gaadbi-
nagar, 15 miles north of Abmeda~
bad ety It will atand on a
picturesque site on the west bank
of the Sabarmatt rnver, The
township and buildings to be
constructed oo the site will fol-
low the Indian style of architec-
ture
A copglomeration of villages on
either side of Abmedabad and
Mehsana districts will be grouped
together to form a new district
around the capttal The district
will be koown as Gandhinagar
Dustrict
Dr  Jivray Mehta, Finance

There has also been
a great deal of interest 1n the different Indian languages
This has been 1n most cases given massive expression 1n
brichs and mortar, Debates and eisteddfods are organ-
1sed and held Anniversaries and various important occa-
s ons and dates are celebrated but through i all some-
thing wital 1s missing—real scholarship and learming
There1s always a plethora of words and phrases but
never a deep insight 1nto and hnowledge of the history
of our origins, the history of owr arustc and cultural
heritage

There 15 a school of thought which believes that if
we turn to the fountain springs of our herntage then we
are nat ,}uod South Africans and that we cut ourselves
alnft from the native peoplea of this country and regard
ourselves as separate, diflerent and superior. This school
u ges negauvely though, that Indians should have noth-
mgtodo with India We do not sce real objection to
t 1 lndian tn this country drawing upon the natve land
of lus forefithers for his spiritual and, cultural nspiration
a1d being a good South African to boot

There s much 1n the history of India which can pro-
vide direction in these troubled times, there 1s much 1n
tne religions of lndia which transcends bounds of colour
aul race, ind terntory and language, there 158 much 1n the
art and music of India which crosses national and sec-
tional boundaries  There is no reason then why a people,
a people as young as the Indians 1n a country as young
as bSouth Africa should not seek inspiratton from the old-
est extint caivilisation  There can be nothing with this.
