Concessions Made To
Sentiments Of Muslims

NEW DBLHI — Concessions ta the religious sentiments of Mus-
lims marked the passage of the Prevention of Cruelty to Api-

mals Bill sn the Rajya Sabha

Two major changes which the Mipis-

ter for Food and Agriculture, Mr S K Patil, accepted in the Bill, as
reparted by a joiat commitice of Pathament, were desigaed to allay
aoy apprehension on the part of Muslims that the Bill would interfere

with their religious beliefs

By the first chanpe, the House deleted the clause enabling the
proposed Animal Welfare Board ta take measures “wbether by means
of propaganda or otherwise, 1o eliminate the sacrifice of anymals®’
Mr Paul also introduced a new clause which made 1t clear tbat the
killiog of any amimzl 10 2 manner required by the religion of any
community would not be an offence under the Act.

THE two day debate on the Bill
laegely centred on how to ensure
prevention of cruelty to animals
without infringing upon the reli-
gious beliefs and practices of cer-
tain communities,

Mr Patil explained that the
two changes had been made 1n
view of the fact that tbhe original
ptovisions might not be 1n con-
formity with certain constitutional
righte about freedom of religion

Awmong the amendments accept-
ed by the House was one to Limit
the pemalty in the case of the
firer offecce of cruelty to animala
te a fine of £4 without imprison-
ment,

On the question of experiments
on amimals for scientific purposes,
Mr. Paul assuted that the pro-
posed committee to control such
expenments would consist largely
of experts and would not inters
fere with the research  The main
putpose of the committee was to
easure that animals wete oot sub-
jected to unnecessary pain or suf-
fering duning or after the per
formance of experiments on ani-
mals and to make rules n that
regard,

Durning the debate, Dr H. N;
Kuozru (Ind) and Kakasaheb
Kalelkar apoke against the vivi-
section of ammals for gaining
scientific knowledge and said that
such batbarous ways did not be-
§¢ human beings Oan the other
band, Mr P, N. Sapru (Cong.)
favouredjthe provision of adequate
facalities including vivisection for
experiments on animals

Mrs Rukmuni Devi (Nomine
ated), who had sponsored a Bill
oathe subject in 1954 following
which 2 committee was appointed
to frame a law on prevention of
cruelty to animals, said that the
Bill was the minimum that had
to be done “if we have to be
proud of our hertage and if we
want to live up to the reputation
our ancestors have carned for uz ’*

cott by Negroes of the bus secvice
1a Montgemery, Alabama, because
there was segregated seating on
the buses

Less known, but po less jm-
portant, h.s been the work of the
Congress of Racial Equality,
CORE was founded 1n 1942 by
James R Robinson, George
Houser and James Farmer with
the aim of usmbg noa violent
drrect action to solve racial prob-
lems, Since then CORE has
experimented with this method
10 many focrms thecughout the
Uunited States

A receatly published pampblet
by PN contributor Jim Pack
(Cracking the Colour Line,
CORE, $ 1) describes some of
the sigmificant actions that CORE
bas been 1avolved 1o I quoate a
descniption of ooe action at some
length to give readers an idea of
the kind of work CORE docs,

The Nashville Story

In Nashville, CORE helped
make achool integration work
despite mob  violence which
marked (he change over from
segregaticn 1o the autumn of
1957, Ia so doing, CORE
evolved a workable community
programme which might well be
applied 1n a0y Southerm coms
munity where  court ordered

school integration 1s  bemng

thwartsd.

“If Little Rock had had a
similar inter racial group, Gov-
ernor Faubus might have been
checked witbout the use of federal
troops,’”” wrote Martin Luther
King, Negro leader of non-
veolence.

King weote this tn a2 preface to
the pamphlet, A First Step
Toward School Integration,"” 1n
whick Anna Holden, 2 leadcr of
Nashville’s CORE, gives a2 vivid
account of the group’s campaign,

For example, the day the
Hatue Cotton school was bombed,
the pamphlet relates  “Mrs,
Watson telephoned Dr Miller (a
member of the CORE group)

#If I ever needed anybody, I
peeded somebody that morning,”
ske recalled ‘I had got a phone
call threatening to set the house
on fire 1f Barbara Jean went ta
schaol I couldn't go off and
leave the test of the children
alone And I kaew she had to go
to schaol '

“Barbara Tean was dressed and
ready Dr Miller came promptly
He drove the child five blocks to
her school Then he tack her
by the hand and they walked
through a crowd of jeering whites

