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A Much Need Step

INCE the massacre at Sharpeville and the imposi-
S tion of the Emergency Law on the country all

attention has been focused on the dramatic turn
that events have taken 1in South Africa \While large
numbers of people lie 1ncarcerated wrthout atiy charges
against them and without any prospect of an early atten-
tion to their condition the normal Itfe of the people goes
on, no less that of the Indian community No less, too,
are the anti-Indian laws being administered slowly,
steadily and with determinatiun Not the least of these
15 the Group Areas Act  Shortly before Sharpeville the
Group Areas hearings in Durban had focused on them
the full attention of the Indiaa community. There 1s now
quiet on that subject from the side of the Indians but the
Government 1s going steadily on with the implementation
of the Act The Indians have protested and their pro-
test 1s a continuing thing.

It 1s now, however, very necessary to do something
more, something which will bring home to the people n
this country and to sympathisers abroad the plhght of the
Indian people under the Group Areas Act Desolation
has set 1n many places in the Transvaal and many pros-
perous groups of Indians are now faced with the destruc-
1ion of the economic, social and educational status which
they built up over the last hundred years  Their cordi
tion 1s reported 1n the daily and weekly newspapers but
these reports are fleeting things TFor a few moments
they stay before one’s eyes and then pass o A news
paper 1v,about the least respected commod:ty 1n the daily
houscho‘d It 1s necessary, we believe, for the Indian
community to establish a panel of people with the instruc-
tion to collect and present in book form all the details and
the harrowing stories about the plight of Indians in places
where arcas have been proclaimed

In many towns the [small Indian communities have
already been ordered to move from areas 1n which they
have itved and traded all their lives Their story must
be told 1n a permanent form and be made available
in the pages of a book which should be circulated
widely

Mr. Bunker atended a
prayer maeting and went round
the village, sesing development
works,

JVIR. Nebru said that for the
‘Third Plan, India would require
exteroal finance to the order of
£1,575.000,000 for the import
goods and equipment and of
£375.900,000 for repayment of
external debts, These figures
were exclusive of external assiste
ance by way of irmport of sute
plus mgricultural commodities,

Additional capital required
to enable the country to reach
the "take off” stage in economic
development was approximately
£18,750,000,000, ha smd and
the maximum amount that
could be raised from within the
country was of the order of
£ 15,000,000, leaving a gap of
£3,750,000 which would bave
to beraised by way of external
finance. Having regard to limi-
tations of organisations and

mappower, the period required
for investment of this capital
was around ten years.

As regards foreign private in-
vestment, Mr Nehru said the
terms oo which private foreigna
capital was welcomed into Ine
din by the Government was
both “lLiberal mnd generous.'
These ncluded secunty and
atility ol foreign entrepreneuc
to repatniate hus profits and, 1f
necessary, capital,

Wa are apt to take these de-

tails of our daily life for grantsd
becanse we have grown up with
them, and they are not speota-
oular, we are also apt to talk of
folk art and handiorafts withont
taking such manifestations of
fnnate exquimte taste into aoe
count Ye!, these are precisely
the expr 1ions whiah reveal the
genine of a people and not
merely its gening, but the time
and oare which the folk feel it
must give to provading jast that
Ittle extra which makes all the
difference between barren utility
(10 perfeetly made Ly the mas
chine) and fanotlonal beanty
whioh Is the foundatlen of good
tasie {n u oulture.

The snappipng of the llok be-
tween the creative !mpulis and

goed form. This hae ded to in-
oressing teuslons In the oraft
tradition and a confosion of the
anconsolous background that la
the very scorce of the orentlve
prooese  That It has happenad
nooidentelly and not from s con.

greater chaos.

The 1ndisc orafltsman Ir faced
