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PEACE DEPENDENT ON ~ RIGHT . EDUCATION

HE Johannesburg ‘Star’ of

July 11, contained a leading

article under the caption
“A University Education,” to
which we would beg leave to
refer because, to adapta Kipling-
ism, “it touches our search.”

Commenting on certain observ-
ations made by Prof. J. Irving at
the N.U.S:A.S. research  con-
ference on the previous day,
“The Star’ firstly criticised the
Professor’s contention that ‘‘the
difficult problems of today were
0o complex to be solved by
humanism. That the world was
shaped by technicians not poets.”
To which the Leader writer
makes the obvious retort, ““and a
fine mess they appear to have
made of it.”

The Professor appears, how-
ever, to have recamsidered his
viewpoint, for later, he is reported
to have said,

#UThe real trouble was that those
who are golog reshape the
world wust understand the people
wha live {o it,” which, as our con
temporary prompily  points  out,
“jmmediately debars nine-tenths of
scicatists and engineers, and opens
the dooy to the poets and philo-
sophers whom Profl. Irving affects to

to

despise. « .« The slide-rule
mentality which  Prof.  Irving
praises is oppermost taoday. The

results are “whalesale uprootings of
populations and the atomic bomb.
The scientistsare so much awars of
it that the best of them are now
turniog to the poets and philo-
sophers 10 get them out of their
mess, end the worst of them have
simply become cynical,”

The article concludes with the

Net only the ends
to which a University education,
but to which all education, should
be directed. -

in the cating, and, as ‘The Star’
1ruly observes, those who are
responsible for having directed

the world’s thinking and shaping
have made a fine mess of it, the
obvious conclusion must be that
something is radically wrong with
our education. Not perhaps, so
much with the educational system
i.c. with the method or means
whereby the education is con-
ducted, as with the subject matter
of the education itself.

Education is often identified
with learning imparted by teacher
to pupil. Correctly understood,
however, education is what its
literal meaning indicates, ' “a
leading out.”” Its aim or purpose
should be the quickening, un-
folding and leading out or ex-
pressing, of the highest poten-
tialities or talents of the iadivi-
dual concerned.

The object (or “end,” as *The
Star’ has it,) the teacher should
have in view, should be to so
guide and direct the pupil that he
develops his powers to their
fullest extent and so reaches the
most perfect stature of which, for
the time being, he is capable,

A human being is an incarnate
unit of life consciousness, capable
of willing, thinking, feeling and
acting. Primarily, his education
should be directed .to the fullest
possible development of - those
faculties, with this proviso, how-
ever, that those faculfies, them-
selves, be rightly and beneficially
employeda

It is safe to say that the mess
in which ‘The Star’ recognises
our civilisation has landed us is
far less due toa lack or: absence
in our kind of the powers of will,
thought, feeling and action than
of knowledge of how rightly to
use them aand why it is all-
important “that they should be
used in one way and not in
another.

What we lack most is Wisdom,
How wisely to employ the powers
we possess, imperfectly developed
tirough they still are,

That Wisdom comes only as a
result of what the sages call

“Right Knowledge'; knowledge
of the meaning and purpose of
fife and living, and of the way so
10 live life as best to accomplish
and fulfil that purpose.

Needless to point out, the
ordinary teaching curriculum does
not include this.as one of its
subjects.

Perhaps, however, the above
remark does something less thaa”
justice to at least some of the
teachers and professors in our
schools and universities. The
meaning and purpose of life and
living ?

What meaning and purpise
does the average pupil or student
see, or want tosee, other tharn to
“get on* in his chosen calling 7

What purpose could life have
ani hold for such save that of -
climbing to the top of his pro-
fession and acquiring fame, for-
tune and leisure ?  Which, con-
sidering his limited vision and
restricted bhortizon is not at all
surprising. To most of our
scholars and students, the field
of their future activities—the
world-—is still regarded as par-
taking of the nature of a jungle
in which only the fittest Survive,
the spoils to go to the victors, and
the weakest go to the wall.
Will-power and  thought-power
must, therefore, be concentrated
upon self-advancement, upon
what the French call “arriving;
upon ‘“‘getting there.”” There- is
no room for seatiment in busi
ness. To be successful the
“battler” has to be "hard buoiled';
softness is tantamount to
viting destruction at the bands of
rivals or competitors.

