It was
orr that day that India gained her
independence after nearly two
hundred years of enslavement
under a_foreign power. After
untold sufferings for close on ‘half
a ccﬂ.lury India became free,
thanks to the leadership !of Ma-
hatma Gandhi. It was-he who
taught four hundred million
people, the vast majority of whom
were half-starved and half-naked,
not 1o hate but to love the enemy,
not to hate the evildoer but to
hate the evil, not to kill but to
allow oneself to be killed, not to
impose sufferings on -others but
to impose sufferings on oneself.
He taught them mot to blame
others for the ills one suffered
but to search within and ty to
be independent instead of beg-
ping for it, This lesson was
brought home to the people of
India and the result was that the
deadliest of weapons-in the
hands of those who did not want
ro part with power became wun-
'workable, all their plans were
+frustrated and they had to -quit
-India of their own accord ‘bearing
no «enmity but in a spirit of
friendliness:

Mahatma Gandhi was Enemy
No. 1 of the British Empire; he
made po secret of the fact. Yet
oot a soul on earth, not even -his
adversary, has had a bad word to

On the contrary
he is revered by all allke, Politi-
cians who viewed things from a

. jaundiced eye saw in Mahatma

Gandh an astute politician. But
he was just a plain and simple
God-fearing man.  In his private
life and in his public life he
tried always—every minute, every
second, nay at ‘every breath of
his life to be true to Him, and
whenever it appeared to him that
he bad fakered he did penance by
crucifying bis fiesh,  What he

yearned for was not for free-
dom in its material sense but
for the freedom of the soul. His
cherished dream was to bring the

Kingdom of God on earth and it

was for that he was trying to
discipline the Indian people.
Through his non-violent struggle
for freedom in India he wanted
to teach the whol: world to
eschew violence and bring an
end to all wars as a means to
settle disputes, Had he lived he
would have achieved his purpose.
But God’s ways are inscrutable.
He is the severest task master.
He saw that we were too proud;
that we thought we were the
masters of the universe; that not
He ruled but that we ruled the
universe; that we had much w0
learn  yet by severer kuocks,
before we came to our senses and
got to know Him. He has there-
fore thrown us back from the
heighis we had been taken.

It is in this atmosphere that
India is entering the fifth year of
ber Independence. It has been a
terrible uphill fight for those who
have the remns in their hands.
They have to steer their course
through stor.is and  stresses.
Pakistan seems bent upon not
giving any peace to India; then
there are the Communists and
the Socialists who, instead of
co-operating with the Govern-
ment or trying to do anything
constructive, seem bent upon
carrying  on  their  destructive
activities; the capitalists are utterly
self-interested and have no civic
sense in them, If they bad they
could have greatly eased the task
of the present Government, Then
there are power-seckers and dis-
gruntled, who will not see beyond
their noses and will not work in
the .greater interests of the conn-
try. Added to this India has
suffered patural calamities such
as droughts in some parts and

’

excessive rains causing disastrous
floods in others, as a result of

which there has been a terrible
shortage of food and that has
caused discontent among the

masses. Added to all this came
the loss of India’s Deputy Prime
Minister, Sardar Vallabhbhai
Patel, which greatly crippled the
bands of Prime Minister Nehru,

Nevertheless, however, by the
grace” of God, India has made
tremendous  progress in  the
matter of eradicating the many
social evils which had been nur-
tured during the British rule and
she is marching ahead by leaps
and bounds in removing illiteracy,
Great irrigation schemes have
been launced which will be a
boon to the agriculturists who are
the main-stay of the country

India holds today the highest
position in Asia and her prestige
throughout the world has gréwn
tremendously since achieving her
Indepeadence, the credit for which
must go, firstly, to Prime Minister
Nehru's own unique personality
and secondly to his Government.
India is at present in the throes
of a new election anl {uture
alone can tell what fate
will be.

