The Christian Council
Speaks Out

Bible Does Not Teach Apartheid

N a recent forthright pamphlet “Race—-\Vhat does the Bible say?" the
Christian Council of South Africa sets out to disprove the contention
that the Bible supports the doctrine of racial superiority.  Referring

to the Old Testament the pamphlet says it “does not teach any natural or
God-given superiority or inferiority between ruces in essential human
characteristics.”  As for the New Testament the pamphlet says, “in the
deepest things of his nature, good and evil, mankind, irrespective of race,
isone. . ." Thus, “it would be ditficult to provide a solid basis for the
claim that God-has allotted South Africa or any particular portions of it
to the White race, except on the assumption that whatever is, is ordained
by God, a plea which could be used to justify any aggression or con-
quest.

Referving to the Christian vision, the booklet maintains that ‘*the
ultimate unity to which Christians look forward is the unity of the Church
Triumphant in heaven, and it is fantastic to suppose that the various tribes,
peoples and nations which make up the community of the Redeemed will
cach keep its own segregated place in heaven. But the unity of
heaven must surely have its foretaste on earth, at least within the Chris-
tian Church...... Such world unity and co-operation must ultimately be a
unity on cqual terms not of superiors dominating over or condescend-
ing to inferiors,  On these matters the New Testament gives no
detailed guidance. Mixture or separation of Jew and Gentile or of
other races is neither commanded nor forbidden, but the bins of the

Christian spirit in the New Testament is towards unity rather than

separation, a unity expressing itsell in the widest possible fellowship.”

This is a courageous and long-awaited document. [t is to be hoped
that it will receive a wide circulation and that Christians will study it
carefully for it is only through a sincere realisation of man's true
relation to his fellows as informed by the religious spirit that an
enduting solution to the dilemmas of our time will make itself clear.
The Christtan Council is to be congratulated on its honest endeavour.
to contribute to that end.

i THINK itis a truism that in

the United States of America
we are slowly but determinedly
lessening the colour bar and thus
strengthening  democracy, while
in South Africa just as quickly
and determinedly the colour bar
is being strengthened and de-
mocracy asa result is weakeniog
and fast disappearing. I had
hoped that my four-week visit
to South Africa would produce
other conclusions than these; but
every observation points to the
unhappy fact that discrimina-
tion is iacreasing in this land
almost as fast as it is decreasing
in most other parts of the world.

Negatives

Let me summatize the negative
sspects of the colour problem
here—what we in America’ would
calf the race relations problem.
First, I note an apartheid policy
which enters almost every aspect
of life, from matriage to hos-
pital post-mortems.  Second, I
fiote a nationalist party—the
fuling  political  party—which
frankly, righteously, and trium-
phantly endorses the complete
separation of whites and Africans
and the early deportation of In-
dians, Third, I note a United
Party—the only real opposition
party—which has no clear-cut
policy for so-called non-Euro-
peans and while showing less
rigidity when it was in power,
basically believes in the colour
bar jonally and intellectuat-
ly, those few Europeans who
oppose it are, for the most part,
admitted communists. Fifth, I
note a great gulf between the non-
Europeans in South Africa and
the Europeans/ a gulf bordered
on one side by Europeans who
are communists and on the other
side by Europeans who are more
concerned about fact-finding than
about action. Sixth aod last,
I note a Christian church which
is unconcerned about this basic
problem of colour. There is a
large Dutch Reformed Church
which actually supperts dis.
crimination with scripture; there

is a smaller body of other Pro-’

testants which almost  equally
. discriminates, despite its high-
sounding  resolutions, against
apartheid.
Gandbi was barred because of

the bush, but to the Christian
Europeans in the cities of South
Africa,

These are but a few of the
many negatives that an American,
any foreigner, discovers in South
African today,

