The absence of any alarmist sentiments on the threat of
Communism to Africa came as a rather surprising note,
especially to the American delegates who have “heard the
menace described from every conceivable quarter, says the
writer.

The prevailing views appeared to be that where Com-
munism exists in Africa the movement is- not principally
Moscow-inspired, but finds its sources in the hunger, suffer-
ing and despair of subject people.

“We know the cure for Communism—and that is the
removal of the conditions that breed Cowmunism,” said one
South African speaker. “The cure is simply—just apply
Christian principles to conditions as they arise in Africa.”

“Western fear <;f Communism in Africa seems to be
largely a matter of bad conscience on the part of the people
who have not done what they know they should have done,”
said Prof. Matthews,

“Communism is ‘not coming to South Africa. We know
that for Russia to control Africa would only be an exchange
of one form of imperialism for another. If the western powers -
would give Africa the best of democracy to-the fullest extent,
Communism could make no headway.”

ATTITUDE OF AFRICANS ON PROPOSED
CENTRAL AFRICAN FEDERATION

[ FroM OUR CORRESPONDENT ]

ACONFERENCE of Indians of
Central Africa was held in
Limbi, (Nyasaland) on July 26,
27 and 28 to discuss the question
of the proposed Certral African
federation, There were present
15 , delegates 1 from Southern
Rhodesia, 10 from Northern Rho-
desia and 15 from Nyasaland,
‘The following ten-point declara-
tion reflecting the attitude of the
Indians on the proposed Gentral
African federation was adopted:—
“Mindful that we are the
citizens of the three central
Africar‘\_tcnitories ;of a2 great
edipire we hereby reiterate our
uoflinching loyalty to Her Ma-
jesty The Queen. .

“We Declate ourselves for the
following propositionsi—

(1) We believe in the broad
ideal of a federation of Central
Africa based on copsent and not
force and aiming at the promotion
of the general welfare of all com-
munities  irrespective  of race,
colour or religion in which all
commuupities shall play a respon-
sible and equal part and shall
have equal opportunities for deve-
{opment.

(2) We belicve that the pre-
conditions for the ideal of fede-
ration are hiberty, human equality
and mutual inter-dependence of

civic life, as a wiong against
mankind, and gross violation of
human decency.  Should any
territory, however, be unable to
adopt and to implement these
meastires, it should cither be
debarred from membership of the
Federation or Her Majesty's
Goverarment should itself take the
initiative and implement these,
measures  without any further
.delay.

(4) That there should be an
experimental period of at least
five years after the adoption and
implementation of the measures
emiphasised in  proposition 3
above before a federal scheme
agreed upon by all communities
is adopted.

tautology or a syllogisin which
is bad in logic. It suggests once
more that the Nationalists really
have ‘no idea what Communism
is, or that they deliberarely wish
to enlarge the scope of the word
which already has little enough
meaning in  South  African
political life.

For, as I wrote in a letter to
a Johannesburg daily ar the time,
Communism has no monopoly
of all of its “‘object,” This de-
finition (apart from the cbjection
to its retrospective effect) leaves
it open to the Minister and his
minions to reason: X is an
“object” of Communism, Y
advocates X, therefore Y is a
Communist, And, very con-
veniently for the Nationalists,
among the “objects” Communism
shares with other political at-
titudes, which abhor (as I do)
its philosophy and methods, are
a resolute “opposition to racial
discrimination, Liberalism and
socialism are two  perfectly
respectable and  constitutional
idealogies which hold this opinion
.quite as strongly as any Com-

munist, though .they will not
agree with the latter as to
methods of eliminating dis-

crimination” And it would need-
very-little ingenuity to show that
Nationalists, too, advocate some
of the ‘‘objects” of Communism.
If Mr. Strauss .has ‘his facts
right, our High Court of Parlia-
ment is pure Communism, having
its only precedents in the Peo-
ples’ Democracies of Albania,
Bulgaria, Czecho-slovakia and the
Ukraine.

Otr fear is of course, that an
unscrupulous  government, un-
restrajned by having to prove
its case in the courts, could use
the Act’s vague and inconclusive
definition to proscribe not merely
genuine Communists, but anyone

who opposed or crticised its
policies, especially its racial -
policies, If liberal and Com-

muaist are synomymous terms,
how easy this would bel And
who may not be included among
the “crypo-Communists” with
whom Mr. Schoeman has now
promised to deal? It is not with-
out jts small significance that
the result of my letter to the
Johannesburg paper was two
vigits from the C.LD. with 4 lot
of impertinent questions about
my antecedents and associates.

The Goverment in general, and
Mr Swart in particular, have assur-
ed us that they will use the Act
only against genuine, Communbists
and have asked us to trust in their
good faith in the matter.  But
how can we ? Nothing in this
Government’s past record or pro-
fessed intentions entitles it 1o the
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benefit of the doubt where per-
sonal liberties and racial questions
are concerned.

Put a man in court, prove thé
evidence against him, show him
to have been acting seditiously
and subverting public order, give
him the opportunities of cross-
examination and appeal—and then
if he is found guilty, by all means
punish him severely. Nire-tenths
of South African opinion of all
race groups will support you,

But condemn a man without
trial (the recent trials were not
concetrned with whether the
accused were genuine Commun-
ists, but with whether or not they
had transgressed the ”restrictions
which the Minister had imposed
on them without trial or reasons
given—this is the limit of the
courts' jurisdiction under the
Act), and most of the country
will question your good faith,
even if your record is a cleaner
one than the. present Govern-
ment’s. The Nationalists should
remember their own attitude to
the internment. 'of many of
themselves during the war. That,
at least, was only possible during
a limited and clearcut emergency.
The present Act has no time
limit. It is of the nature of
police and executives the world
over to prefer administrative con-
venience to the far greater labour
involved in the strictest legality
and impartiality; and it is the
duty of the courts in a free
country to call the administration
to a careful account of its actions,
Without the safeguard of fair and
open trial, arbitrary action soon
leads to totalitarianism, which is
one of the objects of commun-
ism.

We may be doing our Govern-
ment a great injustice, Mr Sachs
and company may deserve all that
they have got and inuch more,
But the Government has only
itself to blame if we don’t belicve
it.  Freedom-loving people will
not trust any government to pro-
ceed justly in peace time on
the basis of secret information,
anonymous informets, untested
police “‘evidence” and unargued
findings. Least of all will we,
for very good reasons, trust the
present Government of 'South
Africa with such powers,

How can we be sure that these
men have been “named” and _
prescribed because they are Com-
munists, and not because they
are critics of the Goverament and
leaders of opposition to it?
