The re-
solution was supported by [ndia, while Britain opposed it.

* Mr. l’ l\'. Bannerjee (India). supporting the resolution,
said their Was no intention to “expose or .embarrass” Colonial
Powers. It was meant to ‘‘create conditions which wou'd
give faith and opportunity to people under foreign rule, and
give clear direction to the administering Powers to perform
their trust under the United Nations.

"“The resolution aim's at bringing about a balance in the
process of evolution towards self determination, avoiding “the
possibility of further exploitation, violence and bitterness,” Mr.
Bannerjee declared. “The Council is aware that the vast
masses of people in Asia.and Africa are passing through a
periad of resurgence and rebirth. There are new and powerful
urges in all the peoples’of Asia and Africa. The masses are
awake and demand their rightful place in the world ‘and the
right to a better lite. .

“Let us not be afraid .of them, -but welcome them into
the family of free nations, for only with their help can we
strengthen and fulfil the purposes and principles of the Charter

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HISTORY OF THE SOUTH AFRICAN

CONSTI

TUTION

AS TOLD BY MAHATMA GANDHI

N view of the present constitu-
tional crisis in South Africa it
will be interesting to know the
history of the South African
Constitution as vividly told by
Mabatma Gandhi in his book
“Satyagraha In South Africa.”

Describing how the Peace of
Vereeniging was concluded after
the Boer War and how eventually
all the four colonies of South
Africa were united under one
Government Mabatma Gandhi
goes on to say:

“There are a few facts con-
nected with it, which perhaps ace
not within the knowledge of many.
‘The Union did nof immediately
follow the peace, but each Colony
had its own legislature. The
ministry was not {ully responsible
to the legislazure, The Trans-
vaal and the Free State were
governed on Crown Colony lines.
Generals Botha and Smuts wwere
not the men to be satisfied with
such restricted freedom. They
kept aloof from the Legislative
Council, ‘They non-co-operated.
They flatly refused to bave any-
thing to do with the Government.
Lord Milner made a pungent
speech. in the course of which he
sad th.\ General Botha peed not
have attached so much importance
to himself, The country’s Gov-
ernment could well be cartied on
without him. Lord Milner thus
decided to stage a Hamlet without
the Prince of Denmark

“#1 have written in uastinted
praise of the bravery, of the love
of libesty and the seifssacrifice of
the Boers.  But I did not intend
to convey the impression that
there were no differences of
opinion among them during their
days of trial, or that there were
no weak-kaeed persons among
them. Lord Milarer succeeded in
setting up a party among the
Boers who were easy to satisfy,
and persuaded himself to believe
that he could make a success of
the legislature without their assist-
ance, Hven a stage play caanot
be managed withour the her;
and an administrator in this mat-
tec-of-fact world who ignaores the
central figure in the situation he
has to deal with and still expects
to succeed can anly be describ¥d
as ipsane.  Such indeed was the
case of Lord Milaer. It was said
that though bhe induiged in bluff,

he found it so difficult to govern
the Transvaal and the Free State
without the assistance of General
Botha, that he was oftea seen in
bis garden in an anxious and
excited state of mind. General
Botha distinctly stated that by
the treaty of Vereeniging, as he
upderstood it, the Boers were
immediately catitled to complete

internal autonemy, He added
that, had that not been the case,
he would never have signed the
treaty, Lord Kitchner declared
in reply tbat he had given mo
such pledge to General Botha.
The Boers, he said, would be
gradually granted full self-govern-
ment as they proved their loyalty!
Now who was to judge between
these two? How could onme ex-
pect General Botha to agree if
arbifration was suggested? The
decision arrived at in the matter
by the impetial Government of
the time was very creditable to
thewr, They conceded that the
stropger party should accept the
intecpretation of the agreement
put upon it by the other and
weaker party. According to the
principtes of justice and truth,
that is the correct canon of inter-
pretation, 1 may have meant to
say anything, but I must concede
that my speech or writing was
intended to convey the meaning
ascribed to it by my hearer or
reader in so far as he is concerned.
We oftea break this golden rule
in our lives. Hence arise many
of our disputes, and half-teuth,
which is worse than untruth, is
made to do duty for truth,

