United Democratic Party
has been shouting from the
house tops that itwasa ques-
tion of honour to them and
" that they were fighting for
true democracy. We must
confess that we do not see
any difference whatsoever
between their movement
and the ~movement carried
on by the non-Europeans.
Does Mr, Strauss condemn
the manner in which the
campaign is being carried
on?” We do not see how
he can condemn men and
women humbly and quietly
accepting the punishment
for respectfully refusing to
submit to laws which have
been condemned not only
by the non-Europeans -but
by all thinking people of
South Africa as being un-
just.  Moreover how can

be call the campaign un.
constitutional when that is
the only legitimate

But, let it be rememhéred,
our hands must be absolute-
ly clean. Truth and Love

Depend On Our Own

A most important point
we need 0 remember is os
to depend upon or seek help
fromoutside, such as, China, «
India, Gold Coast, America
or even the United Nations,
but to depend upon our own
strength and upon God. in
this respect we are very
happy to note the statement
made by Dr. J. S, Moroka,
President-General of the
Adrican National Congress
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that “neither the exccutive
of the Congress nor he him-
selfl kad taken any steps
towards obtaining assistance
ouside South Africa for the
cause of the African people
in the Union. “\Ve regard
the problem raised by the
present defiance campaign,

as a domestic problem
to be settled within the
boundaries of the Union.

The leadeis of the African
people still hope that the
difficulties which have arisen
can be solved by co opera
tion between the Europezms
and African scctions,” he
said. There is absolutely
no reason why the Indians
should not adopt the same
attitude. We have time and
again depricated the ten-
dencey to seek help from
outside to solve our prob-
lem. If outside help comes
to us-we shall of course not
reject it but we certainly
should not go out of our
way to seek it.

Lastly we should mention
here a word ubout the
juvemles that are taking

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part in the campaign. [t
was stated by the Joint
Aztion Committee that only
intelligent and trained in
the ethics of Passive Resis-
tance will take part in the
campaign. \We are yet
in the preliminary stage of
the campaign and there
should be no mistake in the
strict observance of the
rules of discipline set out.
We think it was too early
yet even for women to have
joined the campaign. There
is agreat deal of work to
be done outside. It needs
to be emphasised that our
strength lies not in quautity
but in quality. In whatever
we do it should never be
our purpose to deliberately
cmbarrass the authorities.
The code of discipline in
Satyagraha, be it remem-
bered, is quite different to
any foreign code and to al-
low any foreigncode to creep
in is_to. cause irrepar-
able damage to our cam-
paign.

When
fhe United Party gets back into
power Mt. Strauss said it would
lift the problem from the party
political arena and would look
for a solution by way of con-
sultation with the non-European
population 35 was donc by Pre-
sident Kruger, Geoeral Smuts
General Hertzog, Without cen
sultation and co-operation with
the non-Europeans, Smnh Africa
was lost, he said,

High Court Of Parliament
Sets Aside Appeal Court
Judgment

The High Court of Patliament
on Wedaesday, set aside the
decision of the Appellate Divi-
sion of the Supreme Court in-
validating the Separate Represen
tation of Voters Act. Mr Strauss,
Leader of the Opposition, in a
Press statement stated: It should
be appreciated that the judgoient
of the High Court of Parliament
will not enable the Government
to remove the pame of a single
Coloured voter in the Cape from
the voters’ roll, The Government
is restrained from doing this by
ao order of the Supreme Court
which is in no way affected by
the judgment of the High Court
of Parliameat. The country is
awaiting judgment by the Cape
Provincial Division of the Supreme
Court on the validity or other-
wise of the Act of Parliament

Denied any possibility of political
and economic advance b.y the
Europeans, the African would aitn
for domination in his turn and
would be only human if he
exploited it as fully as the Euro-
pean has doge.

Virtua! Elimination

Even allowing for a long period
of tramsition during which Afri-
can labour will be available to
European cmployers on a dimi-
nishing scale, the conclusion of
this pelicy implies the virtual
elimination of Africans from the
European cconomy, . The imple-
menting of such a policy, apart
from the question of land to
which we will come later, will also
require great physical and finan
cial effort —and SABRA's sug-
gestion that much of the invest-
ment needed to create viable
politics in the African areas might
come from overseas is surely
unrealistic.  We have spent much
energy telling the world to leave
us to magage cur own business
and, if aoything is our business,
this certainly is.

