HE South African Institute of

Race Relations has just pub-
lished a most illuminating analy-
sis.of political thought in .this
country by Professor Leo Kuper.
Its title, “The Background to
Passive Resistance,”® while no
doubt indicating the time of its
original composition, does not do
full justice to the scope of the
paper. For Prof., Kuper examines
the palitical attitudes of all the
main political movements, Euro-
pean and non-European, with 2
complete absence of the sort of
wilful self-deception to which we
Sauth Africans have become so
accustomed as hardly to notice it.
As he says: “Deceit is in fact
deeply rocted in South African
politics.” But he is not himself
easily hoodwinked and I putdown
his paper with a feeling of thank-
fulness that our society could still
produce such an honest dissection
of our often rather dishonest
political attitudes,

Before tackling particular poli-
cies Prof. Kuper points out that
values arc not absolute, but vary

with their social setting. “Onc
man's meat is another man's

poison.” Thus democracy IS
fundamental for regulating the
relations and rights of White
South Africans among themselves.
But since it has been, as it were,
appropriated by non-Eurcpeans
as the embodiment of their aspira-
tions, it is falling into increasing
disfavour and disuse among Euro-
peans. And, paradoxically, two
of its most important pillars, re-
spect for law and for constitution-
al procedures, are also “‘the very
iostruments by which domination
is maintained.” '

When Prof. Kuper speaks of
the “liberal ideology of trustee-
ship,”” he refers to the general
attitude of the United Party which
tries to “effect a reconciliation
between White domination and
democratic values by a projection
of the equalitarian idea into the
infinite future.”” But the idea of
trusteeship springs from realisa-
tion that domination is morally
wrong; “and the conception of
perpetual trusteeship, in which
the wards are never expected to
g1ow up, therefore contradicts the
original reason for propounding
the doctrine—the recognition that
differences of cultural levels re-
quire some immediate, but neces-
sarily transient, undemocratic de-
vices, The U.P.’s refusal to con-
sider towards what goal its theory
of trusteeship must inevitably
move is the most important single
cause of all the party's recent un-
certainties. 1t is now faced with
cither. having to renounce the
theory and its moral implications,

Yet, since it rests on the relatively
permanent factor of pigmentation
and not on the rapidly changing
difference of culture; since it is
used to obstruct son-European
by encouraging the retention,
even revival, of tribalism (thus
“breaking down large- ractal
gtoups into smaller and more,
manageable sub-units;”’ since it
derives from a theological inter-
pretation of a Divine Will en-
forcing not merely differencesbut
inequality; since the positive con-
cept of eiesoortige ontwikkeling
(separate self-development) is not
the self-determination of nations -

(as suggested by Dr. Malan's re- .

cent analogy from European his-
tory) or of races (as SABRA pro-
poses, though limiting the non-
European four-fifths majotity to
the 12 per cent of the: Union
represented by the Reserves), but
the self-determination of the
White group in its. own self-
interest; the whole doctrine of
apartheid is repugnant to the
ideals of the rest of Christendom,
the moral values of western civi-
lis.ation and the finding of modern
science.

Turaning to the non-European
political movements, Prof. Kuper
notices Mr. Benghu's Bantu
National Congress which, with
a fine quota of press headlines but
no known officials, offices o paid
up membership, supports the
Government's racial policy. It
isbaf:kcd by the Natal Natives
Medical Council (witchdoctors) *
and possibly a few chiefs who
depend on  the dizintegrating
tribal tradition and Government
favour. Even so, Mr. Benghu
has yet to hold a public meeting
and, until he proves to the
contrary, his movement can safely
be disregarded as having no’ real .
public following.

-time-perspective and the rejection

At the other extreme is the
Non-European Unity Movement,
revolutionary Marxist and Black
racialist, opposing White ““barren-
volkism™ by dialectical ' meterial-
ism.and the class interpretation
of bistory. Stridently intolerant
of any outlook but its own, it ig
tolerated by Mr, Swart, probably
because he realises that it is a
disruptive influence in non-
European polities with a dis-
reputable ideology. Thus its
attacks on the Defiance Campaign
(a3 quated by Prof. Kuper) are
even more vitriolic than those
of Mr, Bengbu of the most
extreme White reactionaries.

Between these two non-Euro-
pean dogmatisms atand the really
jimportant non-European  ore
ganisations, the allied African
National and South African In-
dian Congresses. Unfortunately
Europeans have for so long heard
the. Congresses branded as “ex-
tremists’’ that they bave come to
believe there are “‘moderate’ non-
European leaders outside the
Congresses, But such individual
“‘moderates” are not leaders, since
they have no followers. And
Prof, Kuper does a real service
to the cause of political enlighten-
ment stressing how very moderate
and liberal Congress policy
really is. Certainly, its time-span
is shorter than White liberalism
is accustomed to. , Congress
leaders - hope to see democracy
extended to non-Europeans “with-
in our lifetime.” But their
methode are evolutionary mnot
revolutionary, and their goal is
one approved by the whole
western world outside South
Africa, Even deflance of in-
dividual unjust law is accom-
panied by respect for and sub-
mission to the legal process, and
its penalties, which is more thaa
can be said for some European
political manoeuvres, And the
Defiance Campaign itself was
motivated by the liberal belief
that it is possible to change

