HE ‘Evening Post’ of Port

Elizabeth dated August 3 has
the following interesting leading
article on Dr. Malan’s criticism
against India‘s Prime Minister:

Dr. Malan coupled his remarks
about the Prime Minister of India
this weelt with a plea for an
African defence pact. He implied
that the primary object of such a
“‘pact of like-thinking nations in
and around the Western Indian
Ocean" should be to present a
upited front against India. But
is this a reasonable suggestion?

Dr, Malan's whole attitude
seems to be based on the bolkd
assumption that India {s a mem-
ber of the Communist bloz, In
bis comments on the Suez agrec-
ment he wenat so far as ta bracket
India  with Soviet Russia as a
possible agpressor in the Middle
East. But in this Dr. Malan's
preoccupation with the problems
of Indiaa szettlement in South

~Africa and his impatience with
Mr. Nehru's criticisms of the

Uagion's race pelicy seem to have
clouded his judgment.

For the rest of the Western
world looks hopefully to India as
the major bulwark against Com-
munism in Asia, Far from want-
iag to aatagonise India, the big
Western powers want her as a
friend and ally. And if there
were to be an anti-Communist
defence pact in this part of the
world the efforts of the Western
pawers would be directed maialy
to getting India into that alli-
ance,

It must be remembered, too
that India is an important partner
in the Commonwealth A defence
pact on the lines envisaged by
Dr. Malan would mean, in eflect,
the alliance of some of the Cotn-
monwealth dependencies against
2 member country.  Such a sug-
gestion is obviously quite incom-
patible with the spirit of the
Commonwealth, and only war-
rantable if India were to abuse
her privilepes a3 a member, ot
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adopt am aatagonistic attitude
toward the Commonwealth,
., 'This she has certainly not done
up to tow Iadia his contributed
to this alliance, both economically
and fros the defence viewpaint.
D.plomatically, too, India has
been invaluable to the Common-
wealth, as a link with an Asia
rapidly driftiog beyond Western
influence.

Even the Unitsd States, whose
relations with India have for
some time been poor, is anxious
for a better understanding. In-
dia’s importaace in thc world
scheme of things is so obviously
much greater than  outh Africa’s,
that we are not likely to get much
sympathy sbould we persist in a
persanal quarrel which is only
making things more difficult for
the ather \Western couatries

While, therefore, Dr. Malan's
repeated attacks on ladia may be
good local politics, in that they
might appeal to Whites ia this
country who fear india, and even
w.n the sympathy of some White
s:ttlers in other parts of Africa,
they are not likely 1o do us much

IROIAR
good in our relations with the big
powers of the West,

In fact, if we push our quarrel
with India to the point at which
the big powers—the powers that
make the tanks, the planes, the
guus and other weapons of war—
have to make a choice of fricnds
between the two couutries, we
miy find ourselves abandoned.
Of what benefit, then, would be
the moral support of the handful
of Portuguese scttlers, and the
anti-Indian groups in Kenya and
the Rhodesias, who wmight be
prepared to applaud our belli
gerence?

And are we really so gravely
threatened by Inda?  If so, what
is the nature of the threat? Arm-
ed apgression? lIavasion? Nooe
of thc South African politicians
who have dwelt on the ‘“‘menace
from the East” has evcr explained
just what it 1s we bave to fear. If
there are good grounds for such
fear should they not be Lrought
out into the open, and not just
hinted at? Should they not be
examined in consultation with the
other Commuonwealth countties?

HOW RACIAL DiSCRIMINATION WORKS
IN SOUTH AFRICA

the injustice and the indigoity
we pon Europesps suffered at
the hands ol the railway auth. -
sities at tbe Ceptral Statiou op
Tucsday night, August 3.

We are regular passengeis on
the North Coast traias, and my
friends and U ususlly take the
8.20 p.m. train to Verulam after
attending our classes at the
Indian Yechnical College.

