CONFLICTING REPORTS ON GOA

THE ‘Natal Mcrcury' corres:
poudent at Panjim (Goa) re-
ported on August 15:

Theeats of emigre movements
based in India to “peacefully
occup” the whole of Goa today
—~Indian Jndependence Day—
scemed to be fizzhiog out o a
series of small and imeffectual
border demonstrations.

So far the Portuguese have been
able with one exception to en-
force their prepated policy of
allowing any rccognised groups
of frontier-crossers to enter well
into Portuguese soil b:fore being
stopped and formally arrested as
illegal immigraats

There are no repotts so far of
the situation getting out of hand
on any sector or of army troops
being called in

The probable tesm of detention
" for those arrested is one month,
after which they can be deported
back 1o 1adian Union territory.

The Governor-General of Goa,
Ceneral Guedes, said to me to-
pight: “It is a complete defeat,
We don't know if they will try
again but I don't think they will
get any farther if they do.”

Oaly four arrests for offences
such as showing the Indian flag
have taken place in the capital,
Panjim today. Oune old indomit-
able squatted with his flag outside
the Gov:rnor General’s Erghteen-
th Century palace.

He was led off loudly protest-
ing: 1 was told there would be
more of us.”

All-India Radio
Announcemant

Sapa-Reuter trom Lisbon on
the same day reported as follows,
aod it conformed more with the
All-India Radio announcement,
Portuguese National Radio re-
ported that two proups of de-
monstrators had crossed the bor.
der of Goa, Porwsguese India,
today. Police ‘‘took c¢are of
them,'” the radio said.

‘The demonstrators, led by Mr.
Anthony de  Souza, General
Secretary of tbe Goan Matjonal
Congtress, approached the bo:der
aftee trekkiog scven miles through
the rain-drenched  countryside
from Karwar.

At the border, where a barricade
of stones and barbed wire had

been built, three armed Portu-
guese police met them and
warned them that they were cross-
ing into Portuguese territory.

They jumped ov:r the barri-
cade, formed into double file and
marched towards Panjim, capital
of Goa, carrying the Indian flag
and shouting anti-Portuguese
slogans.

Later they were seen accom-
panied by police at the head of
the column.

Indian police on Sunday
arrested Mre, Ishverlal Desai,
leader of a group of Indian Praja
Sociallsts, who attempted to
enter the Portuguese settlement
of Damao, north of Bombay. All
bis followers were also arrested.

Police stopped the ‘‘peace
marchers''—who wanted to enter
the territory to urge Union with
India—on the ground ‘that they
were Indian Nationalists, They
were seant back to Vapi, a town
near the border, mare than 1,200
Prjai Socialistt wefe to bave
taken part in the demonstfation.

After police stopped the So-
cialists, at a2 customs post a
quarter of a mile from the Por-
tuguese border, Mr,  Ishverla)
Desai sent an appeal against the
order to Mr, Neheu. He alse
ordered “indefinite pesceful de.
monstratiohs'’ on the Bordet,

Mr. Desai's appeal to Mr.
Nebru said. “! along with 1,257
Indian citizens, am marching on
the land of the Portuguese settle-
ments non violently, and with 2
view to liberate our other
brethren of Damao, which iz an
uvafortunate part of our Free
State.

“I act according to the teach-
ings of our great master (Gandbi )

“On such an auspicious day
of fresdom, we ate actually put-
tiog into practice your messages
of non-violence for sucb a noble
cause of liberation of our breth-
ren,

I appeal on beaded kaees to
our Primec Minister and our
great Natianalist {eaders to allow
me to cater Damao, in {urlber-
auce of the liberation struggle
already started by Goans

Mr. Nehru said that Goa had
become a test for all the nations -
of the world and their attitude 10
it would shuw what they thought

of the entire problem of colobial-
ism,

He told a crawd of about
100,000 at New Delhi, oo the
seventh anoiversary of Indian
independence: ‘'Goa shall be
liberated and integrated with
free India.

“If the nations of the wortld
give the right advice to Portugal,
then this question of Coz2 will
be solved peacefully, But if the
wrong advice is given then surely
itwill ipcrease tension and con-
flice.”

