. AN APPEAL TO THE PEOPLE OF

ment of Great Britain issovereign,
It is forgotten that Great Britain
has an unwritten constitution,
That the British people, over a
period of hundreds of years, have
fought for. and obtained their
charter of rights, the libertiss
with whick no parliament in
Great Britain would ever think
of tampering. It is only on the
basis of such a degree of agree-
ment that any democratic system
can work. It mnever gives un-
limited power to a political party.

Parliament is old and well tried
in Great Britain. Our Union
Parliament is only 45 years old
this year. There had been no
time in which to -work out a
system of common beliefs and
tiaditions, indeed twar between
different sections of our people
lay not far behind, when our
Union was founded in 1910, and
s0 it was that certain deeply felt
convictions were entrenched in a
written constitution, It was so-

‘lemnly apreed that "the parlia-

mentary rights of the non-Eufo-
pean peoples in the Cape Colony
and the equal rights of the Eng-
lish larguage would never be
tampered with unless there was
the overwhelming evidence of a
two-thirds majority of votes in
favour of such a change in hoth
houses of parliament sittiog to-
gether in solemn debate. We
were told on Sunday by one of
the leading Afrikaans newspapers,
oaly largely awned by the Prime
Minister, that all that was in-
tended by the Senate Bill was
“‘a harmless alteration to 2 harm-,
less body™ (the Senate) “in order
to achieve a limited objective''—
the removal of the Coloured
voter from the common voters'
soll in the Cape Province!

What a confession! YWhat a
juggling with onc of the funda-
mental units of our parliamentary
system, in order to overcome the
promised guarantee that the
Coloured vote would not be
tampered with unless there was
an ovcryvhelming demand for
such change in the country. How
can votes cast by members ap=
pointed by the goveroment in
power for the specific purpose of
obtaining a  twa'thirg majority
provide any evidence of such
overwhelming demand?

Very great numbets’ of South
Africans have had too many
shocks in the last few years to
believe that with this Senate B
a harmless change to 2 harmless
house for alimited purpose s
intended!

We have believed that we were
living in a country in which de-
mocratic rights were secured at
least to the white people of the
country aud to some of the non-
Europeans in the Cape Province.
Many of us still bope that the

. basis of our franchise.will be
broadened until we really can
claim the title of a democracy,
honouring the highest moral
ideals of western civilisation.

Those ideals lead us to a dream
of a world in which men of differ-
ent races and traditions canm,
nonetheless, live in peace and
<o-operation with each other,
side by side in the same political
structure, each with pride in its
own distinctive  jndividuality,
each with respect for the indivi-
duality of the others. Oaly so,
wé are convinced, can we save
western civilisation in our land.

Certainly it is unthinkable that
responsible South Africans who
realise what guarantees are, what
promises are, should barter one
of the entrenched clauses of the

constitution for the withdrawal -

of this pernicious Bill. It must
be made quite clear tbat there is
no question of a compromise.

In the original constitution
the Coloured people and the
Africans in the Cape Colony had
the same voting rights as the
European. Today these rights
have been diminished, .

White persons’ _have a vote
when they become 21 years of
age. The Coloured man has to
satisfy certain conditions of pro-
perty owning or wages earned
and a certain degree of education-
in order to obtain the vote,
Surely if there is to be a drastic
change in the voting powers of
the Cape Coloured the least we
can demand is that there should
be an overwhelming expression of
this demand from the electorate
and not from a trumped-up ma-
jority, due to legislation making a
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farce of the vote of ihe membey
of the Senrte.

This legislation makes the
Senate not a harmless body but a
laughable body, which none-
theless is pregnant with. harm
and fills one with ominous fore-
boding, ’

How can an old woman like
myself find any comfort in the
last days of life, how can any
mothers think happily of the
future of their children when
everything points out to dne
section of the Afrikaans po-
pulation arrogating to itself over-
whelming power to mould South
Africa to its particular liking,
irrespective of the ideals and
wishes of the ather sections of
the Afrikaans. and English-speak-
ing peoples not to speak of the
millions of non-Europeans.

