Pressures

The questionings, in the mind
of  Afrikaner Nationalism, bave
been intensified by the irresistible
pressures we have exerted with-
outa break since apartheid got
to power.

march of 20,000 women to Pre-
toria; world opinion; the split in
the White community and the
emergence of the Liberal Party.

A recent repart in the South
African press described them as
a™geeat charter and vital chal-
lenge, the reaction to which will
determine history throughout the
continent. QOaly rarcly tn human
history have dotuments of this
quality io thought and appli-
cability become available, and
their effect bas been lasting 2nd
been decisive,” But this report
omitted possibly the most signi-
ficant fact of all—that the pro-
posals aze distrusted and opposed
by all shades of African opinion
in S.R., which is supposed to be
calmer and more cooperative
than the “"hot-heads”™ in "N.
Rbodesia and Nyasaland. Why
this unaoimotss rejection?

Special Voters
One answet undoubiedly lies
in the comrmission’s recommenda-
tion that constituencies should be
go  de-limited that  ‘'special”

constituency. ‘This “safeguard”
against “'sw-mpiog’ is in addi-
tion to the “fractional” vote al-
ready mentioned.

Non-Viofent Rebellion

CHAPTER XI

THOUGH Gandhiji had been
so full of hope that the
British would zeward India by
giving "her complete [reedom,
he was bitterly disappointed.
When the war ended it became
plain that therea was to be no
reward at all for the sacrifices
India had made. As time went
on, harsher laws came to ops
press the people, until Gandhiji
saw that rebellion afl over the
country was the only way to
breah the British power in
India,

But he would sllow no vio.
lence. For years he had been
preaching love, peace and'non-
violence. Now he called on
the people to rebel nonsviolent-
ly. They were to refuse to
obey unjust Iaws, but always
in a peaceful manner,

Above all the people rebelled
agninst the taxes they were
expected to pay. These were
far too many for the masses of
India, who were already on the
brink of starvation, In parti-
cular there was the salt tax,
This meant great hardship to
millions of poor Indians whose
food is often only rice or wheat
flavoured with a 1little salt,
Gaadhiji encoursged them to
avoid the tax by preparing their
own salt from sea.water,

The Government had also for-
bidden the sale of a number of
books which spoke of freedom,
They did Inot want the people
to read such books, Gandbiji
bad mapy thousands of copies
of these books printed, Thess
copies were carried about every-
where by Coogress voluntsers
and offered for sale at four
aannas each, Though the price
was 50 low, people often gave
as much as five or ten rupees ipa
stead, in order to give Gandhiji
money to carry on his great
work. One man even gave fifty
tupees for ome book] 1Ip this

But the total electorate
is only about 40,000 voters...to’
be a voter one tnust be a man,
over 25, litecate, earning £150 2
year or more, and born a subject
of the Sultan of Zapzibar. There
ate 6 seats to be contested, four
in Zanzibar itself, 2 in the island
of Demba. 14 candidates have
been nominated: 5 by the Na-
tionalists, 4 by the Afro-Shizari
Union, and  therc are 5 in-
dependents. In addition to the

* gelected there will be another 6

non-official members nominated
to the Legislative Council and
13 official members. So the elec-
tion, important as it is as a mile-
stone, marks only the first mile
on the road to a democratic con-
stitution. And this step has
been a long time coming. The
Naticnalist party claims to have
the support of both Arab and
Shirazi voters (Shirazis are those
born in Zanzibar). Tt actually
began as a Shitazi body, but
many of the Arabs joined it, and
jts present leader, Sheikh Al
Muhsin, i3 an Arab. It now
welecomes members of all races, if
born in Zanzibar. Sheikh Ali
bas defised his policy as “We
want the British to go but we
have no quarrel with the Com-
monwealth.”

_ He has denied any political
link with Egypt, though he re
coguises “cultural ties”, and a
portrait of President [Nasser
hangs in his room. The Afro-
Shirazi Union has only recently
come to the fore. A year ago
the Natiopalists looked like
baving things all their own way.
But after 2 visit from Nyerere,
the leader of the Tanganyika
Afcican National Uaion, the
Shirazis became more conscious
of their African bloed and of the
long tradition of Arab domina-
tion.

Christian Action has annonuced
that more than £20,000 has now
been collected for the GChristian
Action Defence and Aid Fund.
It is hoped that the fund, which
is to help the 156 accused in the
South Aftrican treason trial, with
their Icgal and family expenses,
will eventually amount to £50000.
It is estimated that the total ex-
penses of the acecused will be
about £150,000. The list of the
appeal’s -sponsors now includes
the Bishop of Chicester, Sir
Maurice Bowra, Warden
Wadhzam ' College, Oxford; Sir
Henry Willinck, Master of Mag-
dalene College, Cambridge; and
Mr. James Griffiths, Deputy
Leader of the Parliamentary
Labour Party.

Mr. Tom Mboya, the leader of
the delegation representing the
African elected members of the
Kenya Legislature, said in Lon-
don recently that the number of
African representatives must be
increased from 8 to 23, ‘That
was not aomething that could be
negotiated aleng with  other
matters in a general review of the
colony's political problems. He
and his seven colleagues insist
that this coocession should be
made at the outset, with no strinps
atteched. Then, and only then,
could further nepotiations begin.
Mr. Mboya has come to this
country at the head of an Alrican
delegation to put the case for con-
stitutional reform before the
Colonial Secretary,, Mr Lennex
Boyd. Speaking at a Press Con-
ference arranged by the African
Buceau he said that the eight
African seats were disproportion.
ately allocated so that in Nyanza
province there were three mem-
bers to represent a million Afri-
cans, while in the Central Pro-
vince there was only one to re-
present two million, He thought
it even more wropg that 50,000
European should have half that
oumber. He agreed that in.
creasing the present number of
African membery from eight 1o
23 would eive them a majority in

the Legislature, but he said he
could not see how this could
hampet or impede good govern-
ment.
