Crisis In

Rhodesia

By JORDAN K, NGUBANE

VFNTS in the Central African Federation are unfolding according

< to a pattern to which we dare not be indifferent,

What is hap-

peaing there shows, almost precisely, the nature of the problems we
are going to face ip this country within, probably, the next year

or twe.

The passing by the Federation
‘Parliament of the Welensky law
haa preduced a crisis which forced
Mzr. J. Savanhy, one of the Afri-
can members of the legislatuce,
to resign. This event is of great
sigaificance. On the one hand it
has brought to the fore the
quality of statesmanship from the
.African side which could have
made the coneept of partnership
sttractive if reason bad prevailed
eatlier on the ruling side. On
the other it bas underlined very
beavily an ugly fact we shall do
well to face—that the race probe
Iem is reaching ths point where
partnership might be on the way
out. o

Whatever his faults, Mr, Sa-
vanhu was a firm believer in the
concept of race co-operation.
So deeply-rooted was his loyalty
to this ideal tha) he was prepared
to accept partnership even on
the Whiteman'’s own terms—as
agaiost the wishes of the majocity
of the African people. In the
. years he was in Parliament bhe
consistently endeavoured to- do
allin his power to translate his
ideal into reality.

Let Down

That e has at last come to
the end of the road iz not his
fault. He has been let down by
the majority of the White people,
with whom he endeavoured to
wotk closely in co-operation For
most of them, ag Welensky's plan
clearly shows, partnership meant
that the African  co operated
where the White people did the
operating, to borrow a phrase
from Deneys Reitz, This stab
from the back brought about the
downfall of 2 man who was not
afraid to face his own people in
the defence of partnership.

With his fall, something  else
bar happened. The Africans of
Southern Rbodesia have, by
throwing him out, made it plain
that they have rejected partner-
ship on the White man's terms.
Thinis the drst and really signi-
ficant thing to note about Sa-
vadhu's resipnation.

There is no valid reason to
believe that this means the re-
jection of partnership altogether;

. 8 turning of the back on the ideal
of a multi racial commupity, It
does mean, however, that the
African will from now hence.

- forth accept partnership on -his

own terms. This is of especial
significance to us in South
Africa—particularly against the
background of the Jobannesburg
conference.

White Press

But what are those ‘terms?
They have not as  yet formulated
them clearly in Savanhu’s couns
try. At the same time the re-
plies given farther to the North
to a -similar question apply in
thls situation, In Nyasaland and
Northern Rhodesia the Africans
reject the Welensky notion of
partnership. The White Press
has not given their views the
publicity they deserver But these
people have made it plain that
they see no future for themselves
in circumstances where they shall
remain junior partoers for the
longest time possible: For part-
nership to have meaning for
them, representation in- Parlia-
ment must be on the principle of
parity. That would mean that
the Africans and the White
people had equal numbers of
membérs of the legislature, in
spit: of the fact that the African
was numerically stronger. They
were prepared to  guarantee
minority rights.

Welensky's rejection of these
extremely reasonable terms is
persuading the Northern Afri-
caas that real salvation for them
and their children lies in turning
along the road taken by Ghana,
in rejecting the ideal of partner-
ship, in favour of an Africanist
society. s

Road Te Ghana

The African of the Union can
do one of two things: He can
jump on to the bandwagon to
Ghana or take the road followed
by Savanhu, The first course
will take bim through an ugly
collision with the White supre-
macists. But his own numbess
here and in countries between
the Limpopo and the equater
make it certain that in the end he
will win

The chances are that 1he
second might take him precisely
to the dead end recached by
Savanhu, - But at Bloemfontein
the Africans chose Savanhu’s
road, though their conditions
were different. They did not
accept common citizeaship on
the White man's terms. They
wanted it on the basis of race

equality, co-operation and inter-
dependence.

At first glance it would appear
that the majority of White people
will reject outright these terms
and in that way foree us, also, to
#ee salvation for ourselves in re-
jecting the jdeal of a2 multi-racial
mociety. But a closer view of the
situation brings to light quite a
number of developments to show
that White reactions are not all
negative.

Verwoerdian Bloodbath

The reception accocded the
Bloemfontein  Reselution  was
gratifying., The greater number
of papers commented most favour
ably on it. Quite a number of
White organisations and leading
persons openly {dentified them-
selves with-the African stand.

Of real significance here, how-
gver, were the reactions from
those sides one would normally
expect to stand by Verwoerd in
the event of what he calls a
bloodbath. The United Party
worked with renewed energy to
produce a more realistic Native
policy.

If Press descriptions of it are
correct, 1 do not hesitate to say
that the thing will be stillborn.
No African, in the present state
of opinion, will even care to sniff
at Senate representation,

Of significance, however, is
not the shortsiphtedness of its
tarmers, but the fact that they
realise that the old signposts are
no loager reliable as gu'des into
the future,

At the same time events in the
ranks of Afrikaner Nationalism,
as I pointed out in my last article,
are takiog a turn which deserves
to be very closely watched.
Apartheid has been deocunced
by its own advocates as out-
moded (see van Heerden's ad-
dress to the Stellenboseh stu-
dents); Eric Louw has passed a
catastrophic vote of no confidence
in apartheid by inviting Nkru-
mah to send a-diplomatic repre-
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sentative; “Die Berger’' cecently
came out with an article openly
pleading for partial social equal-
ityl And that was published in
some of its political sister papers,

Lot Of Faith

These developments project in
the clearest form possible the
real task of the Jobanpesburg
conference—upon which I
pin a lot of faith. We are a
nation whose component parts
are about to split irrevocably and
go in opposite directions. We
shall go to Johannesburg to seek
a formula to keep us together.

.To work, such a formula must,

in the first place, win the trust of
those who bhave suffered most
from race oppression—the Afri-
cans. It must promise them a
future more real and near enough
to be more attractive than the
Ghana road. The common citi-
zenship it must offer must not
be on the White man’s terms for,
as Savanhu's fall shows, the
Africans do not want that. That
is why the United Party's coming
WNative Policy is twenty-five years
behind time. The social equality
of “Die Burger's'' cotrespondent
is more realistic and certainly
more acceptable. It must be a
citizenship on terms acceptable
to the African.
