tion, Since Kashmir roads and
rivers run nocth east ro south-
west,‘occupation of the state

-
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by potential enemy forces adds

several hundred miles to the
country's already vulnerable
frontiers; whereas  Pakistani

troops in Kashmir do not pose
the same threat'to India.

On the Indian side there is a
great deal too much hair-split-
ting over the legalities involved.
Far more substantial is Nahru’s
fear that the issues at a plebiscite
would be bound to become com-
miuaal (religious) This would

reintroduce the most inflammable -

element into Iadia’s politics. be-
side which Gujerati-Mahratta
differences (they are mostly co-
religionists) would be dwarfed.
35 million Muslims still live in
India of their own accord and
Nehru has absolutely pledged
himself to a secular state. I{ that
position is breached, more parti-
cularly if some one miilion
Hindus now in Kashmir were to
evacuate the state because it {or
most of it} were to opt for Pakis-
tan under a plebiscite; the flames
of communal strife which en-
gulfed 10 miilien people in the
Punjab in 1947 and killed at
least a million of them would
again rage round this large
Muslim mizority in India, the
bands of the communal fanatics
and social reactionaries would be
strengthened and Indo-Pakistan
war itself would be as probable
as over apy stalemate Kashmir
incident at present. And Mr.
Nehru has a strong, if fortuitous,
argument available—let Pakistan
come and talk about plebiscites
when she has e¢stablished demo-
cracy at home.

I think the truth is that the
Kasbhmir problem, for all its
malignant possibilities as ag

present unresolved (and these
extend far beyond the two re-
publics, the Seato, Nato, UN.
and other forums where mischitf
can be provoked by interested
parties on eithes side), is strictly
insoluble within the framework
of a divided India. The recently
published official Indian history
of the Mutiny stresses that only
a hundred years ago, for all the
many internal divisions, religion
was not itself an  imporeanot
diversive factor. Between the
Iadian reluctance to.make tmuch
of the Muriny centenary and the
Pakistan glorification of it as an
epic page in the story of the
Moghul (Muslim) empire can
be seen something of the greater
political maturity of the former
republic,

Yet India .may reflect that it
was precisely the quieker ad-pta-
tion of Hindu intellectuals to

Western education and the poli-
tics and administration of a
modern state during the last 100
years which gave them dis-
proportionate superiority over
the one-quarter Muslim minority
of undivided India’s populatien.
And it was the selfishly short-
sighted use to which the Hindu-
dominated Congress put its
majocities in the fiest years of
provincial self-government
(1937.9) that finally decided the
Muslim League to opt for parti-
tion. The British no doubt have
their share of the blame, both
for baving sold Kashmir to the
Deogra rajah of Jammu after the
Mutiny and for having some-
times yielded (consciously or
unconsciously) to the temptation
to divide and rule as between
Hindus and Muslims. Nothing
in the last 100 years divided
India so utterly as religious com-
munalism,

In view of all that has happen-
ed before and after independence
it must seem visionary to think
now in terms of re-unification,
But only, I believe, along some
such lines (federal perhaps) will
the Kashmir problem and several
other economic wounds arising
out of parctition be ooe day
bhealed. If, however, reunifica-
tion is ever to take place, it will
require the major contribution
in magpanimity from the stronger

party—Iadia—in order to efface
the Pakistani’s past fears of
Muslims being a  perpetually
dominated and under-privileged
minority.

) Changeover In India

HE Offioial Langnage Com-

mission has recommended
that the Government of India
ghonld draw up without delay a
“Yapecifio plan of action,” in-
olnding time schedules, for the
lnguistio ohange-over envisaged
in the constitution.

The Commission, which was
headed by the late Mr. B. G.
Kher, in itg report saye ‘‘what-
ever the reasons for the omiazion
in the past to draw up euch B
ppecific plan of action aimed at
the eventnal accomplishment of
the linguistic change-over enaol®
ed in the Constitutional pro=
yisione, such a plan, and within
the plan time sohedunles (with a
dne meagure of ftaxibility) as
gubordinate targets, should now

be drawn up withant delay, kepb
under continuous review and en~
ergetically pureaed hersafter.”

The commisgion has expressed
the view that it is neither neces-
gary nor poseible for it to pro-
nounce now whether a general
change-over from English to
Hindi wonld be found practic-
able by 1965. This. the Com=
mission says, will depend on the
efforts made in that direotion in
the meantime.*

The 20-member commiesion,
however, affirmathat, in the light
of the tully democratia basis of
Indian policy, a8 eatablished un.
der the Coastitution, it is not
possible to envisage Eaglish as
the .langnage of India’s mass
medinm. The programme of
o_umpulanry elementary edunca=
tion can be conceived only in
terms of Indian langnages.
