Fifty Years Of ‘Union

By JORDAN K. NGUBANE

EXT year the government plans to celebrate balf a century of
Upion. Then, the majority of the White people will be rejoicing
over the fact that for fifty years the ideal that the white man must
remain master will have been the dominant factor in South African
national life. The victims of this outloek could very well go to the
extreme of being so negative in their reactions as to sit down and da
nothing to attract attention to another tradition which has ap im-

portance and significance greater than that of apartheid.

Two years after Union African
statesmen and nationsbuilders
from all over South, Africa met
in Bloemfontein and decided to
start 3 new tradition which was
to move events along safer routes
to a better future for all South
Africans. These men, the foun.
ders of the African National
Congress, realised that to regard
race as 3 lasting bond of unity
was an invitation to disaster. It
would stimulate racial tensions,
make differences on almost every
issue fundamental and in the end
leave civil war as the only sclu-
tion to Sputh Africa’s race prob
lem.,

They tock the view that
Ioyalties which bad a similar
meaniag on beth sides of the
colour line would be more reliable
and more lasting bonds of uaity.
This could bappen only where
the individual was free io body,
mind and soul to give of his
very best to the life of the whole
as well az to derive the maximum
geed from it.

Fierce Clash

Thus, where the White creators
of Union concentrated on seeing
men and events and the truth
from the group perspective, the
founders of the African National
Congress set the greatest store
by the individual, In the fifty
years in between, these two tra
ditions have beco increasingly
involved in a clash. In other
words South Africa’s race prob.
lem has, since Union, been
basically a conflict between itres
concilable values of life and not
the clask of colour, as the men
of apartheid would have us be-
lieve.

Whep, nekt vear, the advocates
of White supremacy sit down to
feview their victories and defeats,
those of us who adhbere to the
other tradition should also take
stock of what we bave done in
fifty yeats to create a South
Africa where no man would be
punished for the fact that he bad
been created with a particular
skin colour.

We need ta do this for a
number of good reasons, Fifty
years ago, White supremacy was
the dominant way of life, This

did not mean that it had never
been challenged. Africans had
dizd in wars and rebellions to
have that freedom which wotld
enable them tc make the best
possible use of their lives, That
spirit has never heecn destroyed.
Only the modes in which it finds
expression have altered., When
we were diveded and weak, we
could only resort to our spearr.
But with our unity as a2 new
people in history came strength
and a wider variety of wisdom.
That brought us a wider varicty
of weapons too.
Changes

As a result, our fight to be free
in the land of our birth has been
a rematkable transformation in
our methods and attitudes since
1912.  After 1919 and the failure
of missions to Great Britain we
revised our strategy and produced
the ICU which attempted to use
our labour force to ensure respect
for our strategy. We did not
bave too much experience in the
use of this weapon and thar was
our undoiog,

When the Cape vote was
threatened we produced a new
idea—that of refusing to colla-
borate in’working those institne
tions which perpetrated the illu-
sion that we had a say in how we
were to be governed, We started
talking of boycotts.

For a long time we were divid-
ed among ourselves on this issuc,
While this happened the race
oppressor moved from strength
to strength  That brought about
a narrowing of the fissions in owur
ranks, By the end of the war
we had been hit hard sufficiently
to realise that co-operation be-
tween {Black and White which
was based on terms diciated 10
us by the rulers had to be rejected
if we were to be free in our land.
We launched the resistance movee
ment.

Onc of the most remarkable
achieverments of this demonstra«
tion was that it eplit the White
community aod produced a
loyalty which all the races coild
accept a5 having real and valid
meaning in their lives,

Humiliation

When, next year, the rulera
celebrate fifty years of dominance
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for thelr way of life, we could do
worte than remember that al.
though ours hax been a bitter
Aght, we bave registered pro-
gress for the tradition we tried to

uphold. 1a "1912 the White
people thought as a group, The
to called liberals of the time

functioned as instruments to get
us to accept our own humilia-
tion In the years which followed
we succeeded in producing a new
type of liberal; that is, in pre-
pating ground for 2 new  inter-
pretation of liberty and demos
cracy. If we bad not dooe this,
there would have been no Liberal
Party, for example.

