Splits, Riots And Boycotis

FIRST, thete was the
the Pan-African Congress.

split in the ANC which brought into being

United Party whose final outcome canpot be foreseen at this stage,
In between there have been riots, boycotts and other demonstrations
against race oppression. These are all clear indications that ten years
of Nationalist rule have made a mess of the lives of people on both

sides of the colour line.

We must be under no illusions
about the basic cause of all these
erplosions, They are the now
visible beginning of that disaster
towards which apartheid has
always led the country.

Take the splits, The PAC
broke away from the ANC bee
cause it was conviaced that the
larter took a line against race
oppression which was ineffective;
which did not prepare the Afri-
can people for freedom within
the shortest time possible; which
facilitated the humiliation of the
Africans by those who scught te
exploit our pumbers to advance
their own gtoup interests, A
militant organisation wrich re-
jected co operation on humiliating
terms which suited the other
races and laid down its own
terms, came into being as a2

regule,

This matked a widening of the
gulf dividing the races.

Nats Quarrel

Then came the explosions in
academic circles in the tanks of
Afrikaner Nationalism. Professor
L J.duPlessis was thrown out
of the Party in the process, Japie
Basson staged a near wilkout of
the Nationalist Party, Significantly
enough, ¢these stirriogs, in  the
ranks of the truly faithful, centred
around the colour policies of the
Nats.

Now has come the great up.
heaval in the United Party, For
a long time political observers
warned that serious trouble was
developing in this exclusive club
of the complacent, In this first
eruption Strauss was thrown to
the wolves to preserve the unity
of the different-minded. That
tulled the ideological staems in
the party for a while Sir de
Villiers Graaff emerged as the
political darling of all sides who
would lead the Party back to the
old, glorious road of the best days
of Smuts.

It soon became clear that al-
though the Press spared nothing
to build bim up, the chap did
pot have the brains to reconcile
the conflicting viewpoints on the
attitude to take to the man of
colour, He came up with that
meaningless formula advocating

White leadership with justice.
Not even the Press which backed
bim ceuld interpret this principle
in terms which could bave valid
meaning. In a race conscious so-
ciety you cannot just have group
Ieaderahip and, at the same time,
be just. The two are incompa-
tible It was Graaff's unenviable
task to reconcile the irrecon-
cilable. The attempt was bound
to flounder in the face of the
growing pressure from the Afri-
can side,

Warning

But a strong warning must be
uttered here, The split need not
necessarily mean a weakening of
the Ugited Party On the cons
traty, the Ripht wing might be
feeling—as Hopewell and Mit-
chell implied in Press state.
ments—tbat now js the time to
shake off the ‘““liberals' passibly
to pave the way for a new under-
standing with those Nats who
are sick and tired of Verwoerd.

This, in itself, would not be a
bad thing. Any mave designed
to destroy Verwaerdism, it would
seem, is now a step in the right
direction—ever if it means a
rapprochment between the Mit-
chells, the Japie Bassoms and
those Nats who wvoted against
Verwoerd as Prime Minister

While all this happens, there
loom in tbe background the riots
and, farther still, the spectre of
the boycotts. The women's de-
monstrations have made a deep
impact on White opinion and if
they had been properly led and
co-ordinated would bave. been 2
magaificent  demonsteation  of
growing political consciousness on
the part of the African people.

This point about co.oedination
it a very important epe. Up to
now the various political groups
on the aati-apartheid side have
shown an understable timidity in
identifying themselves with the
women But this attitude i3 as
dangerously opportunistic and
unrealistic as it is a clear invita-
ticn 10 disaster. It is quite clear
that the women in Natal have a
deep-seated grievance against the
rulers; that feeling is so strong
amopg them that they feel they
must do something to get redress,
They have taken the ipitiative

into their hands and up to now
have conducted themselves in a
highly commendable = manner,
But anybody who has seen them
demonstrate can be under no
illusions about what would hap-

pen, supposing some foolish
Policeman rubbed them the
wrong end.

Angry And Desperate

The women are untraiced in
non-violent methods; they arc
angry and desperate. For the
anti-apartheid political groups to
sit on the sidelines in this situa-
tion; for them to be neutrals is
not only to show pelitical coward-
ice—it iz to show to the world
that Swart’s opponents are less
determined than they claim to
be. Above all, however, to sit
at the back and cheer ia muffled
tones is to cacrifice the inexpe-
rienced women by doing nothing
to give that type of leadership
which would reduce the danger
of violence, Tbe ANC, the PAC
and tbe Liberals need to take a
clear stand and fAod 2 way
whereby they can work with the
angry women both for purposes
of reducing the danger of vio-
leace as well as to enable the
women to make the maximum
impact on those they want to
convince. Incidentally the wos
men have showa, if the splits in
the U.P. is any guide, that they
have the potential to so shake
the White community that even
Verwoerd himself could be
toppled off from the seat of the
mighty.

