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Ghanaian Christians Against Tests
HE Christian Churches in Ghana are said to have
” combined in protest against French altempts to
explode an atom bomb in the Sahara desert, This
expression of tesponsible and important opinion is some-
thing which should be taken serious note of because it
shows which way thought is developing on the continent
and might complicate the relations between the West
and Africa.

The case of the Churches, like that of the organisa-
tions and people who have protested against the explo-
sions, is that atom-tasts in the desert would give rise to
radiations which are known to be harmful to the health
of human beings.

Leaving aside the political implications of the tests
implications in which the Churches need not necessarily
be interested—the use of the Sahara, surrounded as it is
by millions of men and women for whom the health
services provided leave much to be desired, could very
well be a subtie form of genocide.- The Churches in
Ghana have risen to protest against the immorality of
what could very well turn out to be the murder of inno-
cent people for no reason other than that they are not
strong ecnough to ensure that France respects their
wishes.

Mo e significant, however, is the fact that in spite of
firm opposition from the Africon government's surround-
ing the Sahara, France still seems determined to explode
her bombs on African territory, She does not mind if
non-\Vhite lives are destroyed in the slow and painful
way produced by the radiations. This is unforgivable
provocation, If White people were involved, it is fair to,
say that the French would think twice about going to the
Sahara desert.

We have no desire to go into the politics of the atom
bomb tests, \We are concerned primarily with what is
strictly the humanitarian aspect of the whole affair. Bear-
ing this in mind, we feel it would be proper to say that
the Christian Churches in Southern Africa would do the
cause of race conciliation on the continent a lot of good
if they, too, raised their voice against the explosions.

It is often the case that in matters of vital importance
for the African in particular, the Churches do not raise
their voices as effectively as they should.
South Africa the Christian Churches still battle with race
hatred right within their own ranks. The Alrican Chris-
tian is still regarded by most Churches as the inferior of
the White man. Where this is the case, the Churches

cannot effectively oppose that race oppression in which
they seem to have an interesi,

Althougb the aims and objects
of HMS and INTUC are similar,
the possibility of nmalgamation
seems remote. HMS alleges that

_INTUC is under the contral of

the Government aod the Con-
gress Party. Tbe latter denies
this and asserts that it receives
uc subsidies from party or Gov-
eroment. Indeed, HMS dces
oot chrllenpe this, but explains
that INTUC 1is ‘‘under the

patronage” of the Goveras
ment ond is givep privileged
treatment, INTUC’s answer is

that, on the contrary, it has
found itselfl pevalized in some
degree because it agrees with
the Government’s aims and
policy, and that because it ncts
in a reasonable and restiained
way, Minjsters take advantage
of this andbend over backwards
to pive the HMS ond the Coms
munist AITUC (All-India Trades
Union Coogress) representation
toa greater extent than their
membership warrants.

Attack On Steel

The Communist Party trade
union front, the AITUC, claims
a membership equal to that of
INTUC. But nobody believes
that, Its membership may be
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as high as Goo,000 or lowes
than 400,000, “Once a member,
nlways on the register” seems to
be true of AITUC, whose unions
sometimes are satiefied with a
membership contribution of one
TUpP2® A YEAL.

The AITUC, probably in ace
cordance with o Soviet direc-
tive, has concentrated itc recent
efforts on getting organized in
the new Eey industries, parlis
cularly those relating to delence
nnd commuaications. The terrie
fic onslaught by Communists,
imported from Calcuttn and
West Benpal on the, INTUC
uoioo at the Tata steel works at
Jamshedpur last year was a
ruthlessly engineered attempt
to capture the umion, which
could then have been used ac o
bridgehead to extend, develop,
and control, for political pura
posess, the whole of the newly

expapding steel industry in
West Beogel and Bihar. The
ctrugple at  Jamsbedpur baos

been woa by the INTUC unien,
but similar efforts will be made
by the AITUC at the oew plant
still under comstruction.

In some arcas the Ccmmunist
conpgress has munaged to get
itself recognized in the engineers
ing and electrical (industries:
Beth of the others, having none
of the monolithic control ex-
ercised by the ALTUC, may have
been slower(to puach in these
pew industries, but both are
aware of the dangers of Com.
munist advance,

Naive Attitudes

The decisions and attitudes.
of some employers, on the other
hand, have been unbelievably
naive. There are "employers
who prefer to deal: with the
AITUC because ‘‘they control
their members: 'bettar’ and
“one can negotinte a quicker
settlement.”” This reelly means
that the Communists 'ace ready
enough to accept a lower
amount and thus make a_quick.
er bargaia thaa the other two,
1f these two bave put forwerd
what they consider-to be a just
claim for an increase of jo
rupees, and have been offered
two, they then still try to
negotinte nearer to their claim
The Come
munists settle quickly for the
two rupees as their primary
aim is to keep control of the
workers.

