NE of the shameles and most dishonest claims of the Govern-
ment in the application of the Group Areas Act is that it will

do yo in 2 most just and bumaoe mapner and that no section of the
population will be caused undue hardships., The facts are otherwise.
The Minister of the Interior bas declared that Cato Manor will re-
main a white area, The Indian |people would like to know which
othar racial group has been called upen to make a sacrifice of an
equal measure; which other racial group has been ealled upon to give
up its land and its homes to the extent that the Indian people will
have to do at Cato Manor It will be recalled that when some yeam
ago it was suggested that the old main line—Dutban south of the
Umlaas River and including Hillary—should be Indian, the Europeans
raized such a furorc that the suggestion was immediately abaodoned.

JRECENTLY in exp\:lmng its
declaration of Wew Germany as a
wholly European area the Gov-
erbment in the course of a atate-
ment jssued through the Group
Areas Development Board, made
the following observation:

In fact, hot on the heels of this
atatement came the lament from
the Durban City Council that the
Government had informed it that
the National Housing Commis-
sion did not have funds to make
available to it for the extension
of the Merebank Housing Scheme

Yet in the course of the same
statement the Government made
the following further observation:

1t is the functien of the local
autbority, with the assistance of
the National Housing Commis-
pion and, if vecessary, of the
Group Arcas Development Board,
to plan the areas in question aud

»» ta provide the necessary services,
It is also this body that is re-
guired to provide housing for
those who are unable to-do so
themselves, Various

types of

houses are built in accordance
with the income of such persons,
The National Housing Commis-

sion has also embarked on a’

scheme whereby individuals can
obtain [o2ns on reasopable terms
for the building of their own
bomes.”

It would appear from the obove
and from the facts that the Gov-
ernment is not concerned with
truth. It does not care one iota
whether it will honour what it
states and or even whether it in-
tends honouring what it claims.
Although the foregoing observa-
tion was included in a natiooally
cieculated statement, the Govern.

CATO MANOR
BELONGS TO INDIANS

R. Naude, who bhas Minister of Interior viriually halds the
power of life and death over the Indian peaple, bas spoken
and Cato Maner, in spite of all logic and the detands of elementary
justice will become a ““white’’ area. Cato Manor bas been Indian
almost ever sipce the first Indiana arrived in Durban and spread out
23 independent settlera on their own., Tbere is peecisely nothing
“white’, about Cato Manor but the Graup Areas Board, following an
original recommendation of the Durban City Council zoned Cato
Manor for Europcan ownership and vesidence, That there are thou-
sands and thousands of Indians resident in the area made no differ-
ence to the Durban City Council when it made the original recom-
mendation, The Group Areas Board and the Government; having
endorsed that recommendation are adamant that Cato Manor remain
a European arca, There is no justice in the decision.

Indiaps already bave too little land in Durban. They ate hemmed
and eaveloped from all ditections. They bave no access to any land
in the clty of Durban and yet the Government will not let them live
on lend on which they bave spent their lives and their fortunes. Cato
Manor beloogs to the Indiap people—one wight say to the poor, the
lower middle clans and the middle class Indiaps—men and women
who depend for their income and livelihood on various jobs ranging
from unskilled labour to the skilled trades and teaching. Some few
ate petty sbopkeepers. These people bave put in a life-time of
struggle to own the land they live oo and build the houses they live
in but now they must make way for the European who can alicady
buy land anywhere in the countty for a song, even for half a song.

Eurapeans are not keen or anxious 10 buy [Indian-owned land,
They have no need for it and so the Indian will bave, if this decision
remains, to throw away bis home and bis land and become lapdless
That is the simple result of Mr, Naude's refusal to be just. Dr,
Donges’s assurancs that the Group Areas would be implemented in 2
just mamner without weighing unduly heavily on any people aounds
indecent in the face of the present position  One wondess how such
a devout Christian could make such a siatement when all the Group
Areas Act has caused the Indian ia uantold suffering and misery.
Theee is aothiang just about the Group Arcas Act. It is aimed pri-
marily at strangling the Judian people economically by depriviag them
of whatever little land they possess.  Its ultimate object is to return
them to the state of landlesz serfs bofind kand and foot to labour for
the whitec man as 2 hewer of wood and drawer of water. The Indian
people must now ponder acriously whether the time has now arrived
for some action,

