F Dr. Donges ever really did
believe that knowledge and
culture were—with a few freak
exceptions—-a monogpoly of the
world's white-skinned peoples, his
recent trip to Lake Success must
have pretty thoroughly disillusion-
ed him. '

If he didn't already know ig,
which we do not for a’ moment
believe, the learned Doctor will
probably have been somewhat
shocked to discover that the
majority of the sovereign nations
there represented were what in
this countty would be labelled
scoloured,” disentitled to any
direct voice in its govermment,
and subject to a considerable
number of humiliating disabilities
by reason of their complexion and
descent.

Dr, Donges has the misfcﬂ_une
to have inherited the ‘“White is
Right” complex. The “No equal-
ity between White and non-
White”” mentality. White baas-
kaap and non-White unquestion-
ing obedience.

True it is doctrive of a kind
that the civilised world regards as
no longer tepable because un-
scientific and calculated to retard
and further imperil the world’s
peace, but pride of phcc: power
and overlordship constitute a
subtle intoxicant that distorts the
vision and throws everytbing out
of proper focus. Drs. Donges and
those of his mentality will not
have been the first to awaken to
their mistake when too late,

The United Nations Organisa-
tion has unequivocably expressed
its considered opinion concerning
the Group Areas Act. The
majority of its Members obviously
segard the lawter as a sort of
*yhrow back’ that is completely
out of tune with the times, and
the trend towards co-ordination
and closer international co-opera-

This as we
believe we see it, is a true and
faitbful reflection of the Union
Government's attitude, and it has
to be admitted also reflects a
considerable body of bourgeois
“European” opinion, as well.

certain “do-s'" and ‘““donts' that
nosg@but the jungle savage would
attempt to question, It is a facit
recognition of the basic under-
lying unity, of the common de-
nominator, that unites the human
family into one wholc in spite of
characteristic differecnces of race,
creed or colour.

It proclaims the right of every
human being to a fair opportunity
for the development of the best
that is in him, both because that
is his natural right by virtue of
his manhood, as well as because
mankind is entitled to benefit by
such advantages as each consti-
tuent member of the human
family can bestow upon it.

Denied most emphatically is
the right of the strong to use us
strength for the suppression of
the legitimate aspirations of the
weak and helpless andfor for the
selfish exploitation by the former
of the latter.

As the world is constituted
today, no mnation can rightly
claim to be a law unto itself.
The Union of South Africa could
no more isolate itself from the
rest of the world than the Earth
could isolate itself from the Solar

System,

Is there no such factor as
Public Concience to be 1aken

into account and reckoned with?

Supposing that the Upion Gov-
ernment, under pressure from the
most influential of jts supporters
reintroduced chattel slavery or
undisguised compulsory black
Iabour or even legalised the chain-
ing and flogging of ‘Kafirs’ who
failed to satisfy their masters
requirements and became re-
bellious ? Purely domestic con-
cerns and the exclusive business
of the Union Government? And
even if the Union Govern-
ment withdrew its membership
from U.N.O, is it likely that such
a state of affairs would be suffered
to continue without intecference ?

A simple illustration of what
(unfortunately) happens, not in-
frequently, in every day life
should serve to furnish the true

answer beyond any shadow of
doubt. A brutal husband and
father starves and manbandles
his wife and children within the
confines of his house. He con-
fines them to separate rooms and
in other respects restricts their
liberties. A sympathetic neigh-
bour discovers what is happening
and makes a report to the appro-
priate authorities. Evidence is
secured and the father is brought
before a Magistrate to answer for
his ill-treatment of the members
of his famnily. The father refuses
cven to enter a plea,’ claiming that
3 man's house is his castle, thzt
the woman in the case is his wife,
the children in the case are his
children and that how he runs

his home and manages his family

affairs is his business and nobody

elses. In other words, purely his

domestic concern. Is there any

doubt as to the sort of reception

such a plea would recerve at the

hands of His Worship trying the

case ?

