Mme. Pandit, Indian
High Commissioner in Lon-
don and a former president
of the United Nations Gen-
eral Assembly made the
statement in a speech at
\Washington University.

Asked by newsmen whet-
her India had enough forces
to back its stand, she said
India has “a fine army and
air force which are able to
cope with the situation.”
She said the decision on
whether to use force would
be up to Mr, Nehru and
other Indian leaders.

There are two reasons
why the possibility of real
and cffective action arises
at this time.  First reason
is that the United States
has changed its policy and
now-with caution-opposes
racial oppression in the
Union. This change began
last year, but has become
much more evident at the
present session of the Gen-
cral Assembly.

The second reason why
the outlnok on this problem
has changed is the emerg-
ence of nesy and independ-

ent African states.  Ounly 2
few years ago there were
but two independent African
nations—Iithiopia and Li-
beria. Today therc are 10
indepcndent  African  na-
tions, and next year there
will be 14.

These states may be
divided on other issues, but
on the question of racial
oppression in the Union of
South Africa there can be
no real disagreement. Four-
teen nations, furthermore,
can make their weight felt

in several directions, for
each has its own set of
friends outside Africa.

The latest move against
the Union of South Africa
came in the U.N. Political
Committee when a resolu-
ticn on the subject of apart-
theid (race discrimination)
was passed 67 to 3, with
seven abstentions, Both
the resolution and the votc
carried the case against the
Union beyond previous ac-
tion by the U.N.

The lobbies aad galleries of the
central hall of the Parliament
building were packed to capacity
with Ambassadars, high officials,
dignitarjes and journalists. The
House was full with over 800

The President paid tribute to
the Indian perople foc their culs
ture, their progress and 1beir
strength among independent na-
tions and said that all bumanity
was in debt to c¢his land, but
Ameticans had a special com

He spelied out the interests by

ia many ways  Both countries,
be said, wete seeking improve-
ment and betterment of all their
citizens by assuring that the State
would serve and pot master]its
people ot any other peaple.

The boycotts
would be intensified. There
would be passive resistance move-
ments  African men and women
from every walk of life would all
march to the gacls of the land
and fill them up. Law and order
would break down and beyond
that nobady can say wah preci-
sion what would happen.

It is only when one reflects on
this that the madness of apartheid
becemes clear beyond 211 shadow
of doubt, Something worse
emerges.

Arab countries in Asia and the
freeing of the Arabs from the
Turkish yoke.

McMohan's finst assigoment
concerned with the mabing of
Indie’s frontiets (§8g4-g6) was

the extremely difficult tesk of
delimitiog and demarcatiog the
8cg-mile Alghan.Baluch fron-
tier in the light of the Agrees
ment of 3893 whereby Afghani.
stan tenounnced all claims to
sovereignty over frontier tribes
in Indin from Chitral to Persia;

The next important mission o
which be was in charge, dealing
with the demarcation of bound-
aries between India and ils
neighbouts, was when he was
appointed by Lord Curzon in
1903 as Arbitrator, under the
terms of Article 6 of the Treaty
of 1857, between Afghan and
Persian boundary claims in the
delta pravince of Seistan,

McMahon's work was render.
ed dfficult by the strategical
position of Seistan with refer-
ence to the security of India end
by Russiaa intrigues at a time
when the struggla betiween Bri-
tain and Russia for ascendancy
in Central Asia was most acute,
especially along the esstern
Persian borderlands of Khorasan
aod Seistan. His worb resulted
insuch a consolidation of the
British position in southeast
Persin that a definite zove of
British influence was formally
recagnized there by the Anglo.
Russian Convention of Septem.
ber 171, 1907, coocluded to de-
fine the Anglo-Russian spheres
of influence in Central Asis.

And the success of the mission
proves the courage and patience
which he then displayed, Mc-
Mahon’saward wasaccepted un-
conditionally by both Afgbani-
stan and Persin, His report on
Seistan will always remain =
remasrkable recard of explora-
tion and research there,

Thus, when it fell to McMihon
to unravel the taogled threads
of the Tibetan question in
1913-14, he was well equipped
in personel experience and firsta
hand Doowledge of frontier
policy io regard to the Govern-
ment of Indic’s political relg-
tions with the frontier bhill
tribes. And as director of In-
dia’s foreign sfiairs, he had
deeply immersed himselt in
India's policy vig-a-vis Tibet,
and morte especially realized
that bebind Tibet, and ready to
absorb it at the fiegt opportu.

