NEW DELHI.—Dr. Raj-
endra Prasad's recent reference
to the need for a legal study of
the powers of the Indian Presi-
dent continued to be the subject
of animated discussion in the
lobbies on November 30. The
matter has gained additional in-
terest in view of the repart that
legal opinion was in fact, ob-
tained on " fwo specific points
some time ago on a reference by
the President.

It is understood that, on the
first occasion,’ an inquiry was
made by the President swhether
ke was bound to accept the ad-
vice of his Ministers in his capa-
city as visitor of the Delhi, Ali-
garh, Banaras and Viswabharati
Universities.

NEW DELHI.—The hope that “in the days to come Pakistan and
India will march shoulder to shoulder in the tasks that lie before them,”
was expressed by Mr A. K. Brohi, High Commissioner for Pakistan in

India, in Bombay on November 38, 1960.

Speaking at a reception given

in his honour by the Progressive Group at “Gul Mohr' Mr. Brohi, after
that preliminary remark, addressed the gathering on *Progress'' a subject

chosen by himself for the occasion.

It was a scholarly address and
the speaker drew copiously from
various sys‘ems of philosophy,
quoting a number of adages in
support of the definition that
progress was something more Lhan
the multiplication of means of
satisfying the basic buman wants,
such as food and clothing, Mr.
Brohi said that the purpose of
progress was the same, namely to
reach a certain goal, but the met-
hods differed.

The saving of time and enecgy
by the application of the means
at the disposal of mankind should,
he thought, be utilised for pur-
poses really worthwhile and for
higher things. That was progress.
Progress in olden days coraisted
of personal development and was
confined to only 2 class of indis
viduals in a particular station of
life.

Gandhian Techniques

N recent years non-LEuropean leaders—and Europeans

H who recognise unreservedly the justice of the non-
European cause, except those who are inspired by
Moscow—have again and again stated that the struggle
of the non-European people for freedom and rights lies
along the path of Gandhi-ism. The Indian was the first
to give expression to this conviction whemin 1946 he
launched the Passive Resistance Movement, with rather
unfortunate results. In 1952 came the Defiance Move-
ment which, though rather contradictorily worded, was an
attempt to oppose unjust laws by means of deliberate and
planned violation it the Gandhian fashion. It was also a
sort of Passive Resistance NMovement and was undoubted-
ly inspired by Gandhian ideologies.. Once more, how-
ever, the attempt was abortive—no sooner had the Minis-
ter of Justice announced enhanzed penalties and more
severe punishment for planned violation of the laws of the
country than the Campaign came to an abrupt end. At
about the same time the now banned African National
Congress declared itself wedded to Gandhian techniques
although not much in the way of Gandhian action
was embarked upon. Early this year the Pan-Africanist
Congress. also now banned, declared that it would, in its
struggle for the rights of the non-European people, follow
the path of non-violence. When Indian and European
champions of the non-European people in Durban were
busy petitioning the Courts for their release hours before
the Emergency was clamped on the country, Chief Albert
Luthuli stood out Jike Gandhi, when he declared in
Johanneskurg, that he would remain in prison with the
lowliest of uis followers. At first Robert Sebulive of the
PAC stood by true Gandhi-ism when he declared that he
would accept any sentence the Court would impose.
Later, however, by appealing against the sentence he
weakened his claim that his struggle was founded on
Gandhi-ism. In Natal, Peter Brown of the Liberal Party

staked his claims as a true follower of Satyagraha when '

he refuscd to allow himsell to be released conditionally
during the Emergency. In the Cape Patrick Duncan, the
editor of “Contact”, has made determined strides along
the path of Gandhi-ism. His refusal to reveal the sources
of his information and acceptance of gaol sentences eara-
ed him the respect of the whole country and of people
overseas. His statement to court on charges under the
Emergency Regulations, (a portion of which is published
elsewhere in this issue¢) too, is in the Gandhian mould,
Unfortunately, he has elected to pay a fine in a situation
in which Gandhi would have gone to gaol,

