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Signs Of The Time

OR some little time past the

English-language press has
been featuring the Gold Coast
general election, The election
has now been held on essentially
democratic lines, and according
to latest reports has proved a
great success...a great success,
that is regarded democratically.

We have taken the liberty of
reproducing, in another tolumn,
a communication from the Special
Representative of ‘The Star’ to
which we earnestly direct the
attention of our-readers, irrespec-
tive of race, colour or nationality,

It has special significance at
this hour in view of the perilously
strzined relationship now reached
between whites and non-whites
withia the Union, and the Prime
Minister’s latest demand for in-
corporation within the Union of
the Protectorate.

The latter makes it perfectly
obvious that Dr. Malan is com-
pletely free from even the re-
motest suspicion of diffidence or
shyness. As Mr. Patrick Gordon
Walker ventured to remind \our
Prime Minister,

“there was one aspect of the
problem that he did not men-
tion, and one that seems to us
very important, namely, the
views of the territories con-
cerned.”

Which, of course, goes to the
very root of the difference between
South Africa’s interpretation of
“democracy’’ and that of most of
the rest of the world.

To those who share ‘the Malan
complex, “the inhabitants of the
territories  concerned'’  means
“pure whites of pure white
descent,” All others, regardless
of qualifications, however high,
fall cutside the democratic pale.

White “baaskaap’ seeks to en-
trench itself, in perpetuity, behind

the plea that apartheid is essential
for the preservation of white
civilisation. The contention is sg
manifestly false that it is sur-
prising it should even be advanced

by a self-respecting minister of
any modern responsible govern-
ment and seeing that the wvast
majority of the world's peoples,
and their governments, are ““non-
whites” Dr. Malan can hardly
bope to win its acceptance outside
of a comparatively small circle
who, like him and his followers,
depend for their own personal
and class overlordship upon the
successful grinding of the axe of
racialism and colour.

The communication to ‘The
Star’ by that journal's Special
Representative, placed side by side
with the programme planned by
the Union Government for its
Natives, Coloureds, and Indians,
offers a striking example of the
deadly parallel; of the fruits of a
humane policy, and political wis-
dom on the one hand and—in the
words of the *“The Star'—so much
foolish prejudice, racialism and
dowanright bad manners......in our
own sunny South Africa,” on the
other,

“The Star’s Special Corres-
pondent, is, we gather, himself, a
South African and his preference
for truth will, no doubt, lay him
open to the’ usual sneer about
“fouling one's own nest,” Itis
the kind of reproach that has
always found particular favour
with the responsible heads of this
Government whose  ultra-sensi-
tiveness to anything savouring of
adverse criticism is, to say the
least of it, strongly suggestive of
guilty conscience,

The “My Country right or
wrong” partisan is, really, no
patrict atall.  On the contrary,
his attitude is a disservice to his
country. And, the higher and
more responsible the position he
occupies, the greater that dis-
séevice.  The champions of the
gospel of separateness may pos-
sibly ndt realise it—though it is
difficult to believe that they do
wot—but the actual disservice

they are doing to this country and

to the cause of world progress in
general is tremendous.

Experience teaches the folly of
atterapting to reason with un-
reason, It would seem to be an
unhappy truth that the sowers of
the wind will learn only through
reaping the whirlwind; that such
is the inevitable lot of the stiff.
necked.  Throughout  history,
Pharoahs, whenever they have
tried to pattern themselves after
the Pharoah of the Excdus story,
have refused to learn any other
way.

Agprey of Africa, as he was
known, was wont to temind his
hearers of the importance of the
black keys or notes in the making
of the piano’s harmony. The
recent elections in  the Gold
Coast area as commented upon

by ‘The Star’s’ Special Represen-
tative, go far indeed to justify
Aggrey's contention.

The onon-Europeans of the
Union are in no respects, either
morally or intellectually, inferior
to their brothers, the Africans of
the Gold Coast.  Given the
opportunity, what the latter have
done, the former can, unques-
tionably, do. Is their good-will
not worth retaining? At least,
what is left of it?

King Canute was doubtless re-
garded by his couttiers as a
superman, In the eyes ef the
present generation, he was just a
plain fool, a very ordinary human
being, but one intoxicated with a
sense of his own greatness.

