, The occasion was JThe
Royal Empire Society meet­

I ing, held on the 15th idem,
and Mr. Amery's speech

, followed that of Dr. Geyer,
: the South African High

Commissioner.
Mr. Amery is reported to

have said:-
"Apartheid which was not an

Afrikaner invention, was prac­
tised by tbe British Govern­
ment in South Africa before
Union. The British Govern­
ment was applying to the Pro­
tectorates a system of "pro­
tective apartheid" similar to
that of the Union Government
in its Native Reserves.

The Rt. Hon. gentleman
then went on to express his
disapproval of British and
United Nations criticism of
the policies of the South
African and S. Rhodesian
Governments. He praised
the efforts which he said the

'South African Government
was making to improve the
educ;,ation and economic and
social welfare of the Natives.

No doubt the occasion
and the company may have
been largely responsible for
Mr. Amery's kindly com­
parison. Mr. Amery is far
too polished a diplomat to
indulge in indiscretions, after
the manner of the Union's
Prime Minister, only a few
days earlier. Nevertheless,-

his observations only par­
tially reflect the facts and
for the rest must be dis­
missed as polite fiction.

I t is, of course. true that
Apartheid was practised by
the British Government in
South Africa before Union.
But, recalling that same
British Government's vigor­
ous protests against such
comparatively limited Apart­
heid as was applied to In­
dians by the Transvaal Re­
public-they were actually
adv;J.oced as a casus bc/li- '
and the subsequent 'voIte
face' from 1902 until the
granting of Responsible
Go\'ernment, it might be
thought by tnose not as well
acquainted with the ways of
diplomacy that this would
have been a case of least
said soonest mended.

To those "in the know,"
Mr. AmerY'E comparison
between what he is pleased
to call the "protective apart­
heid" the British Govern­
ment adopts towards its
Protectorates and the "simi·
lar" form of Government the
Union employs in its Native
Reserves, will undoubtedly
seem far-fetched and unreal.

Mr. Amery surely must
know tbat the cwo are
fundamentally and essen­
tially different; like tne ideal
of the White man's burden
when, on the one hand, it is
interpreted altruistically, and
on the other, selfishly. If
the views of intelligent
Union Native opinion carry
an)' weight with 1\1 r. Amery,
any doubts he may really

entertain on the subject,
can easily be settled. .11 is
"protective aparthcid"-thc
"protective" part of it,
th:lt is-will unquestionably
be repudiated as a euphcm­
ism. He will, perhaps, he
surprised to learn how little
there is in common between
Baaskaap and protecton.

The Rt. I-Ion. GenL!e­
man's polite disapproval of
criticism of the 0nion Gov·
ernment's Native policy is,
in a way, quite understand­
able. 1V1r Amery belongs
to ,the school-=-the ok! Im­
perialist school-of tbose
who believe in trusting the
i\Ian all the Spar.

Some of us still recall the
time Mr. Amery was Secre­
tary of State for India.
That seems a long time ago
now, and the memonr of
those days is for ~any
reasons not altogether a
happy one. Mr. Amery did
not favour Inlllia's independ.
ence; the relinquishing of
"the brightest jewel in the
imperial crown." And the
imperialist complex, like
others that are of the nature
of r::lce and class superior­
ity anel self-aggrandisement,
dies hard.

I t doesn't emerge from
the report whether !'Ilr.
Amery's reference to "oa­
tive''' was made in the nar­
row (local) or more general
sense. }Ie may. of course,
have had in mind Indians
and oth~r non-Europeans,
besides native Africans.
Because, it is a little early
as yet to have f~rgottcn that
in the days gone by (and
still regl'(~lteu by imperial
ists such as 1\Ir. Amery and
1\Ir. \Vinston Churchill) the
Indians of India were quite

They were
in return promised Ihe right 10
liye as frcc cilizens of this coun­
Iry. But as !oon as their number
increased, and they became a
liltle afflueot, tbe ruling race
c1.pped tbeir wings by first de­
priving them of Ihe Parliamentary
and later the Municipal franchise,
because it was a source of danger
10 their supremacy. Indians have
now no voice in tbe Legislature
and they can therefore be kept in
tbeir place. Then callie tbe Na­
tives. In 1936 their wings were
clipped. But they formed a
'fast majority of tbe Union's
population :lnd therefore bad to
be given some representalion. So
they.., ~re givcn a separate elect­
:Irate t~ elect three Europeans t~
represent them in the Legislature.
It is now feared that even that
representation is a danger to the
supremacy of tbe ruling race and
the deprivation of that JIleagre
tigbt is seriously contemplated.

