EADING Mr. Manilal Gandhi's
lucid account of his recent

visit to Bloemfontein one finds
oneself driven to certain irrestible
conclusions.

Of these, perhaps the most
impressive is the extent, as well
as the depth to which ‘Apartheid’
or ‘Separatie’ is entrenched with-
in the Union.

The Free State has, of course,
always been peculiatly a White
preserve in respect of Indian or
other Asiatic immigration, but it
is intensely disappointing to any
sincere  well-wishers of South
Africa’s future who still refain a
proper perspective, sease o/f pro-
portion and vision not com-
pletely blinded by prejudice and
wholly mistaken ideas regarding
their own best intercs\ls, to learn
that Bloemfontein's Native Loca-
tion embodies all the sordid sel-
fish ugliness of the worst of its
Transvaal examples.

Indeed, the conclusion one is
driven to is, that in the matter of
the ordinary amenities of civilised
tife and living the Bloemfontein
Native Location is just a dump-
ing or depot for the fucnishing of
(cheap) Native labour to (White)
employers.

Read together with the Johans
nesburg  Municipality's  cynical
attitude, towards the housing of
Johaopnesburg's Natives and the
wholly selfish protests of sub-
urban property owners against
any suggestion of Recreation
Ground for Natives in their

* particular neighbourhood (to men-

tion only two of the many ex-
amples available) it becomes in-
creasingly obvious that the White
Qligarchy that purports«ta rule
this country’s destinies is accu-
mulating for itself a mass of
storm-cloud which, when it bursts,
must inevitably do so with dis-
astrous results.

Now, just as so many of us
refuse to recognise that our joys
and sorrows are but the natural
fruitage of our own sowing in
some past however remote, so,
similarly, it is one of the weak-
nesses of an clectorate to blame
a government they have put into
power to effectuate their own
sclfish desires and preferences,

when things don’t work out as
expected, As a certain magistrate
ooce joculacly told the attorneys
attending his court, ““What you
pray for, you get. What you
don't pray for, you don't get.”
‘The ‘Apartheid’ or ‘Separatie’
policy of the present Government,
and the consequences that policy
threateas, illustrates this in every

particular.
The electorate of Natal asked
for it The electorate  of

the other provinces either joined
in the demand or tacitly ac-
quiesced in if.

Blinded by a Nazi-like race and
colour complex; deaf to the
rumblings of an increasingly irri-
tating frustration this permagent
outcasting and political and eco-
nomie subordination of the non-
White masses looked good enough.

It seemed to promise a tich
harvest from the despoiled  In-
dians; a permaneat supply of
cheap servile labour from the
millions of '“Kafirs,”” a gracious
Providence had, according to the
best authorities, created to bear

-the White man’s burden for him,
especially the dirty and heavy’

ones, -

Of course, it was taken for
granted that these black, brown
and parti-coloured nobodies would

take jt lying down or, if necessary,

be made to lic down and take
it.

Equally, of course, it did not
occur to these divinely constituted
overlords of the White skin that
a weapon had been discovered,
which if-and when it was skil-
fully and courageously employed
is as more potent against brute
force as is the atomic bomb
against the knobketry or assegai.

Mr, Manilal Gandhi's counsel
o the Bloemfontein Conference
was both wiseand ;imely. Nothing
is easier than, by making a hasty
and false move, to play into the
hands of one’s opponent.

The words of that seasoned old
warrior, the late President Paul
Kruger, ‘should never be for-
gotten, He is reported to .have

said that he would quietly waiy
for the tortoise to put out its
head, and then would chop it
off.

It cannot be too strongly or
too repeatedly emphasised that,
however great the provocation, a
resort on the part of the wronged
to anything savouring of violence,
will unquestionably be analogous
to the tortoise putting out its head
and inviting its being chopped off.
There is a lot of wisdom in the
old adage about making haste
slowly.

To embark upon a life and
death steuggle uninspired by any
motive more sacrificial than bitter-
ness and resentment—even though
the original intention be to avoid
violence—is to court defeat from
the outset.  Except for the
thoroughly  disciplined, brute
force has an insidious way of dis-
placing and replacing better in-
tentions.

INDIA HAS NO DESIRE FOR COLONISATION

The following letter by Mr. N.
D. Shahane, Information officer
of the Commissioner for India in
East Africa and Rhedesia, appear-
ed in the ‘Bulawayo Chronicle’
dated Japuary 8:

Sir,—TIt is wunderstood - that
speeches ate being delivered at
various «centres in  Southern
Rhodesia wherein references have
been made to the alleged “threat"
of the population of India and
Pakistan to East aod Central Afri-
ca. For instance, during the
course of a gpeech made at a
meeting of the ‘Capricarn Africa
Association in Umtali one of the
speakers isirqported to have ob-
served that ‘“we have already an
Indian delegate in the United
Nations demanding the right to
colonise East Africa,”

This statement is entirely false,
No Indian delegate, cither in the

*United Nations or anywhere else,

has ever expressed the desire, let
alone the demand, for the coloni-
satiop of East Africa or any other

part of the world by Indians.
