Yet here is 2 case of a man who
bas tried painfully to raise him-
self above the level of most of his
race—and all he has got for his
efforts is a metaphorical kick in
the teeth.

4 Blades For 64d.
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AFRICAN NATIONAL CONGRESS
ULTIMATUM TO DR. MALAN

[In a previous issue we publish-
ed a gist of the ultimatum recently
sent by the President-General of
the African National Congress, to
the Pzime Minister, Dr, D. F.
Malan. In view of its hstoric
significance we publish below a
fuller report of it as well as of the
reply given by Dr. Malan.—Ed.]

HE letter of the African Na-
- tional Congress signed by Dr.
J. S. Moroka, president general,
and Mr. W. M, Sisuly, secretary-

" general says that the congress was

established to protect and advance
the interests of the African pecple
in all matters affecting them, and,
to attain their freedom from all
diseriminatory laws whatsoever.

The attitude of the congress
was a demonstration not only of
the willingness and readiness of
the African people to co operate
with the Government but also of
their sincere drsire for peace,
harmony and friendship among
all sections of the population,

The Government, through its
yepressivz policy” of trusteeship,
segregation and apartheid and
through legisiation that continued
to insult and degrade the African
people by depriving them of
fundamental buman rights enjoy-
ed 10 all democratic communities,
had categorically rejected the con-
gresse’s offer of co-operation.

The consequence bad been the
geadual worseniog of the social,
economic and political position of
the African people and a rising
tide of racial bitterness and ten-
sion.

«“The position has been aggra-
vated in recent times by the pass
laws, stock limitation, the Sup-
pression of Communism Act of
1950, the Group Areas Act of
1950, the Bantu Authorities Act
of 1951, and the Voter's Act of
1951.

“The cumulative effect of this
legislation is to crush the naticnal
organisations of the oppressed
people; to destroy the economic
position of the people: and to
create a reseevoir of cheap labour
for the farms and the gold mines;
to prevent the unity and develop-
ment of the African people to-
wards full nationhood and to
humiliate them ia a host of other
ways."

Life And Death Question

The letter said that the African
WNational Congress, as the nationat
organisation of the African people,
could not remain quiet on an issye
.that was a matter of life and death
to the people.

At the recent amnual confer-
ence of the Congress in Bloem-
fontein, it said, the whole policy
of the Government was reviewed.

The conference unanimously
resolved to call upon the Govern-
ment to repeal the discriminatory
acts by not later than February
28, 1952, failing which the African
National Congress would hold
protest demonstrations and meet-
ings on *April 6 1952, as a pre-
lude to the implementation of a
plan for “the defiance of unjust
laws.” °

“In the light of the conference
resolution we also considered the
statement made by the Prime
Minister at Ohrigstad on January
5, in which he appealed to all
sections of our population to
participate fully in the forth-
coming Jan van Riebeeck cele-
brations,

“Jt is the considered opinion
that the African people cannot
participate in any shape or form
in such celebrations unless the
aforementioned acts, which con-
stitute an insult and humiliation
to them, are removed from the
Statute Book.

“We firmly believe,” said the
letter, “‘that the freedom of the
African people, the elimination
of the exploitation of man by man
and the restitution of democracy,
liberty and harmony in South
Africa are such vital and funda-
mental matters that the Govern-
ment and the public must know
that we are fully resolved 1o
achieve them in our lifetime.

“The sttuggle which our people
are about to begin is not ditected
against any race or national
group, but against the unjust
laws which keep in perpetual sub-
jection and misery vast sections of
the population,

“In this connection it is a
source of supreme satisfaction to
us to know that we have the full
support and sympathy of all en-
lightened and honest men and
women, Black and White, in our
country and across the seas, and
that the present tension and ‘crisis
have been brought about not by
the African leadets but by the
Government themselves.

