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NON-VIOLENCE

“IF one does not practice non-violence in ore’s personal relations with others and hopes to use
it in bipger affairs, one is vastly mistaken. Non-violence, like charity, must begin at home.
But if it is necessary for the individual to be trained in nomn-violence, it is even more necessary
for the nation to be trained likewise. One cannot be non violent in one's own circle and violent outside
it. Or else, oneis not truly non-violent even in one’s own circle; often the non-violence is only in
appearance. It is only when you meet with resistance, as for instance, when a thief or a murderer
appears, that your non-violence is put on its trial. You cither try or should try w oppose the thief with
his own weapons, or you try to disarm him by love. Living among decent people your conduct
“may not be described as non-violet.  Mutual tolerance is non-violence. Immediately, therefore,
you get the conviction that non-violence is the law of life, you have to practice it towards
those who act violently towards you, and the law must apply to nations as to individuals. Training
is no doubt necessary. And beginnings are always small. But if the conviction is there, the rest will

follow.

The constant eflort of the votary of non-violence
is to purge himself of hatred towards the so-called,-enemy. There is no such thing as shooting out of love.

PE are happy to note the
forination of a mew or-
ganisation called Racial Unity, in
London, which aims “to remove
the causes of bitterness between
races.” The organisation was
c«uncciveé, we are told, by Miss
Mary Aulee, 77 year-old sister
of the former British Primz Min-
ister and has been blessed by no
Jess a person than the present
British  Prime Minister, Mr.
Winston Churchill,  Mr. Chur-
chill is reported to have sent a
message stating that the Conser-
vative Party “is in full agreement
with the neced for taking all
practical steps for the improve-
ment of race relations throughout
the world.”” M. James Griffiths,
former Colopial Secretary, is re-
ported to have said: “The back-
ward people of the world are
growing up. We have no righg
to stop them. We must assist
them in their growth. Th,erc is
no’ place within the Empire for
racial superiority doctrines.’! The
former Laberal M.P. Mr. Dingle
Foot, is reported to have said,
racial unity was possible only on
2 basis of equality, which in the
first place meant equality of civil
tights. Lord Hailsham, former
member  of the
British Parliament, who presided,
at the meeting at which the
organisation was formed, is
reported to  have said the new
organisation was founded on
Article One of the United Na-
tions Declaration of Human
Rights: “Human beings are born
free and equal in dignity aud
rights.”

Here locally we have the Chris-
tian .Council of South Africa
workiog for a convention
presentative of all sections of the
people to bring about better race
relations.

All this sounds good and en-
couraging, at x time when race
relations in South Africa are fast
deteriorating and there is no
knowing when they will burst
into a conflagration, the like of
which has never yet been seen,

We are very much afraid, how-
ever, the destructive forces
are working at a pace it is going
.to be difficult, if not impossible,
for the constructive forces to
overtake,

Whilst we are \prencbiqg non-
violence to the non-Europeans,

who are victims of the growing
“race antagonism, acts of provoca-
tion from the opposite side are
not wanting, Ualess the news-

Te-
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papers, which are instruments to
mould public opinion, cease sup-
plyiag the public with sensational
news and. maintain theic own
equilibrium in discernment  of
the things they give publicily to,
we are sorry to have to say that
they will be responsible 1o a large |
extent for any trouble that—God
forbid—may arise. To give just
one instance, *The Natal Mercury’
dated February 12, gave a picture
of an injured sergeant in the
Durban hospital, who i3 said to
have had a narrow escape, when
he was attacked by Natives, on Sun-
day afternoon, following a faction
fight pear the Tugela River, on
the North Coast of Natal. There
are numerous such instances the
result of which can only be to
rouse the feelings of the unthink-
ing White people against the non-
White.

