They wanted to show that they would not be cowed down, and
no orders could bend their spirit. And so, as if nothing had happened, the discourse was
finished. Death and life became with the congregation synonimous terms. The moral of the
story is unmistakable. \We who are pledged to muon-violence and endeavouring to cultivate the
bravery of the seven young Egyptains and the congregation, we must acquire the courage to
face death in the pursuit of our goal without even wishing to kill, and victory.. is a certainty.”

No! This is not our ‘“‘guess,”
or for that matter, anybody else’s
guess.”” It is the title of an
article in a recent number of
'The Rand Daily Mail' by a
responsible and well-known con-
tributor, and is more likely an
understatement than an overstate-
ment of the actual position,

For, staggering though the
figure is (suggestive of one of the
cities bombed during the last
Great War) it does not take into
account thousands more Natives
who, while not without shelter
altogether, are living (save the
mark!) in structures and under
copditions no  self-respecting,
civilised community, aware of the
position, would permit or suffer
for any time, or at any price.

And, the Powers-that-Be-Gov-
emmental, Municipal and , Un-
official—who have all the !say’
that may be said regarding Johan-
nesburg and its Native popula-
tion, have known all about this
scandalous state of affairs for a
very long time, and their having
permitted or suffered its con-
tinuance certainly does seem to
have been not altogether wun-
telated to “price” or the cost of
remedying it.

The present Government's
complete indifferenceto the needs,
pot to say comfort, of its Native
peoples, is, of course, uot sur-
prising. .

The U.P. when in power, at
least bad the decency to study
appezarances.

[The won-Europeans have de-
cided to put up a figh: against
the unjust laws of this country.
We have been constantly advising
them that their only salvation lies
in following implicitly the prin
ciple of non-violence. In view
of the importance of bringing
this home to them we propose to
give in these columns, as often as
we can, from Mahatma Gandhi’s
writings, the true meaning of non-
violence, Here we quote from
an article written by bhim in
“Young India’ in 1919:]

WHEN a person claims to be

non-violent, he is expected
not to be agry with one who has
injured him. He will not wish
him barm; he will wish him well;
he will not swear at him; he will
not cause him any physical hurt.
He will put up with all the injury
to which he is subjected by the
wrong-doer, ‘Thus non-violence
is complete innocence. Complete
non-violence is complete absence
of ill-will against all that lives. It
therefore embraces even sub-
human life, not exeluding noxious
insects and beasts. They have
oot been created to feed our

HE cvents of last March to

Juoe in the Union parliament
emphasised the (crrib!c.deugcr
into which a purely juridical
approach to law must lead us.
"This approach is usually known
as Jegal positivism, It dlspFnszs
with the quest for any ultimate
{oundation for the legal order and
regards law as whatever 2 legally
constituted  sovereign body  de-
¢rees. .

But this pernicious doctrine
that “there is no law but positive
Jaw” amounts to precisely the
same thing as “might is righ‘r."
And the enormity of the doctrine
was clearly brought out by the
post-war  dilerama in_regard te
10 wat criminals,  The Nazi
teaders, being (like the men f:[
the Keemlin or the majorities in
the British and South :l\frican

parli ) legal of
their country, could legally decrc.c
what they would; and their

subjects were pesforming  per-
fectly legal acts in obeying their
orders.  Therefore, not only
were the most outrageous decds
strictly legal; but, according to
the positivists, therc was in any
case no way of punishing their
perpetrators, since their existed
no positive international ) _law
against whose specific provisions
they had transgressed.,

It was against this coldly
judicial argument that the con-
science of the world revolted
and found expression in  the
world of the Nuremburg judge-
ment: So far from it being
unjust to puaish them, it would
be ungust if their wrong were

through the ages. Law and
morality are not identical; nor
are they, as modern thought
supposes, wholly distinct. There
is an area where they meet and
that is the province of natural
law.

But the theory of sovereigaty,
whether of King, parliament or
dictator, implies that the essence
of the law is command Acc-
ording to ancient and medieval
theory the sovereign law-gives
was above positive Jaw, but under
patural law and the law of nations
(ius gentuzm), The Nominalist
solution that law is the will of
God was unexceptionable in
theory; but quite impracticable,
because of the conflicting claims
of those who professed to bethe ex-
clusive and infallible interpreters
of the divine inténtion. Anditled
inevitably to the theory that law
is the will of men. Rousseau’s
General Will, compelling men to
be free, was swiftly followed by
the Hegelian solution of the
State as the march of God on
earth., Marxism and the FHerren-
volk doctriges are the progeny
of Hegelianism.

