On Saturday, February 11, the Congress Party sug-
gested an encouragement of bilingual states in India
wherever feasible, with regional councils for ‘each lin-
~ guistic area.

A resolution framed by the Party High Command
and passed by a full committee said single language states
might exist where considered desirable “*but unilingyalism
cannot be made into a fetish overriding other considera-
tions.”

*  The Committe endorsed the Hligh Command’s call to
the nation for unity after the recent riots in Bombay City
and Orissa over disputes on reorganisation of States. lt
commended the proposal to merge Bengal and Bihar in
bilingual state. -

Addrcssmg the open meeting of the sixty- ﬁrst full
Congress Party session, Prime Minister Nehru said that

" Britain, France, Germany and America had had one .

hundred and fifty years for their industrial revolutions and
had been able to dominate and exploit other countries as
India had been by Britain.

" The Soviet Union had carried out her revolution in
thirty to forty years but had had an autocratic govern-
ment.

Mr. Nehru said, “we have finally decided to go towards
the goal of socialism and to build a socialist structure
rapidly through peaceful means.” At the closing of the
session on Sunday, Mr. Nehru said that the decisions on
reorganising India’s state boundaries could be changed
later if mistakes had been made.  He said however deci-
sions could not be changed until “estrangement in hearts
of men” had been ended and atmesphere of peace had
returned.

The Congress Party session has been dominated by
the theme of the country's economic development, with
almost all other issues including International affairs and
problems of reorganising boundaries of state,

Mr. Nehru again dominated the session and held
attention as no other speaker did.

Military pacts and especially South East Asia T reaty
Organisation and Baghdad Middle East Defence Pact
were attacked on grounds that they caused tension and
did not promote peace. '

Mr. Nehru told the meeting ealier that India was
showing the world a new way of achieving an Industrial
revolution. He said that India’s Communists and some
Socialists had not realised the significance of this new
way and were “imprisoned in the cage of their narrow
doctrinaire thinking which had hardly any relation to the
present day in India.”

Mr. Nehru stressed the importance of the country's
second five year plan, which begins on ‘April 1st and
referred to emphasis on Basic Industries so that India
would be self- reliant.—Sapa-Reuter

INCE these Negro achieve-

ments are the result of barcly

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Prime Minister Has Climbed
Down, Says Strauss

“Govt. Determined To Place Coloureds
On Separate Roll”

HE Prime Minister Mr. J G.

Strijdom, moving the second
reading of the South Africa Act
Amendment Bill at the Joint
Session of both Houses of Par-
liament in Capetown on Wednes-
day, said that the Coloured vote
was banging like the Sword of
Damocles over South Africa, and
he again declared in irrevocable
determination of the Government
to place the Coloureds on a sepa-
rate roll.

« The leader of the Opposition,
Mr J. G. N. Strauss, opposing
the second reading, said that the
Prime Minister had referred to
the Nationalist Party's attitude
as ‘firrevocable.”" Previously he
and other members of his party
had said that the entrenched
clauses had to go because it was
the will of the people. Today
the Prime Minister had made a
big climb-down because one of
the entrenched clauses was to
remain,

Mr. Strauss said that all the
talk about ‘‘volkswil’"* amounted
only to this—that it meant nothing
but what the Nationalist Party
wanted it to mean, The agitation
for the repeal of the entrenched
Slauses -had begun with a joint
statement by four Provincial
leaders of the Nationalist Party.
Mr. Strijdom himself had signed
it. And now Mr, Strijdom had
climbz:d dowq’

Moving the second reading,
Mr, Strijdom announced that the
Separate Representation of Voters
Act, which this Bill re-validated,
would be amended later, One
of the chanpges would be that
Coloured voters’ representatives
in the Cape Provincial Council
would have to be White., The
Prime Minister claimed that re-
tention of the language entrench-
men} was not a breach of Parlia-
mentary sovereignty since the en-
trenchment was retained express-
Iy by Parliament and both were
not being imposed by some other
body.

