IGHT years after refusing to register for military
service, a26-year-old American pacifist, Seymour
Eichel, of Brooklyn, New York, has been sen-

tenced to a year and a day imprisonment.

It is not known why Government authoritics
waited eight years to arrest and prosecute Eichel.

Eichel, being an .abso-
lutist conscientious objector,
refused to comply with the
Select Service Law, and
openly ignored the Govern-
ment's requirement of re-
gistering.

However, he had con-
stantly made known his
conscientious objection to
military service. A short
while before his eighteenth
‘Birthday, he refused to take
a graduate's pledge which
“was initiated in New York
City schools in 1917.

"The first part declares
loyalty to the Constitution
‘and Government of the
"United States and the State
of New York, and by taking
the pledge a graduates pro-
‘mises to support all their
laws.

By taking this pledge a

‘graduate swears in effect
that he will uphold con-
scription. By refusing to
take the oath, a graduate
bars himself from obtaining
.a diploma. )
.~ Due to the sympathetic
rconsideration and the dis-
crimination of Dr. Frederic
.Trnst, Associate Superin-
stendent of Schools, Eichel
-was nevertheless, granted a
~diploma.

Later, Eichel took part
in several pacifist activities,

Before the Selective Ser-
vice Law pa:sed in
June, 1948, he had already
committed himsell to non-
registration in a written
statement which he and
other CO’s had signed and
made public.

HE representative of a Tanganyika newspaper

who recently visited the city of Calcutta has

described the great difflculty the Indian Gov-
vernment is facing on account of thousands of re-
fugees crossin'g into India from East Pakistan on ac-
count of the conditions there.

The corespondent, “Ele-
phanta”, who writes in the
‘Sunday News’ of Dar-es-
Salaam every week, says:

“The refugee problem of
Bengal has been a running
sore with Hindus coming
from East Pakistan into
West Bengal at the rate of
less than 10,000 a
month and sometime as
many as 50,000 a mounth,
Over the past nine years
since the partition of Bengal
(into India's West Bengal
and Pakistan's liast Den-
gal) as many as 4.6c0,000
people have come into In-
dia [without any ewodus of
Muslims from the Indian to
Pakistan side.

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S.A. Press, Nehru And Kashmir

E can understand why Pandit Nehru is so
W much under fire in the South African Press
for his Kashmir policies. We can understand
also why very many White South Africans go on their
knees daily and nightly praying that Nehru's difficulties
everywhere might increase. It is normal behaviour in
human societies that a man who endeavours to preserve
a sense of morality in the conduct of affairs—whether
public or international—where the fashion is to accept
self-interest as the justification of all things, should also
have enemies.

Most White South Africans have a special reason
to dislike Mr. Nehru, His attitude to race oppression
is a dangcrous thorn in their side.  Whatever ties him
down and dellects his attention from the plight- of the
non-White peoples in this country is always 2 godsend
to most \White South Africans.

tNatal Mercury’

But even against this background we find it ex-
treme'v difficult to understand some of the extremes to
which sections of the White Press have gone in trying
to paint Nehru black. A remarkable case in point is a
recent ‘Natal Mercury’ editorial which reprimanded
him severely for his interest in South Africa's race
problem when his performance has not been much
better in Kashmir.

This is an amazing proposition for at least two
good reasons. Firstly, there is no real parallel be-
tween Kashmir and South Africa. Where South Africa
has been found by the United Nations to be in the
wrong and recuested several times to adopt policies
more in keeping with modern standards of international
conduct, India has not been put in a similar position.

On the contrary the United Nations have found
Pakistan the aggressor and specifically asked her to
withdraw her army from those sections of Kashmir
which she holds by force. Pakistan refused to obey
this injunction—and by so doing took up an attitude
broadly similar to Sonth Africa’s over South-West
Africa,

Real Culprit

To blackmail Nehru for his opposition to a plebis-
cite is to cock an eye at the real culprit. A plebiscite
while the Pakistani army remains in Kashmir would,
for very rcal psychological and practical reasons, be
futile. Basil Davidson, a distinguished British com-
mentor on Commonwealth affairs, has said that “a ple-
biscite could quite easily lead to communal riots.,” If

South African Cabinet Ministers have developed the
habit of thinking in terms of bloodbaths, humanity
should be grateful that Nehru is one statesman who is
still scared of them.

