Mixed Races
“It is even impossible to-
day for a visiting family of
mixed races to travel to-
getber in a taxi or bus in

Durban. Such families, if
they still wish to see Dur-
ban under such circum-
stances, must be broken up.

“A short while ago a
number of people sailing to
India, many of whom had
formed  friendship  with
people of other races, were
ouvtraged to find that they
could not visit Durban to-
gether.

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Some Po'.ints To Consider In
The .Boycott

WO new factorsthave entered the boycott situa-

Pﬂq tion and both necessitate a recasting of strategy

if the boycott is to achieve its real goals. These

are the government’s threat to introduce legislation

closing down the Alexandra bus service and the spread
of the boycott to other parts of the country.- '

The threat is extremely difficult to understand on
any grounds except against the bloodbath mentality
which is so serious a handicap in the present govern-
ment’s approach to all problems involving the man of
colour, At best it is futile and at its worst it is a piece
of sadistic stupidity which only people heavily handi-
capped by the temper of the slave-owner can resort to,

For, what will happen if these buses are withdrawn
from the road for good? The Africans will s'uffcr, de-
finitely, This prospect might cheer a government de-
termined to put the nigger in his place. But those
who will suffer most are those who employ the African
worker.

Reinfrce Determination

In this light the threat emerges as the desperate
resort of a government which recognises its powerless-
ness in the face of a situation which calls for something
more intelligent than the bloodbath mentality. It does
not solve anything. Its chief value is that it will rein-
force the people of the Rand in their determination to
continue the boycott,

The spread of the boycott to other parts of the
" country is quite a different matter.  African communi-
ties, as Mr. Gabriel Nyembe, the acting President-
‘General of the African National Congress said recently
in a Press statement, fear that the Minister of: Trans-
ports attitude will encourage bus owners everywhere
to rush to raise their fares. Against this possibility
the African cannot expect help from the government
side: his only defence is to act in concert.

In itselfl this show of solidarity is magnificent:
Justice will never be done to the appressed in this
eountry before they learn to act together in good times
and bad. But while solidarity is just the thing we need
to drive a little more sense into Apartheid’s head, the
tming of its demonstration must be inspired by a ruth-
lessly scalistic approach. :

Sympathetic Boycotts '

In the first place a sharp distinction must be drawn
between defensive boycotts and ‘sympathetic boycotts,
The former are definite reactions to definitc acts of
provocation. While these acts remain there can be no
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thought of rem:atirlg.I The sympathetic boycotts are.
an indirect reaction and to be effective need to have'
limited goals. ' Lo
" The way the Cape is rallying to the aid of thef
Africans in the Transvaal is ‘magnificent. It puts te
shame the feeble response of the Free State and the
inexplicable passivity of Natal. But as the’ Cape itself
has been quick to point out, it has no quarrel with its
own bus owners. The question this raises is: Is there
realistic wisdom in declaring continuous warfare on the
innocent? A token demonstration of solidarity is one
thing—Dbut a protracted boycott is quite another.

Where the relations between the bus owners and
the users are cordial it seems to us that sympathetic
boycotts should confine themselves to being token de--
monstrations extending oniy over a givi:n period and
not beyond., This strategy would have a number of.

" important advantages—it would preserve clarity on:

the issues at stake where the government is doing its

best t6 confuse them for purposes of breaking the boy-

cott. Secondly, it would not saddle innocent and per-

haps sympathetic companies with irretrievable losses.

Over and above all it would be clear proof to every-

body that the people who lead the boycott are respon-

sible; can exercise effective control over it and that the

boycotters are not, as the government is represcnting/
them, a rabble of people with no regard for law and

order.

No Riots ‘ L

The last point is one which leaders of the African
National Congress would do well to consider very seri-
ously against the backgtround of the Transport Minis.
ter's obviously provocative attitude. These boycotts
must under no circumstances be allowed to get out of
hand. The people must under no circumstances allow
themselves to be stampeded into riotous si uations,
One eftective way to do this is not to lead then) out In
boycotts which will drag on indeﬁnitcly‘as if théy have
no clearly-defined goals.'

