N July 1955, a World Congress of Mothers for the
defence of children against war, for disarmament
and for friendship between the peoples, met in

, Lausanne. So widespread was the anxiety felt by

women at the danger to theirrchildren from nuclear
warfare and the armaments race, that this Congress
was supported by mothers from 79 countries and
more than a thousand delepates and observers took

part in it.

At its conclusion, the Con.
gress decided to bring into
being a Permanent Ine.

This committee met in

Mt. Gerdener's comment then
runs: —“from these figures the
follgwing conclusions can be
made:—

“Firstly, that a fair proportion
of Indians in South Africa are
earning good money; secondly,
that a smaller proportion may be
classified as rich, and thirdly,
that there are more of the very
rich living in the Transvaal than
in Natal, despite the fact that
there are six Indians in Natal as
against one in the Traasvaal,”

This is a wvery fair example
of Mr. Gerderner’s *‘analytical”
method. “'A fair proportion are
earning good money?"” Of course,
we do not know what Mr. Ger-
dener thinks is “good money”
nor what coastitutes 2 ‘fair pro-
portion,” But the figures show
that 46,500 Indiaas out of 53,000
wage carners in Natal (or 90 per
cent) earn less than £200 p.a,
And Mr. Gerdener bas, hy lump-
ing four separate categories to-
gether, concealed an even more
telling revelation of poverty,
Both the State Information Office
and Mr. Wood quoted separate
figures for the income groups
under £50 £50.99, £100-149 and
£150-199.  These showed that
13,000 (or 25 per ceat) of Natal
Indian wage earners had less than
£50 p.a,, 17,000 (or 34 per cent)
between £50 and £100 and 11,000
(or 19 per cent) betweer £100
and £150. I doubt if many other
countries in the world would
allow Mr. Gerdener’s first “con-
clusion’! from these figures to go

unchallenged, And one has to
remember that (another fact
omitted from Mr. Gerdener's
table, but not from his ‘sources)
ezch wage earner bad four non-
earning dependents, so that to
get the average per capita income
one must divide these figures by
five,

This throws the gravest doubt
on Mr. Cerdener’s subsequent,
confident assertion that “the
above figures substantiate [the
commonly accepted belief that
the average Indian has a much
greater income than the average
African or Celoured person,”
With 59 per cent of the Natal
Indians earning less than £100
and 90 per cent earning below
£200,,the “average Indian" comes
out around the £100 mark (or

15

£20 per capita). This is remark=
ably close to the Natal University
figure for 1917 of £21 per head
for Durban Indian workers, conw~
trasting with £21 also for Durban
African  wotkers and £33 for
Coloureds, Of course, rura
Africans throughout the Union
and rural Coloureds in the Cape
may well earn little more than
half these princely incomes. But
at least the average Indian is a
lot nearer to his fellow non-whites
tnan Mr. Gerdener believes. And
we may wbole-heartedly endorse
his further conclusion that “it
can safely be said that the averape
earning capacity of the majority
of Indians is still below (sic) the
averags European level, in spite
of obvious exceptions.” Since the
average European S A. level in
1947 (also despite obvious excep-
tions} was around £250 per capita,
this is certainly an understate.
ment of the obvious,

‘No Guilty Feeling By Africans’

Discrimination Blamed
For Law-Frocring

UCH of the disrespect for law

among Africans has its roots

in the discriminatory codes of

law in towns and cities, said Dr.

Ellen Hellman, one of the Union's

outsanding experts on the urban
Bantu, in an interview.

On the one hand there was the
aystem of law which applied to all
races—{or instance, that relating
to theft, assault and so on, and
on the other hand there weee the
laws which applied only to Afri-
cans—such as pass laws and Joca-
tion regulations.

" When an African falls foul of
laws such as these, there is no
feeling of guilt or penitence,”
said Dr. Hellman.

The bitterness among the Col-
oureds is probably greater than
among the Africans Witk re-
gard to them the policy of apart-
heid is indefensible. Concerning
the Africans one can still speak of
a diffetence in language and de-
velopment, of the tribal differ-
ences 2n0d the Reserves. The
Coloureds have no tribal con-
text. They do not live in Re-
serves. Their languages are those
of the Whites: Afrikaans and En-
glish. They belong wholly to
the European community. The
only difference is their celour
and even that is saying too much.
In many cases it is only a differ-
ence in shade.

There is only one
way out for him: suicide! _

Let no one maintain, says
Brookes, that this 1s an impossibly
tragic picture, let one remember
that a few years ago a young
Coloured of sixteen years hung
himself up,
all white enough to go to a Euro-
pean school. He alone was not
admitted on account of his
colour.

