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NEW NATIVE PASS LAWS

COMMENTING on the Native’s

Abolition of Passes and Co-

ordination of Documents Bill,
which was passed by Parliament

last week, the ‘‘Natal Mercury'
states,” it would be hard to
conceive a2 more openly provo-
cative piece of legislation than this
Bill * Even the title of the Bill
is a most disgraceful example of
misrepresentation.” Dr. D. L,
Smit, the United Party Member
for East Londoa City .and a
former Secretary of Native affairs,
said that while the Bill would
remove  the  travelling passes
which were enforced in the Traps-
vaal and the Free State, it did
not relieve ‘the Natives of any of
the other regulations under the
pass system. Natives would still
have to produce their teference
bocks on demand to any con-
stable. They would still bave to
get a permit to seek work. They
would still have to register under
the Usban Areas Act and pro-
duce service contracts.  They
would still have to carry curfew
passes. The Bill deprived many
Natives of good character of pri-
vileges which they had enjoyed’
for many years, The age limit
for carrying passes was lowered
from 18 years to 16, while another
new disability was that Native
children, who bad the permission
of their parents to look for waork,
would also have to carry passes.
In the circumstances to declare
that such legislation is designed
to abolish passes, says the “Na al
Mercury” is both dishonest and
politically fraudulent,

“The truth is,” says the paper,
—*'that certain provisions of this
Bill will be most bitterly resented
by the Natives, Its contents typify
the reactionary approach of the

Nasionale Party to the whole
non-European  problem.' In
Natal and the Cape Natives have
never had to carry travelling
passes, but in terms of this Bill
they will now have to carry refe-
rence books and to produce them
to any constable under a penalty
of £10 or 30 days’' imprisonment
for failure todo so.  There is no
statutory provision for exemptions.
Once again all sorts of powers are
handed, without any form cof
precautionary safeguard, to the
responsible Minister. A Native
doctor, for instance, could, in the
course of his medical duties be
dragged off to a police station
and subjected to many indignities+
if he were unable to produce his
reference book immediately on
demand. Even more outrageous
is the provision permitting 'a
Native to be detained for 30 days
while inquiries are made about
him. The requitement that the
fingerprints of owners should
appear in their reference books is
sound ensugh for uneducated
Natives, but it is inexcusable that
no exemption is made for those
Natives able to provide their own
photographs and signatures,

#“Then there is the vexed ques-
tion of passes for Native women.
The Bantu have made it abun-
dantly plain that this is an indig-.
nity which they will in no circum-
stances tolerate.” Native women
are not ‘expressly excluded from
the provisions of this Bill.

“Democracy is reduced toa
mozkery when legislation of such
importance, affecting as it does
the lives of more than 8,000,000
people, can be steamroflered
through Parliament without evena
pretence of free debate,” states
the ‘‘Natal Mctcugy."

" BOMBS

HE napalm bemb bas been
described as follows :

“The bomb weighs between
300 to 500 lbs and its chief
component is jellied petrol, It
can scorch half an acre of land
with a heat 14 times hotter
than boiling water, According
to & report, napalm destroyed
16 square miles of Tokyo in &
1aid of 3945 while the atom
bomb affected 43 square miles.
When a bomb hits a village,
according to observations made
in Korea, the people are caught
and burned in just the postures
io which they are found.” (From
The Guardian, ay 23, 1952)

Gruesome pictures and des.
criptions of the effects of this
bomb have appeared in some

:
papeis, Ilmagine all men
womep, children, and animals
of a big Indian town being
instantly scorched with burning
petrol, the whole skin getting
parched, making them incap-
able of even changing their
position, or expressing their grief,
and then dying one by one.
That is the napalm bomb.

