Ex-Chief Luthuli Again Banned
From Appearing In Public

HE president-general  of the
' ” African National Congress, ex-
Chief A. ]J. Luthuli, has been -
served with two notices by the Minister
of Justice, Mr. C. R. Swart, prohibiting
him from attending public gatherings
and confining him to the magisterial
district of Lower Tugela, Natal, for
1wo years.

This announcement was made on
Sunday at a meeting organised by the
African National Congress (Trausvaal)
in Sophiatown, a Native township in
Johannesburg.  Ex-Chief Luthuli was
to have been the main speaker.

Both notices were served in terms
of the Riotous Assemblies and Criminal “a
Law Amendment Act of 1914 (as
amended). {

-One of them said that the Minister
of Justice was satisfied that ex-Chief

Luthuli was promating feelings of hostility in South Africa between European
and non-European inhabitants,

The other notice prohibited ex-Chief Luthuli from attending any public
gatherings in any place to which the public had access for a period of two years.

Both notices were signed by fhe Minister at Pretoria on July o, .

The meeting passed a resolution condemning the Minister's action.

The resolution said that the Mirister's allegation that ex-Chief Luthuli was
creating feelings of hostility between \White and non-White was antrue. The

allcgation had been deliberately invented by the Government to stifle those who
opposed its policies.

Congress was not aflected by the banning.

HE-balf-acceptance by the Na's,

that apartheid (or White
domination) cannot eventually
succeed should be the point of
departure for all who realise that
it is physically impossible, morally
indefensible and will be eca-
nomically ruinous for oone-fifth
of the population to try to impose
it on the unwilling four fifths.
Those who see these matters
primarily as a moral crisis calling
for the application or rejection of
the ideals of western civilisation
and the various forms of religion
which we profess, know that we
must Seek the right solution at
whatever inconvenience to ouc-
selves.  Cannot those who think
mainly in terms of self interist
ask themselves whether, if even
die-hard Natg, fear in their inner
hearts that their success can at
best be temporary, we shou'd not
now be searching diligently for
some other course offering the
possibility of a more enduring
so'ution? The stock agswer to
this question is that the electorate
will not yet support an alternative
policy.
inference that, therefore, we must
try to put over a policy of
moderate  aparcheid, “"White
supremacy with justice,” “Chris.
tian trusteeship for ever''—call
it what you will—is just not valid.
With tbe virtyally all-White elec
torate ia its present short sighted
and emostional mood, nothing but
full-blooded apartheid stands any
electoral chance and to think
otherwise is wilfully to overlook
unpalatable fac:s.

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LIBERAL PARTY CONFERENCE

HE first annual conference of
the South African Liberal
Party took place during the last
week-end at the Kajee Hall,
Durban, The leader of the Party,
Mos, Ballinger, being unforty-
nately laid up owing to the very
hizavy strain on her, was not able
to attend, Her written speech
was read which was as follows: —

The Liberal Party has now
complzted the first year of its
existence. The fiest year—I
might say the first years—of any
new political  movement are
bouand to be a period of stresses
ayd straigs, with problems of
adjustment between its members
who are yet new ta one another,
a1d accomodations to the chang-
inz deminds of the political
sityation themselves requiring
both experiences aad adsninistea-
tive flexibility-—alt of which have
to e learnt,

The ficst period in the lfe of
th: Liberal Party has, I believe,
thrown more strain on a young
organisation than might ordi-
ninly have been expected., It
has produced its discouragements,
of course; but it has also pro-
duced incontravertible evideace of
th: urgent need for the existeace
of a Laberal Party, that has more
thaa couateracted all of these.

A discouragement we have not
had to face was any failure of pro-
fessing hber.ls to give us their
2upport. Our only discouragement
in this repard, of itcan be called
that, 1s the practical discovery
of the extent o which the genera-
tion which fought the earlier
bittles of hiberalismm in South
Alcica, even those who fought
the great battle against the Herr-
232 Bills, has passed from tle
st:oe.  Most of them have died,
a fezw, discouraged, bave goae
axiy. Scarcely a handful re.
mun. They have battled long
aad wevitably feeling the strain
of years of continual struggle.
But their wisdom and experience
ate of the greatest value to su
and we must use them to the
full,

Toevitably a good deal has been
said and done with the object of
discouragiag us, Oa the one
hind, we have been called
stacry eyed idealists.  We  and
othiers have been told thar we are
imprac ical, academic, ubrealist,
drcamers  Oa the pther hand,
it bas been sud that for liberal-
ism, it is not necessary to go
outside the established parties,
that all that we can offer can be
tound 1nside toe “dld opposition
folds and that a new party only
divid:s the forces acd corres.
poud .yly reduces the Peospects
of success against the com non
enemy. Boh these lines of auack
upon us are in fact, mot dis-

