Theaim is to convert the opponent,
to change his understanding and his sense of values so that he wlll join wholeheartedly with the
resister in seeking a settlement trully amicable and truly satisfying to both sides. The nou-
violent resister seeks a solution under which both parties can have complete selfl respect and
mutual respect; a scttlement that will implement the new desires and full energics of both parties.
The non-violent resister seeks to help the violent attacker re-establish his moral balance on &
level higher and more secure than that from which he first {aunched his violent attack. The
method withdraws a mistaken support not in order to harm the opponent but 1o help both parties
into a more secure, creative, happy and truthful relationship.”

DR. STEENKAMP ON APARTHEID

DDRESSING the annual Con-
gress of the Junior Unite
Party in Maritzburg last Week
Dr. Steenkamp DLP,, depricated
the Nationalist policy of aiming
to create Native states in the

Uniott as being dangerous.

These states, he said, would
have to be established along
the East Coast and would cover
some 550 miles in lfength and
250 miles in width up the East
Coast.

Who Is Playing With Fire ?

De. T, E. Donges, Minister of
the Intetior, speaking at Paarl
(Cape) s2id the petitions against
the Representation of Voters Bill
wete misleading.  “At 3 time
when it was very necessary that
the two European races in the
country should work together, bhe
said, the opponents of the Bill
wete committing n crime against
South Africa and playing with
fire.” Commenting on this ‘The
Star* (Johannesburg) writes: We
do not know that there was ever
a time when the two European
races in South Africa—or, for
that matter, the European and_
con-European races as well—had
no need to work together, That

fact has at no time, however,
stopped the party to which Dr.
Donges belongs from making
their voices heard with the utmost
freedom when they were opposed
to any action by any other Gov-
eroment in South Africa. It has
certainly not deterred them, since
they have been in office, from
lighting the fires of racial strife
whenever it suited them. In the
the opinion of many South Afri-
cans, that is precisely what they
have done with much of their
apartheid programme, and not
least by the way in which they
have ridden roughshod over every
constitutional and moral obstacle
to force through their Coloured
franchise legislation, Any *‘crime’’
that is being committed against
South Africa in this context is
being committed by those who,
with a reckless disregard of the
national consequences, have been
ready to make a bonfire of the
Act of Union‘and of the pledges
of good faith and honour, which
in the last resort are the most
enduring-sanctions of White civi-
lisation and the White man’s rule.
To Dr. Donges and his colleagues
none of these is sacred. But he
seems to expect that a measure of
g ble validity, tler-
ed through Parliament with an
exiguous majority, shall be treated
as if it stood beyond the touch of
criticism cr protest,

United Party On’
Non-European Affairs
Officially opening the fourth
congress of the Junior United
Party in Natal, in Maritz
burg, last week, Mr. Harry
Lawrence outlined the United
Party's attitude to defence und
non-European problems in rela-
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tion to party politics. Referring
to non-European affairs, Mr.
Lawrence said it had always been
the view of General Smute that
these should be elevated from
party politics, but Br. Malan had
refused a plea for a common non-
Europeaa policy, The United
Party could not accept the Na-
tionalist’s apartheid policy which
changed from month to month—a
policy in which the only con-
sistent feature was the negative
repressive aspect.

No Military Training For
Non-Europeans
Mr. F. C. Erasmus, Minister
of Defence, said last week in the
Union House of Assembly that
non-Europeans would be used in
2 non-combatant capacity as
auxiliaries in the eveat of war.
“It is not the intention of this
Gavernment to train non-Euro-
peans militarily or to arm them.”
Non-Europeans would not be
placed in the front line at any
time,

D. R. Churches On
Apartheid

“It is definitely nonsense to say
that the non-European in our
fatherland is being suppressed
because he is forbidden the
the privilege of exercising his
vote,” said a report adopted
by the Council of Dutch Re-
formed Churches dealing with the
principles of Calvinistic Christian
policy. “The vote is a privilege
entrusted only to those who have
come of age, and who are capable
of exercising it with responsibility
to God. The Native does not
comply with these requirements,
and he is, therefore, not capable
of exercising this right properly.”
According to Rousseau’s theory
everyone, White and non-
White, had to have the
vote. For the Christian, how-
ever, the vote was something
which come from God, a precious
gift which had to be carefully
and responsibly used before God:
This did not mean that because
the Natives was voteless he was
repressed or a slave. The real
franchise test was not only an
ability to exercise it, but also an
allegiance to Christianity. Com-
munists, before, should not have
the vote in a Christian Stdte.
The non-European, again, was
not denied all political authority
He had ways of making his wishes
known and even of criticising the
authorities. Those who agitated
for more then this to be given
10 those subjects wanted to give
them rights which they could not
even use to their own advantage.
Fear At The Root Of
- . Franchise Policy