#The same morning, Mra
Charles Marun, asother CORE
member, walked to the Jones
School with her nerghbour, Mrs,
Mpyrtle Battle and another first
grader, Charles Edward Battle,
In the Glenn School area of
East Noshville the Rev. R W
Kelly, of Clark Memorial Church,
accompanied several children to
school Teen-age boys 1n the
booing crowd got themselves
photographed for newspapers by
standing bebind Rev  Kelly,
peetending to measure bim for
a coffia

The pamphlet gaes on to re-
Jate how "the cnsia was soon
reduced 1o manageable s1ze,'* and
bow Kasper (John Frederick
Kasper, professional segregation-
ist who had come to Nashwille
for the occasion) and his mobs
were auppressed. A3 Anna Hol.
den explaios it 3

“The tide was turned because
the police finally enforced the
law and because a handful of
Negro parents, staunchly backed
by CORE, ministers and other
forces of decency, persuted in
sending thesr children to formerly

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IVORY WORK IN INDIA

HE: earliest record of Indisn

work in ivory is an o
soription of about 200 to 150
B*'0. st Sanchi, whioh states that
one of the piera of the Southern
gateway was exeonted and dedi-
oated by the ivory oarvers of
Bhilea. 1t is thus apparent that
oraftamen worked both in ivory
and stone during his time.
There are still a few examples
of anthentis, 011 ivories to be
fonnd in Indis which show the
fabnlous intricacy of design and
the skill of the oarvers From
these pieces it oppears that,
whereas ivory was used in
makiog ceremonial ohairs and
thrones, sto., ivary ornaments or
Ivory as B decorative material
was, comparatively speaking,
rares It was much later that
ivory figures, boxes and other
objeots wers made for Interior
display

There are four places in Indla
that are wsid to be famous for
their ivory maaufaoctures. These
are Delhi, Marshidabad in Ben-
Ral, Mysore and Travancore in
Sonth India Eaoch of the:e
places beoome known for the
special kind of work they do in
ivory.

Thera are many formse of
ivory inlay and applique work
done in the varicos States of
Indis. To add colour to the
white sorface and thus to make
it even more attractive, lac ia
fused Into the ivory. In this
very effective technique, the
surface of the ivory is firat en-
graved, the ooloured {ac Is then
ran into the inomsione by means
of a hot bolt. Then the surface
iz seraped and poliched leaving
B olear divign in black, red or
Rreen on the lvory ground.
This method is nowherc more
naocessfnlly applied than in the
deocoration of the musical In-
strumente, the “Veena” and the
“Thambura,” which are stlll
made by ths Tanjore carpentera
in Boath India These Inetru.
ments sre objecta of beaunty
in themselves, apart from the
sound they produnoe, *

Ap 8 resnlt of Moghul patron-
ags of porirait painting, Delht
became and is even today one of
the maln cventrea of minlatare
palntiog on fvory. These por-
trafts done on lvory are so fine
and delloate that it 1a almost in=
oredible to balleve. This art has
attalued a marvellons perfeotion
fn Dolhi.

Ivory oarving ls, B9 8 rule, a
hereditary profession. The sons
of carvers begin to be {nstraoted
when little more than 10 years
of sge. For some time they are
kept engaged on drawing alons,
Thean graduslly they lesrn how
to file and earve, till snch time

as they become master oraftes
men, The aversge trainming for
mmpls work takes about seven
years Bat to reach excellence,
sginming natoral talent, ap-
prenticeship may extend to over
25 years.

I think these examples give
some idea both of the nature of
CORE’s aotlvities, and thae
weriousness and persistence with
whioh they are ocarried out.
(OORE is now appealing for
more funds so that it can aab
even more aerionsly.)

Non-violence Is not a natoral
growth, it has to be carefully
oultivated. Anybody who ia
werionsly conoerned about non-
violent direot action wounld do
well to study CORE’s work.

Sources Of Social Change

The spearhead of the csm-
paign has been Negro atudents.
The olue to why astudents ars
the leaders was given by tha
white, qnoted in our news story
last week, who #aid: “They
aren’t afrald any more” The
atudeats have a wide enough
background to ses that white
dominstion is not part of the
gcheme of thinge, hut something
that oan ba ohallenged and
altered.

But even strateglc -reasons do‘
not give you the courage that e’
necessary for the ume of non=
violence. This coursge luuli"
springs from the Negro eondlo_
tions In the South the Negro :la,
in dapger every day of his lifs
He might be attacked by wh!te_“
hooligans, he might be arrested
for little reasop, In this’ aituge
tion you must have courage; it
in the only way to survive.

The important point for radi~
cals Ia thit for non=violent aotion’
rather different qusalities are
needed than for the more tradi~
tional kinds of political sction.
Kxaotly what these qualitiea are
and how they can be developed’
needs to be dizcussed at great
length. -