‘That is the way the successful
parents of the rising manhood.
achieved their success; that is -the
way they direct their sons “to
follow. .

A purely materialistic, ego-
centric, philosophy of life- and
-living that encourages the growth
and “leading out” of the.baser
and more ignoble qualities in the

in-

‘ other antagonisms

man. Itis the way of the soe
called worldly-wise.

Now, if wisdom i3 what' the
sages have taught us it is, such a
philosophy of life and living, and
the kind of education it promotes,
though assuredly worldly enough,
is most certainly the very opposite
of wise.

Qur failure to recognise the
fact resulted in two world wars
within thirty years and bids—fair
or foul—to land-us in a third
the near future.

in

What we do not seem to appre-
ciate is that the war psychology—
or as some prefer to have it,
“complex"'—is but the cumula-
tive, mass product of the mil-
lions of individual jealousies,
rivaleies, envies, lusts, hates and
that occupy
men's minds and promote un-
brotherliness and discord.

It is to these that the world's
sickness and trouble, manifesting
here in South Africa as Apart-
heid, should properly be traced
and atteibuted.

If, as Pope contended, the
proper study of mankind is Man,
self-knowledge—knowledge of the
“teal, innermost Self of the indivi-
dual, of the meaning and pur-
pose of his life and ~ living—
should bé the first and most im-
portant pf the studeat’s educa-
cation. How, otherwise, can he
be expected to kaow why he is
born at all, and the wisest and
most profitable way to occupy
the time ac his disposal ?

Arc we to go on generation
after generation, prostituting our
powers to selfish and ignoble
uses and ends ? Cheating our-
selves that we may sow thistles
and reap geain T Spread discord
and strife and find harmony and-
peace 7

Must we continue, interminably,
to hug the darkness and turn our
backs to the light? To identify
the divine spark that is Mans
real Self with the body? The
tenant with his house?  To dis-
.tregard and even suppress the
promoptings and urgings of the
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higher—the sout—self of us be-
cause they don't promise cash
dividends or to satisfy the appe-
tites of ““the tiger and the ape” in
us?

The lives of great men all
remind us .

years. These dismissals and
those by other private firms
are in themselves a  chal-
lenge, as grave as, if not

more than,, the two Acts,-

against  wbich the non-
European people have pro-
tested,  which  no  sell-
respecting people can  take-
lying down, * The Co-ordi-
nating Committee respon-
sible for having organised

the Protest Day, should be
held responsible for the
distress of over a thousand
souls who have been de-
prived of their bread and
shelter, and it cannot sit
quiet until justice has been
vindicated, or else its leader-
ship is exposed to con-
demnation. It has noreason
to be proud of the suceess
of the Protest Day until
the dismissed people have

been honourably reinstated.

We know that-every nerve
is being strained to feed
those who have been dis-
missed. But we cannot
remain sell-satisfied atgthat,
That would amount toffour
admitting our failure and
defeat.

The lesson that Korea
affords us, who are fighting
for real democracy, which
does not mean mobocracy
as is characteristic of pre-
sent day democracy, but a
rule based on the Moral

how poverty could ever exist,in
such a place, But all this
is only for the comforts of the
White people.  The non-Whites
are just thrown on dung heaps.
Squeezed between the inexorable
iavasion of factories into their
living areas on the one hand and
the almost complete lack of
housing on the other, the plight
of hundreds of Indian and Col-
oured families in Johanneaberg
has never ‘been +more  des-
perate,  This was told by social
workers to a_ representative of

town to conditions even worse
than those from which they were
evicted. There has been talk for
some years of an Indian housing
scheme at Diepkloof but nothing
has yet been done. Mr., L E. B,
Attwell, chairman of the City
Council’'s non-European Affairs.
Comumittee, said that- his depart-
ment was working on the problem
and was deeply conscious of the
great need. But with all the
progress the City has made the
dire need of the people whe have
no vote and therefore no voice
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remains always unsupplied. No
wonder the strength of the Com-
munists is increasing by leaps and
bounds.