We Indians in South Africa
and in other places outside Indis,
who will be celebrating this great
occasion of India's Independence
Day should be conscious of our
own duty to ocur Motherland.
While wishing her well wé must
bear in mind that everyone of us
represents 2 part of India and
that none of our actions should
be such as to disgrace her
fair name. We must remember
that we are not here merely for
material gains at any cost, but
that we have a higher purpose in
life, for which we are prepared-
to stake our lives. We should not
merely say this but set an example
by our own action. Then only
shall we metit to be treated as

Strydom On Apartheid

HE one ray of hope forihe

future of White civilisation in
Africa was the fact that in South-
ern and Northern Rhodesia there
was a growing acceptance of the
view that they would have to
adopt the Naticpalist Afrikances’
policy of apartheid, said the
Migister of Lands, Mr. J. G.
Strydom, when he addressed the
annual congress of the Nationalist
Jeugbond of the Transvaal at
Mayfair last week. The great
dapgér to the future of White
civilisation 10 Africa was that all
of the preat African colonial
powsers were opposed to South
Africa' spohicy. In the African ter-
ritorics, which European powers
contrailed a policy of equality
was being developed. I the
Unioa had to stand alone in its
struggle for the maintenance of
White civilisation, its struggle
would be hopeless, Southern
and Northern Rhedesia were
rapidly moving towards politcal
dependence. ‘Il we can get
the Rhodestas to accept our point
of view then there 1s the chance
that it may spread even further
north. Therefore I say we must
go on with our palicy of apart-
heid to maintan White civilisa-
tion and the rule of the White
man in Southern Africa,”” Mr.
Strydom sald that he bad noted
that even the Rhod Boy

precisely such arrogant outbursst

as Mr. Sirydom's that are
fostering  African  nationalism
throughout the coatinent, and

earning for South Africa aw
uoenvizble and  undeserved re-
putagion as the home of racial
intrandigence. I South Africa

THE CAREER OF A 'PROFESSIONAL KILLER THE COUNTRY’S HEALTH—A WARNING

OME years ago in Saxony 3
man named Pleil shot and
wotnded a Russian soldier. Then
he jumped ono the soldier and
strangled him ta death, +
In this he found a strange
excitement, agreeable to hun
He longed to expesiente the same
sensation again, and resolved to
become a professiodal killer.
For this purpose he went to a

place where stupid laws had
created a lawless state.
Germany is divided by an

artificial frontier, Families want
to visit each othgr; trade between
une side and the other peeds to
goon. So there are always many
people anxious to cross the
trontier without a passport,

The professional  smuggler
knows the way across. and does
not need help, But a poor, timid
woman needs help and is glad
when someone offers to escort
her to the other side.

Pleil knew this, and jumped
at sbe opportunity. He offered
to take a woman across; and when
they were between the lines, in
16 man's land, he killed her 1n a2
NIOSt AtFocious way.

He had two « ' One

The investigation lasted two
years, It was found that Bleil
and his caolpanions had killed
15 and not 25 3s he had said.
(Many people exaggerate their
achievements when applying for
a new job.

But ddring the two years of
the investigation, che death
penalty in Western Germtany
was abdlished. The three mue-
derers were sentenced to  life
imprisonmeant; and the boy had
a chance to atone for the things
he had done.

The medical report said the
three men were not insane, but
were fully tesponsible for what
they had done.

For Pleil the prison sentence
must have been a disillusionment,
He did not like the dull prison
life; he longed for the excite-
ment he had experienced, killing
a human being.

His inteation had been (o
change from ao illegal to a legal
professional killer. The thrill
would have been the same; he
would have been able to enjoy it
with regularity and without risk,
He would even have been paid
for it. -

When he began l'zis career as 3

was si'ch a brute that Pled soon
dismissed  him, for fear of his
owa hfe. The other was a young
boy wath a nice face and of good
behaviour, Pleil kept him.

His task was to lure the women
1o Pleil, who would then do away
wath them. Once the boy took
part 1n a killing himself, and
afterwards ran away.

In the' end, an attempt by

Plel 10 kill a man faled. He
was arrested, and sentenced to
15 years hard labour for attempted
murder,
" While i jal he wrote his
memors, a mixture of truth and
fiction. But this did not satisfy
hym, he longed 10 kill.

He wioe 10 the authorites
asking o be appointed execu-
uoner. As a recommendauon,
hie said he was thoroughly expe-
rienced in the job, having already
killed 25, human bemngs.

But to his surprise, Pleil did
not get the job.  Instead, the
autborities began an investigation.
of the 25 kilhngs.

His two companions were
arrested.  The boy, who had
joined the French Foreign Legion
and had fought and killed in
colonial wars, returned to Ger-
many and give himself up to the
authorities, .

He said: I have seen horrible
things in the colonial wars, but
nothing so barrible as what |
saw with Pleil."”

penalty still existed in Germany.
But did it deter him? Not in
the lest.