Positives
But now let me give some
of my positive observa-
tions.  First, I see_an econo-

mic system which is integrating
non-Europeans into society much
faster than any apartheid can
possibly {separate them. Econo-
mics in South Africa today is
on the side of progress, not
retrogression, Second, I see a
world public opinion
solidly against South Africa.
Many South Africans, even some
liberals, denounce this “inter-
ference,” but in the long run the
protests of India and other
countries at the United Nations

will have its effect on the internal-

policies of South Africa. Third,
1 see in South Africa Indians
and Africans and other non-
Europeans working  together,
This has far-reaching repercus-
sions, for no lobger can the
Europeans divide and rule-as
they did for decades so suc-
cessfully in India. Fourth, I see
tiny, but significant, islands of

democracy here and there in
South Africa. One is the Uni-
versity of Witwatersrand  in

Johannesburg  where ~ European
and Non-European students at-
tend the same classes, eat in the
same restaurant, and otherwise
mix as students and not as races,
Another island of hope is the
Wilgespruit  Fellowship near
Roodeport where young =people
live together for short periods as
members of a workcamp—young
people of all colours and races.
Fifth, I see a courageous band,
however  tiny, of Europeans
such as Michael Scott who are
identifying themselves completely
with non-Europeans in this
struggle.  Sixth and last, Y see a
defiance’ campaign run by Afri-
cans and Indians together against
the unjust apartheid laws, So
far in the first month of the
campaign almost five hundred
persons have courageously gone
to prison, So far there has been
no violence and so far the only
panic has been shawn by the
government which is beccming
jails  are
becoming filled.  Nobody can
forsee exactly the futuze of this
movement and some of its feader-
ship has much to be desired.
Yet so far, so good-—and this
campaign if being watched with

almost ,

great interest overseas, even if
most South Africans, including
white liberals and some non-Eurc-
pean ‘““moderates’” are, ostrich-
like, trying to make believe that
this campaign does not exist.

These, then, are some of _the
positive and negative aspects I
see in the present situation in
South Africa. Now let me get
out my crystal ball and make a
few predictions. I find this ball
a bit foggy, for it has never been
used in the Southern Hemisphere
before, but it does have a firm
sociological and political base, so
let me try,

In Ten Years Time

I see in ten short years am’
entirely different Union of South
Africa. I see a South Africa with
so-called partnership gone, with
so-called ““Christian trusteeship”
gone, with most of apartheid gone.
Isee in ten short years 2 South
Africa with universal franchise—
not' even communal representa-
tion. Isee a South Africa with
the free movemenis of peoples,
all peoples, within urban areas
and within various sections and
provinces of the Union, 1 see a
South Africa with large, inter.
racial, free trade unions, I see a
South Africa with many’ Indians
and Africans and Coloured people
as Jleaders at all levels of -the
Union, Provincial, and local gov-
ernment. .

Alas, what my crystal ball does
not show me is—how? Whll this
revolution be bloody or non-
violent? Will it be using the

tools of Stalin or the teols of

Gandhi? All T can do here is
turn away from my crystal ball
and transmit a personal hope: that
the method of Gandbi, first
evolved in South Africa almost a
half-century ago, might be used
in this modern revolution by
non-Europeans and Europeans
alike.

What Gandhi Told Us

Gandhi told us to lov: our-
enermy. I koow that is bard to
do. Iknow that it is hard to love
Prime Minister Daniel F. Malan
I know that it is hard to love the
Afrikaaner policeman who en-
forces apartheid laws. I ccnfess
it is bard for the white foreigners
(we Americans are not exactly
Europeans} to love the arrogant
rulers of this land. But love is
an essential ingcedient of any non-
violent revolution.

Gandhi also told us to use good
means if we are to attain good
ends. Again, I konow how diffi-
cule this is. I konow that force
seems quicker. 1 know that it
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seems impossible to use non-
violence to meet so much violence
and the threat of violence. But
immoral means must never be
justified because the end is moral.