‘“Thus when truth—ijn the pre-
sent case Geoeral Botha—fully
triumphed, he set to work. All
the Colonies were cventually
united, and South Africa obtained
full self government, Its flag is
the Union Jack, it is shown in
red on maps, and yet it is no
exaggeration to say that South
Africa is completely indepeadent,
‘The British Empire cannot receive
a single farthing from Soufh
Africa without the consent of its
Government, Not only that, but
British ministers have conceded

“bat if South Africa wishes to
remove the Union Jack and to be
iadependent even in name, there
is nothing to prevent it from
doing so. And if the Boers have

so far ot taken this step, there .

arc strong reasons for it. For
one thing, the Boer leaders are
shrewd and sagacious men, ‘They
see nothing ituptroper in maintajn.
ing with the British Empire a
partocrsbip in which they have
nothing to lose. But there js
anather practical teason. In Nata]
the English preponderate, in
Cape Colony there is a large
population of Englishmen though
they do not outautmber the Boers,
in Johaunesburg the English
element is predominent. Thjs
being the case, if the Buers seek
to establish an independent re-
public in South Africs,"the result
would be internicine strife and
possibly a eivil war, ~ South

Africa, therefore, continues to
rank as a Dominion of the Bri-
tish Empire.

“The way in which the Conasti-
tution of the -Union was framed
is worthy of note. A National
Convention, composed of dele-
gates representative of all parties
appointed by the Colonial legis
latisres, upanimously prepared a
draft Constitution and the British
Patliament bad to approve it in
its entirety., A member of the
House of Commons drew the
auention of the House to a
gramatical mistake and suggested
thae it should be rectified. The
late Sir Heary Campbell Banper-
man, while rejecting the sugges-
tion, observed that faultless gram-
mer was not essential to carrying
on a good goverament, that the
Constitution was framed as a
result of negotiations between the
British Cabinet and the ministers
of South Africa and that they did
not reserve even the right of
correcting a gramatical error to
the British Parliament. Conse-
quently, the Constitution recast
in the form of an Iroperial bill
passed through both Houses of
Parliament, just as it was, without
the slightest alteration..

“There is on emore circumstance
worthy of notice in this connec-

tion. There are some provisions
in the Act of Union which may
appear meaniogless to the lay
reader. They have led to a great
inctzase n expeoditure,  This
had not escaped the notice of the
framers of the Constitution, but
their object was not to attain
perfection but to compromise to
arrive at an nnderstanding and to
make the Constitution a success,
That is why the Union has four
capitals, no Colony being prepared
to part with its own capital,
Similarly, although the old
Colonial legislatures were abolish-
ed, Provincial Couancils with sub-
ordinate and delegated functions
were set up. And though Gov-
ernorships were abolished, officers
cotresponding to the rank of
Governor and styled Provindal
Administrators were asppointed.
Every one knows that four local
legislatures, four capitals and four
Governors are unnecessary and
serve for merc show. But the
shrewd statesmen of South Africa
did not object, Thearraogement
is showy and entails additional
expenditure, but upion was de-
sirable and therefore the statesmsn
did what they thought fit regard-
less of outside criticism and got
their policy approved by -the
British Parliament.”

CRISIS IN SOUTH AFRICA

ERGE FLIEGERS a contri-
butiog editor to the ‘Mercury,”
an American magazine, which has
a circulation of 75,000, has written
in its August issue an interesting
article on the Crisis In South
Africa: “Why is South Africa’s
situation so impossible?’

“Told in bare statistics,”
writes, ‘‘the answet is simple,”

There are 2,643,000 Whites in
the Union of South Africa, rough-
ly twenty one per cent of the
total population.

They control, partly by law
and partly by intimidation, more
than 8,535,000 Baotus, or Afri-
cans, who form 76.5 per cent of
the population.

‘There are also 300,000 East
Iedians and 1,100,000 Cape Col-
oureds, mulattos, mostly descend~
¢d from Dutch colonists, one of
whom liked to say: “Whea I want
betier slaves, I beget them."”