The first question, therefore, is:
will our Europeans be willing to
make’ the effort and sacrifices
involved? SABRA believes that
they will, if they realise what is
atstake —as, for instance, they
worked and sacrificed to help win
two World Wars. T will only
comment here that, bearing in
mind the magnitude of the sacri-
fice which we will later discuss,
this belief is no less an act of faith
— though possibly no greater —
than the liberal hope that racial

_prejudices  can ultimately be
abated,

Secondly, given the will, is the

project practicable? Now here,
I think, SABRA itself doe;
not go to the logical conclusion

of its arguments, In the first
place, it does not ful'y face the
territorial  implicaticns of the
policy. 1t admits that the pre-
sent Reserves are only 13 per cent
of the Unions land area, even
when the 1936 purchasing pro-
gramme has been completed.
But it believes that this a-ea,
much of it fertile and well-water-
ed (and even more already
reduced to semi-desert by over.
crowding and bad husbzndry),
plus the High Commission territories
will, if intensively developed, be
sufficient or nearly so, giving the
Natives 45 per cent of the area of
the Union and the H.C. territories.
Now this argument is ot honest.
‘There is no reasonable prospect
that the' indigeaous inhabitants
and the British parliament will
permit the incorporation of the
Protectorate; in the foreseeable
future, Aad, while Zululand and
the Transkei may be potentially
fertile aceas under different con-
ditions of population density and
agriculture, the figure of 45 per
cent of the total area is reached
by adding to the Union s 60,000
8q, miles reserved for Natives,
Bechuanaland’s 275,000 sq. miles
which are lgrgely desert, Basuto-
land's 12,000 which are mostly
mountain, and Swaziland’s mere
7,000 — and all these three arear
“are already overpopulated, though
capable of some further develop-
ment,

Meaningless

Further, although SABRA ad-
mits that there will have to be
gsome exchange of European and
Native land, particularly elimi-
pating the small Reserves and
other pockets, it envisages a final
Aftican “tecritory”” of six or more
divided units, in none of which
minerals have been discovered,
and which cannot be served by
railways and harbours under
African control. In these circum-
stances, is it not almost meaning-
less to speak oc the intensive
development which  would be
necessary to enable these African
areas to carry a population of 12
or 15 million in fifty years' time?
Much could and should be done
to rebabilitate the present Re-
serves. But this would be asking
for a miracle and s encouraging
both Europeans and Africans to
hope that it might be performed.

Much of this SABRA under-
stands fully Iis views on the
steps «needed to rehabalitate agri-
culture in the Reserves are sound
and sensible. But can it really

3s

imagine that industrics could be
established there on such a scale
(fivancial difficultres aparr) that
they will provide for all thosc
who should be dispossessed from
sub-economic and badly managed
boldings and for the Africans
already resident in the Eutopean
areas and their descendanis? Nor
can we allow SABRA to plead
that detailed predictions arc not
now possible.  That 13 .truc
enough. But, even on the most
general considerations, it is clear
that nothing but the ultimate
evacuation by the Europeans of,
say, the Transvaal and Natal and
a large exchaoge of populations
will meet the requirements of
totat apartiieid, The problem is.
of that sort of proportion and any
pretence that its dimensions are
within measurable reach of " the
present Reserves (with or without
the -Proctectorates) is tremen-
dously misleading. SABRA itself
admits that not only are the
Natives capable gventually of
achieving an equal culture and
civi'isation, but that they have only
to wait under existing conditions
to obtain control of the whole
country, These facts and their
numbers mean that the division
of territory must be made in such
a mapner as would seem fair
among equals, allowing. for the
possibility of full, free and equal
development in both parts of the
country. Otherwise the problem
is merely postponed,

In one further respect SABRA
has evaded the full imphcations
of its policy. In dismissing the
economic threat of low-wage in-
dustries in the African areas,
SABRA seems to foresee that the
(Europeans) state will have the
final say in both halves of the
country. With all respect, 1
doubt it.  For, if this were o, if
perhaps foreign affairs, defence,
communications and  ecomemic
development were in the hands
of- the Eutopzan BOvernment,
would not the Africans eventually
demand representation in  that
government? And, if so, would
they accept less than equality or,
more probably, representation in
proportion to their population?
And in that case are we not back
where we TStarted from, unless
SABRA envisages the ultimate
secession of a sovereign, autono-
mous  African  state? SABRA
meations this possibility bu; gdoes
not diseuss it, principally because
it believes that Bantustan will be
“a number of smaller arcas, in
keeping with the principle of
national entities”  This s just
conceivable if the Union is
federalised along the lines sug-
pested by Dr. Keppel Jones,
although the question of natural
resources will need detailed con-
sideration, But the Africans will
be unlikely to accept a number
of small uaconnected uwnits as
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their permanent and oply home,
if these units are dominated and
divided by an integrated European
state, many times their size and
with many times their natural
resources.