‘existing political attitudes by an

appeal to conscience—something
quite different from the revolu-
tionary  determinism of the
Unity Movement. -
Prof. Kuper understands very
well that the African National
Congress, like any other political
movement, camprises conserva-
tives, rtadicals, Marxists and
nationalists of varying personal
inclinations. But neither its
leadership nor its policy are at
present in the hands of “extre-
mists.’”” #Its immediate aims and
its assumptions, though naot
its technique,” he writez of the
Defiance Campaign, ‘‘are those
of trusteeship, but with a different

of 2 passive role "’

But Prof, Kuper sees that,
humanly speaking, this cannot
last. As the Whites become in-
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their Swart Acts and ‘‘the pro-
gregsive redefinition of commun-
{sm as synonymous with non-
discrimination on the basis of
colour or race,’” so the Conpresses
may be driven in desparation
towards  either  revolutionary
Marxism or Black natiopalism or
both. If tbat happens, “the
possibility offa peaceful solution
seems remote,’”’ Ultimately Prof.
Kuper expects “the Whites to
return to a clear democratic
ideology, since the numerical
proportion of the races are such
that the future of the WWhites
depends on the acceptance by the
non-Whites of the principle of
.equality,” which is not quite ag
we are accustomed to look at the
matter when we wrangle over the
acceptance of equality by Whites,

But the very real danger is that
the White conversion will come
too late—after the Congresses,
baving abandoned hope of win-
ning over White opinion, have
gone over into irreconcilable hos-
tility.

stands for, The following is given'
from a pamphlet published by it

’Agamst All Wars

Tbe War resisters League is an
organisation of men.and women
who have dctcrmmed to give no
support to any war, civil or inter-
national.

Out of the experience of World
Wars:I and II they -have seen

that if war is to be abolished, :

then some men and women will
have to 'be pioneers in the struggle
against it. War Remstcrsi have *
tzken the first step in this pxon:er-

ing job by themselves renouncing .

war and its methods, ‘They are
joined together in this determina-
tion; ‘whatever the reasons—
humanitarian, ethical or religious
—which bave led them to this
position,

While they bave no umformuy
of belief in regard to specific steps
that should be taken to build a
more petfect wotld, they share in
common the goal of a world com-
munity of free and'decent men in
a free and just society. They
believe that the use of violence
defeats its own purpose, and they
have faith in non-violent methods
like negotiation, education, poli-
tical action and popular demon-
strations ay the only means of
reaching the desired end, ‘They
have therefore joined together to
wrork for peaceful solutions to the
crucial problems we face today.

Beginnings
The War Resisters League was
organized in 1923 through the ini:
tiative of Jessic Wallace Hughan,
Two years earlier in Europe the
War Resisters International had
been formed, that world union of
War Resisters which today counts
members in ‘86 countries,
WRL joined the' WRI;- gaining
strmgthfrom the association, | °
.~ During the '20’s and *30’s the:
WRL worked with the growing
patifist movement in America to
bring amity among nations and to
sttcngthcn peace forccs in this
oountry. ‘But its programmc was
distinct in stressing  individual
refiwal of war support as an
easential element in preventing
war and building a warless world. !
Duc in hrge part to the unflag-
efforts of Dr. Hughan and
'h long, serviee of Abraham’
Kaufman, as the first executive
secretary, the League’s tiny initial
membership slowly grew and be-
came national in scope, Its mem-

with finding constructive, dynamic
» alternatives to war, The growth
and work of the Gandhian move-
¢ ment in India added new insights
on non-violence and its social

During World War I

Up to 1940 the WRL bad cen-
centrated on convincing indivi-
duals that war was wrong and
futile, and that it could be pre-
vented by courageous and intelli-
gent actions directed at the une
derlying problems that cause war.
The 1940 Selective Act gave the
League the important job of help-
ing not only our own conscien-
tious objector members but also
many puzzled young men who
would otherwise have had to
meet their test alone. The WRL
was a leader in the committees
which maintained advisory ser-
vices for COs through the war
years, and it sought to bring an
end to injustice in dealing with
COs during that period.

The WRIL, gave its’ strongest
support during the war to those
conscientious objectors, whether
in counscientious objéctors camps
or in prison, who opposed not
only the war but all regimentation
which went with it, Such sup-
port at this point waz crucial, for
the pacifist groups in greater or
lesser degree accepted the forced

tive Service provisions for “alter-
native service” such as the C.P.S,

Slnce The War

World War II brought no
peace and no security. Tha vio-
lenee and wholesale destruction
has been followed by the Cold
YWar ‘with its tensions, suspicions
and fear, Two giant nations keep
millions of men under arms and
speed up the production of their
atomic weapons. Open warfare
i has all but destroyed Kores, kill-
ing so]durs and civilians by the
* hundreds of thousands. Moreover
the peoples of the East are rising
up in a series of revolts, with a
determination to throw off the
white man’s exploitation and
humxhatxons, and the white man
is 100 ‘often Mmeeting their aspira-
uons with guns,

But for War Resisters there is
o' retreat. Theyiwill try again
and again to convince their fel-
lows that to avoid the catastrophe

The WRL therefore strives
toward [the disarmament of this
nation and of the world, Peace
and democracy demand for their
survival a world community, with
the conscious social erganization
of non-violent methods of dealing
with conflicts at all levels.

The War Resisters League is
an affiliata of the War ‘Resisters
International, whose headquarters
are in London, and we work to
maintain international contacts
with groups aad individuals, to
aid and co-operate with pacifist
efforts everywhere in the' world,
‘There are pacifists in all coun-
tries, including Germany, Japan
and Russia (members of the
Mennonite church), The ideal
of pacifism knows no bouadaries.