Qqn this particular night as
we were about 1o board the
train, we were told by an Iao-
dian tailway worker that it
svould not be leaving because of
a derilment near Grepville
station. Ule asked us all to go
to the maia cotrance in TFine
Btrect and wait there until on

inspector arranged for a railway
bus to take us home, .

Exactly at 8.30 a bus pulled
up and we made to board it, but
were told that it was for tke
Europeans only. Thare were
only s'x European passengers
foc Verulam.,  Just before the
bus departed we heard a Eura-
pean passtoger ask the driver
whether be would leave him at
Phoenix which s about nine
miles off the North Coast road.

While we were still waiting
for our bus we heard that all
the passengers for Dulfs Road
(which is on the same road as
Phoenix but only five mites off
the North Coast road) would
have to alight at Avoca acd
walk from there; so nbout 15 of
us who were going to Duffs
Road marched up to tbe io-
spector’s offize to protest. We
were turned away before we
could state our case,

We waited till g 15 p.m. and
still there was no sign of a bus.
All of uz weat back to the
inspector’s office, but before we
could say anythiog be called the
police who caugbt several of us
by the coat and told us to “get
out” belore we were *“locked
in"b

Fipally a bus came at jo.35,
but eccordiog to & railway
worker it would not have come
were it not for the fact that a
new inspector had come oa duty.

IMPRESSIONS OF

INDIAN OPRINIDN

PORT ELIZABETH

1=NOT KNOWING HOW OTHERS LIVE

By C. W,
PORT ELL1ZABETH, as the
plane lifts one away, is a very
beautiful sight, ringed on two
sides by the surf. Height soon
bides the uglier details of slum
districts and the town glows in
the mellow aftecnoon sunlight
which obliterates human squalor
Then aver to Jahaunesburg after
dark—a shimmering man-made
fairyland of lights io the black-
ness of the veld. But, here again,
conscience stirs. Thbe tinsel of
those lights conceals one of the
preat  missries of our land—
250,000 homeless non-European
Citizeps, permanent resideats 1o
our urban industrialism whatever
Dr. Verwoerd may say, 1here,
where the lights thin out and dim
towards the west, are the threaten-
ed Western Ateas, slums and
good houses alike destined for
“total removal.”” Aund beyond
them lie Moroka, Jabavu, Ot-
lando, Pimville, where 50,000
houses are needed immediately to
climinate the most sordid lving
conditions known to any of our
cities—this Johannesburg, city of
gold, largest and wealthiest town
of southern Africa

The glitter of Johannesburg's
lights and the warm glow of the
Port Elizabeth sun seemed to sum
up much of our White outlook in
a country that contains so much
that js great, wide and beautiful;
so much that in our own hves is
gracious, comfortable aod cen-
venient; so much that, in places
we normally avoid and in ways
we too often disregard, is nasty,
squalid, petty, cruel. So much
of man’s inhumanity 1o maa

I think this was my primary
impression of Europ:an hfe in
Port Ehzibeth—its parochialism,
its uteer lack of contact with tbe
deteriorating condition  of our
human (or race) relanons over
lasge and 1mportant paris of the
couotry. ‘Tms apathy aod 1n-
difference—1this lack of awarepess
—is e.plicable, if not excusable.
Tae Cape has a tradton of racal
tolerance thar bas not yet wholly
brokecnd .wn,« h t ec¢vdunce
of a disuitegraniog §cily s less
stark and .ae¢-Capadie than 1o the
Transyaa!.

I will try to describe that other
atmoasphere—not in terms of poli-
tical trends and repressive legise
latlon which fill the newspapers
every day—not even in terms of
the gang warfate, criminality and
niguts of insecurity that darken
the industrial complex of the
Rind—but in a small, quet
plateland dorp in the Western
Transvaal. For one must under-

stand, that the iron has ealen
deep into the soul of our Euro-
pean community —that civilisation
is in danger, not from the Blacks
who seek 1t so avidly, but from
the Whites whose attempt to pre-
serve it as a natrow, racial mono-
poly threatens its very esseoce
For if the ramparts of civilisation
itself are rotten, if the guardians
of the grail are themselves cor-
rupted by their fears and pride,
if it is not civil'sation but domina-
tion we pursue on terms that
exclude civilised and Christian
values, how shall we be saved?
\What will long remain that is
worth saving?