Sapa-Reuter’s Monday’s 1nes-
sage from Lisbon states:

De. Paulo Cunha, the Por-
tuguese Fareiga Minister, said in
Lisbon that “'internatioaa! alarm”
had caused the failure of Sunday’s
march against Portuguese posses-
sions in Iadia, but the danger
was stilf ““very grave.’’

“The aggression has been
avoided for now, but the sinister
threat persists,’” De, Cupha said,
" Albough Portugal was willing
to negotiate with New Delhi, he
52id, ‘‘there could be no question
of discussing Portugal's sovereign
rights over ber Jondian posses-
sious."’

1 Asked whether ‘Portugal did
aot fear accusations of colonials
ism by refusing to discuss sove-
reiguity, Dy. Cupha said: “The
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Portuguese state of India is not
3 colony,” ,

“There is no question there of
one people being dominated by
another. Partuguese Indians have
held full fiest-class citizenship for
more than 300 years,

“Poctugal bas fostered in the
Portuguese State of India an
entirely  autonomous cultural
unity. By trying to conquer this
upity the Indian Union itself
would be indulging in colonial-
ism. Iis imperialist purposes are
quite clear,” Dr, Cunha said.

Asked what he thought Goa's
role would be if apnexed by the
Indian Uniop, he said: “Goa
would be 2 colopy and the Goans
kanow it,"”

Dr., Cunha said Mt, Nehru
bad often told Portuguese Indians
that, when merged with the In-
dian Ugion, they could retain
their Portuguese culture and re-
ligion.

“This implies recognition of
Goa as a scparate entity. There-
fore, a merger could mean 3
different nationality within the
Indian Union "

He said the “/people would be

IMPRESSIONS OF PORT ELIZABETH

H=SOME THINGS THAT MIGHT BE BETTER

N my last article I wrote on
tacial intolerance and bitterness
outside the Cape. But similac

attitudes, though as yet less wides

spread, are penetrating there too,
I beard a garage mechanic exe
plain to his African assistau} that
“an iron lung is something to
keep White people alive, not ycu
kaffics,”  This is the sort of joke
which can in no circumstances be
funny. It betrays tbat fatal faslure
in human contacts that lies at the
root of all our present tensions.
So do Europeans who travel
.upstairs in the buses, (the better
to enjoy the view), while seats are
vacant dowastairs and non-Euro-
prans are turped away at _tbc
stops for lack of accommfadzuon

This insensitivity permeates all

aspects of our social Jife. Its
explosive possibilities, if not yet
.actual, are na less poteat in the
Cape than elsewhere. It is io-
vading even our churches, the
one place where discrimination
between the children of God
might be thought wholly iaad-
missable. Five years ago my
Trapsvaal Apglican parish not
merely discontinned the monthly
Eucharist at which an Indian and
a Coloured Christian were able to
join European commuaicants; it
banged them even from separate
services in the same  Church
building. These decisions re-
main unrescinded, mocking the
universality of the faith we pro-
fess "

I cannot say § heard of any-
thing so un-Christian among thé
churches of Port Elizabeth., Yet
there used 10 be many more non-
European worshippers in St
Mary's, for instance, than there
are today. And in another city
Church there is a bitter division
of opinion between those who
desite joint services with their
Coloured fellow-parishioners and
those who do not. Since ope side
,or the otber must now suffer
offence, can Christians in their
bearts doubt where Jesus would
have stood in such a matter, who
was Himself by our standards
colouced?

In regard to pastoral discri-
mipation and joint worship the
attitudes of the Dutch Reformed
Chutches, on one extreme, and of
the Roman Catholics or the other
are npow clear.  In between stand
the various British-descended
communions, which oppose dis-
crimination in priaciple but too
often snpport it i praclice. A
few months ago a small group of
Christian clergy and laity—among
them the Rev. Arthur Blaxall,

Alan Paton and Mr. A. J. Luthuli
—met in Natal to consider the
implications of Christian liviog in
a multi racial society. They con-
cluded that it was an essential
duty of the Church to bear publie
witness that in Christ Jesus all
men are one, ‘for which purpose
it is essential that there should be
at least some churches that are
completely inter racial.” Have
any city chitrches or” their mem-
bers responded to this challenge,
determined not only to accept,
but actively ta foster, joint wor-
ship and parish work?