It is perfectly legitimate for
different groups to emphasise
their distinctive individuality, to
believe in their historic mission
and value their own language and
culture. It is perfectly legitimate
that each group should honour
its teaditions with its memorable
incideats and glotious deeds, its
leaders and heroes, even its in-
evitable hatreds and antagonisms,
its memories of wars and wrongs.
It is not legitimate -for one group
to seek to entrench itself within
a legal system which would de-
prive other groups of like respect
and recognition,

We are not willing at this stage
in out history to submit ourselves
to a baasskap, a dominance which
wishes to order the structure of
our country solely in the interests
of one group, and in a way that
will lead to disaster for us all.

LORD RUSSELL'ON NUCLEAR WAR

' Lord Ruisell moved the first
resolutjon, which was in simi-
lar terms to that contained in
his recent appeal, signed by
eight leading scientists, calling

such weapons threaten the con-
tinued existence of civilited
life, and possibly even mankind,

we urge the immediote examis= "

oation of the implications of
recent scientific developments

for humsnity as a whole and’

the ptomotion of peaceful
meaans for the settlement of all
mattera of internatiopal dise
puze.” !

Lord Ruisell said the purpose,
of congress was “to take the-

first step in a movement which
it is hoped, will go wider and'
deeper until it ‘becomes a con-
trolling factor for good in public
opinion and the decisions of
goveroments.” .

Lotd Russell said scientists
still had a duty of disseminatiog
knowledge for which govern.
ments demand secrecy, but the
more general Rind of Rnow-
ledge as to the effects to be
expected from the use of modern
weapons. ' i

“And one thing that is new
is that it is not enough to” pub.
lish the fact in learned journals
in techaical Ianguage, but they
must be made Rnown as widely
as possible, primarily to the
statesmen who direct policy,
but also to that large public to
whose opinion statesmen must
attend.

“GOD’S KINGDOM: IN MULTI-
RACIAL SOUTH AFRICA”

F. J. van Wyk. Secretary Continuation Committee Inter-
Racial Conference Of Church Leaders

DIAGNOSING the ills affecting

the world and South Africa
today, the Rt. Rev. C. W. Alder-
son, Bishop of Bloemfontein,
mentions materialism and of it
says that ‘it has always exhibited
historically the same kind of
phenomena, determination (gen-
erally unsuccessful in the end) of
the wealthy and dominant clisses
to keep what they have at almost
any cost, permanent and increas-
ing desire and dissatisfaction
amongst those who have not, and
a special gulf between them that
prevent them from meeting and
understanding each other and

coming to tesms. These things'

are accentuated "in our land by
differences of race, language and
colous,”” . |
Another ill, in his view, is that
we come more to'think of men in
the mass, and not as individuals
or personalities, With this goes
the impersonality of the modern
organization of society, and the
Bishop adds: ‘It is‘a modern and
most dangerous heresy that states
as such are omniscient or ommni-
competent, and have the right to
tulé the bodies and souls of men.
“Their function is to such suffi-
cient order and peace in a society,
that men are able to use their
God-given abilities to the fullest
degree possible to them .. ...

any Europeans that they sannot
confer round one table with non«
Europeans must be abandoned,
and he advocates the opening of
“doors of our churches to the
leaders of other Protestant church-
es, Europeans, as well as none
Europeans, so that they may
address certain gatherings and
supply information about parti-
cular problems and points, of
view.

On May 4 last, in a state-
ment in Lok Sabha, 1 expressed
our concern at some recent ce-
velopments in Goa which indi-
cated a deepeniog of the crisis
theed. Duripg the past two
moaoths there have been further
grave developments which have
caused soxiely and aroused in-
tense feeling throughout India
ag well as io Gos.

The strugglé of Goans for
freedom and for integration
with the Union of Indiais not
a pew development. It dates
back a considerable time. More
particularly in 3646 the pros-
pect of India becoming ia-
dependent  soon naturally
brought hope to Goans aod
they made ap attempt to free
themselves. This attempt fail-
ed. Ever since then there has
been n continuing agitation in
Goa, and many Goan patriots
have suffered because of this.
Eminoeat citizens have been
gentenced to lony terms ol 1me
prisonment or deported. Even
expression of opinion in {avour
of integratfon with India or 2
verbal nrotest has led to im-
pnsonment loss of civil liber-
ties, and sometimes to deporta=
tion. There is a compléte
abseace af civil libertiesin Goa
and normal methods of coostis
tulional agitation are [orbidden
nod repressed.