The vew Liberal had to face
realistically the fact that for good
or for worse the African would
have te rule the country—simply
because he had the advantage of
numbers,

It is anindication of the quality
of our statesmanship that in fifty
years of selative weakness our
cppressors, powerful as they
always were, did not succeed in
crushing the ideas of 1912 out of
aur hearts  Ethaic grouping will
not drive us back to the Jays of
weakness before 1912, And ay
we grow from strength o
steength, day by day, we need to
remember that if to-day the race
oppressor is isolated in the world,
if to-day his pame stinks, it ig
largely because we stuck to the
faith banded down to us by our
fathers., It is because we have
clung to the truth they gave to ug
in spite of bad setbacks. Because
of this loyalty to the ideal of 2
united pation where citizenship
and loyalty would have a similar
meaning on both sides of the
colour line, we can say in all
bumility that to-day we are the
true upbolders of civilised values
of life. H we bad been scared of
payiog the price for liberty, few
White people would to day pos-
sibly be bothering themselves
about our fate, if they could
help it

Qur Duty

Against this rather vast back.
ground is it not our duty to
ensure that next year we should
sct the spotlight on our efforts to
reinforce the other tradition in
South African national life...that
which sets the greatest store by
the individual? We have held
the torck of liberty aglow for
-fifty years and we should tell the
world about it; we should tell
" ourseives about it; we should,
above 2ll, tell our children, whose
micds minds are being poisoned
by Bamwu Education, about what
we have done to ¢nable them to
walk about the steeets of their
country with their heads raised,
one day.

Indian Agency To Aid
The Poor

EW life was put into the Dur-

ban Indian Benevolent Society
at a2 meeting held in Durban
recently  This peneral meeting,
which bad been called under
considerable pressure, was attend-
ed by a2 number of persons in-
terested in Indian welfare work,
and an eatirely new committee
waselected, Dr. K, Ginwala was
elected president with  Miss
Zubeida Seedat as secretary and
Mr. J. B. Patel as treasucer, A
number of vice-presidents apd a
committee of twenty were zlso
elected.

This meeting had been called
by the former secretary, who
died 2 fortnight before the actual
meeting, a3 a result of efforis
made by a group of European
and Indian women who were
seriously concerned over the
problems of poverty resulting
from the acute unemployment
pesition in the Indian community.
A committee had been formed
under the leadership of Dr. Hilda
Kuper, but it found that it could
not function as the Ben:volent
Society had been repistered by
the Social Welfare authorities 1o
provide such welfare work, That
Saciety however, had not had a
general meeting for six years, and
according to statements of ace
counls made available. did prac-
tically no relief work, The de-
peadents of unemployed, while
theoretically ectitled to benefits
from the Society were in fact not
catered for at all,

Workers Face Starvation

A pumber of private meetings
were beld between the past offi-

cials of the Society, and with Mr,
S. P. Bothma, senior welfare offi-
cer for Durban. The result was
the peneral meeting at which the
new officials and committee were
elected.

It iz believed that the Durban
Indian Benevolent Society, as re-
constituted, iz to undertake a
programme of help to poor pet-
song in the Indian commuaity
who do not qualify for aid from
other agencies. At the present
time, the dependents of a person
suffering from tubercalosis can
obtain assistance from the FOSA.
The blind are provided for by
the Natal Indian Blind Society.
Widows and children can lock to
the Indian Child Welfare Society.
But if 2 man is unemployed, and
he is fit and able 10 work but
cannot obtain wark through na
fault of bis own, he and his de-
pendants are faaed with starva-
tien, It is understood that the
Benevolent Society hopes to assist
such persons pending their em-
ployment. This move is not to
be confused with the establish-
ment of avotber committee, form-
ed recently undec the chairman-
ship of Prof. Leo Kuper, the
principal object of which is to
endeavour to increase the aveaues
of employment for Indians in
Durban,

HE effect of the boycott of

South African manufactured
goods in East Africa is already
being felt in several industries in
Natal, A gumber of clothing
factories which previously had
substantial market in East Africa
as well as in certain parts of Asia
have had a fantastic dimunition
of orders with resultant stock-
piling of manufactured goeds.,
As a sesult, even lavge-European-
owned firms have had 1d retrench
Indian and Coloured waorkers.
The remainder are being given
regular periods of ‘short-tfime.’
It is learnt that one old-establish-
ed firm, employing more than
500 non-European workers, may
close down altogether,

Anather large codcern, which
previously exported large quan-
tities of manufactured iron and
metal goods to othea parts of
Africa has paid off a number of
its non-White workers.