This brings us to the hoycotts.
The way in whick the patatoes
were haadled by the Africancam-
munity has brought to light a
new factor—that the African is in
mood to take drastic action
against race oppression if given
the right type of leadership. The
women have taken the initiative
and moved in their own way. I
get the feeling, however, that
while goiog to the Native Com-
missioners’ offices is important as
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indicating to the government in
the clearest terms possible that
we are sick and tired of the cruelty
and hypocrisy of apartheid, the
wamen could be persuaded to
iofluence events more positively
if they were told also that the
next phase of the fight, if their
wishes are not respected, will be
to give up altogether certain items
of food; to boycott every store in
the country which discriminated
against them because of their
colour.

Danger

The present unguided women’s
demanstrations have the danger
that they might play into the
bands of the Mitchells who might
try to use them for purposes
of patching the rift 1n the
United Party or of weakening
the so-called rebels. In the end
this can very well play into Ver-
woerd’s hands and  strengthen
reaction, The political organisa-
tions which oppose apartheid
need to intervene boldly, openly
and help with advice and guid-
ance which will reduce the poten-
tial of violence while canalising
the anger of the women along
more effective lines.

This is not going to be an easy
task with the differences between
the ANC and the PAQ, to quote
only two, There is need for a
little more realistic flexibility a
linte more clarity on the real
issues at stake. For example,
although the PAC has been
branded en extremist organisation,
it is clear now—from thbe decision
to use status boycotts—that the
ANC top is taking up the ex-
tremist line. The truth of the
matter, of course, i3 hat thers
can be no moderates or extremists
in a situation where the African
is attacked for his race and celous.
The flexibility called for will
facilitate the co-ordination of
plans, resources and action; give
maximum strength Jto the oppo-
nents of apartheid and hasten the
moment when Verwoerdism will
be brought crashing to the ground.

The anti-Government
feeling bas in the last few weeks
taken the agitational character of
picketing near the schools which
were to open last month with the
beginning of the new academic
year, of demonstrations near
Goveroment offices and of court-
ing arregt as a protest measure,
In this “direct action” to tapple
down the Communist Govern-
ment, some 25,000 people found
themselves bebind the bars at
ooe time or another,

i

Tie Congress party, which
dominates tbe national govern-
ment 10 A the othee states,
found itself drawn into the apita-
tion as into a whirlpool. Many
of its leaders in Kerala, who hag
been thoroughly disgraced oy
party bosses and members of

earlier Congress goverpments,
thought it was 2 God-sent nppor=
tunity to rehabilitate themselves
politically by joining in with
this mass agitation.

There wasg also a danger that
if these tactics of mass agitation
were allowed to take their own
course, the Cengress party might
find itself further isolated from
the people who were determined
ta deliver the state feom Commu-
nist tule, With certain reserva-
ticos, therefore, Congress partici»
pated in the proteat movement. It
was accused by the Communists
of using extra-constitufional and
coercive methods and of creating
lawlesspess in the state in order
to deny them the legal right to
remain in power until the next
elections.

Under the Federal Constitution,
Mr. Nehru's central Government
at Delhi can intervene and have
the Communist Goveroment in
the state dismissed. But it has
te be satisfied that there bhas
been misgovernment, or break-
down of law and order or a threat
to the security of the state. To
the extenc that the Congress party
in the state has brought about
this state of affairs, it can be
accused of creating by unconsti-
tutional methods a situation in
which Delbi's intecference can
become imperative and justified.

If a government enjoying
majority SUppOrt in a state legis-
lature can thua be forced out of
power by a popular agitation
and the ceatral Goveroment of
the party controlling it can be
remotely said to be excusing or
encouraging such agitation, the
way would then be open for the
Communists to grtart similar po-
pular agitations in other parts of
the countey, For there are ather
explosive issues; high prices of
food in West Beogal, scarcity of
sugar in Punjab, enbancement of
ratea for water supply from ircie
gation capals in Uttar Pradesh
and Bibar and the denial of the
demand for a unilingual state for
the constituent populations of
bilingual Bombay,
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While convinced that the
Communists bave used the appa-
ratus of the state and resorted to
illegal .or semi-legal tactics to
ghield its members while making
life insecure for the rest, the
central Government was reluctant
to act frmly because of the serious
jmplications of  intervention.
‘Whether or not the samic is true
on the international plage, this
will be admission enough that it
is difficult to co.exist with com-
munism in India.