In other cases. even where
employers do not encourage the
AITUC ig this way, they force
the INTUC and HMS wunions
through long drawo-aut negoe
tiatious and then to abitraticn
father than establish & quich
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reasonable settlement by “bona
fide'” collective bargaining.
Under Indian labour lawarbi-
tiation ispart of the judicial
procedure; therefore an award
by = judgecan be the subject of
. anappeal to the High Court and
theore to the Supreme Court;
the length of time taken before
finality is reached can be appal-
ling, two years being common.
There is 8 fourth trade union
centre, the United Trades Union
 Congress  with  40,000-50,000
members associated with the
Revolutionary Sacialist Party,
whose influence is limited to
some plantations in Beogal and
Kerala.

These four national centres,
however, are notf the foll extent
of the trade union organiza-
tion. There are many un-
attached upiong, Trade uoion
membership among Civil ser-
vants and white-caliar workers
in banks and the large com-
mercial houses 158 patchy and
can be iacreased enormously.
The three main centres are
mabing eflorts to attract affilia-
tiogs and membership, but it
seems to be resolving itself
into a coutest between the
INTUC and AITUC,

Rigid Wage Policy
The danger is that among
public employees there is much

dissatisfaction with the Gov-
etnment. The civil servants are
the Government’s employees
and many are aggrieved, there.
fore, hy the Gavernment's wage
restraint policy. The small
group of Communists in the
House provide the mein oppo-
sitiop to tha Government.
Hence,some Civil servants are
inclived to assume that an
INTUC upioz will not put up
a real fight for wage increases
but tbe Communists will, The
INTUC has secured improved
living standards for workers
and peasants oo the lower
levels, Mapy middle.class com=
mercial employees, however,
nre reseptfu]l that their stan.
dards have not improved at
the same rate,

It may bo that the shorts
term interests of the nation
have got to be cxamined now
in order to preserve the longe
term aims, The geperal view
of many observers is that the
economic situation has reached
a point where trade wunion
organisation is in the balaoce,
It will expand: but it can
expand in the direction of the
AITUC ualess there is some
relaxation of the present too
tigid- restraint,

This doesnot mean that the
restraint has bsen unnecessary
o1, from an economic point of

view, has extended over too
long & period. Indeed if the
latter were the only criterion,
there is no doubt that, until the
completion of Ipdia’s Second
Fivesyear Plan in two years’
time, rigorous restraint would
atill be essentinl. Some relaxa-
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tions now,'howevet, will pot be
fatal. f there is on relaxation
it will almost certainly put
demacratic ubionism in a situa.
tion of great difficulty and that
could not possibly be helpful to
India, or indeed to Agia in
general.

Gameroonian Politician FPlees To Bgypt

SAAC CHIUMBA, secretary-
geoeral of the pational
committee of the _Afro.Asian
Solidarity Conference tin the
Cameroons, has arrived in
Cairo, According to Crirg radia
he fled his country despite a
ban imposed on his movements
by the goveroment of traitor
Ahidjo whom the French autho-
rities have installed at the head
of the dictatorizl goveroment
which receives instructions
from imperialist authorities
and which worlis to suppress
the national movement io the
country. Ahidjo’s government
has ordered the dissolution of
the catiopal sclidarity com-
mittee in the Cameroous and
preveated its members from
contacting the permanent secre«

nent secretariat of the Afro-

cabled the chairman of the

ists there; The permanent secre~
tariat sent another cable to
General de Geaulls protesting
ageinst the new Freach laws
recently epacted in Cameroons
to restrict public freedoms and
deprive the people of their
rights. 1t also denounced the
doath sentences passed under
the special criminal laws and
requested De Gaulle to exercise
his power to save the lives of

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Mboya Interested In New Kenya Party

Mbova Faces Political
Crisis

OM MBOYA, youthful leader
of the African pationalists in
Naicobi, is, according 10 the
“Cheistian Science Monitot",
sttuggling with the gravest chal-
lenge of his meteoric political
career.

Ten of the 14 African-clected
members of the Kenya Legis-
lative Council broke with DMr,
Mboya oo July 23 and signed a
policy statement in the pame of
gew political organisation, the
Keaya National Party.

All six Asian.clected membees
and oot European also
the declaration

Mr, Mboya and three others
rejected the declaration, which
insists that  consciousness  of
rationbood must supersede that
of race, tribe, country of crigin,
of creed. Iostead, they convened
a private strategy meeting, to
decide how to meet this serious
pplit in African ranks,

By eeeming coiacidence, the
day the 1ssuance of the new party
statement, the Kenya Colonial
Government moved to 1:ft 1ts ban
oo the formation of national
parties, provided they met two
tests: first; that the partes arce
mul racial; recond, that they do
oot preach subversion or under-
mine gsveroment authority,

Ruling Hits PCP

Mr. Mboya’s repional organisas
tion, altbough navonal o scope,
is the Nairobt People’s Conven-
tion Party (PCP) and is all Afri-
can 1n membership. Therefore,
it fails on the first count  Since
Kenya bas been ueder a state of
cmergency for the past seven
yeats as the aftermath, Mau Mau
terrorism, rigtd goveromental n-
terpretation of PCP  literature,
aad speeches cauld readily deter
wine that che Mboya group falls
1o mect the second condition.