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Reaction To The Boycott

= UROPEAN South Africa—with the exception of

that in the Liberal Party—has reacted as one
—<7 against the boycotts declared by Malaya and
Ghana, Whether it is the Nationalist Party, the United
Party and even the Propressive Party, they are all united
in condemning the boycott and the reason is the same:
It will hurt the non-European people most," that is, the
very peaple for whose assistance the boycott has been
planned. We ourselves do not doubt that the boycott
will hurt the black people most, far more than it will hurt
the European people. But the non-Europeans are being
hurt even without the boycotts. They are being driven
from their jobs by the job-reservation laws of the Govern-
ment; they are being driven from their homes by the
Group Areas Act. In fact where some hundreds will be
laid off their jobs as the direct result of the boycotts some
hundreds have already been laid off their jobs by the job-
reservation mania of the Government.  \We do not have
the figures but we are certain that this numbet can well
run into three figures. While a few hundreds more will
be laid off their jobs because of the boycotts, many, many
thousands are being driven from their homes and ‘their
hearths by the praclamation of the group areas.  [nthe
face of this, is not the cty that the boycott will hurt the
non-Whites most unadulterated fatuity?

But there is much more. What share do the ‘ nont
Europcan people have of the national income? While, ;t
is the proud boast of the Government (in its Year-Book)
that no iuropean who cares to work nced be without 'a
job, hundreds of thousands of black people are living' (or
dying, more likely) below the starvation-line. Whar per-
centage of the Jand is held by the nonsWhites? Is it rot
a standing cry of the non-European people that while
they form 80 per cent of the population, they own only
20 per cent of.the land? And what is the quality of the
land which they hold? There is much more to the dis-
credit of the European rulers of South Africa. It is not
likely that the non-European will suffer very much’ :more'

. than he is suffering now. He is, to put'it in strai'ghl-
forward language, perpetually on the verge of hunget, a
little less, on the other hanq, will not unduly harm him,
The coucerted objection to the boycotts add the sudden
interest in his welfare by Nat and UP alike are merely
smoke-screens against the effect that the boycotts will
have European South Africa, It will, as has aiready been
hinted at by “Die Vaderland,” mouth-piece of Dr,' Ver.’

If the non-white people are going to suffer from ' the
effects of the boycott then it is as well for them to be
reminded that no peoples have obtajned their ' freedom
and their just rights without suffering.

Recalling contacts with Prime
Minister Lumumba dating to
1958, the American Committee
announced that it was today ask-
ing President Eisenhower fo take
four immediate steps toward the
Congo:

2, discouraging a separate Ka-
tanpga by refusing to recognize it;

3. apprapriating “extraordinary
sums' to the U.N. for a crash
programme of technical assist-
ance; and

4, earmarking bhuge U.S. Mu-
tual Security Funds for the Congo
fwitbout any pelitical strings
whatscever.”

This open letier was presented
to Prime Minister Lumumba at
a special interview in his suite in
the Hotel Batclay. The delega-
tion cons'sted of Mr. Peter Weiss,
Vice-Chairman of the American
Committee on Africa; Mr George
M. Houser, Executive Director;
and Dr. Homer A, Jack, Asso-
ciate Director.

The American Committe sug-
gested to Prime Minister Lumum-
ba that it was ““confident that the
African personality working with
the community of nations will
produce a new era in this African
decade."

‘The American Committee on
Africa, a non profit, non-gavern-
mental organization working on
African-American relations, cone-
cluded its open letter by declaring
that ‘‘we do anticipate the closest
cooperation between our peoples
and our brothers in the great new
satien of the Congo."

By the termg of the draft Coc-
vention the States that are
parties to it agree, on the one
hand, to take certain immediate
steps to elimicate and  prevent
all discrimination in education,
and, on the other band, to for-
mulate, develop snd spply a
patione] policy mimiog at the
promotion of equality of ope
portunity and ol treatment;
Fioally, the States undertake to
take all the necessary measure
to apsure the application of a
number of maia principles de«
fined in the draft,

The States are also to give
the closest attention to any
further recommendations that
the Unesco General Counference
may adopt to define measures tg
be taken to combat various
nspects of discrimination. The
two dralts adopted by the Com=
mittes are fberefore regacded as
only a first stage in the elaborse
tion of Unesco’s programme in
this field.

Control of tha execution of
the instruments will be assured
by the study of periodical re-
ports that the States nre required
to supply, in the application of
the provisions of the Unesco

Constitutiop, on their complia
ance with the conventioos and
recommendations adopted by
the General Conference. The
States that become parties to
the Convention will not be per-
mitted to qualily their ratifica«
tion or occeptance with any
reservations: Any dispute con-
cerning the interpretation or
application of the Convention
will, at the request of one or
the other of the parties con-
cerped, be brought belore the
Court of Internationrl Justice,
at least if the parties do not
agree upon any other means of
settlement;