Force of circumstances, rapidly
chaoging conditions, the intra-
duction of new factors, all are
compelling nations to reconsider
their relanve positions very seri-
ously. Time was when Migtt
was Right, when what could be
won by the sword might be held
by the sword; when every man
was entitled “to wallop his own
nigger;"" when juvenile labour was
exploited to death with impunity.
There was a time, even, when the
Jew was “iressure trove,” any-
body's quarry; when Sepoys were
shot from the cannon’s mouth, by
way of retaliation; when men and
women were burat at the stake to
the glory of God and in the name
of the Prince of Love and Peace;
when all whe did not worship
according to one particular dis-
pensation were “heathens;"” when

what is pow knowledge was
punishable heresy.
The darknesses still  weigh

heavy upon mankind. Prejudice,
Superstition and Material Self-
Interests in the one scale im-
measurably cutweigh what as yet
of Reason, Truth and Self-
Abnegation occupies the other.
Nevertheless, U,N.O., its weak-
nessess and defects notwithstand-
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ng bespeaks the guickening of
that intappible force talled Con-
science, the urpge to do the Right
becausc 1t 1s rizht that it should
be donc.

The Great Souls to whom Pro-
vidence has entrusted the puid-
ance of the Indian ship of State
are wisely and  skilfully en-
deavouring to fulfil their mandate.
The task they have assumed is 2
tremendous one; one that seems
weli-nigh superhuman. It is
nothing Iess than, by precept and
example, sko ving the nations of
the world 1he true (and only) way
to rea} and lasting Peace.

We, India’s South African
children, may cooperate and ren-
der no small measure of belp.
Our most effective way of doing
this is by helping ourselves; sacri-

Policy Of The

We never knew where we stood
with the United Party.
respect the Nationalist Party
though it may appear to be
more brutal, is better, for we know
exactly where we stand. Both the
Parties seem to want to put the
clock half-a-century  backward.
If South Africa wishes to live
with the world she will have to

' go forward.
‘We claim to represent neither
rhe extreme section of our people,

In that *
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who afe out for all and nothing
Jess, nor, what we would term the
ultra-moderate, who would be
ptepated to sell theic souls for a
mess of pottage. We represent
those of our people who claim
the right and opportunities to
to Jive as self respecting human
beings.  On matrers of principle
there canp be no compromise.
Our fight in this eouniry from
the very beginning has been
against laws based on race or
colour distinction. On matters of
administration there is always
room for an honourable agree-
ment. Such agreement should
of course be kept honourably by
both the parties. In so far as
representation  goes any repre-
sentation based on  communal
lines can never be acceptable to
the Indians. Franchise should be
on a common roll basis, loaded,
according to circumstances, if
necessary, with a proper mutual
understanding.

The Indians or, for that matter,
all the pon-Europeans, who seeck
rights in this country, should
realise that they will get just what
they deserve 2and when they de-
serve. It all depends on their own
strength and ability. What is
gained by brute force must be
tetained by that force, and is liable
to be taken away by a superior
force, What is gained by soul
force, viz,, by civilised methods
of sclf-sactiﬁse and self-suffering
will be long-lived, The salvation
of all the oppressed people in
South Africa lies in following the
latter course which was taught by
Mahatma Gandhi.

in the bappy position of having
the upper hand over the Black
people.

HE Union Government's ac-
tions are far more eloquent
than its speech., We ate having
stattling evidence of this.

Those
that have already been admitted
may complete their studies but
no new ones shall be admitted,
The reason for this step, it 1s
stated, is that there is not suffi-
cient accommodation for the
Natives in the Union. An expert
oo Native education scouts this
suggestion and says that he is
not aware of any number of Na-
tive students having been ex-
cluded, and if there have been
such cases, he goes on very rightly
to say, the Education Depart-
ment may issue orders that first
preference should be given to
Native students in the Union.
The Anglican Synod goes a step
further and suggesss that if
it i3 a question of finance the
Governments of the countries
concerned should be asked to
contribute to the extra cust that
may be incurred in admitting
studeats from outside. Butis
the reason given genuine? We
can say unhesitatingly, it is not.
The question is neither one of
lack of accommodation nor is it
-one of finance. The real reasoas
are those suggested by the Natal
Indian Congress and its conjecture
is fully justified by the attitude of
the Goverament in refusing pass-
ports to Native students, granted
scholarships by India, desiring te
go to that country for studies,
If there was lack of accommoda-
tion in the Union surely India's
offer should have been gratefully
and whole-heartedly welcomed by
the Union Government, But
instead it has spurned it. But
passports bave oot been refused
only to Native students desiring
to go to India; they have been
refused to those desiring to go
for visits outside the Union, such
as Lourenco Marques, This
proves that the Uniou Govern-
ment secks t0 keep the Union
Natives completely isolated from
the outside world.