1917 revolution had established

The principal policy objective

to secure Tibet's frontiers as to
constitute a definite barrier to
China’s advance toward India
a3 well as to cedeito Indiz the
entire tribal territory in the
Assam Himalaya.

Charles Bell of the Political

The 8oo-mile McMahor Lire,

But hs Iet no
matters of form or office come
betweea him aond those who

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Nations Prepare For Definite
Action Against Apartheid

The action 'noted “with cono-
cero that the policy of apartheid
js still being pussued.” It ex-
pressed “deep regret and cancera
that the Unjon of South Africa
has oot yet responded to fappeals
of the General Assembly that it
reconsider governmental policies
which impair the right of all racial
groups to enjoy the same funda-
mental rights and freedoms.”

Finally, the resolution “appeals
to all member states to use their
best endeaveurs as appropriate ta
achieve the purpose of this reso-
ution."”

Some nations are expected (o
engage in private diplomatic talks
with representatives of the Union
of South Africa, If such pressure
proves ineffective, organization of
a world ecopomic boycott, alteady
begun, fis expected to be extended.

Under a previous U.N. resalu
tion, passed at this session, Li-
beria is expected, in the near
future, to institute World Court
action which could result in a
decree ordesing South West Afci-
ca cemoved from control of the
Union of South Africa. South
West Africa is a former Leaguc

of Nations mandate which is
being incorporated in the Union
io defiance of U.N. actions. A
‘*white supremacy” policy has
been installed in South West
Africa, |

None of the U.N. moves, by
themselves, is expected to end
racial opptession in the Union of
South Africa overnight. Taken
together, however, they constitute
increased pressure on the Union
to bring its policies more in line
with the rest of of the world.
Officially . sapctioned racial op-
pression is, perhaps, uoique in
the Nnian of Seuth Africa, Such
opptession occurs elsewhete, but
at least lip.service is paid to
common standards of human
decency.

In the final vote on apartheid
the Union of South Africa ce-
fused to participate. The three
nationg voting against the measure
were France, Portugal and Britain
—all African colonial powers.

France and Britain, however,
made statements opposing racial
oppression, though voting against
the resolution, Only Portugal,
which is generally conceded to

have the most {backward colonial
policies on the continent of Afri-
ca, vated agaipst the 2aati aparst-
heid action without apologies.

The British position is patticu-
larly difficult, and will be more
difficult next year. Five members
of the British Commonwealth—
Ceylon, Malaya, Gbana, lodia
and Pakistag—were sponsars of
the resolution. New Zealand
voted in favour of the action,
Only Australia aod Canada, with-
in the Commonwealth, abstained;
none voted with Britain against
the resolution

How long Britain can continue
to uphold the South African posi-
tion in the United Nations was
a question frequently asked here,
Next year the most important
Bratish  territory in  Africa—
Nigeria—will gain its independ-
ence, Britain hopes it will ce-
main in the Commonwealth, but
Nigeria's decision will be based
in part on Britain’s attitude to-
ward South Africap racism.

Canada previously has voted in
favour of resolutions aimed at
ending apartheid in South Africa.
Canada’s abstention this year—a
reflection of a Conservative gov-
ernment in Ottawa—was offset
by Australia, which abstained,
though previously it bad voted
with Britain,

stention in the western hemisphere
was that of the Dominican Re-
public wbich bas the most se-
actionary government in Latin
America.i

Thbe United States suported
the anti-apartheid resolution from
the beginning, though thiz sup-
port sometimes was couched in
peculiar lagguage. The chief
American delegate in the Political
Committee for this question, was
Harold Ricgelman, Republican
politician in New Yotk and long-
time lawyer for the Chiang-Kaie
shek governmeut an Formosa.

America’s basic position was
directed by the State Department
in Washington, but Riegelman
was allowed to have a hand in
drafting his speech suppottiog
the resolution. In what Riegel.
man later said was an attempt to
make the Union of South Africa
feel happier about United States
opposition to racism, he expressed
an attitude of “bumility” toward
the problem. He urged that race
discrimination be seen as “stem-
ming from teadition and long
usage.

What seemed to them to be an
apology for an American vote
against racial oppression irritated
some of the African delegates
hece; but on the whole they were
satishied, W e