In each of these cases, except that of Peter Brown,
people have gone a long way along the path of Gandhism
but have faltered at the end. There must be a reason for
this. And the reason we feel is insufficieat acquaintance
with the theories and writings of Gandhi in the first place

Prayers were held
and mass spinning programmes
were organised at several places.
‘The sale of Khadi Hundigs (pro-
missary notes pledging purchase
within a specified period) was also
arranged.
The day was also observed as
Naticnal Cleanliness Day. Sani-
tation drives wete launched at a

number of centres including
Delhi.
In Madras State, Panchayat

Raj was ushered in. A ceremonial
teansfer of power feom reptesens
tatives of district officials to lead-
ers of Panchayat councils was
beld in Madras City.

New Bridges

Among the major projects
initiated on October 2, was the
Sone Bridge in the Mirzapur
district of Vitar Pradesh. Its
foundation stone was laid by the
Railway Mianister, Mr. Jagivan
Ram. The bridge will be 3,875
feet long and will cost £1.125
million. Tt will form part of the
Northern Railways ptoject for
constructing a 10l-mile-long link
between Robertsganj and Garhwa
Road. The new line will serve
an area which is rich in minerals
but at present Jacks good rail and
road communications

In Madras State the new bridge
across the Cauveri was declared
open by the Union Minister for
Transpart and Communications,
Dr Subbaroyan. The bridge
links road and other important
trade centres of Salem Districe
with Coimbatere.

A_MEETING way held at
India House on October 2 to
commemorate Mahatma Gandhi's
birthday. The Acting High Com -
missioner for India, Mr. Azim
Husain opened the proceedings
by referring to the work of world
statesmen in the United Nations
at the present moment to sort out
conflicts and find a way of peace.
He said it way very appropriate
that Gandhi Jayanti should be
observed now for Gandhiji stood
for peace—peace within man him-
self, peace among fellow beings
and peace in the whole world.
Professor C. H, Pbilips, Direct-
or of the School of QOtiental and
African Studies. London Univer-
sity, who was the chief speaker,
paid tribute to Mahatma Gandhi
who, he said, had left his impress
bistory, He said a few iedividuals
stand out in the long history of
man’s progress from animal to
savage to civilisation, and Cheist
and Gandbi were the most te-
markable among them, Both of
them refined man’'s spirit by re.
vealing a2 new outlook enabling
man to live on levels ke would
not otherwise bhave reached.
Gandhi, Mr. Philips said, refined
and displayed the life of the
spirit in his owa lifetime. With
Gandbi not nationalism or any
other “ism'' but humanity came
first and, in the words of .the
Bible, the Word became flesh.

Professor  Philips  concluded
that Gandhi's life provides a
babjtual vision of greatness, with.
out which moral education is jm-
possible and without which hy-
manity could not progress

I WAS astopished when the

summons in this case was
sertved on me, for I bad thought
that the government would have
hesitated, from a sense of nl:.lame,
to revive the painful memories of
what it did to the people of
South Africa in March and April
of thig year,

The presecution hay alleged
that eight artizles, published on
2nd and 16.h April this year in
Contact, were ‘subversive state-
ments,” and that I have broken
the law by having distributed
them These articles describe,
and comment op, cettain acts
done by the povernment. These
acts include large scale murder
by the police, and 1wo treacherous
breaches of faith,

O:her articles fa the fsaues
which are before the court in-
clude reports of barbaric flog.
gigs of inoocent people by the
Cape Town police. These crimi-
nal acts, perpetrated by apd in
the name of goverom:nt, achieved
wor.d notoricty, and shocked the
conscience of the whole bhuman
race.