FAMINE THREATENS

ISTRESSING news has been

received  this week from India
that she is faced with a threat
of famine unless wheat and other
grain reached her before the
“lean period”—July to October,
Oge third of the India’s popula-
tion of 350,000,000 are already on
littte more than half rations.
Although no famine has' been
reported, big aumbers of people
in Madras Bihar and Bombay are
going desperately short, according
to Food Ministrys’ official state-
ments, which are corroborated
by letters received from India
by oprivate individuals in the
Union. It has besn estimated
that at least 5,500,000 extra tons
of grain will have to be fouad
if the rationing system is not to
collapse.

September and October have
always been a time of low stocks
and high prices, and this year the
lean period is expected to start in
July because of an estimated loss
of 2,000,000 tons of food grains
through floods, earthquakes and
drought.

Help From America

According to a Sapa message
from Washington, President
Truman has asked Congress to
“authorise 2,000,000 tons of grain
to relieve the Indian famine,

The United Natioos Childrens
Fund has voted unamimously
to send 240,000 doliars (about
£80,000) worth of rice to India to
feed 275,000 children within the
next six months.

Truman’s Recommenda-~
tion To Congress

A request from President Tru-
man for authorization of a grant
2,000,000 tons of American grain
to help India meet current food
shortages is now before the U.S.
Congress. In a message to the
Congress, Truman asserted:

“We cannot turn a deaf ear to
India"s appeal. Our friendship
for the people of India and our
traditional concern for buman
suffering inpel us to take every
reasonable step we can to allevi-
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Cato Manor for the last half-a.
century and over. The Natal
Indian organisation said it was
the clear intention of the Coun.
cil to expropriate every piece of
Indian land that might fall
outside the Indian group areas,
“The City Council knows of the
serious Iack of amenities in the
predominantly  noa-European
areas and yet it can proceed
beautifying of the Beach swim.
ming baths and similar luxuries
while slums flourish within 30
miles of the City Hall,”

INDIA

Truman said that political
differences between India and
the United States in the United
Nations “must not deflect us
from our tradition of friendly aid
to alleviate human suffering.”
He explained: “It is not our
objective in foreign affaits to
dominate other™ nations. OQur
objective is to strengthen the
free nations through co-operation
—free and voluntary co-operation

based on a common devotion to -

freedom,
“Qur actions have demon-
strated our adherence to this

objective throughout the world.
It is npatural that the Indian
people should turn to us for aid
in meeting the threat of famine
that now confronts them. We
should meet their appeal in the
spirit which guides our relations
with all free nations,"”

The President expressed con-
fidence that the American people
and their representatives in Con-
gress would respond to India's
need. “Already,” he said, “numer
ous voices from all over the
country have urged the Govern-
ment to send food; and a number
of members of both (political)
parties in the Congress are
strongly suppocting the popular
demand,"” i

Following the President’s state-
ment  Representative Jacob K,
Javits, a Republican member of
the House of Representatives
Foreiga Affairs Committee, an-
nounced that a bi-partisan House
group on Thursday will intro-
duce a bill to authorize the grain
grant.  Javits said this bill “will
demonsttate to the people of
India clearly that our people are
interested in friendship, peace
and  well-being, not only for
themselves but for all the other
free peoples; that we are willing
to contribute of our substance
for that purpose, and that there
are no political or other strings
attached to our assistance.”

Republican Senator H. Alex-
ander Smith said a similar bill
would be introduced in the
Senate. He said a favorable
Ci it 1
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needs “would be in harmony with
the traditional policy of the
United States, and would furnish
a concrete demonstration of the
friendship and good will exist-
ing between our people and
theirs.

In his message, Truman asked
for an immediate appropriation
of funds to pay for 1,000,000 tons
of grain and said that the balance
of the funds could be voted after
further study of India’s food
situation, Truman said the
American grain grant would re
present a sacrifice because the
United States ‘does not have an
over-supply of food grains. How-
ever, such a grant would not en-
danger the U.S. food supply, he
stated.

‘““It does not constitute a pre-
cedent for continuing to provide
food for India on a grant basis or
for providing similar aid for other
countries,” the President added.
He sald the grant was being asked
for India because of the emerg-
ency situation there and because
of “our traditional concern for
human suffering.”

Truman told the Congress that
the acute food shortages in India
must not be allowed to undermine
the democratic gains enjoyed by
the Indian people. He noted that
the democtatic guarantees of the
India constitution are similar to
those espoused in the U.,S, Bill of
Rights. It is important to the
free world that the democratic
institutions which are emerging in
India be maintained and strength-
ened,' the President asserted.