There ~re quite a number of
people among the ruling race
wbo realise that whilt supremacy
and wbite civilisation cannnt be
maintained by pursuing :I policy
of luppreslion and oppression but
by honestly performing their
duties as trwtees and by treating
aU people, whatever race or colour
they may he, as human·beings
with feelings and aspirations like
tbemsclycs. But there are among
tbem baugbly people wbo have
joined bands witb the very re­
actionary element that i.!J in power
today and i.!J causing untold hJrm
not only to this country hUt is
lowing tbe seeds of :I world can-

f1agration between the whiles, and
the non-whites.

There are people who are just
itching for that day to comt and
arc takiog rhe fullest advanlage
of the slightest opportunity they
can find to bring about that state
nf affairs. All sane people dread
the day when that should come
to pass and arc doing their utmost
to avert it.

DON'T POISON YOURSELF!Aspirins
ONE of Ihe greatest curses of

tbe presenl age is the facility
with which aspirin can be obtain­
ed by women. Almost every
WomJD'S handbJg has a box or
packet of aspirins or some pre·
paration with aspirm in it. The
claim is made that aspirin has
been such a wonderful boon to
womeD, siDce it is such a wonder­
ful paiD·killer. But tbat is just
ODe of the many reasons why it
is so harmful.

Please do Dot misunderstand
me. I am:lS sorry for suffering
bumanity as the next man and
have done mOle tban tbe average
per60n to alleviate and remove
pain-aften at expense to myself
and without even thanks from
those benefitted. But pain is
Nature's own special provision to
protect us from harm by warning
us that somethiog is wroog. If
we did not fed pain, we could
upt our hands un a red-hot stove
without knowlDg about it; and
they could be destroyed before
we would realise what was hap­
pening. .But as soon as wc feel
pain, the paiD of burniog, we do
our utmost to remove our hands
from the cause of the pain. So
with all pain, il is ;\ ature's device
for makmg us get away from
danger. When people, espeCIally
women, have headaches or back·
aehes or olher pains, tbese are
Natl.trc's warning lhat somethlDg
is wrong. By doping lhemselves
witb aspirin, these people may

8ucceed in killing J the pain, bUl
they have done nOlhing to remove
the causes of lhal p1ln. So the
causes continue and uUlold damage
may be done within tbe body. A
dangerous course is continued
regardless of consequeoces. Like
a wooden buildJOg being eatm
3W3y by white ants, the conslitu·i
tion is underm ned unal one day
collapse comes.

As a matter of interest, I' mighr
mention tlut lhe worst nervous
wreck I ever saw was a young
man of 22 in America. He was
addicled to smoking aspirins
which he crushed and mixed with
the tobacco in cigarettes!

Aspirin has a profound effcct
on the nerves, and, de~pile all
IUtemeots to tbe contrary by
Vested interests, it also does affect
tbe hurt-'s has receotly been
admitted in SOme speCJal pro.
fessional hterature thaI I receIVe
from a drug manubcturing con­
cero in America. (It i! meant to
be read by doctors only and not

by the ~eneral public!) Numbers
of Cdse~ are on record where
asplun has been used with ap'
par.:nt success in rhe trearment of
rheumatism or influenza. But,
soon afrer lhe pains ceased, the
patienls died of heart f.1ilure.

Tbe question arIS!s: bow many
cases of death from the presenl
influen:a epidemic in Europe are
due to lhe use of asp'rin or kin­
dreG drugs? And whar is the reo
Iationsbip belween the increasing
dea'b-rate from heart troubles in
modern times <lnd tbe increasing
use of aspirios by all aajd sundry?
Be waroed and beware of aspirins
or anything resembling aspirins.

Pain-Killers
Closely related ro aspirins are

many other paio·killers. Ire·
member a case of nerves, chronic
head·ache and border-line in­
saniry tn a palieol, who some­
times also suffered from loss of
voice from a cold on lhe ch'st
and frOID rheumatic pains in lhe
rigbt arm. Ir was a difficult case.

The clue came by accident. I
found an empty bailIe of a pateD!
medicine pain-killer in the patienr's
house. The label showed, amoog
other things, that il contained a
common analgesic called pheoa­
:l:one, also knowo as anlipyrine.
Checking up in a medical dic·
tionary, my eye fell on lhe word
",ntipyrinomania-a form of
insanity caused by addiction to
:llltipyrine." The lighl dawned on
me.