‘“We have taken this decision
in full appreciation of the conse-
quences it entails and we must
emphasise that whatever reaction
is provoked from certain ‘‘circles
in this country, posterity will
judge that this action we are
about to begin was in the interests
of all mn our country and wil]

Reply By Dr. Malan

Calling the attention of the
African Mational congress to the
“extreme gravity” of pursuing the
course indicated by it, the Prime
Minister in his reply advised it to
reconsider its decision in the
interests of the Bantu people.

*‘Should you adhere to your e+ )

pressed intention of embarking on
a campaign of defiance and dis-
obedience to the Government, and
should you in the implementa-
tion thereof incite the Bantu
population to defy law and order,
the Government will make full
use of the machinery atits dis-
posal to quell agy disturbances
and, thereafter, deal adequately
with those responsible for initiat-
ing subversive activities of any
nature whatscever,’’ he says.

Dr. Malan usged the congress
to “let wiser counsels prevail”
and to devote its energies to a
“‘constructive programme of deve-
lopment for tht Bantu people.”

This could be done, he says,
by using the epportunities oFered
by the Government for building
up local” Bantu government and
administration within all spheres
of Bantu life.

“The first point which stands
out clearly in your letter is that.
your organisation maintains that
since 1912, although no Govern-
ment in the past hss ever been
able to consider this, your objec-
tive has been the abolition of all
differentiating  laws,” says Dr,
Malan.

“It now demands such aboli-
tion as well as consequent direct
representation  in  Parliament,
Provinzial and Municipal Coun
cils in all provinces and in all
Councils of State as an inherent
right.

“It is self-contradictory to
claim as an ioherent right of the
Bantu, who Jiffer in many ways
from the Europeans, that they
should be regarded as oot diffe-
rent, especially when it is borne
in mind that these differences are
permanent and not man-made.

“If this is a matter of indiffe-
rence to you and if you do not
value your racial characteristics
you cannot in any case dispute
the Europeans' right which, in
this case, is definitely an inherent
right, to take' the oppesite view
and to adopt the necessary mea
sures to preserve their identity as
a separate community,

“The Government wtll in no
circumstances entertain the idea
of giving adwministiative, execu-
tive, or legislative powers over
Europeans, within the European
community, to Bantu men and
women, or to other small non
European groups.

“The Government, therefore,
has no intention of repealing the
long-existing laws differentiating
between European and Bantu.”

Dr. Malan said the Congress
demanded that the Union should
no longer remain a State controll-
ed by the Europeans who deve
loped it w0 the advantage of.all
groups of the population,

It demanded that it should be
placed under the jurisdiction of
the Bantu, Indian and other non-
European groups, together with
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the "Europeans, without any dis-

tinction whatsoever, and with no
restriction on the possible gradual
development of a completely
mixed community.

“Nevertheless, you apparently
wizh to create the impression that
such demands should be regarded
asa geaerous gesture of goodwill
towards the European community
of this country,” he added,

“The very opposite is truc.
This is not a genuine offer of co-
operation, but an attempt to cm-
bark on the first steps towards
supplanting European rule in the
course of time.’"

Racial harmony could not be
attained o this way, said the
Prime  Minister, Compliance
with such demands must inevi-
tably lead to disaster for al} popu-
lation groups. There would be
not only temporary racial rention,
due to misunderstanding, but
worse  would follow, and the
Bantu would suffer first and most,

For instance, he said, if the
Bantu were to be exposed to full
competitinn, without their present
protection, they would soon lose
the land now safeguarded and
beirg increased for them.

The masses would suffer
misery if they lost the many pri-
vileges which the Union of South
Africa—in contrast to other coyn-
tries—provided for them,

They would pay the price in
order to satisfy the political ambj-
tions of the few who were pre-
pared to tear loose from the back-
ground of their own nation,

The road to peace and good-
will lay in the acceptance of the
fact  that separate  population
groups existed and in giving each
group the opportunity of deve-
lopiag its ambitions and capa-
?i(ics in its own area, or within
its own commuaity, on its own
lines, in the service of its own
people.