The story in the present in-
stance is that two policermen were
investigating a faction fight in the
Newark atea, on the North
Coast of Natal, ‘The swift action
of a young European constable
in grabbing the rifle of his col-
league, who had been struck un-
conscious by an .angry mob of
Natives, and firing a series of
shots, it is stated, saved both their
lives. The constable was also
attacked by the mob, it is said,
who took his revolver away from
him before he could défend him-
self or his superior. The attack
was made on both simultaneously,
Several shots were fired at the,
policemen by the Natives—(none
of them, however, seem to have
injured the policeman!) ‘The
public is not told about the result
of the series of shots fired by the
policemen, Then there were 15
armed European and 20 Native
police at the scene and 80 Natives
were arrested of whom 19 were
later released and six were taken
te hospltal with injuries received
during the original faction fight.
One Native who had beea shot
through the leg was taken to
King Edward VIII Hospital in
Durban,

What gallantry  worthy of
heing  publicised there is in
defending omeself fully equipped
with arms against ad unarmed
mob is beyond us. In fairness
should not similar publicity be
given to the injured Natives too?

Simihrl.y maay letters creep
into the forum columns of tle
Press which do no good to any-
one except creating racial antagon-
ism. Such letters need 10 be
well scrutinised before they are
given publicity. The Press has

a great responsibility. It can be

instrumental in creating trouble -

as well as averting it, The time
has come today for the Press to
allign itself with all the good forces
and exert all its intelligence and
energy in averting trouble We
very heartily welcome the coming
into existence of Racial Unity
and the good work being done
by the Christian Council of
South Africa and pray that its
noble efforts to remove the causes
of bitterness between races may
be fruitful.

ultimatum. It has calied on the
Government to repeal all discri-
minatory legislation within (he
next moanth. This has been
coupled with a threat that if the
request is disregarded the con-
gress will stage protest demons-
trations on April 6—Van Rie-
beeck Day — “as a prelude to the
implementation of a plan for the
defiance of umjust laws.” Dr.
Malan  has replied with a
categorical rejection of the de
mands and a warning that if the
campaign of “defiance and dis-
aobedience ' is proceeded with and
the Bantu population is incited
to defy law and order, the Govern-
ment wiil use all their resources
to quelt disturbances and take
drastic action against the instiga
tors. In this unhappy and ominous
atmosphere, charged with fore-
bodings of violence and blood
shed, we consider it to be our
duty, aod the duty of all regpon-
sible South Africans of every race,
to urge upon the leaders of the
African Congress to think again
and to return to the path of rea-
son aod prudence. Writing in
the firm conviclion that the
Natives are deserving of a batter
fate thag they have had from the
present Government, we say in
all earnestness that the course
which the congress has so far
taken ¢an do no good to anyone.
It can do no good to the Native,
for it will, only lead to calamity
for many innocent people and it
will not advance by cne iota the
cause for which they will suffer.
On the contrary it will drown the
voice of moderation, both among
Europeans and non-Europeans,
and will gravely embarrass thosz
Europrans who have a right to
call themselves the best friends
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of the Native ju his struggle for
justice. It will antagonize many
other Europ:a'ns whose sympa-
thies today are with the Native,
but who will not be prepared to
side with lawlessness or any form
of extremism, If the congress
pursues its threat, it will play into
the hands of those very clements
that are determined to close for
the Native every avenue of ad-
vancem:at-and every prospect of
fair political representation in the
land of his birth. No reasonable
European in South Africa can
view the present trends of Native
policy with anything but disquiet.
The most tragic development has
been the silencing of moderate
Native opinion and the summary
abandonment of the machinery of
consultation with the Natives on
the measures that mcst directly
affect their interests. For that
situation, this Government must
be held responsible, Grievous
as the position is, however, it is
oot one that warrants despair or
desperate remedies. In the Union
there are strong forces that are
working uncemittingly in order,
in the fullaess of time and by all
constitutional means, to rid South
Africa of a regime that has
brought the country to this pass.
There is still hope for sanity; but
it is not a hope that can be ful-
filled by ill-judged threats and
reckless actions.