It was with Hegel that modern
thought took the decisive and
fated step of altogether divorcing
law and ethics. Hitherto, what-
ever the contemporary doctrine
of natural law had been in detail,
it had remained an ideal above
and outside temporal reality.
Now ideals caused to be im-
mutable, eternal and reasonable;
the ideal and the actual became
one—God and  history were
indentified, and mankind’s own

allowed to go unpunished
There may be reservations about
some of the processes by which™
the accused were tried (though
their own record bardly qualified
them to raise this objection) or
about some of the marginal cases
~—I[ike Manstein; but surely not
about the principle as applied to
the leaders, the Gestapo, the
concentration camp personal and
the extermination squads. And
the principle is that of national
law— a law ar order, universal
in scope, moral in conotent aod
teasonable in application, which
is the ultimate standard against
which the validity of human laws
is measured in the iodividual
canscience.

The words “natural law’’ bave
been used at different periods
throughout their long history to
describe what were in fact very
different  doctrines.  But  the
Junction of those doctrines—the
justification of the counception
of Jaw jus guia tustum (of laws as
justice) by the provision of a
moral absolute as the basis of
alt law—has rvemained constant

fourished most on the same soil.
As a historian of law has well
said:  “Itis ragically significant
that the country (Germany
where formal jurisprudence was
developed to its utmost perfec-
tion was 2lso the couatry where
legality offered lJeast resi

the Speaker's ruling abrogated
the constitution: “Nothing at
all remains to prevent a majority
in the lower House from doing
whatever passion may suggest
or fear compel.”

. But if we believe that these
is an ultimate reality beyond this
world from which our final
secular values (truth, goodness
and beauty) derive, we will also
hald that there may be occasions
when~in accordance with our
undrrstanding of the natural law
of that immutable order—it may
be right and pecessary to resist
human decrees, however legally
contrived. The only sure de-
fence against totalitarianism is in
the hearts of a people who value
freedom more than their lives.
It hag been the historical function
of natural law to give concrete
intellectaal  expression to the
ideal of a free society, without
which  such  uncompromising
devotion is impossible,

Il, then, we accept that natural
law is the essential basis of free-
dom, civility and social decency
in a civilized society, we will use
ir to test whether particular laws
are oot merely legal, bue just agd
in conformity with conscience.
And we will wonder, indeed,
whether all iy well @ith our
country when the great con-
stitutional debates on the Co.

loured Franchise Bill contain
no mention of the {aw which is
the principle of juistice in all law,
For Opposition speakers never
wrested the argument above the
purely jusidical jssues omto the
plane of the morality of law,
where the sanciity of pledpes
should properly be discussed,
where sovereigaty is obliged to
submit to an eihical absolute.
The answer to the Government
argument that what parliament
can do is what it ought to do,
is (in the words of a great
natural lawyer): “The factual
existence of sovereignty can pro«
vide a convenient peg for the
jurist only inasmuch as he accepts
the equation of might and right
as a final proposition.”” What
“more is there to say?

Even some medioal
men adopt this attitnde — not
that the aversge medical man is
a walkiog .advertisement of
radisnt vibrsnt health. The-n a
nloe lJittle argument gets gm.ng,
and if nothing else gets exeroise,
there is no doubt that tongues

d chios do have even more
::v]ngging than uenal. Wheu':er
there i commensurate sgitation
of grey-matter consmnlin.pz the
brala may be another qveslmn..

The oppouents of exereise
malotsin that & man musllcou.
serve his energy sfter forty n.nd
that doing exercises barne him
up, puta a strain on various or-
gaos, the hesart in partionlar, and
in mepy waye tends to shorten
life. The advooates of exercise
get very bot arder the collar,
patarally enough, snd term all
euch contenliooe gs uller non-
senss. They insiat that, if one
only does enough exercise, good
health c3n ho assared right up to
sdvanced old age. Both sides
point with gome instification and
pride to 1
who stem to bear out the correct-
ness of their particmlar views.
Thete are sowe leading bueiness
executives, newspaper kings and
political leaders, whose most
ptrencous exercise consista in
walkiog from the door of their
car to the office chair. As an
extra bit of pelf-gacrifice, they
might shake their beads at se-
cond-helpings of the food they
enjoy with great guats at the
table.