Mr. Strijdom lectured the joint
sitting like a schoolmaster and
took swift exception to murmurs
from the packed . Opposition
benches. Once he turned sharp-
Iy to the Speaker and asked
¢Must I go on or sit down?"

There were clashes between
Mr. Strijdom and Mr. Harry

Lawrence (U.P, Salt River) and
Mr. Douglas Mitchell (U,P.,
Natal South Coast), but for the
most part the House listened
quietly, Mr, Strijdom was not
satisfied.  He stopped speaking
suddenly several times and said

be would continue when the
“‘mumbling" had ceased.
His statement 1hat the Bill

would place the sovereignty of
Pacliament “’beyond any doubt”
was greeted with  Opposition
laughter. That apart, the House
sat in silence for the 15 minutes
of his speech.

to what some people referred to
as a constitutional crisis.

A JOHANNESBURG paper

year.

The letter is important for
two reasons. It is important
for the response it evoked from
the African National Coagress
ns well as for its contentr,
When it came up before cone
ference, the Speaker could not
fiad the time to have it read.
1t is quite possible that in all
honesty Mr, James Calata, the
Speaker, found the conference
very much behind schedule in
its deliberations.  That sort of
thiog happens in conferences.
But there is no valid excuse
why the Bpeaker should not
have made the time, as early a5
possible in the confereace, to
place before ‘the delegates the
views of a former Congress
leader—views which contained
very grave criticisms of the
leadership, their policies and
the direction the movement is
taking, %

The very fact that a respon-
gsible man of Dr. Xnma’s stands
ipg bad made the charges he
made should have been quite
sufficient to warrant even' a
suspension of other business, if
necessary, to enable the con-
ference to go fully into Dr.
Xuma’s charges. That the cons
ference failed to grasp the signi-
ficance of the letter indicates
one of two things: either the
point has been reached when
Congress has made up its mind
to stifle criticism in any way or
the leadership realises it has
messed things so badly it dare
not have its policies examined
in open conlesence.

Development of cottage and
small-scale industries will cons
tinue under the Second Plan as
a remedy to relieve unemploy-

ment especially in rural areas.

Public sector will be extended
and enlarged; while private
gector will be regulated ;and be
made to adjust to the interesis
and needs of the national eco-
fomy.

The conference listed the
causes which led to the high
incidence of suicides among
women in the region, They are
persecution of women by their
husbands, mothers-in-law and
sisters.in-law; the caste system;
psychological and social help-
Iessoess of women; the dowty
system; economic dependence of
women upon men; unemploy-
ment, especially among middle
class women, lacupae in social
laws and the administration of
juslice; marital incompatibility;
dearth of adequate educational
facilities; and the natural high
sensitivity among women,

Remedial Measures

As a remedy, the conference
suggested comprehensive spread
of education, provision for eca-
nomic independence of women,
efforts for social awekening,
eradication of social or religious
evils, sctting up of an “adminise
trative appsratus” of vigilant
and consciontious social workers
and stiggoatisation of every
individuat of a {family assc-
ciated with cases of suicides,
and sctting up of social centres
to oller adeice and help to
families to solve their problems,

The coaference said that from

HE sixty-first anoual session
|4 of the Indian National
Coogress to be held at Amrite
sar from February 8th is ex-
pected to prove historic and
memorable as it will clarily the
path of the establishment of
the socislistic pattern of so-
ciety: the goal set forth by the
1ast Copgress session at Avadi,
The Congress will take new
strides towards socio.economic
revolution, The Amritsar ses-
sion is likely to evolve a new
dypamic labour policy for
greater association of employ.
ees with the management of
industries, national economy
and pnew enterprizes. The em-
phasis will be given on co.
operative movement as the
basis of socinlistic social order.
It may be decided to start ex.
periments of co-operative farm=
iog on the Chinese pattern.

The session will discuss the
draft of the Second Five Year
Plan as prepared by the Plane
ning Commission. The draft
envisagns an estimated outlay
of 4800 crores of rupees and
greater stress is 1aid on heavy
industries and production of
masachinery and capital goods.
Development of cottage and
small-scale industries will cons
tinue under the Second Plan as
a remedy to relieve unemploy-

ment especially in rural areas.