‘The second amazing reason about thé ‘Mercury's’
attitude is that it shows the extreme to which race pre-
judice will blind to reason eminent journalists, other-
wise respected for their objectivity and balanced judg-:
ment and force them to bolster their weak case by re-
sorting to writing which verges so closely on distortion~
it is almost indistinguishable from it. -,

Nehru Has Faults

At the same time one point should be made crystal’
clear. We do not regard Nehru as the incarnation of
human virtue. He makes blunders which distress us,
But in appraising his policies it is humanity which
benefits by an objective assessment. :

In this regard we view the restrictions on innocent
South Africans passing through India as a piece:
of smallmindedness that a country which produced’
Mohandas Gandhi can explain only on the ground of
human frailty. There is no doubt that the withdrawal
of Commonwealth privileges from South Africans is in
retaliation for what the Union does to Indian nationals’
here. But virtue is not one of South Africa's strong
points and to emulate her in this regard is deplorable.;

There is a second objection to India's rct‘al;'atoi'y'
measures. They are 5o ineffective. Only a few White,
South Africans travel through India. For a great
nation to impose restrictions on these looks very much
like bringing giant army tanks to kill a fly. )

Preparing For War ’ :

ko

The third objection—and this is a very serious onk'
is that thc measures are an unfriendly act of a t}’lbe
seen between two powers preparing for war. We do
not think India wants to see herselfl involved in a shoot-
ing war with South Africa, one day. For this lrt:asdm,
we find it particularly distressiag to see her take a
course which will logically leave war as the only means
of forcing South Africa to fulfil her obligations in terms
of well-known international agreements.

Finally the humiliation of individuals some of
whom might be opposed to race oppression is a form
of pettiness which our Finance Minister, .Mr. Eric
Louw has—to South Africa’s lasting shame—perfected -
into a fine art. For our part we are convinced that
Nehru will not lose anything if he does not seek to
out‘L.ouw Louwin a field where the latter is a. pait‘.g
master, . -

We agree enthusiastically with the views expressed!
by another White paper, the ‘Natal Witness', which
suggested that it would be a very fine thing if Nehru
invited Nationalist Cabinct Minister to Indiain order
to enable them to appreciate the Indian stand much
better. We should like to add that such invitations
would not have the advantage merely of being edu-
cative; they would place White South Africa in the'
position to show which side really wants a peaceful
solution and which side is the real stumbling-block.

United ‘States Professor See End
Of Apartheid In U.S.A.°

HERE would be complete integration between the Whites and

the Negroes in the United States in the “very near future,’
said ‘Prof. William L. Tayler, a professor in political s¢ience at
Dickenson College, Pennsylvania, on his arrival in Cape Town.

Professor Tayler, accompanied
by his wife, arrived from America
on the African Planet to take up
an appointment at the University
College of  Rhodesia and Nyasa-
lsnd for the next nine months.

To Lecture

As a Smith-Mundt lecturer he
bas been assigned to lecture on
the American Government and
American institutions.

He will also undertake a series
of public lectures on how the
American states live together and

meet the problems of federation.

“There is no question about
it," he said, “that integration will
come about and it is merely a
matter of time. Even in the areas
where segregation is still przc-
tised, the people are beginning
to realize that integration is
coming sooner or later.

“There is a greater tendency
to abide by the Supreme Court’s
decision on integration than there
was six months ago, and it is only
in exceptional cases like Clinton
in Tennessec where there is dif.

ficulty in carrying it out.

“The reports on opposition to
integration are magnified out of
all proportion, and the great
majority of the community bave
already accepted it.

“But the isolated cases of op-
position are always more sensas
tional and have more news value

51

than those places where integra
tion has taken place.

“In the very near future every
community in the United States
will have accepted integration,
and the best example of this is
Louisville, Kentucky, where it
was accepted as the normal course
of events.'

Tribute To Vinoba

A SPECIAL kind of atmosphere is unnecessary to produce aesthetics
of the Mahatma Gandhi calibre, and it seems that the only coun-
try left in the world where there is this atmosphere is India—a coun-
try where the latest American cars, skyscrapers, and hot jazz, rub
shoulders with a way of life that was modern in the time of Christ.