This, in turn, raises the important question of
morale—a consideration which will also weigh heavily
with both the leaders of the boycott and the ANC.
But this can be met by the technique of calling off the
boycott for a while and then launching it again, on and
off, until the bus owners see reason along the Rand. ,

There is another consideration against a cop- *
tinuous sympathetic boycott. Its leaders, together -
with the ANC, rightly deny that'it is an anti-White de.
monstration. The convincjng proof that it is not this
is not to threaten friendly White companies with finan-
cial ruin for the mistakes of unsympathetic White com-
panies elsewhere.  1f sympathetic  White companies’
are confronted with the prospect of ruin jn exactly the
same way as those in the Transvaal the boycotters will
find it hard to convince impartial observers that -they
are not fighting a class or racial war, ’

At the same time we must commend very strongly
the willingness of the leaders of the boycott to keep the
door to negotiation open in spite of the Minister of Trans-
port's attempts to shut it. We must commend very

strongly, also, the thousands of men and women in many
parts of the country who have voluntarily brought upon
themselves physical hardship by walking on foot for
miles every day where they were under no compulsion to
refuse to travel comfortably. It is only when people do
these things that they are ready for freedom.

Since the government has shown that it does not have
the brains to settle the boycott crisis we once more urge
the bus owners in the Transvaal to 'negotiate directly
with the Africans in efforts to work out a feasible solution.

While doing this we would like to utter a very strong
warning against the danger of allowing divisions to com-
plicate the relations among the leaders of the boycott
This is not the time for pettiness or for
seeking to score points. It is the time for those who
suffer together to stand together, Some of the things
happening between some Advisory Boards and some boy-
cott leaders have not been of a nature likely to reinforce
the boycott. They could cheer only Minister Schoeman
and defeat the whole purpose of the boycott,

. African National Congress

One vital service the African National Congress can
render in the present situation is to act as liaison agent
between the various boycott groups to help co-ordinate
their activities or cushion the shocks from conflicting in-
terests in the African community.  All this would ensure
that the solidity of the boycott front in unbroken.

In the final reckoning this is far more important than
encouraging sympathetic boycotts—valuable as these are
in their own way. Those who groan under heavy eco-
nomic burdens must ensure that they win solid victories
at points of the greatest pressure instead of dispersing
their resourses in sympathetic boycotts some of which—
as in Bloemfontein—might fizzle out and do more harm
than good.

We know that the African National Congress is not
the originator of these demonstrations, We know that
like us, it is extremely sympathetic.” Because it is in the
position to influznce some of the events in the boycott
crisis we urgre it to exercise that sense of rcsponsibility
which will enable the African to use his strength in a way
to produce the best results for him,

What Will Strijdom Do When Ghana-

Commonwealth

THOUGH the Union Government has decided to send official re-

presentatives to attend the celebrations in connection with the
independence of the Gold Coast {Gbhana), the supreme test for the
new direction in the Union’s “Africa policy” is yet to come—when
the Gold Coast applies for membership of the Commenwealth.

In statk contrast with Dr,
Malan's attitude of outright con-
demnation of independence for
“barbarians,” also his fore-
bodings over what this #1411
considered British experiment”
in the Gold Coast can eventually
mean for the Union, the Prime
Migister, Mr Strijdom, has con-
sistently voiced a policy of “live
and let live.” .

Beyond reaffirming that the
Union will be represented at the
independence celebrations, the
Government has not carried the
matter any further.

In the present context a state-
ment by Mr Strijdom in the
Senate last year is, however, of
significance.

#South Africa could not pos-
sibly interfere in Brita'n's affairs
on the Gold Coast but where
South Africa might have a say is
when an attempt is made to in-
clude any country in the Com
monwealth which South Africa
does not think is sufficiently de-
veloped to become a member,
Onp such a matter South Africa’s
voice will be heard if the occa-
sion ever arise.”