South Africa’s only gift to bim
was an inferiority complex.
Should one's blood not boil
when hearing of such thinps? It
is the borderline cases which are
hit most and there are many of
them. In order to advance they
must lie and cheat and deny
their closest relations. A small
thing can spoil everything. Asa
result of a freak of nature a Col-
oured who is White enough to
become part of European society
can bave children who in turn
are complete Coloureds and are
yet repistered as Whites, while
Coloureds who are complete
Coloureds can have white chil-
dren who remain Coloureds for
the rest of their life. INo thought
is given to the amount of destruc-
tion wrought in the life of many
by alt this.

In Jobannesburg there are
30,000 Coloureds. The Govern-
ment is not very taken up with
this. In 1955 all these Coloureds
had to be screemed. Quite a
number were scratched from the
Coloured list and put on that of
the Africans. Woolly hair is an
indication that a Coloured is not
a real Coloured. The criteria are
applied quite arbitrarily. Of two
brothers one is put on the Col-
oured—the other on the African
—Ilist. The latter means degra-
dation for the whole of life.

Nothing can convince me, says
Brookes, thar all this is right in
the eyes of God. One c2h rather
be thrown inio the sea with a
millstene than to co-operate in
this inhumanity zven by remain-
ing silent.

One evening I sat in a house in
the Coloured section of Cape
Town., There were fifteen Col-
oured intellectuals. They told’
me of the injustice done to them.
They were all convinced Chris-
tians. The conversation was calm
and objective. Late in the even-
ing a woman who had remained
silent up till then spoke. She
was the mother of a family. She

said, and tears came to her eyest
““The only prayer we pray is:
Lord, how long? Strydom will
not rob me of my faith but I fear
for my children. They say: if
God is the God of the Whites
only then we will rather have no
God than such a God.” That
night I did not sleep

At Port Elizabeth I visited a
miaister of the Colouréd Chueche
It is planned to move all Col-
oureds, who up till now have
lived all over the place—often
they bave their own homes,—to
a certain district.  Apartheid
azbove alll The minister told me
that be warned "his congregation
agains hate znd bitterness, bu
that he himself experiences the
greatest trouble pot to hate and
become bitter,

‘The resistance of the Indians
was started years ago by Gandhj
who lived aad worked in South
Africa from 1893 to 1914 During
these years he led and orpanised
the resistance of the Indians
against discrimination and apart.
beid. Often he was sentenced to
imprisonment. He founded an
organisation of volunteers who
were determined to wage the
struggle for right 2nd freedom
with non-violent means. They
weee called the Satyagrahi. Satya-
grahi means: power of truth. It
was a small group but their devo-
tion and discipline was unlimited.

In the neigbbourhood of Dur-
ban—in the midst of the sugar
planiations—Gandhi in 1904 es-
tablished the settlement: Phoenix.

There his weekly ‘Indjap
Opinion® is printed and published.
Foz the fighters in Transvaal he
established the Tolstoy Farm in
the vicinity of Johanaesburg.

The strike of more than 50,000
miners and the march of some
thousands from Netal to Traps-
vaal still lives in the memory,
Thoese were highlights of the re-
sistance. In the resistance Gandhj
stuck to his 1wo grear principles:
satyagraba and ahimsa. power of
truth and power of love. He
gatned a Jot for the Indjans

. although they are still without

political rights.*

Mr. V. C. Bertanpe, who is
appearing for many of the 156
suspects, took the unusual course
of outlining his defence, just as
ths prosecutor had outlined his
allegations

So far the heating has occupied
six days, is now in the “docu-
ment” stage, during which papers
seized at various police raids are
being formally placed hefore the
court for incorporation in the
record.

As each document is produced,
its contents are indicated by the
prosecutor, and while these for-
malities drag along, tbe atmos.

Defsnce Points

. The main points outlined by
Mr. Bereange for the defence are:

He asked for mony 1o pay his
shoemaker’s bill 1o get them re.
paired.

Another man has spent 20 years
as a commercial traveller. While
he is in court all day he has no
possible source of income. His
wife in Evaton is seriously ill, oo
sick 10 look after their four
children.

“Even if I could rajse mwoney
ot buy food for them it wouldn't

really help,” be told me wearily.
“I can't take anything to her—
can't even see her—because 1I'm
not allowed out of the municipal
area.”

Behind him in the queut for
help was a plump, jolly man from
the Cape, an ex-trade union offi-
cital. His income, which bas
stopped since the tnquiry began,
was £72 a month. Now he is
looking for odd jobs as a
handyman during week-ends.

Misses Children

“Not that I am really worried
ahout money,” he told with an
anxtous smile. “They won't et
my family starve. But [ have
four children who are very at-
tached to me. They think 1I'm
in hospital now and keep asking
why they can’t come and fee me
tf I'm sick.”

“It's just too difficult for
words,” Mrs. Dorothy Shanley,
a Durhan nursery-school teacher,
said.

She said: At present my chil-
dren are in Johannesburg with us,
but if we can raise the face we'd
like to send them back to schoel
in Durban next week. \