It is now long since allega-
tions " appeared in the papers
agaiost U.N, forces operatiog in
China and Korea that they had
resorted to the use of napalm
and bacteriological bombs in
their mission for the liberation
of the Koreans, For soxe time
it did not appear clear to what
extent the allegations ivere
truthful.  The allegation about

bacteriological bombs is still,
denied by U.S. authorities
though stoutly reaffirmed by the
Chinese. The charga of haviog
used ‘napalm bombs® may ' be
taken as almost admitted. It is
also pot denied that U,S. does
manufacture and possess bacte
r'ological bombs, and even as it
experiments upon atom-hombs
it may be presumed to desire to
experiment upon the other ones.
Tests on atom bombs can be
made even in sandy deserts
swhere no bhuman life exists. [
wonder if the present extra-or-
“dinary dust storms have oot
something to do with these
experimeats? However, leaving
this aside, deser experiments
are not possible with bacterio.
logical bombs, The passion
for scientific research has not
yet become Neronian enough
with  U.S, Government and
scientists to impel them to fest
the action of the bombs oo scme
towa or city in U.S, itself. It
canoot be confidently said that
the passion for adventure wilt
never develop to that eatent
some day. Kulling of prisoners
{.: purpo.cs of medical studies
and research has not been un.
known ' in history. The desite
to monkey with the destructive
weapons might any day lead
power-blind and passion blind
authorities to destroy their onn
people, if opportunities are not
easily available to destroy dis.
tant ones.

Let it be granted tka! the
Chinese  charge of ihe U,N,
forces having used bacteriologi
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cal bombs is groundless. W hat
have they to say about mapalm
bombs? So long as such made
of warfare, and the manufac-
ture and experimeatation of
such weapons is not held an act
of trcason against the entice
creation, there is always the
possibility of these cruel.ies
being heartlessly perpetiated,

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The *Hell" Bomb

LAST week Dr, J, Robert Op-
petheimer, chairman of the
U. S. Atomic Energy Commis-
sion general advisory
committee called on President
Truman to report on ‘‘great
developments” in atomic energy.
Speculation is supposed to have
been aroused that perhaps scien-
tists have been able to discover a
satisfactory formula for the pro-
duction of the Hydrogen Bomb,
This is the kind of report that
nobody takes any notice of these
days, Vet behind it lies the
whole question of the future of
the human race. Nothing less,
Since August 1945 when the first
atom bombs were dropped, the
scientists of a dozen nations have
been hard at it trying to develop
their own bombs or to “improve’’
on the types they lalready have.
What a colossal expense it has all
involved, what a waste of man-
power and intellect. And to what
end? To the end perhaps that
all the brains and sentiment and
beauty that is humanity might be
blown to smitheseens in a war
which nobody will understand.
Ne Plaything
For make no mistake about it,
the hydrogen bomb will be no
plaything, Varicus estimates have
placed it at anything up 1o a
thousand times more destructive
than the atom bomb. " What kind
of state have we got ourselves into
when we employ the finest minds
in the world on the manufacture
of such ghastly weapons as this?
I remember Dr, Visser ‘t Hooft,
the  Sceretary-General  of  the
World Council of Churches say-
ing at the Durban International
Club when he was here recently
that the thing which worried him
most about atomic weapons was
that they made nonsense of any
attempt to preserve even 2 shred
of morality in warfare. The great
bombs are necessarily indiscrim-
inate. They can't be anything else,
When you drop one everybody
for miles around is killed. Soldiers
and civilians alike, Of course
they are atrocities; but they are

the logical outcome of man's re-
sort to violence in his affairs. If
we accept the use of force we
must accept the atorn bomb. Aad
if we do that we resign our
humanity, The first step on the
road back is to recognise the
banktuptey of force.  War itself
is an atrocity,

Depression On The Way ?
The report from England about
the drop in certain shop-workers’
wages is ominous. Several thou-
sand are affected in one of the
largest retail distributive concerns
in the country, The wage cut is
made necessary, so we undertand,
due to a decline in sales, Thisis
one of the first major indications
of what everybody has been sus-
pecting and secretly worrying
about for some time. So far
nobody has mentioned the word
depression.  There has been ratk
of “/quiet periods,” “‘a minor re«
cession,” but not a slump. Yet
the sellers’ boom in the United
States seems to be coming to an
end. Prices are beginning to fall,
The man-in-the-street is quite
happy about that until it means
unemployment or reduction in
earnings. We are still living in
a world of mad economics. Work-
ers have been urged to produce
more and more with the promise
of an improved standard of living
at the end of it all,_ Now we
approach the stage when produce
tion outstrips c ption and

In the meantime the communist
countries would continue to ride
high on the crest of a2 wave of
comparative prosperity. The Cold
War would be won without firing
a shot, or at least only a very few
shota.