-

couragements at all. On the
contrary, they are the best en-
couragement we could encounter,
the essential justifications of our
existence, since they both im-
plicitly recognise and accept the

The Federal Party which
subscribes to a similar policy is
led by one who was until very
recently the arch-protagonist of
Herrzogism—the most  forcefuy
exponent of segrepation,

The United Party is  still
struggling with the dualism of jts
descent from Hertzog and Smuts.
With its eye and its mind on the
success of the Nationalists it
cannot decide to take the plunge
in the Smuts direction—*“all this
nonsense of superior and inferior'
as be told the public on the
occasion of his address to the
lostitute of Race Relations in
1942,

Ali these are heartening-signs
‘of a saner outlook id
Africa’s position. But all are
obviously inadequate. Apd they
are inadequate 1aainly because
they are accommodations between
the less liberal uttitudes of the
past and moreliberal attitudes of
the present.  Hence the need for
a clear and unequivocal liberalism
which is what this Party alone
can supply.

Upon our response to it
depends not only cur own for-
wupes but the fottunes of the
world at large, A small country,
we play an exceptionally large
role in world affairs, thanks to
our colour relationships What
we do can aad does determine to
a large extent the relatianship
between European and uon-
European countries. Our belief
is that we can only fulfil cur
destiny if we see it as the building
of a composite society to which
all sball be allowed and en-
couraged to make their fullest
contribution. That is why we
take our stand unequivocally in
favour of-a common citizenship
for all.

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S.A.I.C. CONFERENCE

THE twenty-first conference of

the South African Indian
Congress was opened at the
Kajee Hall, by ex-Chief A. .
Luthuli, President-Geaeral of the
African Nationa! Congress on
Friday night, July 9, and the
remaining sessions were held at
the Madressa Hall, Pine Street,,
during the week-end

Chief Luthuli, who appeared
for the fiest time in public aftec
the ban imposed on him had
beea lifted, said he was speaking
on matters of common coocern
to all, as allies in the fight to
make democratic rights a com-
mon possession of all people in
the Union of South Africa and
not as at present where these
fruits of civilisation were a special
preserve for “Europeans oaly.”

Non Europeans suffered from
many disabulities imposed oz
them by laws made by Parliament
of Whites only determined to
keep out for ever the mnom--
Whites from an effective partici-
pation in the Parliament of the
country. The result, said the
speaker, was that successive
Union Parliameats, teflecting a
most teactionary and  bostile
White public opinion, bad been
passing since Uaion, legislation
most inimical to the interests and
rigbts of oon-Whites.

It was impossible within the
compass of one address, he said,
to give an adequate account of
how the non-White peoples
suffered through disctiminatory
trzatment, The outcome was,
he swent on, that non White
utban dwellers, the vast majority
were common labourers, cried
and groaned under abject poverty
resulting from the crushing bur-
den of the high cost of living,
Large numbers lived under the
most degrading and dehumaaising
conditions obtaining in slum
séttlements such as Jabavu and
the Mailay Camp in Johannes-
burg; Cato Manor and Sea .Cow
Like in Durban, and Windes-
mere Road and District Six ia
Capetown So it was that the
children from these slums formed
the majotity of the delinquent
youth who finally swelled the
prison population of the Union,
Aad s0 it was that manifestations
of maladjustment and anti social
tendencies were so rife among
the slum dwellers,  All this was
the outcome of non-Whites being
vaiceiess and veteless, he said.

The same tale, he continued,
may be wld about dwellers ia
rural African areas.  Experts and
impartal observers had testified
to the fact that these areas were
impoverisked economizally and
socially, largely through the jn-
adequacy of land set aside for
African occupation and use, agd

through thr operation of anti-
focial practices such as  the
migratory labour system which
was responsible for thé breaking
up of family life in these areas,
The inadequacy of educational
facilities added much to the per-
petuation of jgnorance which
was so detrimental to the pro-
gress of the population of these
areas

Referting ta non-Whites who
were labour tenants in farms, ex-
Chief_ Lutbuli said, for three-
quarters of the year these people
gave service to their masters for
go pay save the allocation of a
garden and kraal-site and the
right to graze limited stock,
Some masters voluntarily paid
wages in addition but never more
than £1 or £1—10—0 a month.
It was no exaggeration to say, he
said, that these people lived
under conditions of semi slavery,

“Throughout history the task
of liberating people has ‘always
been a difficult one. In the Na-
tiopalist Party and Government
of Dr, Malan we are facing a
people determined to keep us in
subjection that they will stop at
nothing to gain their ends. The
Minister of Justice, Mr. Swart,
wag expressing the mind of his
Party and the Government when
e said that if one wants ta keep
power in one’s bands one must
keep it by force of legislation.
This attitudelaud view accounts
for the reason why the Nationalist
Government of Dr, Malan has
madly pursued its course of
enacting the most repressive and
tyrangical laws in the imple-