Commenting on the attitude
of the Dutch Reformed Church
towards  the  non-Eusopeans,
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The Star' (Johanneshurg) writes
“...The repuration of the Euto
peans for spiritual iatellectual
leadership will not be enhanced,
by some of the pronouncements
that have come from the present
session of the Federal Council of ~
the Church, It has been left to the
Dutch Reformed Churches to deny
categorically that any Native can
rise sufficiently in the scale of
civilisation and responsibility to
be able to exercise properly the
privilege of the democratic vote’
That privilege, the Church has
pechaps forgotten, is granted and
used without question by thous-
ands whose only title of the
franchise is their white skin.
Comparisons in this connection
are odious, and there is no need

to labour the point that here
and elsewhere in  the world
it would be easy to find
men with black skins who in

culture]l attainment could more
than hold their own with men
of lighter pigmentation registered
on the South African voters' roll,
But the Church las another
argument. It is" also opposed
to giving the vote to Communists
in a Christian State, Presumably
the educated Native would
qualify as an actual or potential
Communist and would bz barred
from the vote in any case. Let
it be frankly admited that fear
lies at the root of the franchise
policy towards the Native. But
fet us be spared the casuistry of
theological argument for acts of
political expediency.
National Council Of Women
On Voters Bill
The National Council of wo-
men of South Africa has appealed
to the Minister of the Interior,
Dr. T. E, Donges, to give further
consideration to the implications
of the Separate Representation of
Voters Bill before bringing it to
finality. In a letter to Dr. °
Donges, the action national pre.
sident of the organisation, Mrs,
G. 1. Terty, says: “At the in-
terim Executive meetings of the
National Council of Women of
South Africa held at Greytown
from April 23 to 27, 1951, it
was unanimously agreed again to
approach you on the matter of the
enteenched clauses in the Cape
Coloured  Franchise.  “As my
council is eatirely non political
and is composed of individual
members and affiliated societjes
representative of the three main
political pacties of this country,
it will be apparent to you that
we have not studied this question
in a party or political spirit.
“Rather are we concerned with
the disruption and feeling of the
insecurity which it has caused
throughout the country, “The
- National Council of Women of

South  Africa  appeals  most
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wrgently to you, cven at this late
hour, to give further consideration
to al} possible implications of the
present Bill beforc bringing it to
finality,"”
Government Repatriation
Scheme Not Working
The Indiac Deputy Minister
for External Affairs, Dr. B. V.
Keskar, told Parliament that
under the South African Govern-
ment’s Colourcd Franchise Bill
Coloured voters, among whom
Indians in the Cape Province
were at present included, would
be temoved from the existing
common rofl and would be in-
cluded in a separate roll. Kes-
kar, who was replying to a ques-
tiog, said that about 1,500 In-
dians fin the Cape would be
affected by this legistation. It
was only in the Cape Province
that Indians enjoy any fran-
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Chise, "he sdid. Asked whether
the South African Goverpment < |
had accelerated the repatriation of
Indians, Mr. Keskar replied:
“The South African Government
would very much like to accelerate
the repatriation of Indians. In
this manger the persons con-
cesned aldo have a say. We hdve
no information to the effect that
the pumber of Indians coming
back is increasing.”  Keskar
said  that under the assisted
emigration’ scheme of 1927,
governing  “voluntary rcpatria-
tion” to ladia of South Africans,
16,595 assisted emigrants had
artived in the last 23 years.
During the last [0 years hardly
1,000 had come. In 1947 the
total was only nine, and in 1948
the figure was 48. A great pum-
ber of Indians had returned to
South African.

My dear Manilal,

When I Srst saw the notice
that you were about to under-
take a fourteen day fast, my first
impulse was to tell you how
much the news rejoiced me, and
to wish you god-speed in the
great life-task which you had set
yourself. That it will be.a very
prolonged struggle there can be
no doubt, as when racial preju-
d.ce gets hold of a people it
quickly ruos to  hatred and
finally to fear, and such
things are overcome and era-
dicated only by a slow and
painful process, I thus realised
that you would have to undergo
many privations and much
suffering.

It seemed to
e that the mght time to write
you was after your fast, when

I thus hope
and pray that your fast has
completed {its purpose, and that
you bave and may continue 1o
have the strength to carry 1t
through to the end.

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APARTHEID ON SOUTHAFRICAN SHIPS

HEN the Minister of Fia-
ancee, Mr. N, C. Havenga,
. moved the second reading of the
Merchant Shipping Bill, in the
Union House of Assembly last
week, Mr. S. Kahn said the Bill
introduced a Colour bar at sea
Apartheid on board was a practi-
cal impossibility. As the ordinary
crew members of South Afican
ships were non-Europeans it
would simply mean that White
men would not be employed. It
would also be extremely difficult
for Coloured men
certificated, althcugh many of
them had the experience and
capacity. The Bill would give
the Government to determine
how many seamen should be
Eurcpeans, and how many non-
Europeans.