Minister Of Transport On
Communist Danger
Speaking at Humansdorp last
week, the Minister of Transport,
Mr. P. O, Sauer is reported to
have said, “‘the Group Areas Act
was the most imporfant Act in
the apartheid legislation. Com-
munist aggression in Korea, he
‘said, was a test.

In the past, South Africa had
been dragged into wars against
her will.

Dr. Donges Preservér Of
Race Purity
+  The Minister of the Interior,
br. T. E.Donges is very ambi-
tious, He is aot satisfied at pre-
seeving the race purity of the
Europeans of South Africa; he
wants to see that the race purity
among the non-Europeans too is
preserved.  His own conscience
must know whether he seeks to
bring the Kingdom of Heaven on
earth or the Kingdom of Hell.
It was his intention, he told a
group of Zuly leaders in Skukuza
last week, to introduce legislation
to prevent intermarriagé between
members of different non-Euro-
pean races in South Africa. The
Minister addressed the Zulus at
the request of Mr, W. A. Camp-
bell, of Durban, who was ap-
proached by the Zulu leaders of
Natal for information on the
Group Areas Act.  They wanted
to know whether it was true that
in future, Natives and Indians
would not be allowed to live
together in the same area. The
Minister assured them that that
was the case. The Act, he said, was
intended for all races in South
Africa, He told the leaders that
there was another Act which
prevented the marriage of Euro-
peans to non-Eutopeans and it
was his intention to introduce
further legislation to prevent also
the marriage of members of one
non-Eu:op’ean group to members
“of anotber. Such legisiation
would help the Zulus to keep
their race pure.

We do not advocate mixed
marriages. On the contrary,-we ate
strongly opposed to them, But
it is a matter of individual liberty
and ne body has a right to intez-
fere in that, much less to resort
to compulsion by law,

In the Transvaal the Venters-
post Town Council has rejected
a request from the location hd-
visory board that all Native
municipal employees who were

- absent from work on May 1

“through fear and ignorance"
should be reinstated, The Coun-
cil said that Natives who lost
their employment could re-apply
Jfor work, but as others had been
engaged in their places, they could
-not be guaranteed employment.

Indians In Protectarrates
Reports have appeared in the
Nationalist Press says the ‘Rand
Daily Mail' political correspond-
ent, that Indian traders are buyiny
vp concerns in the British Pro-
tectorates at exaggerated prices in
preparation for their ejectment
from their present businesses in
the Union under the Group Areas
Act, were discouated in authorita;
tive circles in Pretorfa, There is
80 evidence of any large-scale
purchases by Indians during recent
months in Swaziland, Bechuana-
land or Basutoland. In Basuto-
land, no individual, even a Native
may own land as all land belong
to the Basuto tribe. In Bechuana-
Jand, there is a small *pocket” of
Indians at Ramoutsa and in
Swaziland there is not a single
Indian resident. The implication
in the Nationalist Press reports is
that Indians propose to use the
Protectorates as a “‘funkhole’” from
the Group Areas Act provisions,
under which- many of them wall
be displaced from their present
businesses in the Union.

Communist China Objects
To Group Areas Act

Mac Tze Tung, Chairman of
the “Peoples Government of the
Republic of China,” has cabled
the Transvaal Indian Congress
protesting against the passing of
Group Areas Act by the Union
Government.  “On behalf of the
people of China,” this message
says, “I fully support your protest
against the so-called Group Areas
Act that discriminates  against
Chinese, Indian and other Asian
pecples.””  After a meeting of the
Transvaal Indian Congtess  last
month, copies of a resolution
passed condemuing the Act were
sent to the Govetnments of vari-
ous Asian countries, and the
above message was sent in reply.
A Reuter’s message from London
says that the. above message was
quoted by Tass, the official Soviet
news agency.