If be did not get that fine job
as a professional killer, for which
he longed, he would at least, he
koew, be executed himself. But
he did not fear it. lt'would have
meant an end to his dull prison
fife, He would have expericaced,
in the houes befare his own exe-
cution, a thrill equal to the thrill
he had expericuced in the execu-
tion of others ; perhaps an even
stronger ¥ rill.

The career of this professional
killer shows better than anything
else the furility and absurdity of
the death penalty, which does
not in the least deter those who
want to kill,

admitted when the school was
opened on  August 31d, jgo3.
Qo the 3td of April g1y be
joined the staff of the same
school at the early age of
14, uonder the late Mr, N,
On
My, Applesamy’s transfer to the
Clare Estate Indian School, Mr.
Done was raised to the status
of Headmaster on the j33'h
O_tober :01g, being one of the
youngest Principals then in the
service of the Natal Education
D-parment. From that/ date
till the time of his untimely
death he served contipuously in
the district of Clairwood, He
worked ceaselessly for the
cause of education and the
great exrpansions made during
his long term as Principal bear
eloquent testimoty and are
living monumeots to bis untiriog
zial, perseverance, foresighby,
ipgeouity and the ability to
view things from novel perspe--
tives that were so characteristic
When he assumed
duty as Principal there was one
school and a rall of 359 pupils
and at the time of s death
there are fiva schools, forming
the Clairwood Group, with a
roil of over 2500 pupils and his
long-cherished vision of a Se.
condary School in Clairwood
now being an almost accomp.
lished fact, He was also instru-
mental in starting the Techai-
c 1 classes at Clairwood and
thereby assisted huondreds of
youths swwho were denied the
facilities ol early education to
improve themselves.

The beginniog and the growth
of the Scout Movement among
Indians in this country were
due almost entirely to his en-
deavongs. After the maoy
unsuccessful attempts made by
various bodies to start the move-
ment, Mr. Done formed the
Siburban {odian Boy Scouts
Association in 1934, acd through
his~ ipitiative aond inspiring
leadership, the movement grew
{rom strength to strength and
the long denied recognition was

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INDIAN EDUCATION

HE followiog memorandum

was submitted to the Com.
mittee of investiga‘ion iato Col.
oured and Indian education in
the Transvaal, by the Tracsveal
indian Congress, on July 29.
The Committee is composed of
Inspector 1, R, Griffiths (Chair-
map), Inspectors Conradie and
Meyer:

“The joo,000, pationals of
South Alfrica of [lodian origio,
contribute to the best of their
abilities snd opporfupities to
the prosperity of the counlry.
They ceannot comtribute to the
utmost of their capacity be-
caute of the praclice of racial
discrimination. They can do
wore, and they desite to do
more for the wellare and pro-
press of their country, so that
they and the other citizens of
South Africa may ecojoy the
material and spiritual beoefits
of their joiat labour,

“We are constrained to sub-
mit that in order 1o briog about
conditions whereby the giffere
ent sections of South Africa
may enjoy full and untestricted
development, whea the true
purposes of education are real-
ised, when merit, tolerance, lave
for ones {ellow being, and
ability shall be the guidiog
principle in human relationship,
that in ‘order to remove race
and group hatreds, and in order
that every buman being in
South Africa sball be allowed
to develop his talents, it is
essential that the non-European
peoples _shall have access to
educational facilities on ano
equal basis.

“The non.White people must
not anly be educated to suit 'the
exigencies of the rapidly chang-
iog ecopomy of South Africa,
but also to enjoy the benefits of
culture, civilisation, and human
prégress as do the White people
of this country,

“The Transvaal Iodian Con.
gress is cognisant of the prc-
gress made during the last 20
years in the sphere of Iadiao
education, It acknowledges that
considerable expaosion Fas takep
place in the pumber of pupi's
enrolled, ia the ol
schools built, io the numte.
of teachers employed, in the
improvements in educalional
standards, in the iostitution of
School feeding and the general
overall expenditure on Indian
aod Coloured education, It is
deeply appreciative of the efforts
of all those interested in the

number

education of Jodian children
iscludiog the efforts of the local
Scheol T.oards, the Transvaal
Edu  on Departmest and the
Provincial Adminisiration.