Gandhi also told us to work oa
a constructive programme while
pressing for freedom, I koow,
too, that it is more attractive for
some to fight the oppressor than
to overcome the oppressors with-
in ourselves aod within our own
peoples, I know it is easier to
denounce the Europeans than to
eradicate ijlliteracy. 1 know it
easicr to enhance one's own reli-
gious tradition than to work for
communal unity, for religious
toleration. Yet a coamstructive
programme must be commenced
if the basic, constructive goal is to
be attained,

Gandhi also taught us a con
cern for the whole world — not
merely. for our own people or
nation. Qur world is fast becom
ing polarized into two great
camps, the United States and the
Soviet Union, Gandhi said that
when India received her freedom,
she would be a strong force for
peace in the world, The past
three years within the United
Nations have proved Gandhi's
prediction, for India has stood for
an important third way between
America and Russia,  Squth Afri-
cans cannot be unconcerned about
these international problems and
South Africa can make her im-
portant contributions world
peace, once there 1s peace and
barmony within her borders.

to

In another decade, 1 hopeto
visit South Africa again. When
I duv, I hope Ican have Manilal
Gandhi as my guest in 3 hotel
along the Durban beach. When I
return, I hope I can see non-
Europeans taking part in the
government of Durban, When I
come back, I probably will not
see  an Iaternational Club in
Durban, for by then many clubs
and socicties in youc city will be
conducted on an inter-racial basis,
When I do return, the church
will once more be the church
and no longer an exclusive white
club. Finally, when I come back
in ten years I will find that one of
the principal streets of Durban
will bave been renamed Mahatma
Gaandhi Avenue. This will be
not in formal recognition but in
genuine memory of one who con-
tributed so much in tools and
inspiration to Europeans and non-
Europezans alike, one who will be
remembered as the ficst citizen of
Durban after maay of the arrogant
Europeans and theic petty but
bitter hates will have long been®
forgotten,
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Dr. Homer Jack

IKE a flash_of light-
l ening Dr. Homer
Jack came among us

and disappearcd.  |le came
to us as a messenger of
peace, hope and goodwill
from the world that is in
sympathy with the cause
we are fighting for in South
Africa, and with the way in
which  we fighting,
It is our deep regret that
we could not have Dr. Jack
amongst us longer than he
was able to stay. It was
no fault of his nor ours. [t
was as Providence had de-
stined it to be. As we said
in our last week's issue God
helps those who help them-
selves in His own inscrut-
able ways and Dr. Jack's
brief sojourn in South Afri-
ca was a manifestation of
that help. A great deal more
help will come as we de-
serve it The more we
think of it the more we feel
that Dr. Jack’s visit to
South Alrica is full of great
sizmificance. Ve has done
more silently to help our
causc than anyone could
have ever done. [lis speech
at the Mahwtma Gandhi
Hall in Durban, which ap-
pears clsewhere in this issue
edited by him, is a message
to all in South Alrica—the
non Luropeans as well as

arc

Curopeans. e has told
some home truths to us, to
the Church and to the

Europgan public and he
has made some predictions,
Only the haughty and su-
pine can say that Dr, Jack
has made esaggerations in
what he has said. All those
who follow his speech in a

spirit of humility will and

must admit that therc is
truth in what he has uttered.
Mahatma Gandhi used to
say during the struggle flor
India’s Independence that
he could get Independence
in one year provided certain
conditions were fulfilled. 1T
it did not come within a
year the reason was because
the conditions were not ful-
filled.  There is nothing
startling in Dr. Jack's pre-
diction that the face of South
Afrea will have changed
within the next decade and
that it will be a heaven fot
all who inhabit it.  Its face
can be changed either by
{ollowing the path of vio-
lence or of non-violence. By
following the latter there
witl be a living peace in
South Africai by following
the former there will be the
peace of the grave-yard,
\We must choose wisely be-
tween the two.  There is no
doubt that we all want a
living peace and that, Dr.
Jack told us, can be had
ouly by following the path
of non-violence as taught
by Muhatma Gaadhi, He
told the Church that it must
shake off its supineness and
not preach Christianity but
practice it. He told the
European public that they
must shun their spirit of
arrogance and treat their
neighbours as they them-
selves would like to be
treated.  But we auach
more importance to what he
told us. e said that there
was much to be desired in
our leadership.  Let us re-
member that the success of
our struggle will wholly de-
pend upon thetype of leader-