These Africans, Indians, and
Coloureds . are classed as non-
Europeans by South African
Whites. They have no right to
vote, strike, or marry outside
their colour caste. They cannot
ask for more pay and must live
in segregated areas,

To the whites, they have pro-
vided an uneading—and up 1o
now unprotesting—reservoir of
cheap labor. They shear the
sheep, mine the gold, dig the

he

diamonds and tend the babies of
their white masters—who have’
thus become one of the richest and
meost comfortably situated groups
of citizens in the world,

Quite uaderstandably, these noa-
Europeans ate unhappy. In faet,
as the riots showed, they are un-~
bappy to the point of rebellioc.

But at the same time, tension
also splits the ranks of the whites,
‘where 1,500,000 Boers, Afrikaans-
speaking  descendants of the
Dutch, Huguenot, and German
immigrants, are waging uncom-
promising  war _ against " about
1,000,000 English-speaking colon-
ists. The Boers want official
acceptance of their language—a
sort of kitchea Dutch—and their
Reformed church,  Also, they
want to break away from the
British~ Commonwealth,  And,
finally, they want to do every-

_ thing possible “to keep the nigger
in his place.” .

So far, the Boers have won-
and it is on their triumph that
Daniel Franceis Malan rede to
power,

“Africa is one huge time bomb
and South Africa its ominously
sputtering fuse,” the writer con-
cludes, . )

N July this year two bodies
studying the racial affairs of
our country each published 2
summary of their general views in
pamphlet form, I will deal in a
later article with the S.A. Insti-
tute of Race Relations Go Forward
in Faith (or The Logic of Econo-
mic Integration). This article and
another next week propose to
examine the S.A. Bureau of
Racial Affairs’ Integration or
Separate Development. .
This pamphlet is divided into
three parts: (1) a criticism of the
argument in favour of economic
integeation; (2) a criticism of the
sort of apartheid which secks to
preserve those features of an inte-
grated economy that are conven-
ient or coogenial to the Euro-
. pean and attempts to banish the
rest; and (3) an explanation of
SABRA's policy of separate deve-
lopment with territorial segrega-
tion. This week we are concern-
ed with () and (2).
With much of what SABRA
says under (1), liberal opinion
would surprisingly agree’ — sur-
prisingly, because SABRA tends
to use “liberalistic’’ in a pejora-
tive sense. SABRA correctly
argues that many of those Euro-
peans who oppose apartheid do
so for purely material reasons —
cheap labour readily available
versus the cost and incovenience
of apartheid — without consider-
ing the material consequences and
the political and moral implica-
tions of an integrated economy.
SABRA points out that, on the
- most favourable estimate for the
European, the population of the
Ugion by 2000 A.D. will com«
prise 6 millicn Europeans, 16
million Africans. 24 million
Coloureds and over 1 million
Indians. Perhaps 5 million non-
Europeans might find a home in
the present Reserves, leaving
some 15 million in the “Euro-
pean' areas. SABRA comments:
ult is certain that the Bantu
population will not be satisfied
then with the limited political
rights they now possess; it would,
moreover, be immoral to accept
the Bantu as permanent residents
of the country but to refuse them
political and other rights.” This
is a predicament which none of
the Opposition parties has yet
squarcly faced,
1 koow, of course, as SABRA
knows and says, that any Euro-
. pean partty, which fairly confront-
ed the European electorate with
the logical and ethical implications
of an integrated economy, would
go into the political and social
wilderness. That n itself is no
justification for cowardice. Dr.
Malan and his followers were
fifteen years in the wilderness
before their trinumph in 1948,
Aud, even if there is not ta be the

ultimate vindication of political.

success, Chtistian ethics, to which
we pay lipservice, may still require
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the sacrifice of temporal interests
in devotion to our ideals and
principles, It is not given to the
wisest of us to foresee the couise
of events, though we may clearly
perceive our duty. Some of the
greatest victories have -sprung
from apparent abject failure.
Not* least, the victory which was
born in the mortal finality of the
Cross.