Looking at it dispassionately,
SABRA stauds to the Nationalist
Party as the Institute of Race
Relations and the liberals stand
to the Opposition parties. Each
has to hope to win its political
allies from a primarily selfish and
short-term policy which is neither
consistent nor ethical, to a policy
which accepts the final moral and
material implications of its pre-
mises. The liberals seek the way
of complete integration, which
demaads that the Europeans shall
ultimately sacrifice their racial
prejudices, SABRA seeks total
separation, which demands that
the Europeans shall make
immense material sacrifices, My
chief criticism of this pamphlet
is that the magnitude of the sacri-
flce is not fully set out. We all
know oaly too well the bitterness
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and depth of our racial prejudices,
SABRA doubts that we can ever
overcome them, But is the Euro-
pean any more likely to surrender,
say, the Transvaa! and Natal? If
SABRA can contemplate a sacti-
fice of this order, its position is
at least as morally tenable as that
of the thorough-going liberal,

These are the horns of the
South|African dilemna. In between
them are the political parties of
to-day, the Nationalists offering
diluted integration and the U.P.
watered-separation. As permac
nent solutions of our racial
problem there is little to choos-
between them. Both spring from
the hopelessness which prompted
a prominent Nationalist to say-
“All we can hope to do is to stave
them off, stave them off, for as
long as we can.”” These are the
ropds to disaster, And the longer
we stave them off, the more
difficult will it be to choose one
or other of the two constructive
alternatives, which SABRA and
the Institute now provide.

QUALIFICATIONS FOR SATYAGRAHA

(From Gandhlji’s Writings On Satyagraha)

ATYAGRAHA presupposes self-

discipline, self-control, self-
purification, and a recognised
social status in the person offer-
ing it, A Satyagrahi must never
forget .3c distinction between
evil and the evil-doer. He must
not harbour ill-will or bitterness
against the latter.  He may not
even employ needlessly offensive
language agaianst the evil person,
however unrelieved his evil might
be.
faith with every Satyagrahi that
there is none so fallen in this
world but can be conferted by
love. A Satyagrahi will always
try to overcome evil by good,
anger by love, untruth by truth,
himsa by ahimsa. There is no
other way of purging the world”
of evil.  Therefore a person who
claims to be a Satyagrahi always
tries by close and prayerful self-
introspection and self-apalysis to
find out whether he is bimself
completely free from the taint of
anger, ill-will and such other
human infirmities, whether he is
not himself capable of those very
evils against which bhe i3 out to
lead’a crusade.  Ta self-purifica-
tion and penance lies half the
victory of a Satyagrahi. A Satya-
grahi bas faith that the silent and,
undemonstrative 2ction of truth
and love produces far more per-
manent and abiding results than
speeches or such other showy
performances.

But although Satyagraha can
operate silently it requires a cer-
tain amount of action on the pare
of a Satyagrahi, A Satyagrahi,

agitation, When public opipion
is sufficiently roused agaipst a
social abuse even_the tallest will
not dare to practise or openly to
lend support to it.

of unapimous public opinion, it
indicates a clear justification for
his social ostracism. But the
object of social ostracism should
never be to do injusy to the per-
son against whom it is directed,
Socidl ostracism means complete
non-co-uperation on the part of
society with the offending indi.
vidual; nothing more, nothing
less, the idea being that 2 Person
who deliberately sets himself to
flout society has no right to be
served by society, For all prac-
tical purposes this should pe
enough. Of course, special action
may be indicated in special cases
and the practice may bave to be
varied to suit the peculiar features
of each individual case.

Some Rules Of
Satyagraha
Satyagraha literally means jn-
sistence on truth, This insistence
arms the votary with matchless
power.  This power or force js

connoted by the word Satyagraka.

Satyagrahz, to be genuine, may
be offered against one’s wife: or
one's child, against rulers, against
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fellow citizens; even against the
whole world,

Such a universal force neces-
sarily makes no distinction be-
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prison as is not contrary to self
respect, as for instance, he will
take cleanly cooked and cleanly
served food, which is not contrary

tween ki and gess,
young and old; man and woman,
friend and foe. The force to be
50 applied can never by physical.
There is in it no room for vio-
lence. The only force of univer-.
sal application can, thetefore, be
that of ahimsa ot love.  In other
words it is soul-force.

Love do¢s not burn others, it
buros itself, Therefore, a Satya
grahi, i.e. a civil resister, will joy-
fully suffer even unto death,

1t follows, therefore, that a civil
resister, whilst he will strain every
perve to compass the end of the
existing rule, will do no inten-
tional injury in thought, word or
deed to the person of a single
European. This necessarily brief
explanation of Satyagraba will
perhaps enable the reader to
understand and appreciate the
following rules:

As An Individual

1. A Satyagrahi, ie., a civil
resister will harhour no anger.

2, He will suffer the anger of
the oppoaeat.