Here, in the Western Trans-
vaal, we used to look askanc: on
the sart of brutality that seemed
more or less endemic in the
Eastern Transvaal, Bethal and
Ermelo were names that shamed
us as Europeans; even as they
intimidated and degraded Afri-
cans. Put in recent months we,
tao, bave beea tarred with the
pitche  Two brothers in this
district bave just received 8 years
itnprisonment each and 10 lashes
for killing an African yourh of 17
by systematically beating and
torturing bim over a period of
mapy hours, They were lucky
indeed not to hang. A sumilar
case is pendiog in which an Afri-
can convict labsurer died  Such
cases do not anise wn 1solation.
They are symptomatic of 2 bruztal-
1sauon of society. Swumilar case.,
1nvolving ipjuries stopping short
of death, are known and condoned
—ar, at lcasi, not teportcd—by
ouigobours,  They could not
happeo 1n 2 society determined
to enforce a cwilised code of
behaviour for al), 1o all.

Another recent case in our
towre acuieved somie  LOLWNIE y.
The accused European picaded
gwlty 1o culpsb.e hom.cide,
baving hilled an African sn a
fight. He got off with a years
imprisonment, suspended  for
.three years. But the sentence,
though obviously lenten , was not
.asm.dequaie as at first appears.
Tne evidence on the file was con-
Ltradictory and the judge 1s bouad
by-tbe evidence, which mc.aeded
.a mecical aliegaion that the
dsceased suflered f1om an 1ateraal
constitutional weakness, Dut the
worst (eature of this case never
came to tourt. The nght occucred
at 230 pm. cn 3 Satuiday afier
noon 10 our main sireet, 1 was
closely witnessed by a crowd
which ncluded 12-15 European
men. Yet when the police arrived,
..the only witnesses they could find

. to give evidence \vct:'thc de-
ceased's wife, an African woman
friend, a European woman who
was same way off and a woman

, friend of hecs who watched fram
the stoep of a hotel 120 yards
away  The Luropean men all
disappeared, unwilling to put
themselves to the incanvenience
of testifying.  After all, what was
one kaffic morc ar less? And
when sentence was announced in
court, a crowd of over 100 Euro-
pean men proclaimed their joy
and thanked their Ged for Ihs
mercy tnat the accused was to go
free.

It is not the fight and the death
that causes aoxiety. These things,
though regrettable, happen in all
socicties.  But it is fighting
another man because he is Black
(or White, for 1his occurs too),
rejoicing in the acquirtal or re-
lease of an accused because he is
involved in a racial crime—these,
to my miod, are the ominous
warning sigoals of a baokrupt
civilisation. These attitudes are
more prevalent today than ever
before, fear playing on arrogance
aud arrogance on fear, contatnina-
ting areas hitherto free from
them, ridiculing our claim to
stand as bulwarks of civilisation
in a dark continent. Men go out
lassooing non-Europeans from a
moving car, others deliberately
knock them off their bicycles or
feet with the bumper (with occa-
sionally f{atal injuries) another
pours paraffic over a dilatory
labourer and throws a lighted
match at bim, These assauls
catne ta coure The majornty do

‘not . A youny gradvate of Pre
toria  University told me how,
among some undergraduates, it
is a regular evening pastime to go
out armed with coshes and bicycle
chains to beat up inoffepsive non-
" Europeans, especially the better
dressed ones In my towa a few
weeks ago an African lay preacher
on his way 10 a0 evening service
10 1he locanon wis shadowed by
two Europrau .ou s on bicycles,
.corocred by 4 gang they summon-

ed - :cr ond urdered to fight,
H sipd by ruaniog hard
t., ugh sor~ ne.tby gardens.