Oa the subject of Group Areas
there also seems 10 be a failure,
bath on the Council and amoag the
European public, to appreciate
present evils and prospective
iniquities, The City Council’s
policy has been to suggest such
applications of the Group Areas
Act as might minimise its severi-
ties.  But the policy suffers from
this weakness: that in the last
tesort it matters very little what
the Council proposes. The deci-
sion, against which no appeal will
lie, is with the Minister on the
recommendation of his minions,
the Laed Tenure Advisory Board
and the Planning and Reference
Commitee. Thus only those
paris of any council’s proposals
will be accepted which suit Na-
tionalist ideology or such local
interests as commeand themselves
to the party in power. The
Council might consider wheth ¢
it should not keep its hands clean
by adhering to town planning and
refusing to play with group areas.
If all municipalities that regard
compulsory racial zoning under
this arbitrary Act as an upjusti-
fied infringement of human hberty
and a dizastrous interference with
ezonomic life would stapd to-
gether on this issue, there is little
the Goveroment could do about
it constitutionally,

Further, it s insufficiently
realised what very real hardships
the Act is altready itnposing on
non-Europeans. Since Europeans
do not normally wish to sell or
rent their property to mon-Euro-
peans, the present prohibition on
changes of ownership or occupa-
tioa affect them little. It ig very
different for non-Euaopeans, In
a mixed area like South End
changes in ownership and occy-
pation are frequent, especially
now that wealthier non-Euro-
pean landlords are selling pro-
perties on small deposits but
stiffish terms, inorder to liquidate
their holdings before group areay
are proclaimed, These condi.
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tiops tempt many cmaller men,
who hitherto have bad no hope-of
owning their own home and do
yet realise how precarious the
Act has made such iovestments in
such an area. Owing to the
overall shortage of non-European
housing, rents were alceady run-
ning well above the Rent Board’s
determinations. The effect of
these new transfers on onerous
terms is furcher to increase them
~—bath landlocd and tepant con-
piving at the breach of the law
as a lesser evil than homelessness

The process is aggravated by
the necessity of obtaining pzrmits
under the Act. A Coloured may
buy a house from an Asiatic—~one
permit required, Jo the house
live one Afsican and two Asiatic
families. The new owner wants
to eject one Asiatic family from
upstairs and replace him by the
African family from downstairs
(another permit), so tbat he him-
self can move into the African’s
rooms downstairs (a third permit).
Since each permit application has
to be accompanied by a sketch
map and is handled by a lawyer,
it costs the new owner between
£15 and £17 per application,
whether successful or not. It
can thus be seen what burdens
are thrown oa those whose in-
comes are Jeast able to meet them.
“The above example is not hypo-
thetical, Many families live undu s
these sort of conditiors in the
mixed areas of the city—condi-
tions of great shortage, excessive
demand and a (aw widely con.
sidered unjust that jnevirab'y re-
sult in disrespect for the law and
corruption of some of the staff
appointed to enforce it.

Auother instance of inability to
put ousselves in the place of
othets is the often expressed
doubt whetber many Africans are
really as inconvenienced by ic-
pressive legislation as is some-
umes alleged. An African fr.end
of mine is atticled to a fient of
attorneys  His whole future dee
peaded on Mr. Nelson Mandela’s
appeal against the Law Society's
attempt to disbar him. For both
my friend and Mandela are
“statutory Communists,"” having
been convicied upder the Sup-
pression Act for their part in the
Defiance Campaigan. If Mandela
had lost {(which bappily he did
not), my f{riend’s legal career
would have closed.  Another
African I koow is a commercial
traveller. He too is banned for
the same reason. His confine-
ment to one magisterial districe
uaturally diminishes his business.

Boths these are Port Elizabeth
men and such cases could be
multiplied, At a lower and maore
universal level the increasingly
severe enforcement of the pass
laws is becoming an intolerable
nuisance to Africans. Some Euro- .
ptans say we shall all be carrying,
passes soon.