Grenter Repression

About n year ago the agila-
tion in Goa became more
vigorous and demoostrative.
This led to greater repression
by the Portuguese authorties,
A pew turna was given to the
movement then by Goans, with=
in Goa as well as outside, pete
forming some form of Satya-
graha, This was largely con.
fined to Gonps, though occas
sionally non-Goans alio “parti-
cnpntcd .

This Government vas anXious -

that this problem should be
sottled peacelully and, if pos-
sible, by nspotiations with the
Portuguese Government, This
was the policy the Goveroment
had mdopted Loth in regard to
the French settlements and
Portuguese settlements in lndia.
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TEXT OF PRIME MINISTER’S STATEMENT
ON GOA

The policy met with succéss in
regard to the French settlements

- and an agreement was arrived

at with the French Government.
In regard to Goa, however, the
Portuguese Government have
consistently refused to have
negotiations or even discuss
this matter. On some occasions
the Government of India'’s
Notes addressed to the Portu-
guese Government have not
been accepted by them. Never.
theless, it was the firm policy
of” the Goveroment to puriue
peaceful methods only.

Careful Thought

When Satyagraba staried
within Goa as well as cutside,
the Government had to give

carefvul thought to this new de-_

velopment. In regard to Satya-
graha ioside Goa, the Govern.
ment of India naturally bad ‘oo
concern. Regarding entty of
Satyagrahis into Portuguese
territories, the Government of
India’s attitude has been to dis-
courage non-Goans [rom partis
cipating in Satyagrata; They
also do not look with [avour on
apy mass entry of Satyagrahis,
In August 1954, a serious situa-
tion has arsen, but any crisis
was avoided because ol this
policy of the Government and
co-operation that the people
generally pave to it.

Satyagraba, howeve'r, has
contioued ever since then from
time to time. Oo May 18 a
group of peaceful Satyagrahis
under the leadership of Mr,
Goray entered Goa. The Portu-
guese authorities opened fire on
these peaceful men, iojuring
four of them and later severely
beating nnd manbandliog them.
Mr. Goray and the iojured
Satyagrahis were kept in police
custody, while others were
pushed out into Indian territo.y.

Since May 8, ra more groups
of peacelul Satyagrahis have
entered the territory of Goa,
These Satyagrabis have been
trenled with coosiderable biu-
tulity, lhey have been assault
ed and beaten till some of them

have lost coosciousness. It is
reported that some of these
persons  were trampled upop

after they had fallen dowa.

Serious lojuries

QOae ol the injured Satya-
rrahis, Amic Chnd Gupts, was
put back into Indian tegritory
in an uncooscious slate and
succumbed ' to  his  injuries,
Maoy others were udmitted
into hoipital sulfering from
compound feactures and other
serious injuries. Another group
of Satyagrahis led by Jaganath

Rao Joshi on June 25 was also
fired upon, resulting in injucies
to two Satyagrahis. It is re-
ported that anotber person,
Napari, n Goan who was oot a
Satyagrahi, also met his death
because of the severe beatiog
he bad received. 4

Since May last about 800
Satyagrahis have entered
in different groups and
at different times. Ol theso,
nine have been detained and
others have been thrust bdack
iato lIndian territory, often
after a beating. Amoog those
detaioed are Mr, N. C. Gomny,
Mr. S. P, Limaye and a member
of ths House, Mr, Triden Kumar
Chaudhuri.

Some of those in custody have
been brought for trial belore a
local military tribunal, Up till
now, so far as our information
goes, 122 Goans, most of whom
are resident in Goa itself, have
been sentenced to terms of
rigorous imprisooment rangiog
from one to 28 years, They
have been denied status of
political prisoners and are be-
ing treated as commos crie
migals. Thirteen Indians have
also been sentenced to terms of
imprisonment of eight to nine
years,