These are but two examples of
an incteasingly wide-spread situa.
tion. In the Cape, fruit and fish
canning factories are begioning
to feel the pinch, while jam manu-
facturing firms are also pgetting
worrizd. In South-West Africa,
the fish canneries are seriously
perturbed as West Africa provides
it with a valuable market,

Workers Hit First

Tue irony of the situation is
that the international boycott
which is welcomed by non-Euro-
pean organisations like the Con-
gresses, hits the non White work-
er first of all:  Whea Mr. Walter
Stanford made this point in Lon.
don recently, the Soviet-support-
ing weekly, “New Age,” carried
an editorial severely r."riticising
Stanford’'s views The editorial
went on rather impertinently to

demand that the Liberal Party, of
which Stasford is a prominent
member, take disciplinary action
against bhim.

YWhile it is certainly true that
international boycotts will reduce
the profits of White Industrialists
and embarrass the Nationalist
Government, what is pguarantezd
is that large numbers of non-
Whites will be thrown out of
their jobs, Other non~White will
be displaced by White workers
affected by the trade loss, There
is on the contrary no certainty
that the Government will topple,
Nor that if the Nationalist Gov.
ernment does, the United Party
will not just take over where
Verwoerd left off.

HE clash of colour is oot

South Africa’s only probe
lem, thotgh it i1 the most
intractable.

In reaction against the
political convention that
the clash is between Rhodes
and Kruger, Smuts and
Hertzog, United Party and
Nationalist, or Briton and
Boer, while the “Afcicans™
are just » tiresome compli-
cation, many of us have
emphasised the question of
relations almost to the
point of treating the other
conflict as an illusien.

But it is not. The two con-
flicts wrere closely mssociated in
their origins—the  TrekbDers
identified the Union Jack with
Dr. Philip—btut the clash of
White patiooalities and ideolo-
gien is o real conflict to-day,

Nationality

In its own way it is intrace
table too, becauss the elements
of pationality are little suscept-
ible to retional influences, You
did not become Afril.aner, Eng=-
lish or Bouth African by any
feasoming process,

While 1 believe racesconscinug-

ness to be a wholly pernicious
and destinctive force, I thiph
that in the present stage of
history “national” conscious-
ness and allegiance are neces-
sary and good, within certain
limits.

They are, however, very deli-
cate mechagisms, nat to be
operated on the rame principles
ar membership af & bowling
club or even of a political party;

Too many South Alricans
bave made the mistake of
supposing that nationality
cen be mede to order or
imposed by fiat,

You ought to be a South
African, they say, and your old
British and AfriRaner (or per-
haps only the British) loyalties
must be abandoned,

Or, conversely, it would be a
shameful thing to merge the
old allegiaoee or change it for
new—tireasan to the ancestors
who fought for the old fags

But npetiocslity caooot be
retained or acquired like a  suit
of clothes, 1 can best explain
the point by descending from
the general to tbe particular
and citing my own cease,

Deep Raots

My South African roots are
fairly deep, and my wife's are
deeper.

I was born (literally) under
the shadow of Table Mountain,
Oge ol my grandlathers fought
in the Zulu War, and in some
other wars later. My wifs 5
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deicended along two lines from
1820 Settlers,

Like everyone else of
South African suncestry,
birth and experience, we
nre under the spell of the
land, the light, the feel of
the air, the scents of veld
and bush, I have had the
privilege of Bnowing my
country in most of its
scenes and moody,

Table Mountain in the clean
mir of the south«easter; the glow
ecross False Bay as it chills at
sunsef; the sparkle of the
Karco in winter; the aweet
scent of mimosa in the Eastern
Provioce; the descent imto
Maritzburg from the hills; the
yellow winter gress and the
clumps of blue gums beside the
dusty roads; the soporific spas
cious houtes of the lowveld
behind gavze and poinsettis:
the brilliant spring promise of
the massed jacarandas freshen-
ed by the first rains—and so
ope could go on with an end-
less catalogue; all are as much
a part of me a5 of aoyone who
declares that he could never
leave them,

Patriot

What is more, I grew up as
2 South African patriot, Worke
ing for South Africa was the
driving force, almost the only
tbeme, of my life, I have had
many Afrikaner friends and 1
have always sympathised with
them ia their need for respece
eod recogaition,

In my youth, when the
older generation of Epglishe
speaking people was too
often contemptuous of the
Afrikancs language apd
those who spole it, 1 re-
seated their attitude-_pot
aoly ratiooally but emo-
tionally,

1 resented the patronising
sir of the “home”-born for the
coloniels. The honour and
the prestige of my country were
dearer to me than apything
else.