As a way out, Mr, Nebru bad
suggested that the Communists
resign and there should be the
democratie test of fresh elections,
But the Communists were une
willing to oblige with midterm
elections which they were likely
to lose. They preferred to be dis-
mirzed and be crowned with
martyrdom.

It is a tragedy for the people
of Kerala that the Communists
whom they voted to power afier
mitrule by discredited Congress
and Socialist Jeaders tried to
pervert the admiaistration far
party ends rather than solve the
basic problems facing the state.,
In the result, Kerala ja likely to
be torn by strife and feud for a
long time to come Now that the
Communist Government is res
moved, all those who enjoyed its
patronage and protection—some
of them local hoodlums—will be
exposed to the fury of popular i
ire. There will, therefore, be
many attempts at paying off old
gcores and even personal violence.

It also remainy to be seen if
the various sections of the
peeple—Christians, Muslims and
Hindus, landlords and labourers,
capitalists and trade union work.
ers——who were united in opposi-
tion to communism will stand
together and provide the state
with a viable alternative governs
ment.

CONAKRY, Guinea,

BE arrival bere of the first

American Ambassador, John
Howard Morrow, is considered
by Gpioean officie]ls and the
men-in-tbe-stzeel as a major
success of this young African
'republic’s debut in international
politics.

This was the impression salso
of foreign diplomats following
the particulrily warm welcome
reserved for the 4g-year.cld
Negro Ambassador,

(Mortrow preseated bis cre-
dentials over the weekend, the
Associated Press reported.]

Independence was proclaimed
by the National Constituent
Assembly last October 3, five
days after Guinea, alone of all
Frances 33 former African
colonies, refuzed to join the
French Communrily,

Consequently, maoy Guineaos
fearzd that to avaid irritating
Frante, the Upited States would
adopt a ‘‘cool attitude” toward
the newly independeat nation.

Cautious Policy Followed

In fact, during the first few

Government of following a
cautious and detached attitude
while France staged a sgemi=
boycett of its former pessesrion,

Mot only did Washington
delay diplomatic recognition,
said o highly placed Guinean
official, but even after this
formality was concluded its
mission here was staffed by a
single young officer.

‘“Moreaver,” he added, "the
State Department seemed little
disposed to grant us the econo-
mic aid and political support
After the sudden
deparcture of some 5,000 French
administrators and technicians,
we were in & complete mess,”

But the Soviet' bloc lost no
time.

Within a lew weeBs, Guinea
was swamped with technicians
and experts from Russia, Fo-
land, East Germany, Czechoslo-
vabia and Communist China,

Misfortunes After The
Floads

Some weeks ago I wrote
about the devastation spread by
heavy rains and consequent
floods. The story is tha reverss
now in some parts of India.

From Assam came reports of
additional misfortunes after the
floods. Bamboo is flowering in
the hilly tracts of Assam, es.
pecially in the Lushai Hills,

and that presages famine in the .

State this year. The tribesmen
know from experience~—apart
from superstition—that bamboo
fruit attracts rats and makes
them breed so rapidly as to
become a menace to food crops.

The rat invasion has staried
in the Lushai Hills gend one can
riready see the lengthening
shedow of the approaching
famine. The rice crop will
ripen . month hence but wil-
lagers have written it off,
There is nothing the peasant can
do to save it.

Itis now imposible to buy
a gingle grain of rice in the
Lushai hills. The fortnnate few
who have n reserve will not
think of selling it, once they
have seen the bamboo flower.

In Izal, the headquarters of
the Lushai Hills, rice of & poor
quality brought f{rom Sjlchar
sells at Ry, 40 a maund, Ip
Luoglay, the second biggest
town in the district, the posi-
tion is even worse. Asiam, with
a deficit crop thinned by recent
floods, can do little to help the
people of the Lushai Hijlls,
Nor can they buen  bamboo
forest to avert a famine {or fear
of losiog new thicketr,

In Bombay State, recently
by floods, where crops were
destroyed, certain areas have
bezn leit deprived of emough
raint. This scunds ironic, but
Nature has her own way ol
bekaviog which passes ordinary
humano comprehentiop.

Scanty rains in many parts
of Ahmedaagar district have

Rharif crops are fest withering
and the sowing of crops in other
parts has not been undertaben
s0 {ar,

Except [or Akola and Sane
gamoper talukas rainfall has
been poot all over the district.
The rice end bajra crops in
tbese two talukas are pro.

Prices of fodder and
milk have riten steeply inmost
rreas,