The Keaya Nauonal Party and
Michael Blundell’'s middle-road
New Keoya Group, a mulu
racial organisation formed last
April, can pow brcome county-
wide bodies, while obviously the
PCP s debarred from official
national acuvity. Unul this de-
velopment, African opinon here
scemingly was uaited on national-
ist demands, while the European
20d Asian population, barely 5
Percent of atotal population of
moze than 6,000,000 formed the
opposition.

Tte next two months will
determiae whether Mre. Mboya
will survive this crisis. He says

The Asian bloc opposes re-
sponsible  self-government in
1960 and universal
do the Europeans, because they
would obviously be swamped by
the overwhelming African ma-
jority Under the present scheme,
only Europeans and Asians have
upiversal suffrage,

Mr. Mboya's streogth lies not
only in his dual role as 3 political
and labour leader, but also in his
bigh rank in the pan-African
movement. He is chairman of
the All-African Peoples Confer-
ence established Jast December
at Accra, Ghana. He can expect

The new party is scheduled to

In its policy statement the
Keaya National party criticized
the “pacinership’ basis of gov-
erament in the Federaton of
Rhbodesia and Nyasaland and the

“multi racialism" that is the
basic concept of the present
Kenyan Government. The state-

ment said that neither gave *an
answer t¢ our problems, for they
promote and perpetuate racial or

Group’s Policies Defined

Other salient points of the
policy statement were:

“Human rights cannot be de-
pendent upon such gqualifications
as race, tribe, country of origin;
ability, experience, influence,
education, wealth ar power,

“It is equally true that oo ine
stitution or setvices suppatted
from public funds should be re-

stricted t0 any race of coma
munity
“The state should provide

equal non-zegregated and non-
discriminatoty  educational op-
portunities for all, regardless of .
race, tribe, colour or national
origin.

“The policy of complete polit-
ical, economic and social inte-
geation is the only sure guarantee
of the rights and freedom of the
people of Kenya

There are 6,000,000 Africans,
165,000 Asians, 65,000 whites and
36,000 Arabs in Kenya.

Durban Indian Benevolent
Society

ETAILS of recent develop-
ments in regard to the
Durban Indian Benevolent
Society were discloged in  aa
official statement made by Dr.
K. N Giawala, president of the
Society. The statement reads :
*At the last meeting of the
newly elected Commitree of the
Durban Indian Benevolent Society
I was instructed to reveal to 1ne
public cereain recent devlopments
i regard to poor relief work in
the Indian Community. The
~Committee felt that this was
pecessary in order to clear up any
misapprehensions that might exist
in tbhe mind of the public.”

“The Durban Indian Bene-
volent Society was formed about
1944 with the followiag principal
objecta eashrined ia its Constitu-
tion 2

*“To investigate and relieve

the wants of the aged, destitute
aod distressed Indians and
Indian families within the
mmagisterial acea of Durban, in
suchb maoner and to such an
extent as the Society may deem
poasible and as its funds from
time to time permit, without
distinction to caste or creed.

‘To endeavour to seek em-
ployment for unemployed In-
dians.”

“In practice the Society's work
was confined to those needy
persens not qualified for aid from
any other established welfare
agency. Butr uofortunately, it
appears from the records that
even this work was limited to only
negligible proportions. It is not
quite clear why, but in the past
the Society seemed to have spent
most of the funds available on
overbead and adminisirative ex-
penses and very little on direct
yelief work,

Re-Organised

“Early this year, a committee
was established under the chair
mianship of Dr. Hilda Kuper 1o
arsist non European unemployed
and their dependants. But ia
discuysions with the Chief Magis-
trate and  tbe Senior Social
Welfare OfGcer, Mr. S P Bothma
it emeeged that it was the duty of
the Benevelent Society to do
this work So after some initial
difficulty, a meeting was held
between those of us who wanted
something dome and the then
committee of the Seciety. It
was agreed that a general meeting
of the Society—the firse in  aix
years—would be called. This
was attended by 2 number of
persons keenly interested in  In.
dian welfare work, and an entirely
nsw committee was elected.

The new officials clected were
President: Dr, K. N, Ginowala;
secretary; Miss Zubeida Seedat,
aud treasures, Mr. J, B, Pagel.

Help Needed

“The R K Khan Trust have
kindly provided the Society with
temporary office  premises  at
Madoline Buildings, 437 Smith
Siteet, Durban and the work will
for the time being be dome
eatirely by veluntary workers
operating from this address as
headquarters At the last meeting
of the Commitiee, finance and
relief sub committees were ap-
pointed and we expect to get on
with the job as speedily as pos-
sible. The Society will geed
every bit of help that it can get
fram the public, bath Indian as
well as European We have al-
ready been encouraged by pro-
mises of support but need much
more, The problems facing the
Society are staggering but they
are thie problems that have to be
tackled. We look forward to the
full support of the community 1o
this work.”