The Communists may be
wicked but the Union Govern-
ment is certainly outdoing them
in every respect. Let us examine
the possible repercussion of this
very unwise step.  With this ban
would not the Union Government

feel a little embarrassed to import
teachers from outside? Would the
teachees be unjustified in refusing
ta come if they were imported?
Would the countries outside the
Union, such as, for insunlce,
America and England, be un-
justified in closing their eduea-
tional institntions to all South
Africans? How would the Union
Government take it if they were
todo so? Is pot the Union
Govecnment  rendering the path
smoother for the outsidé world to
impose sanctions against South
Africa? We cannot imagine any-
thing more arrogant, mote un-
genertous, more immoral, more
barbarous than to deny ome the
opportunity to learn. To afford
every possible opportunity to do
so would be the duty of all
civilised people, ‘The sooner the
Union realises its folly the better
it will be for itself and for South
Africa, .

Unrest In Native

" Reserves

ANOTHER tragic affair of the

week is the disturbances in
the Mapumulo Native Reserve
and the Witzieshoek Native
Reservz. In both these places
disturbances have been quelled
by fully armed police action. In
Witzieshoek the position seems
to have been much more sericus.
According to a report from
Kimberley an appeal to the
Secretary for Native Affairs, Dr,
W. W. Elselen, to try to restore
peaceful celations at Witzieshoek
has been madec by Mr, S. P.
Sesedi, president of the Loca-
tions Advisory Board. “The
use of fire-arms is not cal-
culated to bring about a cordial
relationship between Black and
White.  Discipline enforced at
the point of a sten-gun will never
bring about the desired results,”
he is reported to have said. These
words are sigoificant of a very
serious situation. We would de-
fer comment until more light is

thrown on the subject. ¥t is,
however, up to the European

public not to sit in reticence but

-to insist on facts being disclosed.

It is a sign of the time and very
significantly comes on the heels
of the appointment of D¢, H, F.
Verwoerd as the new Minister 'of
Native Affairs. . N
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Ban On Native Students
From Outside
The Union Cabinet has de-
cided to prohibit the entry of
all Native students from outside
the Usion who wish to study
at the Union's missionary
colleges, universities and other
educational institutions, No
similar ban has been mnotified
against European studeats  All
afected bodies in the Union
have been informed by letter
that “in view of the fact that
there are not sufficient educa.
tional facilities available in the
TUnion for its Native population,
Natives from territories outside
: the Union should not be admitted
to educational institutions in
the Union.” The. letter con-
tinues: “This applies to primary
and secondary as well as
bigher education. Natives from
foreign territories already ad-
mitted may complete their
training, but no other Natives
are to be admitted”  The
letter is signed by Dr, H.L,
‘van der Walt, Secretary for
Education, Art and Science,
who has said that “foceign-
territories” include the Protec-
torates (Bechuanaland, Swazi-
land and Basutoland). An ex.
pert on Native education bas
sconted the suggestion that
South Alrican Natives were
excluded to any notable extent,
if at all, by the acceptance of
thess students from outside. If
soy suitable Union students
were by any chance being ex-
cluded from one or other institu«
tion, the Department, he said,
need only have ordered that
preference be always given to
South African Natives., Sapa’s
representative in Pretoria says
this step forms part of the
Government policy to curb the
influx of Natives from outside
territories, which was outlined
by the then Minister of Native
Affairs, Dr, Jansen, during the

last session of Parliament.