Now that the clamour of world
publicity has som:what abated I
saould have thought a govern.
ment of guilty men, auch as is
the South African government,
would have left these horrors
alone, to be forgotten. 1 thoughe
that these guilty men at least bad
shame I'oow sec that I was
mistaken

These words that I have uaed
of the govicrom:aer are hard.
bave not used them lightly. I
huve pondered loog the question
of whether to use them or not.

I contend that only just laws
made by a legitimate government
are true laws, and I am going to
show this court why these regula~
tions are fatally defective,

Some pecple who have been
charged under thesz regulations
bave contended that a)] the jnsti-
tutions of goverament, and there-
fore all the laws passed since
Ugion, have na legitimacy beeause
the non Whites had no part in
establishing the state.

A case could, 1 believe, be
made in support of their con-
teation. Thete are, after all,
masy rules in life that want (he
full force of law. Chijldren play-
ing in their sand-pits make rules;
bandits make, and can ofien
enforce rules; usurper kings and
governments purport to  tnake
rules But only governments
which are, and which are be.
lieved to be, legitimate can make
laws in the fullest sense of that
word, laws which are bindiog on
the people that are governed

It is obvious that nat all who
exeecise power can bind the con.
acicaces of the ruled, During the
Nazi occupation of Europe,
Hulee's gauleiters made rules, and
oftea succeeded jn enforcing
obedicnce 1o them, because they
bhad a victoriouz army behind
them. Thesc ruler did not, bow.
ever, have the character of law,

A case could be made jn Sup-
port of the contention that the
government in Sou.h Africa is ay
illegitimate as ¢hat of Hitler's
occupying armies, It is bowever,
not uecessary foc me to eater too
deeply into this fluestion, nor to
pursue this line of argument, for
I zemt my case on the simple
statement that these regulatipns
are fatally defective by reason of
their injustice.

These regulations, thiy piece of

paper in front of the court, wese
doubly unjust, For not only
were they uajust in themselves:
they were the culmination of
many years of unjust legisfation,

An indication that they were
fmmoral and unjust in themselves
is that the notorious *death regu.
lation® (Proclamation No. 97,
Union Gazette Extraordinary of
2ad April, 1960) was issued under
their authaority. This regulation
contained the following words:

3 (1) Whenever any magistrale
or any commisvioned or non-
commissioned officer in  the
Forces is of opinion that the
presence or conduct of any per-
Bon or persons at any place
endangers or may endanger the
public safety or the maintenance
of public order or exposes or
may expose life or property to
danger, he may in a loud voice
order auch person or persons te
Stop or {0 proceed to any place
indicated in the order or ta desjst
from such conduct, and shall
thereupon warn such person or
Persons that force will be uysed if
the order is not obeyed forthwith.

(2} If any such order ir not
obeyed forthwith, the magistrate
or commissioned or non-com.
missioned officer may apply or
authoriz= the application of force
{izcluding force resulting in
death) in order to remove or
prevent the suspected danger.”

Was seen in the streets of Cape
Town on 4th April, when the
South African police was turned
by arder of the government into
a tribal impf,. Armed with sticks
and sjamboks they combed the
areets of Cape Town, bunting
for Africans They chased any
petsson they believed to be a
‘kaffic’, and perpetrated bundreds,
pechaps thousands, of beutal and
uaprovoked assaults on these
persons.

chains many of our fellow.citizets
to one job or one farm, and
which prevent millions from
selling their labour whére it is
most needed,

(8) The greedy job-reservation
law which seeks to reserve to the
White minority in perpetuity all
the good jobs.

(g) The repressive Bantu Ay-
thorities Act, which seeks to turn
the clock back ta a tribal past,
instead of helping the pecple
into the madern world as equals.

{10) The regressive Banty
Education Act, which seeks to
condition African childeen to
serfdom, in accordance with Dr.
Verwoerd's words : ¢ Whea 1 have
contsol of Native education I
will reform it so that Natives

will be taught from childhood to *

realise that equality with Euro
peans is not for them ™

The making of these hostile
and unjust regulations is congist.
ent anly with a state of mind in
the legislator of deep and in.
veterate enmity borne towards the
majority of the people of Seuth
Africa.