The President said the United
States would expect “our repre-
sentatives in India to be given
every opportunity to observe the
distribution of the grain and to
be sure that the aid we are sup-
plying is distributed fairly.” He
noted that these provisions are
integral parts of all U.S. foreign
aid programmes. .

Yugoslavia declared itself glad

,to comply with such a request

wheua it recently received a food
grant from the United States.
Marshall Plan aid has also been
extended to European countries
with the same provisions.

India also weuld be expected
to deposit in a special account
focal currency equivalent to the
proceeds from the sale in India of
grain supplies by the United
States to the Indian Government
on-a grant basis. These counter-
part funds, Truman said, ““would
offer a splendid opportunity for
the improvement of Yndian agri-
cultute, the development of im-
portant natural resources and in-
dustrics, and other projects of
benefit to the people of India.'”

The President concluded his
message by urging Congress to
take “immediate steps to put

:
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this programme into effect. In
this critical time in the affairs of
the world, it is vital that the
democratic nations show their
concera for the well-being of
men everywhere and their de-
sire for a better life for mankiud.
But words alone are not sufficient.

“We must implement our
words by deeds, We must
counter the false promises of
Communist  imperialism  with
constructive action for human
betterment. In this way, and in
this way only, can we make
human liberty secure against the
forees which threaten it throach-
out the world today.”

The United States has pre-
viously made special provisions
for facilitating  India‘s grain
purchases in the Unijted States,
In 1950, a total of 627,000 tons
of grain sorghums was made
available at concessional prices.
Last October, the U.S, Economic
Co-operation Administration allo-
cated 34,500,000 on a grant
basls to assist the Indian pur-
chase of 427,000 tons of grain
sorghums

Trumans special message to
the Congress was based upon a
formal request submitted on
December 16, 1950 by the In-
dian Ambassador to the United
States, Madame Vijaya L. Pandit.

AN EYE-OPENER TO SOUTH AFRICA

HE Special Representative of
“The Star’ (Johanoesburg)

writes from Accra, the Capilal of
Tbe Gold Coast:

Accra, tropical capital of the
Gold Coast and key town in the
forthcoming first general elections
here, provides an interesting new
expetience for any South African.
It would be a disconcerting one
for the racialist,

The town, with numerous fine
modern  public  buildings and
homes, has 135,000 Native resi-
dents and some 2,500 white
people.

In South Africa we talk about
Europeans and non-Europeans.
Here they talk of Africans and
non-Africans. It is in some ways
an ironic obverse of the Dr.
Malan mecal.

Pretty well everything in the
town is run by the Africans
themselves, admittedly  under
European direction 2t the top
levels and on the techoical side,
except in local trade and the
hospitals, which have 100 per
cent African Staffs, Even the
white trading companies have all-
African counter staffs.

Native Gold Coasters take you
through the customs; they runm
your taxis; drive their own cars;
run their own shops and cafes;
work the trains; man the civil
service in all but the highest
grades; are doctors, lawyers,
teachers, nurses, ministers and
professors.

There is no discrimination,
Africans drop in at all hotels for
cocktails, coffee, a rest or 2 meal,
They sit at tables among the white
people in hotel lounges and dining
rooms, Mixed groups asre not
uacommon. They drink from
the same glasses and cups, eat
from the same plates.

All this, which would give some
South Afcicans heart failure or a
stroke if it happened in their

country, raises no eyehrow, evokes
no comment here.

It is taken quietly for granted
that the colour of a man's skin
makes no difference to his sociall
status, and that you have socia
or business contacts on the basis
of courtesy, good manners and
cultural or other affinities.

In other words you fiad here
a cosmopolitan outlook which is
most refreshing after so much
foolish prejudice, racialism and
downright bad mangers embedded
in so much that is noble and of
good repute in our own sunny
South Africa.

It is most pleasant to meet
some of the best informed and
educated West Africans here,

And itis no less delightful to
find among everyone, from the
poorest peasant in the binterland
and the lowliest fisherman aloag
the coast to the most erudite
professors of Achimota College,
3o inpate courtesy, natural efo~
quence and good humour that
speak volumes for the African as
2 human being.