The next step was to consult
Dr. J. H. Clarke's "Dictionary of
the Homoeopathic Mate.ria Me­
dica," a mine of homoeopathic
nformatioo. Here, UDder "Anti·
pyrinum,' I found the exact
picture of the patienl's condition:
greal excit,bili~y, headaches as if
If head huge and swollen, loss of
voice at times, 'pains in rhe tight
arm, hearl affected. It was nole­
wortby how lhe patient improved
when not taking tbis dope.

D.D.T.
With the re-discovery and

widespread use of D.D.T. and
similar preparations, we have
become exposed to new dangers.
In the last couple of years .lbere
bave been a number of deaths of
slrollg healthy men killed by the
effeCls of the sprays they were

USlO!: on crops or animals. If
tbere have been so many acttuJ
fatalities, who caD say how many
people have been made ill by
Ihese substances withoul even
knowing it?

D.D.T. has been found to pro­
duce symptoms very similu to
polJomyelitis in poultry, and it is
a question whether some cases
during poliomyelitis epidemics
may not bave originated in tbis
way. Of course, tbe very clever
medical research specialists laugb
at such suggestions. But why do
they not investigate too, in tbe
truly scienrific manner, 10 look
for trutb wherever il may bc
found? Unfortunately, they b:Jve
made up rheir minds beforeb:Jod
that the Solulion can only consist
in isolating some germs or virus
and preparing vaccines. And tbat
is called research and science.

Chocolate
I love chotolate-;lDd thus

luroed that choaoble can be a
poison. From my owo personal
experience, 1 learned years ago
that it, and its rebtion, cocoa;
very easily cause sinusitis. In
Durban, about 27 years ago, one
could get very nice "broken
chocobte" for about 1[6 to 2/­
a lb. As it is a high-protein food,
I ofren bought some and would
have a "good tuck in." But it
dawned on me in lime that within
3 or 4 days of such an "oreY,"
I would get a bad atuck of Iuy­
fever, sinusitis, and something
very like influen%3. For years I
have been checking up and tiave
fouod numerol1!l sufferers from
sinus troubles wbo were also
addicted to cbocolale or cocoa,
and wbo gal relief by taking any
advice to avoid these tempting
substances.

For instance, a patient of mine
was a young man who went in
strongly for physical cultwe. In
his keenness, he cut out all tea
and teffee aod W01tched bis diet
carefully. Notwithstanding all tbis
he got a mOSl fearful attack of
sinusitis. The doctor called in
wanted to give the usual treat­
ment, Injections and the tbreat of
an operation. I was sent for and
found him in terrible pain wilh a
badly swollen face and forehead.
Careful questioning eventuaUy
led to the discovery that be was

drioking five cups of Istrong cocoa
every day, instead of the tea and
coffee formerly taken. I im·
mediately forbade further cocoa
or cbocoLate and gave certain
bomoeopatbic remedies indicated
for lhe particular case, and in a
day or two he bad quite recovered.

Maj be he will
now be prepared to think differ­
ently since a recent report from
America tdls that a medical re­
se.arch scientist there bas jl1!lt
found OUI what I discovered by
myself years ago-that chocolate
is bad for sinus trouble.

This remiods me, by the way,
that aD American analytiC21
chemist once told me that choco­
Late has the same chemical for­
mula as t:Ilr1e snake poison I Of
course, the re.al reason that
chocolate causes lroilble is the
fact tbat it is .a very higb protein
substance and .also tends to
constipate. When a higb protein
is debyed in tbe bowels, it be.
comes poisonous and is bound to
cause trouble aod upset the body.

Preservatiyes

One should not conclude this
article without refere.nce to the
cold drinks and food prepat:lnons
that are preserved witb sulphur
dioxide, ben:oic acid and olher
cbemical.s. In the aame category
3re tbose cold drinks made of
synthetic substances, in other
words, chemicals.

I believe thaI tbe amo~t per­
mitted in Soutb Africa is illegal
in America and Gumany UDder
tbeir slricter food laws. Whether
tbis be so oe not, anyone witb a
knowledge of Homoeopathy
re:ilises the Iurm that ca!1 result
from frequently consuming sub­
stances with even small 3mouots
of sulpbur dioxide, benzoic add,
citric acid and other' cbemiC2b
commonly used as preservatives
or artificial f1avourin~. They
should be avoided scrupulously.

Petrol Fumes