Dr. Malan said the differentia-
ti.ngl laws sere largely of 2 pro-
tective nature. Even those laws
which weie regarded as pacti-
culatly irksome by the Bantu
people had not been made to per-
secute them but ro train them in
the performance of those duties
which must be fully observed by
all who wished to claim rights,

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HE following is the text of the

speech delivered by Mr. R. K.
Nehry, Indian delegate to U.N.O.
when the resolution on South
Africa came for discussion:

“For th: fifth year in succes-
sion a resolution on this subjcct
has cotme up before the Assembly.
The f:cts of the case are well-
known., They have been debated
often here. The Assembly in
previous sessions has considered
the facts carefully and has reach-
ed cerain broad conclusions.

#The conclusions are that there
has been a breach of certain
agreements in regard to the treat-
ment of Indians in South Africa;
that the Governments concerned,
as members of this organssation,
must act in conformity with their
agreemen's; tha' mea: ures of apart-
heid constitute a violation of the
terms of the agreements and of
the principles of the Charter; and
that the dispute has impaired
relations between Member States
and has created tension which
muss  have wider internationat
repercussions. The main con-
clusion is that the dispute must
be setiled in accordance with the
principles of the Charter and that
the Assembly is competent, hav-
ing regard to the larger back-
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take place—outside the terms of
the resolutions,

“The fact has perhaps been
overlooked that the reason why
this dispute has been brought
here i3 that every effort to reach
a settlement, based on the aban-
donment of apartheid which we
can pever accept, and which this
Assembly can also never accept,
has proved a falure, Allthe
evidence which has been placed
before the Assembly, in previous
years and in the present year also,
npoes (o show that what South
Africa wishes to discuss is not
the removal of disabilities on
persons of Indo-Pakistan origin,
but the question of their repatria-
tion—their removal from South
Afr'ca. That is the reason why
the modest request made some
days ago by our colleague from
Pakistan for some kind of assuc-
ance that, pending negotiations,
no further action under the
Group Area Act would be taken,
has met with no response.

South Africa’'s Attitude

“The conclusion is obvious and
I chiok it bas the support of
comments which have appeared
1n the South African Press on cur
recent debate in the Committee.
I shall quote briefly from the

ground, to make da-
tions to the parties.

“Year after year, recommenda.
tions have been made with a view
to promotic'g a settlement. laits
resolution of 1950, the Assembly
made two alternative recommen-
dations. The Conference method
failed because South Africa re-
fused to accept the Assembly's
recommendation. The alternative
proposal for the appointment of a
Commission has, therefore, been
revived, The resolution before
you follows the terms of the
earlier resolution but the spon-
sors have gone a step further. In
deference to the wishes of many
delegates and in order to keep
the door open for further nego-
tiations, which must of course
take place in terms of the Assem-
bly"s resolutions, they have agreed
to a further alternative which
provides for the appointment of
an individual to help the Govern-
meats concerned to carry through
appropriate negotiations.

Doubts Dispelled

*The resolution has been adop-
ted by the Committee by a large
majority of votes. A few dele-
gations, however, have not been
able to give us their support. We
wauld like to remove their doubts
and onc of the doubts which was
mentioned in the Committee was
that a resolution mtight come in
the way of the resumption of
negotiati 1t was
that direct negotiations should

‘The reason why no Confe-
rence has taken place,’ states
the jourpal. ‘is that there is in
fact nothing to discuss,’

"It goes on to say:

“What South Africa is pre-
pared to discuss is not the
treatment of Indians, bat ther
repatriation, a subject that
neither India nor Pakistan 1s
willing to treat seriously, The
result would be a conference
without cowmon ground, with-
out ar. agenda and without the
will to agree.’

“There are other revealing ob-
servations: I am quoting again :

“The present situation bas
been brought about by the
blessed word ‘‘repatriation”
and the wishful thinking to
which it panders. So fongas
the  Government repudiates
responsibility for the Indians it
invites international meddling
on their behalf; and it has to
keep up the pretence of being
willing to confer with others on
matters that concern  South
Africa alone. The alternative
is to accept the Indian popu-
lation as a fact with afl the re-
sponsibilities that flow from
that acceptance.’ .