Time To Speed Up

While we appreciate the spirit
in which the above advise has
been offered by ‘The Star® we
canaot  help saying that the
Natives have been given sufficient
cause for becoming desperate, and
the time is passed when matrers
can be allowed to go on at a
snail’s pace.  The thinking Euro-
peans must not forget that they
are after all the rulers and must
bear the share of the misdeeds of
the present Government.  Some-
thing drastic must be done to
bring about a revolution in the
present state of affairs. Whil'st
our fullest sympathy goes out to
the African people we must warn
them, at the risk of repetition, that
urless they are thoroughly dis-
ciplined in the way of Truth and
Non-violence they will be teead-
ing a dangerous path which will
bring misery and ruin to them-
selves. They must be sure of theie
ground and ecalm, cool and col-
lected in every action they take,

Dr. Moroka's Reply To
Dr. Malan
Dr. Moroka, President of the
African National ' Congress has
sent a reply to Dr. Malan's recent
letter thar the-Government would
use all the machinery it has 1o
quell any ditsurbances arisig
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from the mass action proposed to
be launched by the Congress.
Dr. Motoka has stated that the
Congress will act no-violently and
undetetred by threats will carry
out their proposed plan of action.

After spending six weeks in
Durban Pandit Rishiram left last
Monday for Pietermaritzburg,
where a week's crowded pro-
gtamme has been arranged for
him. During the six weeks spent
by Pandit Rishiram in Durban he
gave several lectures on social,
cultural, educational, religious
and philosophical subjects and
conducted a Gita class, which was
attended by huodreds of men and
women. Pandit Rushiram has
done more within a brief period of
six weeks than could have been
done within a year to raise the com-~
muonity from the material plage
to the spiritua', for which the
community owes Panditji a deep
debt of gratitude.  Pandit Rishi-
ram has beeo granted a permit
for three months stay in the
Union by the Government, Efforts
are being made to get the period
extended. In view of the very use-
ful services rendered by Pandit
Rishiram it is our fervent hope
that the Goveroment will con-
sider this application favourably.
It 1s oot the Indians alone but
the Europeans and other com-
munities too who are benefitting by
the presence of Pandit Rishiram.
A welcome reception was given
in bonou' of Pandit Rishiram on
Monday, Februaty 11, by the
specially appointed recepion com-
mittee in Maritzburg, Mr. 5. R.
Naidoo presidirg.  Pandit Rishi-
ram spoke on “Religion As A
. Universal Problem.” On Satur-
day, February 16, Pandit Rishi-
ram will speak at the Marit burg
City Hall on “India And The
World.,” Dr. E. G. Malherbe
will preside. On Monday, Feb-
ruary 18 a farewell reception will
be given in bis honour at the
H.Y.M.A. Hsll. Paadit Rishi-
ram will thereafter leave for
Johannesburg breaking his journey*
for a day in Ladysmith.

But during the Jast 1wo years the
number of subscobers has been
so reduced that the Navajivan
‘Trust bas been pul to a heavy
foss on their account, and there
is no sign of improvement. The
numter of subscribers is falling
continuously, Gandhiji was op-
posed to the publication of papers
at a loss, And wt is against the
policy of the Navajjvan Trust to
accept- advertisements.  Hence,,
after considering the whole ques-
tion from all sides, the Navajivan,
Trust bas, with very great regret,,
decided to close down the papers
from the. beginaing of their new
year, i.e. March 1952, The sub-
scribers and readers of “Harijan™"
are hereby informed that all the
three “Harijan" papers will close
down from March 1952, Ttis
unnecessary to relate the contri-
bution made by these papers in
shaping the public life of this
country, But in view of the
number of their subscribers, the
Trust has been compelled to come
o the above decision.

THE PLIGHT OF MEAGERLY FED
NATIVE CHILDREN

VERY morniog at 430, a
little band of boye and girls
gets out from the hute which are
their homes at Chaka’s Kraal on
a four=hour journey to sohool in
Darbap. Their leesons start at
830 Foor and-a half-honrs Jater
they gather round for their first
‘mea} of the day.

This meal ccosista of either
thre.-quartera of a cup of milk
or two slices of broad and, occa~
pionally, a small bowl of bean
goop. That is all they gel to eat
aptil they reach home in the
esrly evenicg — sometimes as
late s 8 p.m.

That mid day weal is the Gov-
ernment’s penoy-farthieg ban-
quet —in fact §L is rather legs,
beiog exactly 1 1/3d., the amounnt
sllowed Native schools per day
per pupildor feeding.