On the other hand, there are
numbers of equally eminent
people who find it extremely
necessary to pay very carefal
sttention indeed tn thelr bealth,
what they eat, and what exer-
cigo they take, ln order not to
erack np nnder the strain of their
work and modern living condi-
tions. And then there are those
fsw immortal physical calturista
who keep dolng at 80 and over
what wounld break many a yonung
man of 25. They have studied
and brought to Bn extremely
high piteh the art of exercise
sod of healthy living. Bat—we
el80 know thal many prominent
eibletes and physleal oulturists
die before their time,
reach the allotted three scors
yeara apd ten.

Who 15 right? What ie_ the

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correct answer to this problem? -

To my mind it ls 2 matter of
common sense and the meaning
of worde. 8o often dlsputes
and wrangling oonld be avoided
entirely by laking a little oare to
agoeriain the preoise mesning of
the words used and to snsare
that both parties are using that
game meaning, To Lhis end, it is
alwaye wise to conenlt a diation-
ary. (et the “diotionary habit,”
stddy a good dioctionary often,
daily it poseible, and be sare that
yon become betler acquainted
with the worde you use. To do
80 is in itself a form of exeraise,
meptal exercise, that will also
lead to greater clarity of thonght.

QOue of my diotionaries gives
this  definition of exercise;
“Aotivity for health, develop-
ment or tralnibp.'* Then it gives
farther -light non the definition
by adding: “An exercise drive
for a horse i8 60 much as will
develop strength and health and
not appreolably weary” Heres
is indeed Jight on the qestion of
whether exerolge is harmfal or
not.  Obviously exercize for
beslth should not be ocarried to
the point where it becomes
exessive exertion. And that must
depend on the individaal and on
the opartioular ciroumstances
under which the individaal is
placed, as lo age, condition,
needs and capaolty.

In my opinlon, exercise Ig
very necegsary indesd for the
maintenance of health. Bat, in
each case, it should be graded to

the needs of the individual. No
exercige is bad. And too muoh
exeroise is also no good. As

with most things, balance and
ocommen-sense &re Important
oconsiderations

1t is & big mistake, for Instance,
to epepd a week end at some
strenuous exertion, suchas tennls,
swimming, foot ball, long-dis-
tance hiking und so on, when the
rest of the week virtually no
exercise is undertaken at all.
More harm than good is Jikely to
resnlt from such praotices.

Incidentally anyome who hag
been doing s great desl of exer-
olse, sach ms training for some
special event, shonld mever
suddenly stop. Most people
realize that i¢ is harmfel, even
dangerous, to start doing gevera
exeroises soddenly.  Natars
uswally takes o hand in the
gsme and makes them so stiff

and sore, even il), that they are
foroed to slow down in spile of
themeelves, Bnt it is eqnally
bad to discontinne enddenly.
Qeesation of exeroising shonld be
gradunlly tapered off, jngtthe
same as there i8 a gradaal in-
oreass from day to day when
andgrgoing trainiog.

Another point ia the casn of
thoss who dc muck hard work.
It is often thought that exercise
is not needed for these people.
This ia v mistaken notion. Bome-
times sach people need special
exeroiges even more than nor
mally wonld bs the osse, in

-order to restore- the general ba.

lance of the body. 1t must be
remembered that long honrs of
strennous work are most likely to
pat a great strain on only certain
parts of the Lody, with no exer~
olse of other equally important
parts: It may, therefore, even
be necessary to have speoisl ocor-
reclive exercises to oounter-act
the over-developmenit, stiffnesa
or mal positioning of the parts
that are ueed in the conrse of the
daily round.

The ideal to be aimed at is to
have enffioient exercise every
day to ensure that activity necrs--
Bary for the bealthy fonetioning
and development cf the varions
organe and stractures of the
whole body. Thue, everybodg
should exert himself sufficiently
end every day to ensure that hia
langs will be expanded to the

-foll and emptied of the residaal

alr that otherwige lurke as stag-
nant air in the odd corners.
The heart should receive snffle
clent stimnlos to keep it healthy
and slrong and able to respond
safely to any unexpected and
uousuel strain. The liver needs

-gheking, equeezing snd sam in-

oreaged flow of blood to prevent
it from being oongesled and lazy.
The bowels need massaging.
All  the mueoles ehould be
stretched, contraoted, nnd work-
ed enongh to have good tone.
And the spine, espeoially, onght
to be bent and twisted suffi-
olently to Xeep it eapple and
pliable.