Public sector will be extended
and enlarged; while private
gector will be regulated ;and be
made to adjust to the interesis
and needs of the national eco-
fomy. The nationalisation of
the inspeance business is a
meajor etep in this direction,
The prospects of the next gene:rs
al elections that are likely to
be held in 1957 will slso be
discussed and the parly strength
in different states be assessed.

But the problem of the res
organisation of States will
dominate all else at the Amrit-
sar session of the Congress, The
Second Five Year Plap, the
prospects of the nDext general
elections and organisational
problems have besen relegated
to the background by this
momentous issue,

The coacurrent Akali and
Mahapanjab Samiti sesgsions
proposed to be held at Amritsar
spotlight the political challenge
that tho Congress faces todey

Dangers To Linguism

Top Congress leaders ure now
desperately convinced of the
dangers of linguism.

Every effort is now being
made to promote the idea of
larger multi.lingual States as
an antidote to the latest exhie
bition of lioguistic passion,
Mz, Nehru's talks at Bangalore
and Mr. Dtebar's visit to Orissa
are indicative of this trend.

Agreement emong the parties
concerned regarding the de-
sirability of further exploring o
Dakshing Pradesh or a Poorva
Pradesh before the Congress
session might, it is hoped,
create the necessary psycholos
gical atmosphere for a fresh
attempt at finding an amicable
solution for the vexed problem
of Bombay, possibly through
pursuing the idea of 2 larger
Paschima Pradesh, including
Rajasthan.

The Congress will have to
address itself at Amritsar to
finding & solutfon to this mo-
mentous issue,

But it is expected that this
august body will stand ths
crucial test and emerge one of
the present crisis created by
the linguistic stir much stronger,
much kealthier under the ine
spiring guidance of Shree U. N.
Dhebar the Congress President.
The Coogress is still the premier
political organisation and a
living force playing a predomi-
aant role in taking the nation
to the path of progress, peace
and socialism.

States’ Re-organisation

The final picture of the poli-
tical map of India is expected
to emerge only during the Am.

It is suggested that the coun-
try should be converted into
the following seven multi=
lingual states and {o further
divide states into two, three or
mote lingusstic cum adminis-

(1) Purva Pradesh comprising
Bengal, Bibar and Orissa; (3)
Assam including Mapipur aod
Tripura; (3) Dakshina Pradesh
comprising Ma-dras, enlarged
Mysore (KaranataRa), Rerala,
Andbra and Telengans; (4) Pas-
chim Pradesh includiog Mahas
rashtra, Gujarat, and Rejasthan
with Bombay cily as capital;
(5) Uttar Pradesb; (6) Madhya
Pradesh, and (7) an eslarged
Punjab, izcluding PEPSU and
Himachal Pradesh,

The propasel has been ins
formally discussed with some
senior Congress leaders from
the States and has been favour.-
ably received by them,

Eack State in the new set up,
it is suggested should have a
single Legislature, a sinogle
Governor and a siogle Public
Service Commission,

Deputy Ministers are, hows-
ever, proposed to be appoioted
for each zone for certain sub-
jects. For instance, there might
be three Deputy Ministers for
Education for Purva Pradesh—
one each for the Bihar zone,
the Bengal zone and the Orissa
zone, There would, bowever,
be an Education Minister of
Cabinet rank in the Govern-
ment, These Ministers could
have their secretariats in Patne,
Calcutta and Cuttack respect-
ively. This would not only en-
sure better contact with the
“zone" but also retain the im-
portance of the “subsidiary”
capital. At least one sessisn ol
the State Legislature, it is sug-
gested, might be held in a sub.
gidiary capital.

Enlarged Punjab

With regard to the Punjab,
opinion at the top is believed
now to favour the merger of the
Pupjab, PEPSU and Himachal
Pradesh and the carving of the
enlarged State into three zones
comprising the Punjab, Hindi
and Hill areas.