Neither way of life seems in
the least incongruous in India,
where one’s religious or political
beliefs are considered one's own
private affair, and the eccentric is
accepted as a normal man,

In this atmosphere Mahatma
Gandhi blossomed into a philo-
sopher (with an anti-British poli-
tical bias) of world renown, and
when ke was murdered in Janu-
ary, 1948, people all over the
world said there would never be
another like him,

They were wrong. Even while
Gandhi was alive there was
another, perhaps greater, man
than the Mahatma, waiting for
the moment when he might have
to step into Gandhi’s shoes, or,
rather, his footprints.

This man has not Gandhi’s
flair for publicity, but he has a
wide knowledge of world affairs,
and of men.

His name is Vinoba Bbave.
He is'a 30-year-old Brahmin, and
was trained as un engineer. He
speaks six languages, including
English and French, and is the
most beloved and venerated {man
in India today.

Pandit Nehru, has the glamour,

in the eyes of the world, but
Vinoba undoubtedly has more
power.

But it needed a European to
bring the name of Vinoba before
the Western world.

He ia Lanza del Vasto, of
noble Italian birth, philosopher,
musician, poet, artist, auther,
who has been associated with
Gandbism for over 20 years.

In India he is known
“Shantidas'"—sei1vant of peace.

His latest book, ““Gandhi To
Vinoba” (Rider and Co ) is part
biography, part a story of travel.
It tells of Vinoba's life, and of
his own life as a follower of
Vinoba.

The account carries a strong
anti-British bias, and also ad-
vocates a way of life directly
opposite to all Western ideas, but
the author give a good idea of
how the vast majerity of India's
400,000,000 think.—‘Daily News.*

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Firms Hit Financially By Bus Boyeotl

DHANNESBURG industrial firms are being bit financially by
the boycott of buses by Africaps living in Alexandra Town-

ship.

The greatest sufferers are those firms which are keeping

well within the law—>by not collecting their employees or takiog

them bhome.

The manager of a Johannese
burg demolition firm said that
efficiency had {fallen consider-
ably among the Alexandra
Township Africans whom be em-
ployed. They arrived 30 minutes
late, and had to leave early.
They worked reasonably until
70 a.m,, but then had no energy
left.

“They are in no shape lo
swing 38ib, hammers. Tomake
out time limit, we have to
employ ten extra labourers
daily. The total loss to us
through the baycott may be
estimated at 0 a day.

A firm of stone crushers com-
plained that the lack of energy
of bus boycotters had spreard to
other Africans employees, who
also arrived late for wgrh and
wanted to leave early.

“The whole labour {orce goes
to slesp on its feet unless the
fotemen Leep on shouting.”

An engioeering firm employ:
iog a number of bus boycotters
sazd that the Africans who
did manual wotk were perma-
neatly tired and hungry, As a
result the dispatch of goods
had been delayed.

Fetched To Work

Firms which send transport
to fetch employees fare better,
though they fiod it expensive to
collect and take home Alrican
employees living at Alexandra

The manager of 2 big indus-
trial firm shrugged, “What can
we do but break the law? We
have to work to time limits
and meet contracts, and an

African labour force which is*

exbausted by walkibg holds us
back,

. Sy wesend a lorry to collect
and send howme our employees.
Jf there are any <questions, we
can always say that the Afri-
cens are beiog teken out to a
job, or we can make some other
excufe.

But it is costly for us. We
have to pay the lorry driver
overtime, snd meet the extra
petrol bill.”

Most of the employers who
were interviewed said that they
had made some provision for
transporting  their employees.
Magy had given their firm’s
bicycles to the employees to
take home with them, Others
Lave arranged for European
employees to pick up African
staff ic their cair,

Driving up Louis Botha Ave-
nue, a8 Johannesburg executive
szid that he was amazed {o s¢e
the trucks, lorries and cars,
crammed with Africans, that
were pouring into the city.

*I saw one truck carrying
about 30 Africans, all apparent-
1y bus boycotters.”

and group with which it imbues
them is, from the Christian
point of view, immoral.”