Perhaps the biggest diplomatic
and political question is whether
South Africa will think that the
“occasion arfises’ when the Gold
Coast asks for Commonwealth
membership.

South Africa’s attitude might,
at the same time, have a pro-
found effect on the decision by
the Gold Coast whether or not
to apply for membership of the
Commonwealth,

A rebuff from the Union could
have the effect of driving the
Gold Coast into the arms of
President Nasser of Egypt,

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An Act Of Piracy

HE Government's decision to separate the Durban non-European
Medical School from the Umverstty of Natal was described as
an act of piracy unprecedented in the history of the Western demo-
cratic warld by one of the largest meetiogs ever held by the Medical
Association of Soutb Africa, Natal Coastal Bra=ch, in Durbn.

‘The Association sent a strongly
worded telegram to the Minister
of Education, Arts and Science,
Mr J. H. Viljsen, stating that it
would be impossible ‘to co-
operate with any authority other
than the University of Natal in
the staffing of the Medical
School.”

This means that the Govern-
ment are liable to find it difficult
to staff the Medical Schoal even
with men of inferior academic
status, according to the chairman
of the Medical Information Com-
mittee of the Natal Coastal Branch
of the Medical Association.

“Courageous Decision”

The chairman said: ““If the
decision of the Natal coastal
branch of the South African
Medical Association is backed by
the majority of the doctors and
academic medical staff 1a the
country, {which is highly likely,
then the Government will find it
impossible to implement their
proposz*\”

He described the protest by
the staff of the Medical School
as “an historic and courageous
decision *’

The full text of the telegram
sent to Mr. Viljoen reads:

At an emergency meeting of
the Natal Coastal branch of the
Medical Association of South
Africa, which was instrumental
in the establishment of the ;Dur-
ban Medical Scbool, it was de-
cided to protcs( most vigorously
at your intention to remove the
school from the aegis of the
University of Natal.

“Having due regard to the
implications of the altered status
proposed by the Government, the
beanch will find it impossible to
co-aperate in any way with any
authority other than the Univer-
sity of Natal in the staffing of
the Medical School *

At The Meeting

The chairman of the Medicil
Information Committee told *Toe
Natal Mercury’ that among those
present at the packed emergency
mseting, were representatives of
the medical faculty of the Univer-
sity, specialits from various
braoches, and geaeral practi-
oners,

He sa’d: “The question f the
taking over of the Medical
School by the Government was
described as an act of piracy.

(the non-European Medical School), there could be no foundation
of trust between the University academic staff and the authorities
now governing higher education in South Africa, said n statement
insued by the heads of seven faculties at the Medical School.

Egually disturbing is the Minis-
ter's refusal 1o make public this
committce's report.

tion,

The decision would receive
the strong censute of the con-
vocation. The University of
Natal fully associated itself
with the attitude of the uni-
versities of Capetcwn and the
Witwatersrand,

Retrograde

This policy of racial segro.
gation in universities was re-
garded by outstanding persons
in the academic world as com-
pletely retrograde. It was now
to be extended to the University
of Natal by the Government's
arditrary decision to divorce
the Non-European Medical
School from the University.

Mr. Kewney said that the
Government had made it an
express condition to its accept«
ance of itsshare in the fipancia]
responsibility for the school
that the school was to be used

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"‘HE last of the six papers read

at Sabra's Januaty conference
last year was a forthright demand
by Dr. P. J. Meyer for ‘drastic”
Government action against In-
dians, Therc was no pretence of
socio-scientificism  or  pseudo-
objectivity. Dr. Meyer does’nt
like the Indians, will not accept
them as part of this country's
population and said so very
bluntly. He would have been
thoroughly at home at any Na-
tionalist Party rally proposing one
of those oft-recurting resolutions
that “all our Indians be put,in
one large ghetto where parasite
can prey on parasite.”