No Effective Reply

The beauty of all this was that
many business men in America
and elsewhere realised that there
was 2 great deal of truth in it,
They went to the extent of saying
that something would have to be
done or else the the Soviet
strategy would succeed. When
depression would come it was
impossible to say, but it was cer-
tain unless there were adequate
safeguards against it. What is
more, if it came it would make
the 1929 slump look like a tea-
pacty,  But what has been done?
It is now obvious that the West
has no efective reply to the com-
munist scheme, Marshall Aid
and Truman’s Point Four plan
were supposed to provide the
answer by disposing of surplus
American production to under-
developed countries. In practice
this has proved a failure. The
State Department has insisted
upon so many strings being attach-
edto this aid that it has defeated 1ts
own purpose. The reaction in
Americs, from all appearances, is
to clamp down on any more over-
seas aid, This will eventually
mean suicide, There are un-
limited markets for American
goods in all patts of the world,
but they must be sold at prices
which people can afford and there
must not be this imperialistic

instead of the surplus going to
those parts of the world where
people are in desperate need—
what we get is wage cuts,

Soviet Strategy

Foteign commentators used to
argue that Russia was not keen on
starting a shooting war just yet.
She was content to sit back and
advocate peace in the hope that
the “iaternal contradictions” of
capitalism in the West would
begin to operate and the whole
economic structure of the Western
World would collapse. The time
would thez be ripe for wholesale
strikes and demonstrations against
the governments of the Western
powers, there would be millions
out of work, the rearmament pro-
gramme would slaw down or stop
and communist-inspired revolu-
tiens would take place everywhere.

upon the dollar as the
only valid currency, Western
cconomy is immoral, it takes
thought {for practically no other
consideration except that of sheer
profit-making, and as such in the
long rug it is unintelligent, If
the West goes bust and the com-
munists take advantage of the
situation rhen the business pundits
have only themselves to blame.

One might be inclined to smile
at the fickleness of the Amertican
public in matters of this nature,
But it's deadly serious. The US
has been one of the strongest
backers of UNO so far. Ad-
mittedly on occasions America
has considered the Security Coun-
cil to be just another branch of
the State Department, yet her
presence at UNO and her financial
and moral support of the idea
have been invaluable, The League
of Nations failed amongst other
reasons, because America was not
a part of it.  Now in UNO, even
at this time of acute internaticnal
stress, we have both America and
Russia as members.  So long as
that situation lasts there is still
a possibility of some sort of peace
being pulled out of the Cold
War.

The Agencies

If one wished to be cynical,
one could say that the dissolution
of the United Nations is a neces-
sary condition for the making of
a third World War and that the
way is now being prepared by this
tide of popular antipathy in the
United States, Let us pray that
this is not so. Much gaod work
has been doae by Americans for
the cause of world peace, It
would be an immeasurable catas-
trophe if UNO should come to
an end. Let us nor forget the
enormous amount of good being
done by the various agencies of
UNO. The Universal Postal
Union, the International Labour
Oﬂice,_ thg Food and Agricultural
Organisation, the World Health
Orgaanisation, the Uatted Nations
Educational, Scientific and Cul.
tural Organisation; to name but a
fcw.' Every day, quietly and
efficiently, these bodies are going
about their job of aiding people
and nations and promoting peace
and fellowship.