A Press message from London
states: Russia’s return to the
United Nations has special signi-
ficance for South Africa. Indian
opinion here now appears con
fident of having Russia and her
satzllites, all the Asiatic countrie-

,T is natural to be healthy,
Health is Natures gift to all
living things, If it were mot so,
life would have ceased long long
ago. Health is wholeness, whole-
someness, being in barmony with
Nature and Nature's laws so that
we are full of vitality, full of life,
Sickness and  il-health are
therefore uunatural.  They; are
the result of being out of harmony
with Nature, 4

Note carefully: I say, “they are
the resnle,”

So many people imagine that
nickness just comes by itself, But
this notion is altogether wrong.
Everything must have a cause,
And often by merely removing
the cause we can remedy the
complaint.

In this universe of ours, wise
. men réalize that there is law and
order and harmony, that under-
lying everything there are what
they @M “the laws of Nature.”
Plums do not grow on mango
trees, cattle do not’ grow wings
and fly, fish do not grow feathers
and seeds, trees do not BTOW roots

up in the air and leaves in the
ground. And if they did, what
would we say ?

We would say, “this is very
unusual I Why is this so? What
causes~it?"”  And by so saying,
we would unconsciously show that
we recognize that there is a law,
asystem in all Nature to which
everything ought to conform.

Give a scientist a2 piece of
metal and he will examine it
under the microscope and see jts
pattern of crystals, ‘From this
pattern he will be able 1o tell
what it is. Each metal has its
own special pattern,

Give ascientist a piece of tissue
from a living body and he will be
able to tell, from its pattern,
whether it is skin or bone, whether

it comes from the eye or toe, '

stomach or brain, heart or spleen
or bowel. The pattern is differ-
ent in each case, Nature made
itso.

Everything was made by the
Creator according to His own
wonderful design and for s
special putpose. The leaves of a
tree are different from the roots.
.Each has its proper work ta do.
So with the animals and man, all
have been given bodies of won-
derful design with each part
specially made for a special bit of
wortk to do so that the whole
bedy may live and grow and be
well.

When those parts fail to do
their special work, the body can-
not be well.  When we do some-
thing that s contrary 10 the
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* design and purpose of the body,
Wwe cannot expect health, When
we fail to do what Nature requires
ustodo for our’bodies, we are
creating conditions that must,
sooner or later, cause ill-health—
sickness,

Let me repeat: sickness does
not just come by itself; it is caused
by going against Nature's laws.

The fiest thing, . therefore, in
secking health is to seck to know
and to understand Nature's laws.
They we must obey them, If we
understand  Nature’s Jaws and
obey them, Nature will cure us,

Daoctors do not cure people,
Surgeons do’ not heal people,
Medicines do not remedy sickness,
All that the greatest doctor or the
grealest surgeon or the greatest
médicine in the vorld can do is
to make conditions possible for
Nature to work, It is Nature
that does the healing,

This is where people are often
such fools. Sometimes they pay
fortunes for doctors and medicines
and  hospitals and operations,
whereas a little common-sense
and understanding of Nature’s
laws would enable them to help
themselves.

. Forinstance, a rich man once
had dreadful headaches, He went
1o this doctor and to that one,
They gave him medicines and
injections, ~diets and operations
and everything that was then the
popular method of treatment, He
spent a fortune and wene all
roduad the world looking for relief,
In one big city, he ran out of
clothes and went to buy some
new shirts, He asked for a certain
size, bist the shopkeeper measured
his neck and said, “Bur thar size

covtp You TEEL ME,.
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is too small for you, sir.” It js
the gige | always wear," answered
the rich man, a bit crossly, “Well,
ais,” remarked the shopkeeper,
“if you wear that size the collar
is too tight and it will give you a
beadache;* .

The rich man
wore shirts with bigger collars,
and that was the end of his head-
aches, A simple shopkeeper had
shown him how he was going
against a law of Nature and
causing all his troubles, When he

all can be cured so0 easily, because
Nature'sTaws have been broken
t00 often and too much and too
long.

The first need is to remove the
cause of 1he sickness. As long as
the cause is syl there, no sick
perton can really be cured, A
clever doctor may drive away the