Compulsory Education

“We coosider that compulsory
school attendance should be
extended to apply to all monm»
European children both boys
and gitfls vp to tbe age of
sixteen years, Rapidly changing
social and iconomic conditions
require tbat our children be
trrined to do their proper share
in society, Juvenile delinquency
is incressing, avenues of em-
ploymeot are limited aod the
percentage of illiteracy is high
compared with that of Euro-
pean children. Side by side
with compulsory education, we
strongly urge the provision of
hostels apd boardiog facilities
for children wherever condit ouns
warrant,

Buildings And
Accommodation
“The majority of Indian

schools in the Transvaal are
housed in buildings provided
by the commuaity, Tbe Trans.
vaal Educa'ion Department
pays reat for the use of the
buildings in numerous cases,
The commupity has taxed ilself
ia order to provide for build-
ings which should bave been
built 1y the Department, since
the Indiass are equally taxed
directly end indirectly as are
the other sections of the popu-
latico. It must be pointed out
that the Department has gen-
erally speaking lagged far be
hind in providiog sufficient
buildings for accommodating
pupils and the onus has been
placed on the Indian commuoity
to provide these, Existing un-
satisfactory buildiogs should be
replaced by Departments] builc-
ings and more Schools should
be provided by the Department
to meet with immediate
quirements,

“In recent years the problem
ol accommodation for our
childreo is iocreasing rapidly,
Double sessions are held in
some schools and we submit
that such conditions are sot
conducive towards brinping out
the best in children, and while
the doubie sessiod was intro
duced as a temporary measure
to alleviate the overflow, it has
miote ot less become a permanent
feature » noo-Curopeans edu-
caiivn  fho creation of extra
schicols 1s pecessary in consce
quenc: of the ioctease of school
going pupils,

Supply And Trainiog
Of Teachers

“la order to encourage more
Indian and Coloured pupils to
offer themselves to be trained as
teachers, financial graols anod
bursaries should be offerey as
an inducement, I addition the
principle of equal pay for equal
work should be adopted. There
should be oo diflerentiation or
discrimination  betwesn  the
salary scales for European and
non.European teachers, Married
women should be made eligible
{for permacent occupation, which
will enable them by means of
this security of employmeant, to
give greater service to the pro-
fession,

“la so (er as the tcaioiog of
teachers is conterned, we believe
that a separate training centre
for Iodian pupils is entirely
redupdant, The general prip-
ciples of education beiog the
same, training facilities should
be the same, The creation of a
Girls’ High School for Coloured
and Iodian pupils, with teacher
traiping facilities attached will
assist a great deal towards the
progress of education and would
relieve the shortage of women
teachers.

“Technical Colleges should te
made available for the traioirg
of aco-Europeass,

Staffing Of Indian Schools

“Ihe lodian community have
beep privile ed to bave their
childrea tiu ht by members of
all sections of the South African
population, We pay tribute
here to members of the noble
profession, both White aad ro--
White who have given unstinted
se vice to the cause of eduv-
catior, and whila we desire
equal opportunities for ladian
and Coloured steachers in our
schaols we are in favour of the
principle of pon.discrimination
in regard to the employment
in and the staffing of Indien
schools. Merit and the desire
to serve the cause of education

should be the guidiog principle ,

Curricullum

“The cutricullum should be
the same as for European pupils,
Sicce the Indian people are an
-integral part of South African
society this is of great impost-
ance.

““While the [ndian community
retaio cartain  linguistic and
cnltural lioks with the land of
their origin, as do the Epg-
lish, Afrikaper and Contireatrl
peoples, they have adopted
South African society as their
own.

To cenclusion we wish to sub-
mit that the question of subsidy
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by the Unioa Government fo
enable improvements to be
made is a deciding factor in
the financing of education, We
are takiog the liberty here of
quotiog the ‘Uplift Clause’ of
the Capetown Agreement arrived
at between the Governments of
Iodia apnd the Unioo, at the
conclusion of the first Round
Table Conlerence held in 3916,
which reads inter alia »s fol-
lows: -

“The Upion Government
firmnly believes in and adheres
to the principle that it is the
duty of every civilised Gov.
ernment to devise ways and
means fto take all possible
steps for the uplifting of
every seclion of their perma.
pent population to the full
. extent of their capacity and
opportunities and accepts the
view that, in the provision of
educational and other facili-
ties, the considerable number
of Indiags that will remaia
part of the permanent popula-
tion should not be allowed to
lag bebind any section of
the people,”

““We aaticipate that due con-
sideration and attention will be
given to the main questions

dealt with in this memorandum
and look forward to an early
amelioration of existing diffi-
culties.”