ship we have. Let us who
swear by Mahatma Gandhi
not betray him by being false
to.him or to the principles
enunciated by him. Dr.
Jack told us that we should
not concentrate on fighting
the enemy without but that
we should fight the enemy
within ourselves Jand with-
in our community. He
told us that whilst we are
fighting we should not
neglect the constructive
programme of our own edu-
cational, moral and spiri-
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tual uplifiment,  Dr. Jack's
specch needs to be read and
re-read by aM in a humble
spirit and with a desire to
learn and light will come to
all from it who sincerely
seek it.

\We are indeed very grate-
ful to Dr. Jack for what he
has done for us. We can
only say God bless him
and pray for wisdom and
strength to work for his
prediction of a changed
South Africa within the
next decade to come true.

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R. MALAN'S letter to the

African National Congress in
January has not received the at-
tention it deserved as one of the
most explicit statements of Na.
tionalist racial philosophy., The
keinel of his argument appears in
the following sentences:—

“It is self-contradictory to
claim' as an inherent right of the
Bantu, who differ in many ways
from the Europaen, that they
should be regarded as not diffe-
rent, espeeially when it is borne
in mind that these differences are
permanent and not man-made.

“If this is a matter of indiffe-
rence to you and if you de not
value your racial characteristics,
you canmot in any case dispute
the Europeans’ right which in this
case is definitely an inherent right,
to take the opposite view and to
adopt the necessary measures to
presetve their identity as a sepa-
rate community.”

The word “inherent” is evi-
dently important for the Prime
Minister, but its exact significance
is not readily apparent. It is
quite arbitrarily asserted that the
Europeans have an inherent right
to claim something which the
non-Europeans have 0o inherent
tight to deny. Indeed, Dr.
Malan comes into conflict with
his Church on the subject. Com
menting adversely on the UN,
Declaration of Human Rights, a
commission of the Ned Herv. of
Geref, Kerk said:

“Following th e theocentric
standpoint of our Church, a man
gets what he deserves when it is
allorted to him by God, and man
has po inherent rights, since he
teceives all his rights and privi-
leges by the grace of God.””

However, the conflict is more
apparent than real, for the Chuch
was condemning the Declara-
tion’s affirmation of “the inherent
dignity and the equal and inalien-
able rights of all members of the
human family,”” Against this,
the Church asserts that “everyone
should be treated according to
what God ordained for him after
the pattern of inequality which
He himself created.” And it de-
mands that we take accouat of the
“wide differences which God in
His wisdom of creation laid
dowe.”

The Prime Minister and the
Church, therefore, concur in the

. Calvinist view that God has pre-
determined our role on eatth:
“that He not only willed the
existence of different racesbut. . .,
gave to each people a specified
epoch and a place in which to
five,” Arguing that the cultural
and technical superiority of the
European-at this given moment of
South African history proves that
white supremacy is predestined
by God, the Nationalist politician
and the Nationalist Church ap-
peal to Genesis IX 25 {“a servant

of servants shall he be™) and
Joshua IX 23-27 (“hewers of wood
and drawers of water”’) as further
and conclusive evidence of the
Divine dispensation for the non-
European peoples of the Union,

To some of us this may seem a
curious transposition of two not
very creditable episodes in ancient
Palestine and the evidence for this
being the epoch of the Afrikaner
volk may seem rather slender,
But we should do well to recog-
nise that, contradictory and
bypocritical as some statements
of this belief often are, self-in-
terested and opportunist as are the
motives behind many of the mani-
festations of apartherd, we have
to deal with a basic attitude with
a long history bebind it which is
still  sincerely held by mary,
despite the growing volume of
evidence against it. Nor should
we question that sincerity merely
because many who held that be-
lief are beginning to move away
from it. When coming 1o the
conclusion that fotal segregation
was the only moral solution for
this country. the Conference of
the D.R.C, at Bloemfontein in
1950 said:

“The unity of all Christians in
Christ is a fundamental truth and
not just a lip confession. We
must practice the true commiu-
nity of saints ... The political
life and the general prospect of
becoming a full citizen are of the
utmost importance for every volk
«..This applies to the Bantuy
also ... We cannot keep Natives
in our service, educate and deve-
lop them, and keep them pegged
to unskilled occupations, On the
other band we cannot expect that,
if we give them full opportunity
for economic development and

allow them to rise to the highest -

rungs, they will be satisfied to
feave their economic, political and
social interests to the care of
others. They will fight for asay
in national affairs.”

Since total segregation was de-
clared by Dr. Malan to bean
imptactical ideal and not the
policy of the Nationalist party, we
must leave those who recommend-
ed it to wrestle with their own
consciences as ta what are thé
moral implications of their views
for a multi-racial society; and
return to those, like the Prime
Minister, who still adhere to the
earlier conception of the master-
servant relationship,

Going back to Dr. Malan's
letter, let us consider more care-
fully than he did what are the

differences  between Europeans
and nen-Europeans,
Dr., Malan was clearly not

thinking of the biological diffe-
rences  which  distinguish  the
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Caucasoid and Negroid ethnic
groups, for he would then have
had to classify Indians with Euro-
peans in the former category.
Nor was he stressing differences
in degrees of dermal pigment.
ation, for many a “European” is
darker than many a non-Eutopean,
He was thinking of “racial charac-
teristics’”  in  terms of innate
ability, temperament, character,
capacity for responsible conduct
etc, R .
Few reasonable non-Europeans
would deay that on average their
cultural level is this country is
lower than the Europeans’. The
question is whether, given the
same oppottunities as the Euro.
pean peoples in regard to climate,
environment, history etc., they
could have evolved a comparable
civilisation. Thefe is no certain
“answer, But there is strongly
suggestive evidence.

Knowing Nationalist views on
UNO, I hesitate to quote the
opinions of any of its organs lest
my good faith be impugned. But
on going through the names of
the scientists who drew up the
UNESCO statement on race pro-
blems, I find thgt they comprise
seven whites and one non-white.
Aud all of the twelve world-
famous biologists, who ,added
their criticism, were of unim-
peachable European  ancestry.
The UNESCO statement cannot,
therefore, reasonably be attributed
to  “the coloured majority at
UNO.”

This is what the UNESCO
experts ‘have to say on the diffe-
rences about which Dr. Malan
wrote to the A,N.C.

“According to present know-
ledge there is no proof that the
groups of mankind differ in their
innate me o tal characteristics,
whether in respect of intelligence
or temperament. The scientific
evidence * indicates that tbe range
of mental capacities in all ethnic
groups is much the same. -

“AY normal human beings are
capable of leatning to share ina
commen life, to understand the
nature of mutual service and
reciprocity, and to respect socia]
obligations and contracts, Such
biological differences as exist
between members of different
ethnic groups Bave'no relevance
to problems of social ard political
organisation, moral life and com-
munication between human
beings.”

This is, of course, only an
opinion, Dr. Malan would pro-
bably not consider himself a
greater expert or better scientist
than the men who drew up that
statement. But even an amateur

* may question an expert’s opinion.

,
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The factual evidence, however,
Supports that opinion.  Since
Indian civilisation was old before
Western ‘(or ‘“white”) civilisation
was born, and in view of the pre-
eminence of Indians in the sphere
of religion and phelosophy and of
their contributions to scieace,
administration and even war, I
think it is hardly necessary to
labour the evidence that they are

capable of becoming responsible

citizens.  And there is a growing

volume of evidence from America,

the West Indies and West Africa

that Africans aré 100, Some

critices have dwelt on the im-

perfections of the West African

experiment. It would have been

generous and sensible to have

waited a little longer. But if

corruption aad irresponsibility be

its worst defects, we who have

watched recent events in our

capital city’s municipal affairs, or

the increasing hooliganism at our

public meetings, or the disclosures

about the extent of corruption in

public life in America and the

tactics of one of the candidates

for the Republican presidential

nomination, should feel less dis-

posed to throw stones at other

people’s glass louses. Human

vices are as widespread as the

virtues with which the UNESCO

scientists dealt,

Nor do we need to lock so far
afield for evidence of African
talent, Few as they may yet be,
our S.A. Natives have produced
men of scholarship, culture and
professional skill, whose careers
demonstrate conclusively that the
ability is there to be developed,
though time and patience and
persistence may be required.