It is SABRA's opirion that the
policy of  integration is dishonest
towards the Bantu, whom it en.
courages to believe that their
demands for increasing rights will
eventually be met; and towards
the Europeas, to whom it suggests
that integration will come about
painlessly and without risk. In
so far as it applies to the existing
parties, this criticism is largely
justified, Probably three-quarcers
of the Opposition voters intend
just as much as the Nationalists o
maintain white political supre-
macy, though they may differ
from the latter about the best
methods to employ. A few others
hope that by strenuous efforts
to create better living and work-
ing conditions for mon Europeans,
they will evade or postpone the
awkward question of increasing
rights and duties, Even ifsomeare
willing to coansider limited group
representation or a heavily loaded
franchise for non-Europeans, they
do not contempate a flnal renun-
ciation of European political and
cconomic privilege, Judged
against the background of a Euro-
pean community which will never
agree to relinquish exclusive
political power, SABRA rightly
condemns those who would go
thus far and no further, -~

Genuine Liberals

But there remains a very small
minority of genuine liberals with
an old and honourable heritage
in the South African palitical
tradition, The flame, it is true,
burns low to-day. But it is their
hope that it can be revived; and

. their belief, not merely that their

cause is just, but that it presents
the only hope for a united South
Africa. With SABRA, they re-
ject solutions (1) and (2), as they
are presented to-day, as unethical,
They alse reject (3) as impracti-
cable, as I will try to show next
week. They recognise that any
form of limited or qualified
franchise is a temporary step on
the way to universal suffrage; and
that when cultural standards are
more nearly equal, Europeans will
have to abandon their claim to
privilegé based merely upon the
colour of their skin. These
liberals do not minimise the
tremendous emotional and psy-
chological resistance which will
have 1o be overcome before this
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can occur, Nor do they uoder-
rate the risk, The greatest of
these is that by folly, fear and
distrust, as at present, the Euro-
peans will unite all non Europeans
against them. If it comes to that,
it might well be'suicidal for the
Europeass to allow power to pass
to a non-European majority, Fur
if it comes to that, the Europeans
will be powerless to prevent this
happening, as SABRA admits,
The whole future of a civilised,
multi racial South Africa is con-
tained in preserving the possibi-
lity that men will vote for policies
not races. The English-speaking
minority of the Europeans accept-
ed that risk in 1909 and, their
present tribulations natwithstand- *
ing, their decision has been justi-
fied by cvents. For the Nation-
alists have never polled more than
two-thirds of the Afrikaners, On
SABRA’s figures for 20060 A.D,
if one-third of the non-Europeans
voted with the Europeans, they
would outvote the remainder,,
Reason not race is the liberal
motto and hope.

Such a policy is not dishonest.
It takes risks with open eyes,
koowing that it will cost much in
money, patience and tolerance,
though SABRA overemphasises
the financial burdens which the
European must bear for African
development. If the problem were
stated in terms of the wealthier
paying for the uplift of the poorer
classes, as they have to in every
country which hopes to avoid
revolution, it becomes easier to
face it unemotionally. And on
the assumption _that the processes
of economic integration and cul-
tural  assimilation are already
irreversible — as  both Smuts’
Fagan Commission and Malan’s
1ndustrial Legislation Commis-
sion fiemly believed, though
SABRA disputed it — this liberal
policy alone offers hope .of a
constructive solution. It is the
liberal hope that their fellow-
Europeans will eventually realise
that this is the path of duty and
self-interest.

Moral Issues

Turning now to (2), SABRA
condemns partial apartheid ia
terms which no liberal could
better. Its motives are {o pre-
serve white political supremacy
and a cheap labour supply fog the
short-term interest and conven-
jence of the European. The
interests *of the non-Europeans
do not enter into the argument,
SABRA denounces such a policy
as immoral and stupidly short-
sighted — a verdict which the
DRC reached in 1950, It is un-
necessaty to elaborate the moral
issucs. because they are obvious
except to the most obstinate and
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unenlighténed adhereat of Bible-
cal fundamentalism or Aerrenvolk
ideology. Tne policy is short-
sighted, because it will lead to
exactly the same dilemma as the
policy of integration, with the
added complications of the wound-
ed self-esteem of those whose
permanent inferiority has been
repeatedly emphasised and the
bitterness of those who have been
subjected to the minor brutalities
and insults which the assurance
of racial superiority always pro-
duces. R