3. In so doing he will put_up
with assaults from- the opponent,
never retaliate; bue he will not
submit, out of fear of punishment
or the like, to any order given in
anger,

4, When any person in author-
ity seeks to arrest a civil resister,
ke will voluntarily submit to the
acrest, and he will not resist the
attachment or removal of his own
property, if any, when it is sought
to be confiscated by the authori-
ties,

5. If a civil resister bas any
property in his p fon as a

str

to his rel , and will refuse to
tzke food insultingly served or
served in unclean vessels.

11, A civil resister will make
no distinctioo .between an ordin.
ary prisoner and bimself, will in
no way regard himself as superios
to the rest, nor will he ask for
any conveniences that may not be
nscessary for keeping his body in
good health and condition.”™ He
is entitled to ask for such conm-
veniences as may be required for
_his physical or spiritual well-
being.

12, A civil resister may not
fast for want of conveniences
whose deprivation does not in-
volve amy injury to ore’s self-
respect,

As A Unit

13, A civil resister will joyfully
obey all the orders issued by the
leader of the corps, whether they
please him or not,

14. He will carry out orders in
the first instance even though
they appear to bhim inaulting,
inimical or foolish, and then
appeal to bigher authority. He
is free before joining to determine
the fitoess of the corps to satisfy
him, but after he has joined{
it becomes a duty to submit to its
discipline irksome or otherwise.
If the sum total of the energy of
the corps appears to a member to
be improper or immoral, he has 3
_right to sever his connection, but
being within it, be has no right to
commit a breach of its discipline.

15.No civil resister is ta expect
maintenance for bis dependents.

We have said the statement
was irresponsible, List us explain,
Mr., Strauss is of opinion that
the campaiga is uaconstitutional,
He ‘told those whoheard him
at Brits tkat the lasvs complain-
ed of had been made constitu-
tionally by Parliament and that
they could be repealed only by
that body: Not a single res-
ponsible African spokesman has
ever claimed that the campaign
will repeal any laws; or that
the campaign is out to overs
throw the Blate or parliament.
What every campaigner is fight.
ing for is that we Should be
admitted into parliament so
that the man of colour should
cast his vote against bad laws
and colour oppression and make
this a free country for allits
citizens, regardless of colour,
What we are fightling for is that
parliament should be the mouth-

piece and the expression of the’

sovereign will of all the people
of South Africa, regardless of
colour; we ate determined that
patliament should no Jonger
remain the exclusive and private
property ol the whiteman, It
should belong to all of us who
bhave made this fair land theic
home, That is the issue at stake,
Refore Mr." Strauss hastens to
impute to the campaign motives
it does not have and never has

- had he.should facs this issue
frankly; to do othersise on the
part of a man who might be
Prime Minister next yenr is to
act im a manner which is far
from being responsible,

This point  requites a little
morz elaboration. Mr, Strauss
is of opinion that the campaign
i3 unconstitutional. But _the
campaigners are doing no more,
considering their circumstances,
than what Mr, Strauss himself
bhas done in the case of the
High Court of Parliament.
Therr, his pazty took an active
part in the debates and even
voted sgainst the High Court of
Parliament Bill, In all that
they were making themselsves a
party to the Act in questior;
what is more, they themselves
are part of parliament its If,

But whea called upon tooperate
the machinery they had setin
motion; something created con-
stitutionally by a Pacliament in
which they bad sat the first
thiog they did was promptly to
boycott the High Court of
Parliament! I am not express-
iog an opinios on the merits of
the High Court of Parliament
Act, If T were called upon to
do so, I would say fraokly that
it is a very bad law; with no
foundations in morality, But
that is not the pointat iscue.
The point is that Parlidment
passed a law—with Mr. Strauss
and his party actively pacticis
pating—swhich they now dely 1
If anybody has a pose for
unconstitutional *“actions and
conduct”—~ well, here’s a case!

Tet it be said, to VIF, Strauss's
credit, that he didsay somethiog
about co-operation” with tbe
African, He even promised in
advaoce that his party would
consult the African people—in
the way Kruger, Smuts and
Herlzog had done. Thet might
be quite alright for a white
audience at DBrits but it means

.absclately nothiog to the Afri-

can—otber thao that what Mr,
Strauss says in ellect is that
while he himself has every
right to say apartheid is evil,
the African has no right to raise
bis vaice against what has been
done by whitemen,

The mumbo jumbo about
taking the colour question out
of politics is an amusiog way of
ruoning away from an issue
which presents a challenge to
every South African, It will
pot be until the United Party
summons esough courage to face
this issue squarely that it will
bave intelligent people taking
it geriously. If the United Party
thioke that the African will