Lo h~msiriss oo her way to
apd from the police staton 1o
r-port 1t was shadowed by another
car unni she called for help. In
an owtlying Reef towa they have
got nd of a mugtstrate, who made
chungs hot for this type of person,
by repeatedly slashing his tyres
aod otherwise maktog ‘bim un-
comfortable, unul be was obliged
10 ask for a trapsfer.

Tbhese things are an ugly, every-
day reality in the Union’s most
densely populated and  richest
province, the ‘province that will
make or mar South  Africa
They are not the whole p:cture,
They directly aflect only a small
minority of each race group. But
they have to be seen as a rapidly
growing menace, whose reper-
cussions spread far beyond the
few acwual victims to create an
abyss of hatred and hostility that
could engulf us all. They are
exacerbated, not cased, by in-
cessant preaching of berreavolk
doctrines from public platforms.
Tneir carollery is the daily de-

tecioration of manaers—incivility
and discourtesy to non-Europeans
(and often Europeans as wtll) in
post offices, police and railway
ctations, in shops and streets.
Small things, perhaps, 2 few
words and the bard contempiuous
tone, obvious impatience; but
they deprive men of ther self-
respect. And that is a great
wound and its effects incalculable,

These sort of things lead many
of us to fear that 2 cnsig in our
human relations 1s unminent aod
fill those of us who live in this
aumosphere witu a semse of
urgency that Pott Elizabeth at
present lacks.

The conferenoe, however,
added o rider to ito decision iv
the form of recommsodutions
by which to take the peopls of
Soath Africa step by step to
their declared goal. ‘These re-
co:amendations, it was gtresecd,
wsre not a final statpient of
policy.”

All thio takes us only as far ag
realising that the Liberal Party
hig geen a little better light on
the wisdom of stating ite prin.
oiples in olearer terme whils at
the sams time it etill feels that
the Africar must be digorimi-
nated against, politically, at least
for some time. This mentality
ie thhe greatest stombliug block
to co-upera.'on  between the
Liverals aud tho Africun Na-
tional Coogrees,

For, it must be understaod
thot the recommendations aud
qaalifications will hit hardeat
the most cxllously opprersad
peopls—che Africins. In very
mauny epheres of aativity o are
the most backward seotion of the
commanity—not becagre  we
choosa to huve things that way,
but for reasous known to every-
body. The raling Whites enjoy
eospomio and political saperiuvre
ity. Theseare advaniages which
work to the great baaefic of the
Whaite minority. On our mde
we hive only numerical superiors
ty. This advantage op oor side
has the potentisl to raise us to
ho level of parity with the
more alvapced seotions of the
nation within the shorteat time
possible. Aad we wagl to nze
it to do that,

To the avorage Congreesman,
the latest Libecal recomimunda-
tions and gualifications amount
only to onu thiog: The Liburals
want to keup intsot the bargaia-
Ing advantsges enjoyud by the
roling wioority and uadermine
the valne oud therefors the
eficicy ol our owu Weapon ay
much ud pussible., Io this ke
sote an attempl—perhaps gp.
intended—t0 keop s in thy

position of a political minority
for the longest time possible.
That i8 why very many Con-
grezgmen refuse flatly to acospt
a8 sinoere, Liberal offeis of oo.
oporation or friendehip. They
nvgun that they want thele ulles
aud friends to work to stremgth-
on the African’e political effeot-
ivenegs and not to weaken it
The practical effeot of the Liberal
reoummendations  will be to
woaken tbe political effeotive:
nees of the African even during
tho traneition perlod to a soalety
of free men.

Ao the most ocallously op-
preseed commanity, we have
reason to be pensilive to develop-
ments which weaken onr fight~
ing potential becaase that autoe
matically sirengthens our epe-
miee. For my part, I sincerely
beliove that the Liberals have
no intention whatsoever of re.
inforcing apartheid in any way.
I sincerely believe that they
want to create a gaoiety where
wmerit and oot coloar will be the
oriterion by which to assess the
value of a citizen. Bat thia does
vot stop me from sseing, in the
Party’s dimorphio attitude to
the franchise qaestion, a fatal
weakness: On the one hand
the Liberals genninely want to
0o aperate with the African. On
the other, they do not want to
aniogonise too far the White
reople who have been poison-
ed—no matter how mildiy—py
the apartheld viruos.