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4 Euatopean, if challenged, is
atlowed a-week inr which-to pro-
duce tns identity card at a pohce
station, Non-production by' an

Those Europeans whe sull ralk

It is for that reason that the
adveat of independent African
churches should be welcomed,
edmired and encouraged.

sbould be surprised at this in
view of the fact that Protestant
cburches left the Roman Catho-
lic Church because they were
not satisfied with the way they
were treated by the Pope. It
is to Le hoped that more
and mo:e Africans will Jeave
European - churches and start
their own or consolidate the
newly-established indepeadent
African churches, We scy this
advisedly because we feel that
there is rreat need for all avail-
able White missionaries to
devole their energies to the
Chbristianisation of tbeir own
White people instead of wasting
theis time preacbiog the King-
-dom of God to Africans when
Africans bave their own Black
.peaple to 1ell them about the
Kingdom of Heaven and all
that wil! happen in the next
world, )

White pzople need the Gospel
Message badly these days. They
seem to bhave completely for-
gotten that all the peoples of
the world were created in God's
image regardless of their pig-
mentation, They gseem to have
campletely forgotten that in
the eyes of Almighty God there
is no Jew or Gentile and that
all of them are the san.e and
equal. If the present White
people do not agree with this
view then it ia clear that they
are contradicting the very Bible
their forboars brought to tlus
part of the world,

We are sure we fire expressing
the view lield by many Afliicans
thet it is right aad proper that
there should be many more ip-
dependent Africap churches as
Africans should tcy and be in-
dependent of other sections of
the community in practically
all forms of buman activity.
The word “independence’’ ought
to be engraved in letters of gold
on the foreheads of all Africans
for they must try and be ige
dependent in all things pro-
Rressive.

African storeReepers in the
lacations are struggling very
hard for a living but they have
this consolation that they are
independent, The same is true
of African builders, carpenters
and so forth lor without ijae
dependence there can de no
freedom.

Several unsuccessful attempts
were made by me to obtaio for
bhim the Goveroment of India
scholarship. My son, who 1s
only 19 years of age, is very
distressed about his iaability to
got back to college for higher
education,

In view ol highly restrictive
and discriminatory policies of
the Basuloiand Administration
agaiost Indians, it is not pos-
sible to cover the expenses
thrbugh trading, as applications
for licences are [requently
turved down by the Adminige
tration. Unless I fiad belp from
autside, [ can foresee oanly rnin
to this boy’s educational career
and with it his future. The
Administration is Dot even pre.
pared to offer bursaries to
,tudents of Indian origio.

It is for these reasoas that I
feel compelled to appeal to you
for belp. Al I ask of you is to
use the influence of your famous
paper, of which I am also a
reader, to bring the plight of
my soo before my Iadian
brethrea who read your pasper, ,
showiog them the difEculty in
which I find myself as uplained
abave. 1 feel confident that if
you could be pood and sym-
patbetic enough to accede to
my request, success may iesvlf.

My son would, if possible,
like to go to Fort Hare Uni-
versity College to sit for BS-,,
after which he intends to re-
apply for & Goveznme=nt of India
scholarship to proceed ovesseas
for Medicige.

The warrant stated that the
document which Lhey seounght
“may afford evidencs of the
commisslon or emspected acom-
mission of {a) treason (b) sedi-
tion and contravention of (c)
Aot 27 of 1914 (d) Act 44 of
1950 and (e) Aot B of 1953,

The mesting uwnagimoasly
passed 8 resolalion atroogly
condemning the aclion of tho
Police- Tle resolotion said:
‘“The Police are oarrying ont a
eystematio oampaign of intlmi~
dating the people. The Minis-
ter of Jaatics ia ntilising the
police foree not a8 guardians of
law and order but to farther the
politioal aims of the Nationaliet
Party. It is ridienlous to sog=
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geat that onr peacefal meiticg,
whose purpose wae {0 advanes
the canse of demacraay ia Boath
Africa, bad any criminal motiv.s.
The doouments tuken by the
polioe ilemonstrate one objeotives
olearly —~a peacefal campaign for
the convening of the Uongress of
the People at which all the
people of Soath Afeios will
have the opportority of formae
lating the Freedom Charter.