U flushed angrily at every
slight upon it, not least at the
slight implied by anyone who
left it for—say—Canada.”

Assumptions

But underlying this con-
ventional patriotisto thers must
have been some tacit, Jatent or
unformulated nesumptions,

We of British stock who paid
Afridaners, with their lang.
uage and traditions, the rezpect
aad honour that were their due,
took it for granted that the
same respect and hooour {ar
our language and traditions
would be rendered in return,

Many of us were but dimly
conscious of thoso traditions
until they came to be revelled
and threatened:

Az the attack on them has
been mounted and pushed fore
ward, their outlines have bes
come wanderfully clear, in my
consciousness at least.

Traditions

The experiences of every
generation pass from parents
into the mental constitutions of
their childrep, even when the
childten are not assiduous
students of their history books.

I have realised more and
more, with the passage of
the years, how far I was
personally involved jno the
great formative events of
the English past,

The issues debated by the
Long Parliament, and those
decided when William ade.
vaoced on London and James
fled; the excitement over Peter-
loo, the Reform Act and the
humanitarian reforms;  the
crowning mercies of 1588, of
Trafalgar &nd Waterloo—all
are asintimately mine ag if I
had been personally present.

All bavo helped to form the
values end traditions that were
planted in my mind by parents
and mentors,
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Upside Down

When Afrikener nationalism
had its original objectives it
moved over to the attach op
theso things that I cherish.

The scale of values that hag
emerged from British hig-
tory, but which is shared
by &ll the civilised natiops
of the West, has been turp.
ed upside down in South
Altica,

In place of the saoctity of the
individual personality, the free.
dom of thought apd communpis
cation, the guarantees of civil
liberty, government by consent,
the rule of law, and the toler-
ance, forbearance and cherity
that come of confidence, we are
now to bow down to the values
bora of fear and the inferiority
complex ; “beagdadibeid,” the
bullying of the weah, thought
control, the racial myth, the
exawmnination of hogernails, gov-
eroment by decree, deninl of
access to the courts, the breach
of the most solemn promises,

From these follow ogtucally
the suppression of everything
associated in any way with
England, right down to the
pettiest administrative discris
minations against people whose
language is English.

The first communique, pubs
lished by tbe founding members
of the MRC, affirms that the
decisions taken by the central
committee to secure a collegiate
body to orient the national
movement are democratic and
regular; the second commuaique
—that of the communpal sec-
tions, stigmatizes what it calls
the destructive spirit and per«
sonal ambiticos of the members
of the central committee, It
affirms that those who are reis
pootible for the commupal
sections entirely approve the
statements made and the posi-
tion taken up now by M, Lue
mumbe in the exercise of his
presidential duties, which re.

flect the profound coanvictions
of the members of the MNC,

This document also declares
that the provisional centeal
committee is dissolved, and
publisbes a list of members of
the new committee, again pres
sided over by Lumumba. It is
generally believed that tbhe pro-
visional central committee in-
tends to convolke. s natiopsl
congress in one of the towns of
central Belgian Congo—S3tanley-
ville or Luluahourg—before the
end of August.

Abako Strike

1t is learned that a stribe by
loca! governing ipstitutions has
been decided oo by the Ababo,
on the occasion of the elections
to the sector council, which
were to have been held recently
southwest of Leopoidville,

These elections, made neces=
sary by the reorganisation of
the local institutions, such as
the sector and commupal coun-
cils, were boycotted, Only a
very small minority of electors
were willing to fulfll  their
duties as citizens.

1t is also supported by the
fact that Fort Hare students,
who have been offered grants to
study in Britain, have had ina
explicable passport delays.

The official reason for the ban
cn passports 1o non-Europesn
tenchers is contained in n letter
frem the Colopial Liaison
Officer at the United Kingdom
passport office in Cape Town to
some applicants,

The letter says: “I oam offi-
cially informed that, in view
of the shortage in the Unien
of trained npon.European
teachers, it will no longer be
possible to release them fo
service beyond the borders of
the Union.”
He adds there has been un-
certainty over Government
policy up to now.
Noo-White teachers in Port
Elizabeth say there ie a surplus
of poo-White teachers—not a
shortage.