N.IC. Protest

The Natai Indian Coogress
in a statement says: ‘‘This
action of the Government is yat
another step in the direction of
drawing tighter the iron curtain
round South Africa by com-
pletely isolating the Natives
{rom contact with persons from
other Native territories who
eojoy a greater measure of free-
dom than Natives in the Union,
This decision, taken in conjunc-
tion with the Nationalist Gov-
ernwent’s policy of persistently
refusing passports! to Native
students wishing to study abroad
(as illustrated recently by the

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NATURE CURE GUIDANCE

THE BROKEN LINK

A CHAIN is no stronger than
its weakest link, and if any
link breaks, the rest of the chain
is useless. In helping people to
health by applying the laws of
Nature Cure, we must always
seek to discover the weakest link,
A broken link will often undo all
our work and make all our efforts
unavailing. The failure will not
be of Nature Cure but due to
the ignorance and folly of those
who disregard natural laws in
their fulness. .

One way to ascertain the broken
link is by watching people eat.
This can be very instructive.
For instance, I once had a lady
patient wha was tecribly obese, a
veritable mountain  of /fat. I
managed to get myself invited to
the table, despite being a vege-
tarian, and there it was sooq
vident why she was so fat. She
ate no salads nor raw green food.
Her plate was heaped high with
white rice (boiled in an alumi.
nium pot), cabbage boiled to
death and then' strained so that
the life-giving mineral salis went
down the drain, peeled white
potatocs and hunks of fat mear.
Everything was heawly salted
and the cabbage was given liberal
applications of strong pepper,
‘There was plenty of winte bread,
of course. All this she fellowed
with a2 big soup-plate full of
white rice drowned in milk and
white sugar. A cup of atrong
coffee ended the meal.

No wonder she was such a
mountain of fat, always com-
plaining about aches and pains,
irritable, and subject to sleepless-
ness and bad headaches. Such
a diet is altogether too starchy.
Starch builds sofr, flabby fat in
some people, in others it causes
acidity which leads to rheumstism
and all other kinds of other ills.
Excess salt causes the absorption
of water into the tissues, thus
making them flabby and bulky,
It also puts a heavy burden on the
kidneys, causes copstipation and
in other ways increases the body
toxins, poisonous rubbish. Such
toxins in the blood-stream affect
the brain, causing headaches,
irritability, depression and so on.
Streng coffee ar  night  keeps
people awake.

This patient simply would not
hear of eating raw food such as
grated carrots, which she called
“pig’s food.”” She laughed at
the wdea of boiling or baking
potatoes in their jackets for the
sake of rich mineral elements in

and just under the potato-skins.
That was, to her, also “pig's
food,” Salt she refused to cut
down, So tuo with rice and
white bread and spices like
pepper.  Her beloved aluminium
pots and pans also meant more _to
her than her health, even though
I loaned her books showing that
aluminium is poisonous.

Needless to say, I had to drop
this patient. She was willing to
take any homoeopathic medicine
I would give, but she was equally
ready to back it up with all kinds
of dope bought from the chemists
—from aspirins to the latest
stomach and sleeping powders.

When last T saw her, she was
showing signs of incipient dropsy,
heart trouble and also mental
trouble. It is hard to see such
cases which one knows can be
helped and yet they refuse to be
helped. Our only censolation is
that the law of Karma is working
and out of the evil goed will
eveutually evolve.

Another case was of a man
with liver trouble due to heavy
drinking,  For years he drank
excessively, despite the pleadings
of his wife and childres and the
warnings of friends. At last Na-
ture began to rebel, He became
very frightened when he found
himself suffering with bleeding
piles and pains in the liver.

Visions of dying from cancer’

made him willing to do anything.

Now, 1t is interesting to observe
that you will never find a heavy
drinker who' does not also take
plenty of salt and pepper, ‘mus-
tard and vinegar or similar spices
and condiments. Usually they
also prefer more meat, eggs and
cheese than other focd. They
very seldom eat fruit or raw
salads and often they dislike
sweets, They are also inclined to
eat at irregular hours, nibbling
snacks between meals, and rather
liking someéthing spicy late at
night,

Such was this man, And jt
was wonderful to see how he
improved after a couple of
months of Nature Cure treat-
menat that was directed chiefly
to eliminating the poisons in his
system and building up his con-
stitution with good food rich in
vitamins asd mineral salts, He
became a new man and left the
liquar alone for months

Alas, however, he began to fee!