They ate not law. Law, as we
bave seen, to be tru: law must
aurtuce life, must promote t¢he
commoan good, must be imposed
equally on the community.

It may, however, be argued
that however violeanr, usjust, or
anti life these regulations were,
they were necessary for the pre-
accving of law and order,

1 admit immediately that this
i superficially the most plausible
argumeadt 3gaicst me, Iam con
fident, however, that what I have
said remains valid despite this
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allegation.
sider what law, what order, is
being preserved at such cost, It
is clear frem everytbing that I
bave said that the law to be pte:
served is the law of greedy race
supremacy, and tbe order to be
preserved s the  order  of
apartheid,

I would temind this court that
Himmler and Hitler did little
that was not legal, Like this
government, they took the trouble

to pass regulations to give the,

appearance of legality to their
deeds, Before their genocidal
a tack on the Jewish communities
of Eutrope they passed the Nurem:
becg race laws,

Mere otder, mere law, I say,
are not ends in themaelves, They
must be related to life, to moral-
ity, and to justice.

It might also be argued that it
was my patriotic duty to obey, at
a time of difficulty and danger-to
the State, the State’s regulations,
and that it was my duty to do
nothing that could draw on my
country the approbrium of the
world.

I say that the opposite was my’

duty. I am unquestioningly loyal
to South -Africa, to the £fteen
millions of people of all races
who are my fellow citizens, and
to the lovely land which is ours.

I bave therefore a duty to protect -

my people and my country against
any group which is hostile to the
majority of our people, even
though, by a series of historic
swindles, such a group has been
able temporarily to arrogate to
itself the name of government.

The anger of the world is not
against South Africa. The anger
of the world is against this greedy
oliparchy that battens on the
people that it hates. So far
from trying to diminisk the
world’s anger, I believe that it
was patrictic duty to do all in my
power to inceease it,

lalso believe that it was my
patriatic duty to speak up for
another reason. The injustices
done in March and April pur-
ported to have been done in the
name of all South Africans. For
the whole of South Africa to
have kept silence then would
have been for the whole country
to sland arraigned before the
highest tribunal of the human
race, the Security Council of the
United Nations, as steeped in a
upiform guilt, I speke up be-
cause 1 wished to protect the
majotity of my ffccen million
fellow citizeas from the righteous
detestation of the whole human
face.

It wasalso, as I see it my duty
to speak the truth then, for no
other newspzper in the country
felt free to do 50 These regu
lations had dealt an internatiopal
blow against the press of South
Aftica, whose freedom was there.
by curtailed, and curtailed more

For one has to con:completely than at any

time
since the goverporship of Lord
Charles Somerset. I knew that
ifonly one newspaper were to
continue to publish the truth and
to comment without fear, other
newspapers might follow suit.
I acted in the interests of the
freedom of the press, which is
the most precious freedom left to
us in South Africa, though even
this freedom bas been whittled
away and is now finally menaced
by a new Bill.

To summarize: I decided to
ignore these regulations because

they were not worthy of the name
of law, because to do so was
pateiotic and in the interests of
our country,

In this trial I am not the
accused though Tappear in the
deck. On the contrary I am the
actuser, I accuse the emergency
regulations, and the unjust laws
which they arose out of and
which they were intended to
protect, and those men who per-
petrated them, for they bave
destroyed peace, and oulraged
justice in our couotsy,

ERHAPS one may wonder why I, a foreigner, should speak
P about ao Iadian saint, a man who compresses into his small
body and great spirit, the escence of the ancient Indian wradition.
But I do oot think that I am out of line for, as I understand
Vinoba Bhave, his yearning goes out beyond Indis to the world,
Although the Bhoodan movement and Sarvodaya have developed
aloog the dusty roads of the Indizn countryside, the implicatioas
of the Acharya’s philosophy have great potential meaning in the

interaaticual scene,

Nor is the world unawars of
Vinoba's deeds and message, An
American historian, my fngnd
Vera Micheles Dean, said of him,
“if tn practice what you preach
is revolutiooary, then A_chatya
Viooba Bhave, who wields a
spade every night at the end of
a toilsome walk through th_u
countryside as 8 symbol of bis
community of spirit with those
who till the land, is a revolue
tionary.”