Moreover: the West African’s
success in the medical, legal and
other professions and in com-
merce gives the lic to the often-
heard assertion in the Union that
the Native of Africa is mentally
incapable of meeting the highest
demands of complex modern
civilisation, or of taking his place
with the best—given the educa-
tion and the opportunity—in the
spiritual, iftellectual and pro-
fessional life of his times.

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A VOICE FROM INDONESIA
OPEN LETTER

Dr, Malan,
Prime Minister,
Govt. of South Africa.

SIR,-—-By your segregation policy,

aimed at eliminating the col-
oured people from South Africa,
who are the original masters of
the soil, you are simply accelerat-
ing the inevitable, working against
the white people not only in South
Africa but in all countries, where
whites are mere settlers and not
masters of the soil. Obviously,
you are aiming at the persecution
of the coloured people but psy-
chologically you are simply goad-
ing them to incitement against the
whites. You are opealy inciting
the South African natives against
some eoloured settlers, mainly
Indians, but you must be sane
eqough to realise that coloured
people are inherently anti-white
and once these South African
natives and coloured settlers' there
in peneral becoma colnur—con-
scious, the future of the ‘whites
not only in South Africa but in
all countries would be sealed and
you would not find a living soul
1n the whole of Asia, In the m-
terests of the whites at large, you
must be also wise enough to
understand that even in a country
like America, which has assumed
political and economic leadership
of the world, whites are there by
right of settlement and not by
right of mastery of the soil, in the
real sense of the term, To elimi-
pate whites from America seems
a gigantic task but by your anti-
coloured policy, you are inciting
the huge masses of Asia against
handful of whites there, with the
resuft that the latter shall be
eliminated to the last white on the
soil of Asia.

By this short-sighted and eszen-
tially suicidal policy you are, in
your power-intoxication,  un-
consciously sowing the seeds of
colour-war in Asia and working
for the eventwal elimipation of
waites in the whole of Asia,

In the interests of the whites at
large you must be sensible enough
to understand that the coloured
people in the world are in a huge
majority and, if they eveutaally
become too much strained over
the colour issue, which I think
they would, in view of the
general attitude of the whites to-
wards the coloured people, they
'may even dominate the white part
of the world, thereby turning the
scales of white domination of the
coloured people to the reverse
position i.e. coloured demmation
of the whites. To put st clear,

the coloured shall rule  the
whites.
The whites, with ail their

wealth and political roguery, have

come to rule coloured parts and
peoples of the world by inciting
the natives of the soil against each
other on religious or other issues
with the most hideous and cruel
motive of becoming masters of
the soil, where originally they
infiltrated as settlers. Wherever
they have gone to settle down,
they have usurped the rights and
privileges of the masters of the
soil and reduced them to a status
of penury and degradation and
assumed mastery of the soil.

All the whites at large, in their
own interests, should remember
and also beware that, where laws
of the materialistic world fail to
protect the coloured peoples of
the world against whites usurpa-
tion of their moral and legal
rights and privileges even in their
own own soil, the divine law of
retribution shall one day come to
their aid when even the position
of whites in Amierica would not
be safe and invulnerable, though
the whites there have, by their
political art and skill, rendered as
safe and immovable as the mighty
Himalayas. In their power in-

+ toxication the whites in Ameriea

do not realise that even the
mightiest Himalays can be razed
to the ground by the mightiest of
sea-quakes.

Coloured domination of the
whites would mean the mightiest
political quake of the world and
which is not beyond the range -of
possibility, looking to the general
attitude of the whites towards the
coloured people of the world,

The geologists of the world
shall bear witness to the fact that
the mountains of the world have
been liquidated by sea quakes
and therefore liquidation of the
mightiest Himalayas and  the
dollar-protected America, so far
as the whites are concerned,
cannot be ruled out as an ex-
ception 1o this inexorable law of
nattre,

« +. I simply wonder that
a handful of you white settlers
there in South Africa, out of
power intoxication, are unable
to recognise this inexorable law
of nature,

So, in the interests of the
whitez at large, 1 would advise
you to refrain from your anti-
coloured activities and treat all
the coloured peoples as masters
of the soil and treat the whites as
their moral aud legal trustees,
responsible for their general wel-
fare and political and economic
improvement. Give them educa-
tion and procure all amenities for
them and finally prepare them for
self-government and then retire
as honest and faithful trustees
with all the wealth of their good-
will and thanks.