“That is the crux of the

matter. It supports the point
we have repeatedly stressed in

this Assembly. If negotiations
have not taken place, the reason
is, not that the Assembly has
made recommendations, but that
the South African Government is
in no mood to discuss the ques-
tion of removal of disabilities. If
this question is to be discussed
at all, if this problem is to be
solved, no other basis can be
adopted for the proposed nego-
tiations than that provided by the
Assernbly’s resolutions. ‘The Go-
vernments concerned must agree
to act in conformity with the
terms of their agreements and in
accordance wtth the principles of
the Charter, Direct negotiations
outside the terms of the Assem-
bly’s resclutions can only lead to
the kind of result envisazed by
the “Stac"” journal from which I
have just quoted.,

Racial Discrimination
Condemned
‘“There is another point, It
was suggested by some of our
colleagues in the Committee that
condemnation will harmper nego-
tiations. Can a single word be
pointed out in any of the resolu-
tions adopted by the A bly
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that many of our colleagues who
did not find it possible to go
along with usin the Committee
will join us now in support of the
Resolution. I would like to assure
them, on behalf of my Delega-
tion, that we are seeking a peace-
ful solution of this problem. We
have no other object. All of us
here are anxious to make some
contribution to tae relief of ten-
sion which is hampering peaceful
progress and development, Itis
a matter of deep conceen to us all

that new tensions should be
acising in this sphere of race
relation.

*We have raised this question
of the treatment of Indians, but
we recognise that this is just a
part of a bigger problem which
affects all non-whites; the native
Africans even more than Indians.
They are all victims of this policy
of apartheid. What is apartheid?
It is 3 system designed to perpe-
tuate the domination of a white
minority over communities of
non-whites. Its aim, as a distin-
guished writer has pointed out
tn the last issue of ‘Foreign
Affairs’—the well-known Ameri-
can journal—is to intensify the

year after year on this subject
to which exception could be
taken on this score? An ‘opinion
has been expressed on apartheid
in the 1950 resolation, but is it
not open to the Assembly to state
its views on this subject? What
does the resolution say? It says
that apartheid is necessarily based
on the doctrine of racial diserimi-
nation.  South African leadees
bave openly anncunced that they
shall eaforce discrimination and
segregation. The opinion ex-
pressed in the Assembly's resolu-
tion is merely 2 statement of
fact and if anything, an under-
statement. Manoy of us feel that
condempation would be justified,
but the Assembly has taken the
view—and we have respected the
view—that condemanation should
be avoided in order to make a
settlement easfer

“These are some of the points
which have been taised. I have
endeavoured to answer them and
it is the hope of my Delegation

ecor ic ploi of the
coloured races by the whites.
Segregation is bad enough but
the object of segregation and dis-
crimination under the system of
apartheid is to lower the standards
of living of the coloured races,
to create in them the feeling of
inferiority and to reduce them to
a state of subjection.

““The exponents of apartbeid
have said so in plain terms, but
1 have not the time to quote from
their statements. This method is
not going to succeed, but unless
it is checked in good time, it will
create the deepest resentment in
the minds of all Africans and
Asians, So, for all these reasons,
we must by every pressure—by
moral pressure—and the pressure
of world opinion—bring about
the abandonment of the policy
of apartheid which South Africa
is following to day. Since we
feel that a peaceful settlement of
the dispute relating to the South
African  Indians, in accordance
with the Assembly's recommen-
dations, is a major step in that
direction, we are appealing ta all
of you, Fellow-Delegates, to give
your suppor to this resolution.’”
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IDEALISM AND REALISM ABOUT RACE

HE present (aud etill com-

\inaing) wrangle over federa

tion in the three northern terri~
tories bas brought into foll
public view the cleavage be-
tween what we’ may call the
realiste aod the idealists in
rogard to r :iat polioy. O the
one hand, exemplified by Sir
Godfrey Hoggine, are those who
seern most oconcerned with the
present very real differences be-
tween the races in oultural de
velopment; on the other, are
the Whitehall idealists whoae
vision of the goal to be aschiaved
eometimes belittles present reali
ties and prejndices,