Until 1948, the amount allow-
od was 24, a day. Then it was
reduced to the present amount,
since when food prices have
continnally sosred, and now
“threaten to make the sohool feed-
ing soheme for Natives a8 mook-
ery. Okildren are so anderfed
in 1most cases that faintiog
during the olass 8 an everyday
ccourrence.

Medioal seience has proved
that growing ohildren npeed a
minimom of between 2,500 and
3,000 valories a dsy, and the
fond consumed wust contsin a
varisty of proteios. A Duorban
doctor talonlated that the Native
school ohildren’s midday ‘'ban~
queV”’ cootained probably lese
than 400.valories.

“ . .. probably half of what
tha average Pekinese on the
Berea eats at a sittting,” ho ex-
plained. “Io adgition, the food:
the money allows the Native
schools to boy does not sapple-
ment his daily diet as it is sup-
posed to. It contaipe atarches
which the Native eats at homs."

When 'the allowance wss 2d.
Native sohool lanches inelnded
bread and butter, a full oup of
milk, snd in addition vegetable
soup served with bread twice a
week. Now ot least one school
has abandoned trying to feed
pupils, buying milk with the
sllowance instead. This allow
{hree-gnarters of 8 cup & day.

Native teachers eaid that since
the allowance was cat ohildren
have become listless, partloulariy
those over the age of 13, for
whom there is now no allowance.

“Even the small amount of
food the 11-5d. allows us to give
the under-13a ig better than none
at all,” one said.

Bat for Too H, whioh gave
many of the gohools a milk
allowance, schools do not know
how they wounld carry op. A
few gohools are more fortupats
as they get sandwiches sent each
day from Earopean school-ohil~
dren. '

At many Nalive echools ohil.
dren are told to ask their parents
for money each mounth to sabsi.
dige feeding. The small amounts
‘parents can afford (acd fn gome
cases nothing) add 1ittle that will
buy food to add to the midday
snacke. .

Dootors last week agreed tbst
the allowance was grosely inade-

quate,
“It should be increased to
sllow the Native ohildren’s

staple diet to be smpplemanted
with food containing much-need-
ed proteins,” one dootor remark-
ed. ‘“"Their parents often cannot
afford 1o give them a balanoced
diet, and if the Government want
& healtby race of Natives some
thing must be done about school
feeding.”’

‘This view differs from that of
De- J- O. Costzee, Chiet Medical
Oflloer of Health in 1950, who
mjd in a memorandam to the
eommission of irquiry investi-
gatiog school feeding that it was
not neceszary for Native obil-
dren.

The Native’s mental make up,
he said, did not allow him to use
|p nopecegsary energy, sad al
nighta he went to bed early and
wos refreshed after adequats
gleep.—'Natal Meronry’

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NEW BODY FOR RACIAL UNITY

BY a unapimone vote taken
Uefore a mixed audience of
abont 2,000 atthe Central Hall,
Westminster last week a new
organieation called Racial Unity,

which sims "to remove the
canses of bitternees between
races,'’ was formed.

The organisalion hopes o
oolteot £30,000 a year for the
next three years to propagate its
sims thTough the films, radio,
Press and edncation authorities,
It intends to ran a regalar pabli-
cation and to set np a central
bureau to act as liaison ino the
fiold of raoce relutione.

In proposing tbe formation of
Racial Unity, Mr. James Gri-
fiths, former Colonial Secrelary,
gaid that in all the conntries he
had vigited dnring bis term of
office he bad pained the impres-.
eicn that the backward people of
the world were reaching out for
a new life.

To the qunestion he had had
put in Africa again and hgain.
“What i{s your most prgent
need?” he hed always received
the same enswer: “‘The most
urgent need of our people is for
edueation. We want echooly and
more schools. We want the
knowledge yoo already have,”

He e3id: “The backward
peoples of the world are grow-
ing np. We have no rightto
stop them. We must assist them
in their growih. There ia no
place within the Empire for
racial superiorily doctrines.”

The tormer Liberal M.P, Mr.
Dingle Foot, said racial unity

wasg possible only on a basis of
equality, whioh in the firat place
meant equality of oivil righis.

The idea of the new organi-
sation was conaeived by Miss
Mary Attlee, 77 year old sister
of the former Prime Minister.
She was a missionary in Sonth
Afrioar for 35 years.