In some respects, we are as
young 88 the eunppleness of our
epinee. WIll permit whoever can
keep his spine pliable can live to
an advanced age and still remain
young in body. Oa the other
beod, whuever does not take
safficient proper exercise is run-

ning the risk of prematore oid
age. It ie 88 eaey to rost out as
to wear out- And muoh illness
ocan nnquestionably be traced to
inanfMoient exercise,

It is, thersfore, necessary and
wise to enrry out a daily routine
of exerciges that will ensure at-
taloment of the above objeots.
Of tkese, two are very simple; |
very officacious aud very plea-
gaut. They only require a little
practice, a little effort and a oer.
taln amount of time.

The first exerciss is to have a
#nod laagh daily, Laughter mes-
fages the bowels, the heart, the
lnugs and all the internal organs.
it also stimulates the grlands of
inleroal gecretion. And how it
oan ochange the nature of a per-
son from a morose, grumbling,
miserable oreature to someonc
who ig bright and a diei‘ribu!ur
of happiness! So langh heartily
at  loast once every day.
Clogely related to this is singing
—but not everybody ocan sing.
Aud somstimes it can be very
ha~d on the neighbonrs.

The other eesential exeroise ia
to have a brisk walk every day
in the fresh open air if at all
poseible. For the Aaverage pergon
a minimum of 2 miles per day is
peoessary . to maintain health,
Four to ten miles wonld be 1]
much the batter, except that tha
longer distances should not be
wndertaken it fatigne resnlts. .
Rather work up slowly, ver§
slowly, to the etage where long
wolks are not felt to result in
any tirednees whatsoever. In-
stead of tiredness, exhilaration,
and & feoling of bnoyant well~
being shounld reenlt from walk-
ing.

It is aleo excellent practice to
do some gymnastio eXeroiges
every morniog after rising. Lot
it be every morning without fai], *
(Ot coanrse, tke firat thing one
shonld do on arising Is to go to the
lavatory and empty the bowels.
This in iteelf is an oXoellent
eYorolge for the howels and wlilf
do much to prevent or overcomae
oonstipation.) Among the exer-
oises I favour groatly are the
“Surya Namaekars” ss deseribed
end demopstrated {a his hook
*“The Ten-Point Way To Health”
by the Iate Shrimant Balagaheh
Pandit Pratinidhi, Rajah  of
Aundbl. They are indeed er.
cellent ond are an admirable
combination of that
stretch and pull musolee; twist,
bend and atreteh the spine;

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centrolled deep breathing. They
cap he rupplemented by sny
vumber of other eXcorolees de-
signed o manipnlate, strengthen,
streleh and tone-np the moscles
and to limber up joints and sti.
mulate the eironlation. In this
eategory are 8 number of Hatha
Yoga eXerolaes which, bhesldes
doing the abovo, aleo serve the
nnigue and vatusble fanotion of
draining ithe lymph and other
fiulds of the body from organs
sad places where there may bea
tendency to siagnstion.

It would tske a book to dee-
oribe the e¥ercisea that I myself
do everyday, but there is o
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question whatsosver in my mind
that these ‘exerolses have a pro-
foundly good infinence en main-
{ainlog’ oy healtb, agllity and
epjoyment of lfe. They are
slgo very useful ae a form of
self-discipline, and they eerve to
gome eXtent 88 n means towards
meditation, Oiber people who
have carrled ont my Instrootions
in thie regard have aleo derived
the same benefits. 8o to my
mind, the question a8 to whetber
eXeroles §s necessary and good
can be answered in 1the affirma-
tive. Positively yes — provided
that common-sonde is aleo eXer-
oised!

This time the
average was just under five
except in the Punjab where it
was uoder eight. Mr, Sen s id
tbat be was glad that all these
and other difficulties had beeo
on the whole successtully sur-,
mouated,

The incidence of voting in
the towns, he continued, was
less as compared to rural areas,
Between 350 te 60 per cent
people cast their votes an the
whole. The percentage af votes
cast was the highest in Travan-
core-Cochin, 1o one polling
booth theie was cent per dent
polling.