Bishop Lavis said recently in
Cape Town that the Church
claimed *the right to speak
with no uncertain voice on so-
called political problems, which
ate in reality moral and spiri-
{ual issues.”” The Bishop said
the cost of apartbeid was not
only the suffsring caused to its
direct victims, It iocluded the
spiritudl and moral deteriora-
tion of the White people of the
Union who had supported and
applied evil race policies, The
duty of revoking apartheid lay
at the door of the White group.

We give a few extracts from
the charge delivered by His
Grace the Archbishop to the
Diocesan Synod in Cape Town.

Justice And The Vote

#It (the Group Areas Act) in-
volves compulsory moving of
thousands from their homes, 1t
involves the dislocation of
trade, real cnaos about schools,
and churches also It is, I
think, quite certain that if
groupfareas are {o be proclaim-
ed in the Peninsula, the sacri-
fices will in the main bave to
te made by the non-Europeans,
When there is a choice between
becomiog unpopular with voters

or with non-voters, it is in the
interests of the voters that get
considered. When you get, 8s
in this country, a sort of oli-
garchy, with the great majority
of the population dis{ranchised,
it is extraordiparily difficult to
ensure anything like even-
handed justice.

“I believe the proclamation
of group areas oo a racial basis
is wrong. 1f you place a man in
a particular situation because
of his race he cannot get out of
it. God did make us diflerent,
but He made us so that we
cquld rise or fall, go up or
down. I think there can be too
much placning, too much regi-
mentation, and I think that is
bad for us all, but especially
for those who carry it out, For
power over other people’s lives
brings with it terrible tempta-
tions. Don't you all know how
easily the boss can become a
bully?

Apartheid And Education

“Does anyose really believe
that a Coloured university col-
leze can be established at
which the standard can be any-
thing like so high as it is at
Cape Town and Witwatersrand
Univeisities? The  expense
would, of course, be enormous.
It was at one time contended

.that apartheid meant equiva-

lent opportunities. I
think now that is even pre-
teaded. At a great expense an
inférior education isto be pro-
vided. Why? The Universities
don’t want it; the European
students don’t want it. Those
who do can go to the univer-
sities which have & colour bar,

don’t

“The teachers don’t want it.
The non-European people them-
selves do oot want it. It has
not happened yet, but the threat
hapgs over us.
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“In view of all these things
it is eusily intelligible that
there should be a tendency
among oop-European people
to grow bitter, to regard all
Europeans with suspicion aad
to look for slights and insults
where there are none intended.
We must try to understand
each other better and to make
allowances for each other. In
the citcumatances we ol Evro-
pean descent must be very
understanding and patient, and
very careful lest by aoything we
do or say we rub salt into the
wounds, This is largely a
matter of personal relation.
ships.

“I want to end with a word
to'my non.European brethren,
Don't let yourselves get cone
verted to apartheid. And try
to get a Christian sense of pro-
portion, I know it isn’t easy.
But:it is true, that what really
metters about you is not what
you possess, nor what others
think atout you; but what ycu
are yowsell in thesight of God,

“Who steals. my purse steais
trash, Who steric my vole
steals scmething 1hat is pot
much better, But if a man im-
prirs your integrily he hns done
you real harm. If you grow
bitter, il hatred or desire for res
venge {come into your heart,
then you bhave let him do you

Bishop Sees Gromp Areas
Act As Un-Christian

HAT is planned for Jo-
bannesburg under the
Group Areas Act is simply the
first example of the suffering
and bardship that may be ex.
pocted in thany parts of the
country through the shifting of
populations, the Bishop of Jo-
hannesburg, the Rt. Rev, R,
Ambrose Reeves, writes in the
diocesan journal, “The Watch-
man.”

“It neems thatlittle account
is being taken of all the despair
and hatred that is bound to be
engendered in those who are
the victims of this action.