Dr. Mryer once held a pro-
minent 'position in the Ossewa
Brandwag and was a publicist for
that organisation. He has lost
tittle of its stridency, though he
bas acquired a superficial veneer
of urbanity. He is also the
Johannesburg public  relations
officer for a group of Afrikaner
companies. In this role his atti-
tude typified the “grab” inten-
tions of certiin white business-
men towards Indian commercial
interests, to which Messrs.
Coapan and Lazarus teferred (at
the Institute of Race Relations
conference a week earlies) as
desigoing the Group Areas Act
‘to make room for the emergent
Afrikaner trader and other late-
comers in the field who wield
more political power than the
Indian minority."

With a refreshing disregard for
the: humbug . that characterised
some of the earlier Sabra papers
Dr. Meyer sailed straipbt in.
“«Indian Communists’’ are par-
ticularly responsible}for “mobili-
sing the dark forces behmd the
scenes against the contipued exist-

ence of white civilisation in
Africa.” Not for Dr. Meyer any
nice distinction between Indian
liberals, socialists pracommunists,
the last of whomYibave bad ;sin-
gularly little influence on the
policies of the Indian government.
Coming nearer to the title of hie
paper—*The Political Position of
the Indias in South Africa”"—
Dr. Meyer assured his hearers
that both the Transvaal and
Natal Indian Congresses were
« @teantrolled by Communists,”
This is, of course, perfectly true.
Mr. Swart has named, banned or
proscribed most of the leaders of
these organisations as ‘‘Com-
munists.”” But then Mr. Swart’s
use of language is peculiar and
anyone is a Communist whom

does not, therefore, advance us

or two genuine Communists in
these organisations neither ‘‘cpn-
trol” nor “dominate;” and owe
their influence not to their ideo-
lody or party ties bnt to their un-
compromising opposition to the
colour-bar and the Government's
racial policies. This latter atti-
tude is increasingly and inevit-
ably shared by neatly all Indian
Congress leaders, as the Na-

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It does not, therefore, require
any special intelligence to report
that the growing Indian aware-
ness of their solidarity with Afri-
cans and Coloureds is net due to
“Communism"’; that their alliance
with the African National Con-
gress (even less “Cemmunist-
controlled,”” despite Dr, Meyr's
accusation) is a natural corollary
of the pressures both Indians
and Africans are being subjected
to; that the demand for ‘‘equal
political rights" is not a speci-
fically ““Communist’’ demand but
the ideal of all {ree men and the
ideal for which our own fore-
fathers died to band down to us;
that the requests to UN and
others are not motivated by
inspiration, but
are the immediate consequence
of treating our Indians as “‘an
alien element.”” Dr. Meyer
further alleged that the idea of a
common non-white front was
“directly inspired from India."” It
ris true that Mr. Nehru has told
Indians resident in Aftica that he
has no sympathy for any demands
they make on their own behalf
that do not include the indi-
genous African population in their
objectives, But the admonition
was addressed to East Africa. In
the Union, since the Naticnalists
came to power and the Durban
tiots showed Indian and African
politicians the incipient dangers
of sectionalism spurred on by
divide-and-rule notions, the ex-
hortation has been unnecessary.
Non-white political leaders re-
cogunised its necessity before Mr,
Nehru spoke, though his words
may have helped to convince the
diminishing band of individual
opportunists that their hand was
a Yarborough against the Na-
tionalists ‘‘stacked pack.”

D, Meyer’s main thesis was
that “friendly co-operation™ be-
tween Europeans and Indians in
the Union would only be possible

if “drastic action’ were taken on
the following lines:

(1) Indians to enjoy only
“guest rights” in South
Africa, never the other rights
of established commuanities,

(2) Indians should return
to India and Pakistan as sooa
as possible and that Euro-
peans would have to ‘‘help"”
pay for it;

(3) Indians to sell the pro-

perties they own in “Euro-
pean Areas” as soon 2s pos-
sible and then “try to get
their own residential areas
with the help of the Group
Areas Board;”

(4) Indians to make “a
definite start” in reducing
their” commercial activities;

(5) ““Europeans to. investi-
gate the possibility of and
plan reasonable ways for the
Indians to make a living
while they were temporarily

’ “using the hospitality of this
country.”