Increased Rates Of
Stamp Duty

Anyone drawing a cheque from
July I must make sure that it
bears stamp duty to the value of
2d., and, if not, should see that
adhesivé stamps (1d. stamps only)
are pasted on to the cheque ta
make up the differeace. ‘This
also applies to promissory naotes
or bills of exchange. Notes or
bills on demand must be s1amped
2d. in future, and not 1d.  If the
note or bill is payable “otherwise
than on demand," the duty is 2d,
if the amount daes not exceed
£10, 7d. if it exceeds £10 but
does not exceed £50, and when it
exceeds £50, 7d. for each £50 ot
part thereof of the total amount,
As 2d. stamps are for postage
only, they carry a value of 1d, for
stamp duty purposes, says the
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Inland_ Revenue warns that the
under-stamping of documents ren-
ders people liable to big penalties,
and that these penalties are parti-
cularly large in the case of pro-

P. O. Box Rents Poubled
Private Post Office box rents
and private post bag fees have
been doubled from July 1.

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UST over a oentury and a half
ago, the French Constituent
Assembly deoroed that the
Obaroh of St. Genevieve shounld
be seoularized and ueed as s lest
resting plsce for the great men of
France. The firat to be entomb-
ed in the Pantheon, as it came to
be called, wers Voltaire and
Mirabean,

A resting place in the Pan-
theon iz more than & mark of
gratitnde towards men of genina
or to great benefactors foritie
alao intended to perpetuate their
memory and to ensare that the
gignificance of their works shall
oot be lost on futare generations.

No one, irn his own lifetime,
wonld ever have foreseen such
an honour for Louis Braille, who
died one hundrsd years 2go, on
June 22. He was ;an unassum-+
ing man, nnknown even to the
people of Paris.

Yet, on theanniversary of his
death this year, a state cortege
will briog Louis Braille to the
Pantheon — in recognition of the
glory of his name, in France and
in every country in the world.

Braille’s life was that of all in-
novatore who refused to be dis~
oouraged by any obstacle, even
the worst — lack of understand-
ing by their countemporaries
He was well equipped to appre~
olate the problems of the sight-
lege, for he became blind at the
age of three. Fortunately he
wag gifted for musio and mathe.
matics and when still a youth,
he entered the Institute for the
Yonug Blind, founded in Paris
by Valentin Hany. He remained
in this eobool to study and to
teack, and only left it — his
health undermined by tnberon-
losis —to return to his native
village of Conpvray to die.

There wounld be nothing else to
tell abont Louis Braille had he
nol conceived and developed his
admirable invention; a Bystem of
writing, using raised dots, thanks
to which the blind thronghout
the world have 2 meaneg of
mauloal contact and a chance to
share in the common ocaltaral
heritage.

It ia clear therefore why he is
to be honoureéd by France and
the many other counties who
will be represented at the cere-
monies on Jone [22. Ilowsver,
the greatest homage that ean be
paid to Louis Braille is for his
work to be continued and its
benefits extended to the blind of
all nations.

To this end Uneeco has saveral
times oslled Braille experts
together and has subeidized their
work, It has organized two
regional conferences — one for
the countries using the Arab
alphabet and another for thoes

where Spanish and Portuguese *

are gpoken. It has also prepared
a ohart of nnified World Braille.

There are many problems still
to be solved. The publication of
books in Braille ig still insoffi-
oient in several countries. 'The
system is still far from unifica-
tion in the case of musical and
mathematical notations, symbols
in chemistry and physics, ideo-
graphio charaoters, ete. To dea]
with suwch gquestisons, and in
general wtth sll problems con-
¢erning writing for the blind,
TUnesoo plang to set up a World
Braille Council.

Until this Conncil is formed
and to saseist its creation, there
now exists a coneultalive com-
mittes under the chairmanship
of Mr. Buniti Kumar Chatterii,
professor of comparative philo.
logy at the University of Cal-
cutta, and with M, Pierre Henri,
author of a recently poblished
worl. *The Life and Work of
Louis Braille,” as vice-chairman.
Other experts on the Council
represent elaven ocountries;
Buorma, Columbia, Egypt, Qreat
Britain, 1Iraq, Japap, 8pain,
Tarkey, the Union of Sonth