The evidence, therefore, is that
the cultural discrepancy between
European and non-Europeag in
this country is a historical acci-
dent which will pass: that the
non-Eutopeans do differ now cul-
turally — and  will continue for
some time to do so — but that
the differences are neither per-
manent nor God-given, The pro-
cess of cultural assimilation has
bezun and is irreversible; indeed,
there are non-Europeans in this
country to-day who put European
racial protensions to shame.

There are facts, The jmplica-
tion of these facts for Calvinist
theology is for Calvinists them-
selves to work out.  We can only
beg them to face the .faces
honestly. No religion can be true
which conflicts with facts and
reason,

But these facts entitle no man
to equality as such. Men are not
born ;equal, They are not, and
never will be, equal in talents,
industry, temperament etc. . All
that we say is: they do nat differ
in these respects by races, but as
individuals. We demand thar al}
men be treated as persons, not as
members of groups,
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We may marvel, indeed, at Dr.
Malan’s effrontery in asking the
Bantu to value characteristics
which, in his opinion, condemn
them to perpetual subservience.
But, with respect, we must urge
that he is wrong. The “racial
characteristics’” of the Baatu and
other non Europeans — so far as
there are such things as racial
characteristics — may differ from
tbe Europeans, as those of one
European race differ from another.
Further, the average nom-Euro-
pean cultural level s at present

lower. But their characternistics
are nat inhercatly infarior,
Ualess, therefore, they base

their supremacy merely on
superior force, the Europeans of
this country have no right to

“preserve their jdentity as a sepa-
rate community’’ by denying to
individuals of other races the
opportunities of development and
advance which they expect for
individuals of their own race.
According 1o the Nationalists’
own confessions, the Afrikaner
volk has had 2 long fight for
equality of status and opportu-
nity. That is what the non-
Europeans ask for in their turn,
as persons, as they attain to civil-
ised standards, They do not ask
for the mass enfranchisement of
the uneducated and irresponsible,
but for the admission of the civil~
ised to full citizenship rights.

A. BRIEF LIFE SKETCH OF ADLAI STEVENSON

{D:r. Homer A. Jack, who
recently spent a few days in
Durban, most of which time
he speat at Phoenix, is a re-
sident of the State of Illinois.
He is an acquaintance of Gover-
nor Adlai Stevensoo who has just
beep nominated by the Democ-
satic Party to be their ¢3nd.date for
President of the United State:,]

Althouge «Adlaj Stevenson comes
from a distinguished American
family and has himself—as a
lawyer—held several high posi-
tions in the federal government
of the United States, he did not
come into public notice even in
America much before 1948, At
that time he was nomi-
nated by the Democratic Party
for the ‘govermorship of the
second  largest  state—Illinois—
in order to oust a “machine”
politician. He was elected to
the office by an overwhelming vote
and he helped carry the state
for President Harry Truman who
at the time was runping for the
presidency,

In the past four years Adlai
Stevenson has shown himseif to
be an excellent administratcr—
and also a very liberal govermor.
He appointed men to high posi-
tions 1 the state solely on the
basis of their ability—not, as so
often even in America, on the
basis of their politics or their
coler. He appointed several Ne-
groes, to high positions, one as
one of three commissioners of
the Illinois Commerce Commis-
sion, the body regulating all
radroads  and utilities in  the
state. For some months the
chief attorney of that important
Commission was a Negro,

There is no doubt that Adlaj
Stevenson feels deeply the pro.
blem of color—which * faces