Now, at the beginning of its
pamphlet, SABRA takes severely
to task those home and foreign
ctitics of apartheid who represent
it as oppressive, inhuman and the
expression of a herrenvolk men-
tally. - And, in fact, it is not the
principle  that  deserves these
strictures — not, at least, as
SABRA and the DRC propound
it. Different criticism of their
sort of apartheid will be made
next week, But I should here
pay tribute to the sincerity with
which SABRA puts it forward.
Nowhere do we find the baasskap
mentioned — and, indeed, the
doctrine is often by implication
condemned, Nor do we find
opponents of the policy of sepa-
ration indiscriminately branded
as Communists,

But when we turn to present
potitics, the picture is very diffe-
reat.  The baasskap is frequently
preached by Nationalist politi-
cians, who as frequently denounce
their hberal critics as Commuais-
tic. And Dr. Malan was very
plain in his reply to the DRC,
that total apartheid is imprac-
ticable and not the policy of the
Nationalist Party, As Mr. Schoes
man said:  “We have never
advocated total apartheid. We
accept the position that there
will be a permanent Native popu-
lation resident in the (European)
urban areas.”” It is true that the
Nationalists promise to be just
and fair and to aim for the fullest
development of each race in its
own sphere; but siace they alone
interpret  the italicised words,
this is mere question-begging.

Now, how does this Nationalist
sott of apartheid differ from what
SABRA so severely castigates
uader (2) above? With all ras-
pect to SABRA, it is not the
principle of apartheid which is so
generally condemned, but the
strictly limited and  essentially
selfish version of it which the
present Government professes as
its aim, and the truculent and
arrogant manner in which it is
enforced. If, as SABRA con-
tends, this palicy of partial apare-
heid does not deserve the name at
all, its critics must be forgiven for
the misunderstanding, since it is in
this sense that the word is daily
used by its protagomists in the
politics of South Africa, All who
for their various reasons oppose
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this sort of popular apartheid will
agree with SABRA: “There is
no logic whatsoever in the arpu-
ment which makes use of the
existence of Native areas to deny
political rights to the Bantu in the
European areas, if the Europeans
permit the majority of the Bantu
to obtain permanent domicile in
those “European areas.,” And
this is the position to-day, with
60 per cent of the Africans and
all the Indians aond Coloureds
pesmanently  resident in the
“European” areas, with the Re-
serves quite unable to maintain
even the 3} million Africans
whose homes are there.

It is sometimes alleged that
the Nationalists mean eventually
to introduce total apartheid, but
do not yet dare tell an electorate
which i3 unprepared for the
sacrifices involved, Despite many
denials as explicit as that of Mr.
Schoeman quoted above, there is
a certain amount ‘'of evidence
for this allegation, A Cape
Nationalist newspaper said re-
cently: “We do not plead for

complete territorial segregation;
that policy, as Dr. Malan said
two years ago, is in the present cic-
cumstances impracticable. Deci-
sions on this point may be left by
us to future geaerations,  Apart-
heid is for us a direction.” But
jsn't this as dishonest towards
the electorate and non Europeans
as the policy of those who ad-
vocate economic integeation with-
out facing up to its full, ultimate
political and moral consequences?
Either the goal is complete sepa-
ration, with the implications of
which we shall deal next week, or
it is partial apartheid which
SABRA  altopether condemns,
And when Dr. Malan said on this
issue in 1950: **Total segregation
is not practicable and it does not
pay any party to endeavour to
achieve the impossible,” was he
not practising just that sort of
canny political opportunism for
which Nationalists so frequently
deride General Smuts and the
upr?

the noo-Europeans. We expected
that to bappen. We must
organise and exert peacelu),
non-violent pressure until we
have our way. It is goiog to
cost us a lot; but if Dr, Msroka
and the other leaders of Congress
have beea jailed, why should we
not all be jailed as a community
one day? That is the moad of
the African people today.