I realise readily that as open
mind is of the very essencs of
liberalism, But the valaes for
which tbe African Natiogal
Congress and the Malan people
atand abeolately irreconoilable,
Etther we have a sooioty of free
men a3 desired by Congress or a
Nuzi dictatorship with the Malan
people lordiag it over evoerybody
els,

Againat thle baokgronnd ft
Seema (o me norealistio and
fatite to try and placats the
nuo~Mslanites in the White
camp by iasisting on recom-
mendationa  for qualifioati ng
which offend the Africans Sngh
insiatence ie & very paor way ol
coaviacing the Afilosa Natianal
Congress that the Liberals—who
are genoine and have s very
good ocase—sinasrely wanpt to
cosuperate with the Afrioans.

Bat to say that Congress s boing
pulled Uy the noge by the nnder-
ground ocommunists in its atti-
tode to the Liberala is arraot
nonesnee. The plain fact is
that Congress ia oconvinced that
it migbkt oot get valne for co-
oporating very olosely with the
Liberals: Aund the people who
oconfirm Congrees suspicions in
thie regard ara the men and the
womeua who {neist on the in-
sortion of recommendations
whioh, {o effeat, will debar the
Atrican from taking full advan-
toge of the resources at his dis

The desirable thing to do is
to convert Soath African liberal~

It nuniveraal adait suffeage is

The Liberals waot the Afri-
oans to take them in good {faith.
We have already dooe that. Bat
they maost reoiprooate that and
take our word when wa say that
we do not plan to swamp or
drive the Whiteman into the gea.
Saoh reciprocation, to be con=
vinoing, will bave to be in the
natare of a policy whioch 18 the
exaot antithesis of apartheid;
with no qoalifivations.

Bat this does not in any way
mesn that we are bliad to the
ronlities of the pitnation Thers
are gonuluwe difficalties in the
way. For example, we kgow
that very many White people
are afrald of ue. Very many
Indiane are afraild of ns too.
We, an the majority group, have
to tuke realistla note of that fear.
Bat we muoe: not take note of i
ina way to weaken onr own
#elves ia the fight for freedom.
If we accept the Libsral recom~
meadations we shall be taking
note of it in the wrong way.

Ap snch the conference
will be an important step for-
ward In the fight for freedom.
It will be proof of the none
White people's determination to
8olve the colour problem peace-
fully By ridding ounr struggle
of ita raocialistic trappings, it
will clarity the real igsues at
stake and make it plain for al]
to see that the fandamental
issne beneath the race problem
ie a conflict of values and not
the clash of ooloar as the Aa-
lanites proclaim.

acterised the daily meetings,

Every country on eanth was
repeesented except Sov.et Russia
and there could have been a
veritable babble of tongues had
net the English laaguage become
almost uaiversal,

Among the disunguished guests
present at the Assembly were
the Queen of Libya, the Caoa-
dian Dzputy M.aster of Trade
2od Commeorcs, the Piesident of
the World Bank, Washingion, one
of the Mu.sm Brothess o.

Tne
Sou.n African d:legation con
s.sted of Prof. Barend Nell, Dzan
of the Faculty of Education,
Pretoria  University and  Mrs.
Nell, Mr. Selope Thema, ex-

Institute, Mr, George Molife of
Port  Elizabsth, Mr. George
Golding of Capc Town 2ad Mr,
Naidso. Each of them made his
contribution to the discussions
that took place daily.

Tneir oudook on the In-
dian uandcr®ent a revolutonary
change. They were convinced of
the Iadian’s loyalty to  South
Atrca and pledged themselves to
eradicate the wrong impressions
created wn the Afnkiper mund.
In short they were coavinced
wnat the Indun should form a
permanent part of the South
African  population  and  chat
repatnation was no solution to
the Indian problem.