At the corolusinn of ths mesls
ing ex-Chiet A. J, Luthall, Pre-
sldent-General of the Alrigun
Natiooel Congress, who presided

CCORDING 1o the Iatest
A reliable information frem
Pondicherry, the French {will
bapd over their possessioos
jo Ipdia on Augut 714. So
these possessions will come as
a present on India's Indepea-
deoce Day, August 35  All
French European oflicials had
been asked lo get ready to
Jeave these Frenoch Indiap settie-
ments before August 34, A
meeting of the chiefs ol various
Goveroment departments was
beld under the presidentship of
Governor Mepard and news of
the Freach quilting the re.
maiging two settlements spread
soon after the meeting ended,
A passeager ship is expected to
arrive in  Pondichersy duriog
the next few days to take the
familiee of Frenca officiale.
Ofbcials themselves are sche-
duled to leave by acother pas-
cenger ship on Avgust 14, after
banding over power. Accordiog
tos French official, members
of the Pondicherry force were
asked whether they would opt
for service in other Freoch
colonies, 1f so such persons
were asked to be ready to leave
belore the Indian Independence
Day this year. '

On July 37 the French handed
over the possession of Mahe
rettlement to the people. The
33 sgquare-mile territoty  of
Mahe lies to the West coast ot
Indie. Eatlier the Liberation
Volunteers freed Yenam: The
combined tesfitories of Pondie
cherry, Yenam and Mahe total
nearly 200 square miles with a
population of over 390,000,
After transfer of power in Mahe,
the Liberation movement had
inteasified its campaign for the
merger of Karaikal and Pondi-
cherry  with  India.  Several
Government employees quitted
their jobs and joiced the move.
ment

Meanwhile there was a boom
inthe sales of imported goods
in these settlements which had
become basis of smuggling
foreign goods into India. Luxury
acticles, mainly rare silks, per-
fumes and wrist watches sud-
Genly disappeared from  the
shopt. Dgalers in trunks and
packing cases said they had a
brsk trade, maoy of the French
ladies having purchased avail-
abdle packiog cases, Freach offi.
cials in Pondicherty confirmed
the news ol their quitting the
setilements oo August gy,
though no one seemed to know
exactly how traozler of power
is to be efected,

There is & marked change
in the attilude of mnti-merger

‘I'hough the French Foreign
Office und the Government of
Iadia denied that they had any
koowledge of such a plan, di~
plomatic quarters in Paris Lee
lieved there migbt be consi-
derable truth in the report. It
was thought tbe matter was
being kept secret by agreement
until France settled her more
urgent problems of economic
reforms, the European stmy and
pacifyiog North Africa.  High
Yiench officials in Pondicherry
also confitmed the pews that
they bad received instructions
from Paris to be prepared to
Ieave the settlements at a short
potice. But they denied having
kanowledge of the date of quite
ting or how the power will be
transferred,

The liberation movement in
the Portuguese settlements has
taken n new turp, The first
chunk of Portuguese territory
in India was liberated when a
group of 35 volunteers of the
Uuaited Front of Goans, rallying
lozal suppozt, entered the vile
lage of Dadra in the isolated
Portuguese enclave. The liberas
tion volunteers met with resist-
ance fiom a group of Portuguese
police stationed in the rillage,
who opened fire. The volune
teers ovetcame the resistance
of the police and marched into
the village. They arrested 32
Portuguese  policemea  and
seized Irom them rifies, sevolvers
aad other arms, In the skirmish
botsveen the volunteers and the
Portuguess policemen one Poz-
tuguese police oflicer way
killed, while three policemen
were ipjuted. Oae Goan voluge
teer was alio injured, The
volunteers established a gram
panchsyat (village couacil) to
rule the village. Other villages
in the eaclave were mlso cap-
lured,

After the liberation of Dadra
the Portuguese Government in
a note to the Government pf
lodia, asked India to permit
the Portuguess forces to pass
through Indian territory to 1e.
capture Dadra, The Portuguese
Governmest 8lso warned that
they will suppress the nationgl
movemeat for mesger with India
with the “greatest severity,”