Needless to say, this
soon irritated his stomach, set up
false cravings, and it was just a
matter of time before he was
drinking as hard as ever.

What is one to do with such
people?  They simply will not
continue to do the right thing.
They will not even ey,

Another instance: In America
1 was asked by a certain man for
some help in regard to his kidneys.
He was begioning to pass blood.
It happened that he was going to
give me a lift in his car and just
before starting he turned his
face upwards and covered it with
his hat in a funoy way. When 1
asked him what he was up to, he
showed me that he was taking a
drink of bootleg gin., (It was
during the Prohibition period
and he did not want 10 be seen
drinking.) I said to him, “Listen,
my friend, that is what is causing
your kidney trouble.”  “Get
away,”” he answerad. **Why, I've
been drinking gin for thirty
years and it’s never hure me yet.”
Reasoping was ttseless with him,
He was wedded to his booze and
refused to see the harm it did.

A far happier case, also in
America, was of a youngish mar-
ried man who suffered from
weeping eczema of the ear, He
had been to all manner of doctors
withoutr avail. No treatment
helped for longer than a week or
ten days. I found out that he
took a small piece of bacon for
breakfast every morning. Now,
the word “scrofela” means “a
sow or female pig” in Latin and
his complaiat seemed related to
scrofela which sometimes mani-
fests in skin diseases. I suggested
that he stop taking pock in any
form, He objected that he took
only a very little; but I poin‘t:d
out that that little might be just
enough to cause the trouble.
After some persuasion he decided
to try my advice for two weeks.
In three days time the ecze.aa
began to clear up. In a week he

was bztter than for years. At the
end of the twa weeks I suggested
that he might resume taking
bacon for breakfast. ‘The trouble
returned immediately !

This man did not need any
further persuading. He decided
t> quit pork for all time and
when last heard of was rejoicing
in being quite free from a very
unpleasant complaint. He had
discovered and repaired the
broken link in his chain of health.

My aim in these articles is to
teach people to recognise the
weik links in their habits and
practices that may lead t> a break
under strain.  As long as people
do not know the laws of true
health, they are very likely to
suffer’such a break. May they
learn to know and  apply the
laws that will avoid sickness and
suffcring, the laws that lead to
radiant vibrant well-being,

India And Nepal

A repost from New Delhi re-
fers to reports from Nepal which
show that the people there are
not prepared to tolerate tbe
Rapna regime in its old form
apy longer, So far as the Gov-
ernmeat of India are concerned,
the King, who is now in New
Delhi, as the “honcured guest’
of the Government, continuves
to be the King, The Govern-
ment of India has taken stern
measures to prevent any wmisuse
of Indian territory by the
insurgents of Nepal, but at the
same time they bave made it
clear that they cannat interfere
in the internal affairs of the
State, "It is now a fight to
the bitter end, and the time
is past for any compromise with
the reactionary Rana regime in
Nepal,” said the President of
the Nepal Congress, Shri M, P,
Koirala at New Delhi. Hesaid
that the people of Nepal
“hate the Raca regime so much
tbat, if 1t continued any for-
ther, the people out of despair
might turn to Communism for
deliverance. “A popular govern-
meat enjoyiog full support of
the people cam alune stacd
against Communism,” he said.
He denied the allegation that
any Iodian nationals were in.
volved in the Nepal Congress
movement. He said he had
fouod moral sympathy with the
Nepal Congress cause in Iodia,
No kelp was offered, he added,

nor did they propose to ask for
any, So far, he said, the Nepal
Congress had not set up any
provisionel  government in
Nepal, but they proposed to do
50 before long.  He said that,
after a  successful  ending
to the present struggle, Nepal
would be an indepeadent sepa.-
rate State, but that in regard to
{foreign policy and other allied
matters India and Nepal could

not but bhave a commoo
element.” On ,Shri Kairala's