When Vinobe was awarded
tha Magsaysay award for com-
muaity leadership in 3958, the
*Manila Daily Bulletin" sgaid,

“by his example, he had
ceeated w aew concept of
mau's mission ia life aad, if
his ideals could only encoms
pass the earth, much conid

be accomplished toward a

true brotherhoed amoog all

men,,,”

On the same occasion, an edi- '

torial writer from Texas, in the
beart-lanc of the United States,
stated, *'Ho has sought nothiog
for himself, but one cao rest
assured that he gained the rich
reward that comes to the hearts
of those dedicated to gelfless
service.”

In tome ways, the Acharya
reminds me of 8 ‘real character
now almost legendury, in the
vtory of qur Ametican Irontier—
Johouy Appleseed. The parallel
iv found primarily ia their spiris
tual qualitiss nod the quality of
m love for mankind, Johnny
Appleseed, a stcangs and lovable
man, probably born in my_new
England, wandered through the
wilderness country of Okio and
Indiana in the early nineteenth
century. A small man with a
wenthersbeaten face, & head of
straggly hair, bright blue eyes,
he travelled barefoot summer
and winter acd wors rough
garments made from sack«cluth
or leather, Diidainiog worldly
possenions, his only baggage
was a cookiag pot with a handle
anod a bag slung aver hijs
shoulder.

After {a loog daya trekking

the lorests, he would come to 'a
settlers’ bouse, share the family
supper, and talk with them end
their neighbours about simple
love for mankind and for God’s
nature. His theology was oot
complicated, To hiw the esseace
of God and of the divine man
was isfinite love and his mani~
festation infinite wisdom,

His trlks were not doctrinal
sermong, but were filled with
enchanting stories about birds
and apimals. Children and
parents alike listenad with
loving fascination. American
Indiens, often hostile to the
teltlers, venerated Johony Apple-
seed as a gentle man who com-
muned;, with trees and wild
animals and preached brotbere
hood and goodwill.

Everywhere, he went about
p'anting appleseeds in the clear«
foge of the forests or aloog the
paths and gave seeds of the
apple tree to the settlers to
plant: The seeds he carried in
his cloth bag on the end of a
stick over his shoulder,

Taday in Ohio you can still
see in the paslure laxd on the
edpe of the woods, descendents
of the apple trees planted by
Jobnoy Applesced; their sharp
taog and the perfume of their
blossoms reminds us of the wans
deriog man of love and wisdom:

Just as his apple trees wers s
symbol of Johooy Appleseed’s
underlying philosopby of sime
plicity and love, so—I believe
—Vinoba's achievements in the
redistribution of Iadian }and
are a concreie manifestation of
his basic Gandhian belijetfs,
While he urges landholders to
give land to the less fortunate,
his eyes are fized on a none
material world of love and non-
violence, where simplicity in
liviog reigos supreme, where
men are at peace because they
are brathers,

Some will say that such ideay
are impractical and that those
who hold them are voworldly
dreamers. In our conversations
with the Acharya, my wife and

1 have not found him to be &
sgintly dreamer removad from
the world of practical reality.
On the contrary, as I talked
with bim last April about the
problems of co.aperative farms
iog, I found a man of good coms
mon sense who recognized the
need of villagers' initiative in
co-operative organization, and
the great importance of educa-
tion before a complete job can
bs dona. 1 found an awarenes:
in Vinoba of American agricul-
tural problems and of the pos.
sible application of Japanese
methods to increasing farm proe
duction.