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MR. GORDON-WALKER’S REPLY TO
DR. MALAN

T a State banquet last week in

Lononr of the British Secre-
tary of State for Commonwealth
Relations, Mr. Patrick Gordon-
Walker, the Prime Minister, Dr.
Ma'an raised the question of in-
corporation of the Protectorates.

Mr, Gordon-Walker in reply
stated, “Let me say that I quite
understand the importance which
South Africo attaches to this
matter, ane I have, of course,
listened with great care to what
the Prime Minister said,”

#But there was one aspect of
the problem that he did not men-
tion, and one that scems to us
very important — namely, the
views of the inhabitants of the
territories concerned.

“"We feel that no people any-
where, whether we are responsible
for them or nat, should simply be
meved from one jurisdiction to
another without full consideraticn
of their own views on the mat-
ter.”

Mr. Gordon-Walker said the
question of the High Commission
territories was one of the matters
on which the vicws of the British
and South African Governments
were not identical.

He added that it was not the
purpose of his visit to explore
this qu-stion, and that he did not
wish to 'say anything unbefitting
a guest of the Unijon,

Mor. Gordon-Walker said each
Commonwealth eountry had, of
cousse, its own particular interest;
each made up her own mind on
the policy she would pursue; none
has any rigbt over any other.

In consequence, it followed
that they scmetimes disagreed.
This was a sign of the vigour and
vitality of the Commonwealth of

free and equal countries.

“One thing I am sure about in
the Commonwealth is the value
of personal contact. A great deal
turns upon the people who are in
positions of authoriiy getting to
know one another learning about
each others ways and problems
and each othets ideas.

African Powers

“We are close to one another
in many ways, We are both great
African powers, and have there-
fore many interests and problems
in common,

“'There are many fields in which
our interests are very close and in
which we can and do help each
other by our knowledge and
experience,

“1 am thinking in particular of
such fields as the application of
science, transport, soil erosion and
water conservation.

“There are some things that
one can state about the Common-
wealth with certainty and preci-
sion. One is as you yourself bave
said that we do not interfere in
any way in each other's mternal
affairs.

‘“Fhis rule of the Common-
wealth that we do not interfere
in each other's internal affaics
is oune of very great importance,

“The absulute right of each
member of the Commonwealth to
control its own affairs carries
with it the consequence that every
member is free to adopt what.
ever internal constitution it may
wish,

“This is a part of the un-
fettered sovereignity that each of
us enjoys.

India

“India, as everyone knows, has
become a republic.  She and the

other countries of the Commoan-
wealth then agreed that she shall
remain a full and active member
of the Commonwealth, recognis-
ing the King as head of the
Commonwealth and the sym-
bol of the free association of its
members,

#The Prime Minister referred
to one of the matters on which
our views are not identical when
he spoke of the High Commission
territories,” M, Gordon-Walker
continued.

Close Accord

“Although there can be, and
are some disagreements between
members of the Commonwealth
we are, none the less, on most
jmportant matters in very close
sccord,

“Ina difficult and dangerous
world we must hold together for
our mutual advantage, The Com-
monwealth js a great and vital
force for the preservation of a
peaceful world

“Naver has there been a time
when it has been more important
for friends to stand .together,
never has it been more important
to put first thiogs 'first and to
remember not the lesser mattess
that may divide us, but the great
things that ucite us,

DON’T POISON YOURSELF!

N this age of chemical refine-
ment and synthesis, many sub-
stances that are brought
daily use in the home are capable
of doing great harm. In previous
articles I have shown the dangers
of aluminium and other common-
ly used substances such as ginger,
chillies and white sugar. Here 1
propose to deal with a number of
other substances usually regarded
as quite harmless by the vast
majotity of people.

Salt

Common table salt is an essen-
tial for the maintenance of bodily
health, especially in the case of
vegetarians, Cominon table salt
is the result of the combination of
two chemical elements, sodium
and Chlorine. The chlorine forms

‘ the chief source of the Hydro-

chloric Acid that is the man
digestive juice produced by the
stomach, And the sodium helps
to maintain the alkaline reserve of
the blood, so necessary for health.

Wild animals and primitive
people who live mainly on a vege-
tarian diet value salt very highly
indeed. It is absolutely essential
to their health and any lack of
salt sets up a terrible craving that
demands satisfaction. The scien-
tific explanation is that plants
contain large quantities of potash.
This potash displaces sodium in
the blood, and so a sodium short-
age is created, ‘This shortage can
only be overcome by taking fre-

" quent small amounts of salt,

Please note carefully—Small
Amounts of salt. When more
than small amounts of salt are
taken, serious harm is done.
Salt attracts water, and excessive
amounts either draw too much
water into the tissues, thereby
causing dropsical conditions, or
draw the water out of the tissues
to cause excessive thinness and
dryness.