This i a copfliot of view=
points which we well know in
the Ugion. And it can pever
be resolved nniil the realists will
acoept the discipline of thought
snd the idealists the discipline
of faota. For the proper polioy
does not cousist in choosing one
or lbhe other; but in slearly
definicg an cbjeotive as \{m poal
of polioy and then rigorously
adapling onr jmmediate mea-
gurea to the logioc of the exlating
sltuation. Realismn withent an
objea‘ive in whioh all races oan
plainly see the promise of ¢qusl
{nlfilment and opportonity will
never command 1he loyalty of
the underprivileged snd lees
d.veloped msajority; and a slate
withont a dommon loyalty muosat
perish. To press for the ideal,
regardless of present reality, in-
vites immediate anarchy.

Nevertheless, we suffered in
{bis country from an exoess of
resliem which is often un-
realistio. A troly realis i.u ap=
proach ~must take cognisance
not merely of the obvious (bat
slowly diminishing) ocltural
digcrepancier, of the widespread
{lliteracy, irrespopsibility, io-
efficlenoy, irregular industry
and temaperamental instability of
very large elements of our
population; but also of the
causes of thesa defects and the
conditione; in whioh they arise—
for many of which the enflerers
{hemselves are only partly re-
gponsible, Icmust also rec.ogmgg
that a very emall proporiion of
{he Native population hasg already
emerged from barbarism inte
a malarity which ia folly capable
of oivic responsibility: that a
muaeh larger proporiion of the

‘smaller Coloured and Asiatio
. communities i gertainly fit to
exercige the righta and dis-
oharge the dntie of citizanehlp;
and that these proportiona are
sleadily inoreasing.

Bnt the fundamental failare
of South African realism iz ita
refugal to think out the im-
plications of the white olviliza-

tion whioh it so jeslonsly sseks
to preserve  What we koow
hers as ‘‘white ocivilization” ie
what la elaewhere known B8s
Western or Earopean oiviliza-
tion. Since we have no dis
tinolive philosophy or valtors
of our own, it is to Earope that
we must look for a defloition of
civilization. There we find—
outgide totalitarian thought—a
nuanimous oonviotion that the
material aspeota of oiviiizatlon
—man's conquests of the physi-
oal world—are Incidental to the
real nature of civilization whose
esasnce i8 the progressive de-
velopment of indlviduals to-
wardse the spiritnal and ethicsl
perfeotion of personslily. This
is no mere parlial or psrochial
opinion, but the oantral Euro-
pean iradition, by desertling
whioh our modern world hua so
nearly come to barbarism and
raig.

From this definition it follows
that any sooiaty which aspires
to civilizition must consider fts
members a8 individnals, uniqne
entliies, each with his own
personality and potentiality for
development.  Thie, of ocourae,
requires the eventnal elimina~
lion of all racial or gromp
stereotypes based dpon per-
manent, ioflexible charateristics
sach as pigme.tation. If such
distinc.ions heve to be employed
at all, it must be as temporary
expedients to meel & present,
bot paesing, reality. The divi-
sion of tke popalation into
vpper and lower, leisured and
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by oonfining sach race group

to “its 6wa sphers.” Bat the
practioal implications of this
polioy—lhe refosal to admit

Aslatics as permanent membera
of oar acclety, the indefinite
{uture of politioal and economio
fnferiority envisaged for the GO
per oent majority of Africans
who live add work in the
“Haropean aress” and the denial
of real antonomy to the 40 per
cent winority in the Reservea
—.ovo it quile iocompstieble
with the ethical Interpratation
of olvllization. Nor, ag a praot-
ionl jesue, 38 it conceivable that
the bulk of the popnulation
can find a basis for loyalty io
thelr permanent relegation to
political oblivion and the statns
of an economiac proletariat.