In a epesch read by Miss
Marjorie Frie, Miss Attlee said
she decided in 1927 to throw in
her lot with the Colonred people
of Sonth Africa becings she wae
“distressed and ashamed at the
attitude of the average Earopean
towards the Africans and Colour-
ed peoples of the Cape.”

Among thess present at the
meeling were many Indiane,

Africans, Mslayane and West
Indians
The Prime Minister, Mr.

Churehill, sent a message that
the Conservative Party “is in fall
pgreement with the need for
taking all practical steps for the
improvement of race relation
thronghout the world ™

Mr.- Atilee wrole to Siy he
hoped the sctivilies of the move-
ment would help to break down
miennderstanding snd  promote
& real brotherhood of man.

Lord Hailsham, former Con-
gervative member of Parliament,
who preeided, said the pew
organisalion was founded on
Atticle One of the TUnited
Nailions Deolaration of Homan
Rights: “All human beings are
born free and equnal in dignity
and righta”’—'Daily News' and
Sapa-Reuter.

CHRISTIAN COUNCIL OF SOUTH AFRICA

NATIONAL CONVENTION TO SETTLE
RACIAL FROBLEMS ADVOCATED

HE b'epnial mesting of the
Chrittian concn it of Boath
Afrioa was held in th Cathedral,

Hall, Capetown on January 23.

The Conneil came to tha follow-
mg oconclesions:

“Two and a half years have
passad pince tLe ccnference con-
vened by this Conucil met at
Rosettenville near Johanvesburg.
We bave been greatly encoaraged
by the interest it aroniad both
in onr own couatry and over
seas, In  parlicoolar we thank
G4d for the deep Bense ot fellow-
. ship. we bhave experienced with
those who ure s'riving to andur-
stand the will of God, which
is the same for all men, even
ottr sanatification.

*“Wa recall with gratitade that
when our brethren of the Datch
Raformed Churches io this
country also held a conferenoce
at Dloemfontein in 1950 they

invited our Conncil to send a
repregehtative, which invitation
we were glad to acoept, -

“We realiza that some con-
fusion exisls in the minds of
orr brethren in other lands by
the apparent oppomlmu in the
views' set ont by these two
conferences, and by the different
attiludes which exist among
Christians in  Soath Africs,
especinlly in matters of racial
policy. We have studied ocare-
fully correspondence received
from responsible Chorch leaders
oversess conceruing the strained
relatiore between ont Goverp.
ment and the Usited Natiops
Organization, and on matlers of
general  polilical concern such
as the falaure of the High Com-e
missgion ‘Territories, as well gpg
controversial legislation which
bas foand ils way onto onr
Biatute Book, Wo wish to

agsure thoee who have written
to us that wa are very aware of
our Christian responsibility in
these matters. At the same time
wo have to state that in matters
of high politics affecting the
relations of our country to
external anthorities this Couneil
ia not oonstitated in a way whieh
will enable it 40 issue with ont
Incrdinate delay aunthoritative
statement on behalf of all its
member chuarches.
“In matters affecting the
daily life of the peoples of all

races in our own country
we cannot too setrongly em-
phasise our conviotion that

joint consnltation is the only
means of promoting the
blessinge of peace and harmo-
nicue living in our land.
“Being in full Council ag=
sembled, with accredited re-
prenentnlivas_'(rom 34 Clurches
and missionary scoietier, we
appeal to thoee in power to take
steps which will lead to a
National Convention on amech
matlers iruly representative of
all races in onr land. We
eppreciate that this may not be
possible of immediate achieve-
ment, and we appeal earnestly

to thosc in suthority to refraln
in the meanwhile from any
leglalation or administrative
aclion which might “aggravate
racial tensions, and to all others
to abstain on their part from
exaoerbation of feelings by any-
thing in the natore of organized
oivil resistance.

“As evidenoe of our sincerily
we pot ourselves the task of
working as a first step towards
a Convention of Churches, and
inattuot the exeocutive to pra-
pare a plan of solion to be
placed before the next meeting
of Connoeil due to be held not
later than Jannary 1951."