“The proposals are an affront
to the Christian cooscience, for
they are a denial of the Chris.
tian belief of the nature and
destiny of man,”

N a section cntftled “the Indian
birthrate,’” Gerdener con-
siders everything except that—
the 25.8 per cent increase in the
Indian population between the
1946 and 1951 censuses (about
one-third of which is almost cer-
tainly due to an error in the
1946 count—see my article in
“Forum, Octoter 1952), a calcu-
lation of the Indian population
in 2,000 A.D. (which perpetuates
this demographic error), the
levelling of the sex ratio between
Indian males and females - which
has not been 2 significant factor
* for the last 10 years as in 1946
there were 10 females to every

Byv—.
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11 males and the ban on import-
ing wives only came intg force
this year, and the juvenility of
the Indian population which is
as much the result of a much
shorter life expectation than the
European as of fecundity. Why
shy away from the vital statistics?
The latest available (1949) are
(per thousand population):— .

Birth Death Natural

Rate Rate Increcase
Europeans 269 91 17.8
Indians 41.4 123 29.1
Coloureds 4584 23.1 253

Since then, the European bitth-
rate has dropped to 255 in
1554, Indian 36.7, Coloured 48.4.
And the incomplete figures avail-
able for 1955 suggest that the
steady decrease of the Indiad
birth rate bas carried the figure
down to little over 30, Clearly
Mr. Gerdener's prognostications
are quite out of-date.

When touching od Indian edu-~
cation, the cmancipation of In-
dian women, etc.,, Mr. Gerdener
notes the “‘marked tendency’’ to-
wards more and longer educa-

" cation, He omits to .draw the
~obvious conclusions that this
. both denctes an increasing parti-
cipation in western civilisation
and its living standards, and
must further diminish the birth
rate by pushing up the marriage
age: The process would go
faster, if it were not so arti-
* ficially hindered by our racial
palicies.

In his final peroration Mr.
Gerdener returns to this question
of trade licences, with which I
also bave not finished. Mr. Ger-
dener was able to say in January
that the overall picture of how
the Group Areas Act would

work out was still not clear. For
a man pot given to caution in his
prophecies whea it suits him,
this is unusual diffidence.
he did admit that Indian traders
would Jose “some of their busi-
ness"” with Europeans and Afri-
cans, though they would not
“‘necessarily'’ suffer ‘‘a total loss,"”
Some customers might continue
to deal with them “by ‘phone,
letter or messenger, or they
might even visit Moosa “per-
sonally.” I think Prof. Bruwer
was a little mote perspicacious in
suggesting that the Act will
“tranpsform a parasitical group
(i.e. a commercial community)
into a productive one (i.c. a
wage-labouring one)'’, Van Rens-
burg may still trade with Moosa
when he is ‘““oves the spruit,”
“‘next the sewage farm,"” 22 miles
out of Jobhannesburg, 10 miles
out of Port Elizabeth, But no
white trader would choose these
distant sites to begin his busi-
ness, and it is odiously unjust

‘that we are forcing Indians to

them in the certain knowledge—
let us not pretend otherwise—
that the merchants’ trade will be
ruined, Did not the Commis-
sion that prepared the Group
Areas Act discuss ‘‘repatriation
and, failing which, compulsory
segregation with boycott to en-
force repatriation?” Oh yes, the
Act, if implemented, will break
what Mr. Gerdener likes to call
“‘the Indians’ commercial streng-
hold" on some towns, It will
also reveal our vaunted “white
civilisation' in all its stark and
selfish ugliness,

A twinge of conscience iy dis-
missed by Mr. Gerdener’s airy
calculation that 20,000 Indian
licences means ““between 25 and
30 per cent of all Indian earners
are in commerce—an abnermally
high percentage”, And he ad-
mits that 90 per cent of these
will bave to find another source
of income., One might comment
that 3 per cent of earners left in
commerce would be an abnormal-
ly low percentage by any stand-
ards, But, of course, the posi-
tion is really far worse than this.

Leave out all the perty licences,
which bring in small incomes not
coveted by Europeans, and you
are left with the 4,092 Indian
shops in Natal and the 4,825 in
the Transvaal, Forget, even,
that the average income of these
shops is well below the average
for an equivalent number of
European shops (see my article
in “Forum,’ July, 1956) and
that mapy of them are small,