After all I have written on the
stbject in thesz columns this last
six months, I hardly think I need
analyse these splendidly one-sided
proposals in detail. I am tempted
to ask Dr. Mabel Palmer of the
Iastitute of Race Relations to sit
down with them before her and
suggest to the Indians how they
should undertake the negotiations
she urged on them with the
Union Government, using this
five-point plan for suicide' or ex-
pulsion as a stagting point. How-
ever, let me recoad that at the
Sabra conference Mr. F. J. Eloff,
a lecturer at Pretoria University,
found Dr. Meyer's proposals
“‘sober and objective.” And the
Rev. C. M. de Villiers from the
Rand thought that ‘“the Indian
problem cannot be solved by
traditional democratic methods.
I fully support Dr. Meyer’s re-
commendation for more drastic
action, though I irealise I am
opening the way for more crie
ticism that we are a police state,”
I think I may leave it there,

Schoeman Unwilling To Meet
Africans; To Sanction Wage
Increments—But Police Ready

HE Minister of Transport, Mr, B. J. Schoeman said that the Gov-
ernment did oot intend to hold further talks with African leaders
in Johannesburg and Pretoria in an attempt to end the bus boycott.

He was replying to questions
put by Mr. S. J. Marais Steyn
(U.P., Vereeniging) in the House
of Assembly.

The Minister said that the
Gaverument did not intend to
fntroduce.an emergency measure
allowing employers to pay the
increased fares for their African
employees. '

Employers had suggested tbit
io erder to avoid future boycotts
the principles contained in one
of the war measures might be re-
suscitated.

This measure required em-
ployers to pay their servants an
amount equal to increases made
for public transport,

“] intimated that I was not
prepared to introduce legislation
to compel employers to “increase
wages,

“If the employers voluntarily
decided to increase the wages of
their employees it was their con-
cern,'” Mr. Schoeman said.

Dealing with the recent talks
with influential 'Africans who
belonged neither to the African

National Congress nor the boy-
cott movement, he said that the
main suggestion had been un-
acceptable to him and his Depart-
ment did not contemplate further
talks, .

The suggestion was that the
bus company P.U.T.C.O. should
be allowed to revert to the old
fare pending the outcome of 2
thorough investigation of (bc
position,

Mr. Steyn also put a questton
to the Minister of Justice, Mr.
C. R. Swart, on police protection
for those who did not wish to
boycott.

Mr. Swart assured the House
that such protection was being
given,

“Special police units have been
allocated to the routes of those
buses which are being boycotted
to ensure effective protection to
Africans who wish to use the
buses."”

Locations were also b:tng con-
tinually patrolled to ptotect the
inhabitants.—'Natal Mercury,’

Eban Tells Dalles

Washington.

SRAEL'S Ambassador Abba

Eban declared niter meoting
with Secretary of State Dulles
that the Israeli Government
continues to demand “‘concrete
and tangible guaranotees”
against the renewal of conflict
in Gaza and the Gulf of Aqaba
area before Israel withdraws
her troops.

After discussing the Middle
East situation for 70 mibutes
with Secretary Dulles, Ambage
sador Eban told reporters that
“a verbal assurance” by Egypt-
ian President Nasser would not
be enough,

Apked what Colonel Nasser
would have to say or do to
satisfy Israel, Eban replied:

“We 'stand for nonebelli~
gerency, free navigation, and a
new order—a new deal--in our
relations with our neighbours
in Gaza and ¢lsewhere.”

Eban said bhe outlined these
things to UN Becretary.General
Dag Hammarskjold.

While the Israeli Ambassador
was conferring with Mr. Dulles,
Hammarskjold was reporting
to the UN in New York, that
he had made no progress in the