Ilinois and America as much
as it faces South Africa and the
rest of the world, Repeatedly
he bas demanded that the Ilincis
General Assembly pass a strong
law prohibiting discrimination in
employment within the state
because of race, religion, or color.
This law (called F.EP.C.) has
not been enacted in Ilinois
despite Stevenson’s pressure (his
Democratic party does not con-
trol both houses of the Assembly),
but within the past year he
agreed to an administrative order
by a member of his state cabinet
whichk prohibits the state em-
ployment service from filling any
job orders which are disce{mina-
tory. Thus if an employer phones
the employment office run by the
state and asks for a white en-
giocer or a Negro aceountant,
the office will refuse to take his
discriminatory order. This new
proceduce has caused much

criticism by bigotted business .

interests, but Governor Stevenson
let the order stand—and is very
much in favor of it,

Perhaps the best test of Adlai
Stevenson's attitude toward race
relations came a year ago when
the town of Cicero, Illinois, had
a race riot occasioned by 10,000
white persons rioting to keep a
Negro bus driver and his family
from being the first Negro
occupants in the town—occupants
in an  apartment which they
legally rented, The police of
Cirero turned their backs on the
disorder, The county sheriff
asked Governor Stevenson to
call out the state army. ~He
unhesitatiogly did so, kaowing
full well that this action would
be strongly criticized by the
many.racists in the state—which
it was.  Stevenson kept the
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soldiers in Cicero for several
weeks and bluntly criticized the
violence, Later he appeared be-
fore a grand jury inveatigating
the disorders and also refused
to run again for governor on the
same party ticket with the state
attorney who tried to minimize
the violence in Cicero and who
was unable to get indictments

i the ¢ ible town

officials.

In the broader field of civil
liberties, Adlai Stevenson has
shown rare wisdom for an
American  politician—and  fine
courage for the 1950s. When
the Illincis Assembly in 1950
passed a law roughly similar to
the Suppression of Communism
Act of South Africa, Governor.
Stevenson vetoed the bill as a
denial of the traditional civil
liberties of the American people.
Again be was roundly denounced
by the bigots, but he was praised
by those who were watching a
United States more and more
taking on the very characteristics
of a totalitarian state that the
United States was opposing.
Perhaps the most coptroversial
of all of Stevenson’s actions in
recent years was his signing a
legal paper in behalf of Alger
Hiss, the convicted communist
perjuter, Some years ago Ste-
venson happened to work in the
same federal department as Hiss,
When asked to sign an affidavit
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about Hiss, Governor Stevenson
felt honor-bound to do so, again
not weighing the political reper-
cussions.

Adlai Stevenson, in the feld
of civil liberties and racial rela~
tions, is a courageous American,
How he will be as a candidate or,
as a President, nobody knows for
sure. If the past is a guide to
the future, however, Adlai Ste-
venson will be more concerned
for the colored peoples of
America and of the world than
any American presideat in the
twentieth century—if heis selected
by the American people om
November 4 to be their President.
Just because General Eisenhower
is better knowa throughout the
world—although certainly much
less is known about his convictions
on civil liberties and discrimina~
tion—don’t count Stevenson out,
His sincerity, his practical ex-
perience in cvilian gavernment,
and his personality will win
friends fast—especially in this
election campaign where with
television in use for the first
time, new personalities can come
on the mnational scene and be
well koown to the American voter
with incredible speed.

HE sudden and spectacular

news from Egypt all but
crowded out the events in Chicago
this week. But the man of the
week cis still  Governor  Adlai
Stevensop.  Though inili?lly de-
clining the Democratic Party’s
nomidation for Presidentis! candi-
date en the grounds that he was
not temperamentally and intellec-
tually fitted for the job, the Party
delegates chose on successive
ballots to indicate their wish for
him so’strongly and demonstra-
tively that he had no choice but
to accept, He is little known
outside his own country which
is a pity, because he appears to
possess -many  qualities which
recall the geeat figures of Wood-
row Wilson and Fracklin Roose-
velt. Heis reputed to be a narator
of some distinction, a man of
boundless energy and unusual
humility.