The Government of [ndia has
categorically refused to allow
Portuguese  troops to  pass
through Iodian territory. An
official spokesman of the Gove
erameont of India said that the
Government of India could not
and would not use force to
preveot Goans lrom peacelully
vindicating their [updamental
rights to patiopal liberation.
The people of Iadis, too, would
pot remain indifferent if vio-
lence was perpetrated on the
people of Portuguese India,
who were their own Rith sod
kie, The Government of {ndia
deprecates the use of violence,
but is firmly of the view that
Goans have every right to vindi=
cate their fundamental human
rights, Ifsuch efforts are met
by violence, ns secms to be the
intention of Portuguese autho-
rities, they must bear the con-
sequences of their misguided
policy,

Immediately after the liberas
tion of Dedra cnclave, the Pore
tuguese Government began
makiog wild acd falsc accusa.
tions against India and starled
wmakiog warlike preparations in
their setilements. More Portu-
guese and Negro troops and
armaments are being pouted
ia these possessions. Trenches
ate beiog dug oo the frontjer
and guns mounted in position.
The Poituguese forces in these
settlements are estimated to be
over 8oog at present,

The Lisbon autborities come
plained about the so.called
“Indian aggression,” to the
North Atlantic Treaty Organisa-
tion Council in the hope of
getting help from the organisa-~
tico, tut according {o the
spokesman of the NATO Coun-
cil, the question of these settles
wents does not come under tke
purview of the Council, so no
action will be taken oo the
Portuguese complaint. Accord-
ing to a Reu'er's message the
lortuguese sovght sid from
Britain and France to fight
agaiost the Goan npationale
ists, but both the Governments
have refused to have anything
with these settlements. Al-
though the Portuguese have
officially denied the news, other
soutces have confirmed that the
nesws is corrects

Oa july 30 the Portugueso
decided to expel the [Indian
Consul.General in Goa, Mr. Vin-
cent Coelbho, and the Indian
Consul at Marmagao, My, G, A,
Prabhu and accused them ol
helpiog the “Goan traitora” to
fight against Portugal. Within
fous hours of the Portuguese
decision, the Goveroment of
India took retaliatary steps
aod ordered, as a firit step, the
Portujuese Consul-General and
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the Consul at Bombay to leave
tbe Indian territory within 24
bours. Iadian representatives
have returned to lodia and the
Pottuguese diplomats have left
the Indian territory. The Gove
ernment of India have reserved
to themselves all further neces-
sary measures, Membess of the
staff of the Indian Congul-
Geaeral at Gos, however, con.
tinve to stay there. Ipdia
withdrew her legation in Lise
bon io Juoe 1953, but Portugal
has beeo maiotainiog her lega.
tion in New Delbhj,

After liberating Dadra eq.
clave, the Goan volunteers
entered Nagar Haveli enclave.
This Portuguese enclave con-
sists of 7o villages with a popu-
lation of 60,000, Tte Portuguese
concentrated their police force,
about 200 in aumber, armed
with machine guns, sten.
guts and band-grenades at
Selvasa. The volunteers cone
verged from two directions on
this foreign beadquarters. The
Portuguese cllicers, with about
59 men armed to the teeth,
1an away to the nearby juogls
without giving aoy fight, The
rest surrendered with arms,
The volunteers searching for
these runcaways found g group
of them near a villago and in
the ensuiog fight two Portuguese
were ipjuted. The rest again
ran away. Most of the villages
in this enclave have been liber.
ated; Now the volunteers are
preparing to attach Daman, a
port on Gujarat coast with a
large concentration of Portu-
guese soldiers. Tough fight is
expected at Daman,

The Goans residiog in India
bave decided to sead about.
1000 volunteers to Goa on
August 35 to offer Satyagraha
The Portoguese authorities bave
declared that they would not
allow thesc peaceful demon-
strators to enter Goa tertitory
and they will shoot them at
sight, The Government of India
bas warned Portugal (hat apy
such inhuman actioa o peace-
ful demonstrators, will have
immediate repercussions on the
people of India and the ra-
sultant consequences will be