. In the more extended atea of
world affairs, Vinoba is Eeenly
alert to the trends of the times.
He knows that with the pro-
gress of scieace, as he told me,
Y'either we have one world, or
the whole thing is destroyed.”
“fat Jagat,” (victory ta the
wotld) he repeated to me reveral
times;

On gnother occasiop, the
Acharya said, speabing to big
Inndlords,

""Follow, in this at least, the
example of the Americans,
They are the richeat of all
and they give! the .- whole
world...they do not give be-
cause they gare the richest,
they are the richest because
they give...for riches are like

the wind, If you stopped its
flow, there would be no
wind.”?’

These are the words of a
master who, while his goal of
peaceful brotherhood is spiri-
tual, ®nows and understrnds the
wayas of the world.

But the inner fountaipn
strength  foc this
man, the source fram which
derives his physical
bhi¢ uoderstanding of
problems, his great sagacity
prayec and union with
spirite He once said to ~
priest:

GOVERNMENT'S LAWLESS
PROCEEDINGS !

( From ** The Indian Opinion"" December 10, 1910)

FPHE following, letter has
been published by the chief
daily papers of South Africa,
Owing to great pressurs oo our
space, we have not been able to
reproduce it. We now do so,
believing that the true state-
ment of the case contained
therein regarding the persecu=
tion of the deportecs will be of
interest to our readets and of
use to our friends:—

Sir,—In all probability your
readers have not fully realised
the significance of recent phases
of the Tranavaal Asiatic trouble,

1t will be recalled that about
eight months age a number of
Agiatics, Iodians and Chinese,
who were lawlully resident io
the Transvaal, wers deported
to India for technical breach
of the regulations of the Regis-
tration Law, These Asiatics
had beeq either resident in the
Transvaal for a number of years,
as peacetul, honest citizear, os
else were domiciled or had
been born eliewhere in South
Africa. Among them were a
sprinkliog born in the Trans.
vaal itself. It was urged on
their bel sit that their deportas
tion was unlawful, for the Act
provides quite =  different
punithmeat for breach of its
regulations, which they were
quite prepared to sufler, These
Agiatica were dealt with ad-
ministrativaly, and w7ere unable
to appeal to the Supreme Court
agninst the deportation orders,
They were removed across the
Portuguese border in charge of
tho police, and as they cromsed
the border, in a train travelling
at full speed, they wers informe
ed that they were free, but were
catried on to the Portuguese
frontier station. Meanwhile,
Portuguese police who had been
specially invited into Transvaal
territory, boarded the train and
in Portuguess territory arrested
the men for being on the train
without proper tichets,ns I am
told. They were taken down
to Delagoa Bay and, as the
Imperial authorities bave in-
formed us were departed to
Iadia for iskringement o! the
Lourenco Marques Municipal
By-Laws} which could not pos.
tibly have been broken by the
foen who were forcibly brought

within the Municipal limils
The costs of their depactation
were entirely borne by the
Trapsvaal administration,

Oa the 3yst Auguet last, 63
Indians apd 22 Chinese who
had been so doported, returned
with me from Bombay tao Dur-
bad by the “Sultan”, Twenty-
nice of these deportees were
landed at onces in Natal ag
having Natal domiciliary rights,
either by reason of birth or
statatory cleims. These men,
evidently, ther, bad been unw
law{ully deported; Three more
landed on visiting passes on an
undertabing toapply for regiss
tration certificates, The applis
catione were accepted &od it
was evident therefore that these
men, too, were unfawliully des
ported, since their claims to
residence in the Transvaal were
admitted. Niaeteen Chincse,
who registration certificates
lswiully issued to them, were
stent back atonce to Indis, on
the grouad that as they had
been deported (the very quess
tion of the lawfulpess of the
proceedings being thus beggad
the wutherities), their certifi-
cates could not be recognised;
It will later be seen that, when
theie men return they, too, will
be allowed to land, and that
their second deportation. in
such hot haste, to prevent access
to the Supreme Court, was alto
illegal.