I once knew a married couple
whose combined weight was well
over 600lbs. They strewed their
fcod with salt like spow. In
between meals they drank enorm-
"ous quantities of water, This," of
course, all went into the tissues
and caused the appearance of
gross and excessive fatness, Both
were normal people when they
married, but they developed this
habit of taking excessive salt, with
the aforesaid results.

Other victims of salt-poisoning
whom 1 know are exceedingly

into *

thin, especially about the neck
and upper part of the body.
Generally speaking, they haye
miserable dispositions too—*"sad
and glad of it,” as the saying goes,
or snappy and spiteful,

Because salt draws water, it
causes constipation.  The water
is drawn out of the bowel con-
tents, making them dry and
crumbling and hard to expel.
Sometimes the bowels get so
affected that a chronic watery
diarrhoea develops, with great
burning of the anus.

Too much salt has a most
damaging effect on the skin,
making it dry and full of in-
numerable tiny wrinkles, or else
greasy and dirty-looking, Salt
also causes cataract, because the
eyes are simply specially develop-
ed skint-cells.  As a matter of facr,
there are places in the world
where young horses develop
cataract of the eyes if they are
raised on pastures that became
salty from being covered regularly
by sea water.

I could list a great number of
other complaints caused by raking
too much salt. It is sufficient to
point out that the great scourge
of sailors in former days was
scurvy, and the chief cause of
scurvy was the fact that people
had 1o live for long periods on
salt food, Today, many people
suffer from a mild form <f scurvy
without knowing it, and the chief
cause is the excessive salt they
take with their foed.

Iacidentally. I have never scen
a victim of zlcoliolism whe was
not over-fond of salt, strew:ingit
thickly aver everything eaten
This was well-known (o the
liquor-sellers of former years,
who always provided all kinds of
very salty snacks for their cus-
tomers, to stimulate their cravings
for more strong drink.

The best form of salt for
human consumption is sea.salt,
like that prepared by Mahatma
Gandhi when he defied the salt
monopoly in India. And even of
this less than half a teaspoonful
per day is more than enough for
an adult to take in all his food,
Next to such salt is the crude
stuff obtained from salt pans.
The worst form is the specially
doctored stuff, refined and made
free-running for highly civilized
palates. Such salt has had certain

iodine compounds added to it, in
the mistaken notion that this will
prevent goitre.  Unfortunately,
iodine in this form can cause
goitre as well as curing it—but
only a Homoeopath knows why.

lodine

Almost every househeold has a
bottle of iodine handy for apply-
icg to cuts and injuries. A far
safer and better substance is
tincture of Calendula, As a mat-
ter of fact, when iodine is applied
to cuts and wounds in the tropics,
it often causes the flesh to rot and
turn into horrible sores, But I
have used tincture of Calendula
on many people in Tanganyika
with outstanding success.

A great danger of iodive and its
compounds is that it is very readi-
ly absorbed into the system, even
through the skin. In the body it
has a profound effect on glands
and mucous membranes as well
as nerves.

‘The diseased condition known
as goitre consists in excessive de-
velopment of the thyroid gland,
often due to lack of minute traces

of jodine in the food., Homoeo-
pathic doses of iodine will cure
this condition, But any larger
amounts of 1odine can also cause
goitre by changing latent hyper-
thyroidism into an active form.

It would be interesting to know
how many cases of glandular fever,
hay-fever and even tuberculosis
are due to tco much iodine, either
in the form of iodides 2dded to
table-salt, or from applying tinc-
ture of iodine frequently to cuts
and injuries. It is significant that
Homoeopaths cure many cases of
these complaints with the’appro-
priate homoeopathic preparations
of iodine compounds in extremely
minute dose,

Very very small amounts of
icdine are essential in our diet.
But this should be supplied in the
organic form, that is, through
plant life rich in icdine. The
best source of all is seaweed, such
as cdible kelp, carrageen and
Irish-moss. Scotch-kale also has
fair amounts and so do potato-
peels. For this reason, potatoes
should never be peeled, but eaten
peel and alk