But’

struggling family businesses. Just
take the figures as they are. In
Nlalal Indians slightly outnumber
Europeans. But they own 28
per cent of tbe shops. In the
Transvaal Indians are 1 per cent
of the provincial
Europeans 25 per cent, Here
Indians do have more than
‘““their share’” with 15 per cent
of the shops. There are his-
torical reasons for this—the fact
that the only Indians to reach
the Transvaal before immigra-
tion was halted were traders, and
that they were often encouraged
and given licences by the Re-
publican authorities to compete
with the uitlander. Remember,
also, that over the whole Union
Indians and Europeans own
shops in precisely their popula-
tion ratios, so that the overall
picture is not one of “unfair
shares’ between these two. Then
note that, if we consider shops
(not every manner of dicence),
Mr. Gerdener's figpuers of 25.30
per cent of earners engaged in
trade is more than halved, Ob-
serve also that he is taking a
1955 estimate of trade licences as
a proportion of 2 1947- tatal
figure of earners, So allow some
furthes depreciation and we
arrive at the hardly fantastic cal-
culation that not more than 12
or 15 per cent of all Indian
eargers epgage in commerce—
with the professions, where
opportunijties are limited by the
small available scale and cost of

population, -
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higher educational facilitics, the
only ecomomic outlet open te
ambitious and industrious Io~
dians through the ' brickwall of
our economic colour bar.

This agrees very closely with
my earlier calculations that
10,000 Indian shopkeepers with
their families (i.e. about 60,000
people) account for 15 per ceat
of our Indian population—50 per
cent of the tiny Transvaal and
Cape communities, about 9 per
cent of the Natal Indians. Note,
then, 'that Mr. Gerdener and
Prof. Bruwer—much more so,
Dr. P. J. Meyer with whose paper
I will deal in the final article of
this series—are happily prepared
to cut this figure by 90 per cent
(i.e. to about 1.5 per_cent of the
Indian population); and, at the
same time, to use the Group
Areas Act (when it has been
again amended to clese a legal
loophole relating to ““‘occupation’’
of commercial premiges) and the
Industrial Conciliation Act to
displace the 25,000 Indians em-
ployed in European-owned secon-
dary industey, and you have the
measure of the enormity in-
tended unders these Acts. Against
these brutal facts of what avail
to protest our innocence and
bigh-mindedness abroad, or to
talk (as Mr. Gerdener sancti-
monijously finishes his paper) ox
developing “a programme of
productive (alternative) activity'
for our Indians? The rest of
the world will secognise a system
of deliberate forced low-level
labour and pressure to expatriate,
when it sees these facts.

MR' NEHRU is ‘right to refuse a plebiscite in Kashmir at this
time,”” says Basil Davidson, the well.known journalist, writing

“There is good reason to fear
that a plebiscite in Kashmir

He said: ““No man has done
more to save international peace”
than Mr, Nebru. It is easy to
see why his enemies up and down
the world—and they are ‘numer-
ous—~were delighted at having
triumphed at leastin UN votes
overa man who has held so

clear a moral superiority over
them for so long."

Davidson emphasised  that
when India took the Kashmir
dispute to the UN, “the United
Nations appointed a Commission
which eventually found Pakistan ~
guilty of aggeression, Pakistan
promised te remove her troops;
they are still there.”"—1SI.
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Strijdom Samctions Lonw's Allegation Of
Calculated Insult By British Bodies

THE Prime Minister, Mr. J. G. Strijdom, said in

the House of

Assembly that he fully approved of the letter written by the
Klinister of External Affairs, Mr. E.H Louw, to “The Tim:s‘" com-
plainiog of a “calculated 1nsult” to the South African courts

Mte. Strijdom was replying to
aquestion by Mr. H. G Law-
rence (U P., Salt River) about a
letter by Mr. Louw which ap-
peared in “The Times” on Jan-
vary 7, 10 which Mr. Louw pro-
tested against statements pub-
Lished by **The Times' made by
Canon Collins and Mr Gardiner.

Mr Lawrence asked the Prime
Minister whether he approved
of the contents of the letter and
whether bis attention bad been
directed to Press reports of letters
m teply which subsequently ap-
peared.

He also asked whether the
Government had granted a re-
quest by certain  bodies and
people for a certain  Eoglsh
counsel to attend as observer at
the treason allegation  inquiry
being conducted in Jobannes-
butg.