Egypt is a
land of many physical limitations,
but instead of an honest attempt
on the part of government to
alleviate the apalling distress of ~
the people, all we have seen is the
_perpetuation of an archaic feudal
regime which has subjected the
poor peasants and labourers to an

- even greater degree of poverty

and oppression. United Nations
agencies have revealed in their
researches that the standard of
living of the Egyptian fellahs is
amongst the lowest in the world,
Disease is rife, infant mortality
unbelievably high. Yet the pashas
have lived in luxury, the King in
splendid idleness,

Now the King has gone and a
soldier runs affairs. Behind Gen-
eral Naguib there is 3 motley
crowd of anti-monarchists, social-
ists, communists and opportun-
ists. It remains to be seen what
will come out of this revolution.
One thing is clear however, Un-
less there is a forthright attempt
to establish a genuine democratic
system in that unbappy country
we can expect more revolts, more
purges, more SOrrow.

Persia Too

In Persia, which was until re-
cently knownby itsmodern name of
Iran, the throne is alsc in danger,
Dr, Mossadeq is back in power
as Prime Minister, A fortnight
ago he was deposed by the Shah
because of his demand for a
degree of power which would
render him a dangerous challenger
to the King's authority. His
successor remained in office for
a few days and was then forced
out by popular demonstrations
demanding the return of Mos-
sadeq. He was obliged to flee
the country. On Sunday last the
new Persian Cabinet was sworn
in with Dr, Mossadeq as Prime
Minister and Minister of War,
He had obtained the power which
he sought and the Shah's position -
was shakier than ever, Much is
requited to be done in Persia;
electoral reform, education, the
relicf of poverty. Perhaps Dr.
Mossadeq can help the country
on the road to progress in these
fields. But here as in Egypt,
stable gavernment and internal
peace can only be truly ensured
if tiic people are allowed to play
their part.  “Strong-men"” may
be able to take care of crises, but
they cannot be a democracy on

Tbe Olympic
Games showed how naturally
friendship comes to the ordinary
men and women of the East and
West. Would it be a3 good idea
to precede a Foreign Ministers’
Conference with an egg and-
spoon race?

Different Report

South Africa is a country which
might well be distinguished,
among other things, for the num-
ber of reports it produces. Not
only that, it probably holds the
record for those it does nothing

about, If all the members of the
futile commissions which have sat
in this country had been put onto
soil conservation instead, we might
have overcome the soil “problem
by now. It is thus refreshing to
read of a different kind of report
and one which is calculated to
‘have some effect. It is a book
written by Basil Davidson that
recently appeared on the book-
stalls here—*Report on Southern
Africa.”” In it Mr, Davidson tells
the story of his brief sojourn bere
and gives us some idea of the
general conclusions which he feels
may be drawn from the tendencies
he observes.

In Bombay

released on the coodition that
tbey work in a particular farm
near Auadh in North Satars
district of the State. This is
one of the measures sanctioned
by the State Government for
reformiog  the condition of
prisoners in the State,

The prisoners working on the
Auodb farm will be permitted
tobring their familiesand be paid
wages for their work. Not only
this, but they will also share in
the profits of the farm which
will be banded over to them
after their term of sentence
expires,

Food Decontrol

It was the high cost of im-
ported wheat in India which
was keeping back the Govero.
ment from resorting to an over.
all decontrol policy throughout
the country, This was brought
out io a speech by Mr, Rafi
Abmed Kidwai, Union Food
Minister, at a largely attended
public meeting at Sehore, Bho-
pal. No definite’ policy of the
Government could be laid down,
he said, uatil the country reach-
ed sell.sufficiency in tbe sphere
of food. Not a single soul will
be allowed to die of starvation
by the Government, whatever
the policy it might adopt,
assured the Food Mibister,
About 40 lakh tonms of food-
graing were held in reserve hy
the Goversment he disclosed,
and another zo Iakh tons were
expected by the end of December
this year.