The remainiog 32 men claime
ed tights of residence in South
Africa.” Op their behali, I ap-
plied for duplicates of their
registration certificates to enable
them to laod in ‘Gucbapn, but
was told that as the men had
been deported, duplicates could
not bejisiued to them. In order
to avoid their being seat back
at once to I[ndia, they were
advised to praceed to Port Elis
zabeth, Thence thoy went to
Capo Town, where elaven of
them landeds One of thess hed
no difficuity in praving prior
gomicile, five are awailing the
issue of duplicats registration
certificates enabling them to
return te the Transvanl. The
remaining five claim South
African birth,

The other 21 men returnad

after terrible 1

hardships and

and exposure (not (o spesd of
the risk of being carried on to
Europe) to Durbav, where I
applied to the authorities for
permission to see the men, as
their legal adviser, together
with my Counugl. Mr. F, A.
Laughton, K.C, "We were pe-
remptorily refused, and an
application was at once made
to the Natal Division of the
Supreme Court, which passed an
interdict on the Shipping Come
paoy and the Immigration
avthorities, preventing them
from deporting the men until
the court could investigate
their claims, sad made an order
enabling them to confer with
legal advisers., By a curious
aod ingufficiently explained
“‘misunderstanding’ the Court’s
order was not carried out by
the Government, and after some
exposure, the men were sent
away from Biitish waters and
carried on to Lourenco Marques,
where one of them Naryans
samy died of enteritirs, Through
the gaod offices of the British
Consul and the ‘Portuguese
authorities, nioeteen of the men
(one had previously been landed
at Durban, baving proved his
domicile thers) returped to
Durbanp, to avail themselves of
a second order of the Supreme
Court,

And pow comes a startling
change of front on the part of
the Uagion Gavernment. My,
Gandhi demanded of the Transe
vaal Registrar of Asiantics, that
he should accept their applica-
cations for duplicate certifi
catet. The latter replied that
he would do so as an act of
grace, upon certain conditions.
Mr., Gandhi pointed out that
hit demand was based upon a
legal right And not & matter of
grace and he once more demande
ed the unconditional issue of
duplicates. The demand was
refused, and the Registrar
was at onco notified that pro-
coediogs were being commenced
immediately in the Trapsvaal
Division of the Supreme Courts
Within 24 bours Mr. Gandhi
was informed by him that the
duplicate would be isaued un-
conditionally. The Goveroment
bad completely climbed down
and after baving nearly g month
eatlier, refused to issue the
duplicates as they had been
deported, now agreed to do so,
50 soon as they discovered that
an application to the Courts
was imminent. The five Capa
meen’s applicetions were also
accepted, fhus, it wi,l be seen
that, of the 65 Indians who
came with me from Bombay sll
have been or will be Janded
unconditionally.in South Africe,
except poor Naryanwamy; Of
the 32 Chinete, (hiee have
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simiiarly Janded. The actiog

These men, who have at loag
Iast landed, are nearly all in
gacl in the Transvaal, ax
passive resisters, and their sen.
tence in itself coodems the
action of the authorities bere
in originally deporting them®
For they have been nentenced,
not as probibited immigracts,
but for breach of the very regus
lations for whose breach they
were wrongly removed from
their country of birth and lawe
{ful domicile.

And the pet result of this
serics of lawless proceedings is
the breaking up of pumberless
homer, inflaming public opinion
in Indis, imperilling Imperial
relations, and disgraciog the
fair nama of the Union of South
Africe,

Sir, asa Eucopean citizen of
this Univa, I do not feel proud of
these things done in my name
by the Union Administration,
Do you and your readers ?