Mr. Lawrence was not present
atquestion time, and the ques-
tton was put op bis behalf by
Mer R. B Durrant (U.P., Tur-
ffontein }

Mr, Strijdom said that he had

seen the letter, the contents of
which he approved and in which
Mrs. Louw ‘“took strong excep-
tion to what can only be regard-
ed as a calculated insult (to the
South African courts of law,
namely the action of certain
bodies in Eogland, one of which
opesates under the chairmanship
of the notorious Canon Collins,

The Government had received
no request for English counsel to
attend as observer at the inquiry.

In a supplementary question,
Mr. Durrant asked Mr Strijdom
if e considered whether “it is
in keeping with the dignity of the
South African Foreign Minister
to enter into such correspondence
in the British Press,"”

The Prime Minister: ““I have
nothing to add to my reply, If
the Honourable Member, or the
Member for whbom he speaks,
wishes to pose here as the de-
fender of these maddlesome
busy-bodies, then’ I think he
will have ample opportunity in
the ordinary course of 'debate to
discuss these matters,”

bt appeared in court and was
o:dered to plead.

Like his father bad done
fourteen years previously, Sey-
mour Eichel stood mute. A plea
of “not guilty”” was entered.

His attoroey, Conrad J. Lynn,
aked for and svas granied per-
mission to file a mouon for dis-
nmissal of the case on the grounds
that the Government had de-
layed unreasonably in the pro-
secution,

This motion was rejected when
itcame before Judge Abruzzo on
August 13

Seymour was sentenced to a
year and a day imprisonment oo
D:cember 27 at Brooklyn Federal
Court, by Judge Robert A. Inch.

Following his son’s imprison-
m:at,. Julius Eichel issued a
Statement to the Press, com-
menting that the same govern-

Mather in the seventeeth cen-
tury against ‘‘the heretics and
malignants called Quakers, with
W. Penn who is the chief scamp,’
are used today on pacifists.

No Blind Obedience

In a statement before his im-
prisonment, Seymour Eichel
wrote:

“The pacifist or conscientious
objector, usually obeys all laws

that are made in the interest of
hbis fellowmen. But participation
in war is a crime against human-
ty.

“If, as the FBI agent insisted,
we must obey the law of the
land regardless of its moral con-
tent, where would humanity be?
The pacifist believes that he
must say ‘no’ to war.

“The Nuremberg trials stress
the point the majority is always
right—that the individual must
be responsible for his own actions

“Though these rulings were
made by a military court, con-
trolled by victorious military
powers, they remain in essence
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of the pacifist position, bot
humanitarian and religious. Each
individual is responsibel to his
God or to his conscience for his
acts.

“Blind ebedience by the indi-
vidual is ncither moral nor de-
sirable in democracy.

+/Tt ig in the interest of further-
ing democratic aims and my own
humanitarian convictions that I
remain firm in my refusal to
tegister for the draft regardless
of the consequences. To me
registration would indicate Isanc-
tion conscription for others,
something I cannot do ""—‘Peace

I cannot think of any other
country in the world where so
much tolerance can be found.

“And the tolerance is not poli-
tical, it is genuine; when I asked
Bengalis for an explanation they
looked quite shocked and said:
‘Why should we be harsh to our
Muslims, simply because the
Government in Pakistan behaves
badly? This would be very
wrong, they are our brothers and
they have done us no harm ™"

Referring to refugees from
East Pakistan, “Elephanta’ says :

““The state of some of these
refugees is appalling; they come
with just their bedding and a
few spare clothes, completely
disariented, they go and squat
on railway platforms until the
Government removes them to
transit camps and tries to resettle
them somehow or other.”

She adds: ‘“‘But since the num-
ber of refugees coming in 15 like
a river in the rains it 15 very
difficult for the Governmeur to
do much that is up to the needs

“More than £60,000,000 has
been spent in building five town-
ships and g.wing ~ rebabilitatton

grants and loans to refugees, and
still some 300,000 are in transit
camps,

“The great difficulty of reha-
bilitation of these refugees is that
they are mainly whice-collared
people unused to manual labour
and with a special tradition
agaiost their taking to manuel
labour. These people whom the
Bengalis call Badrlogs, are usually
absentee landlords living on the
rents of half an acre of rice and
jute land, living in poverty but
without bard work; to rehabili-
tate them is not casy,

whom Jand bas to be found in a
place where there is already a
