TB Scourge

ECENTLY we read
R in the daily news-

papersthat a6s year-
vld Coloured man suffering
from TB was abandoned on
the slopes of the mountain
above Groot Schuur Hos-
pital by ambulance. The
Hospital authorities were
compelled to remole him
from the general hospital
and since there no
special accommodation for
TB patients “nothing else
could be done for him but
to send him from where he
had come.” Some godly
person succoured him when
At
the monthly meeting of the
Capetown City  Council
Mrs. Z. Gool (chairman of
the Health Committee) said
the municipal authorities
were in no way responsible
for the dumping of the old
man which was ordered by
officials of the Cape Hos-
pital Béard. Mrs. Gool
said in an interview that
the Groot Schuur Hospital
authorities had notapproch-

The Durban doctors view
the TB position in Durban
with alarm and say that
what happened to the Col-
in Capetown
could happen quite easily
in Durban. According to
‘a report in the ‘Natal Mer-
cury’ dated June 2, at pre-
sent there aie 63 people of
all races in Durban awaiting
hospital treatment for TB®
but this is néwhere near the

total figure, as only four
Natives are listed and
several hundreds are in
other hospitals alengside
ordinary patients. =~ The
chairman of the visiting
staff at King Edward VIII
Hospital said that in that
hospital there were many
open TB patients in the
general wards, and that it
was just as well for his
peace of mind that he did
not know how much cross
infection was taking ‘place,
..“But what can we do?”
he'asked. “We simply can-
not throw these poor devils
out into the streets to spread
further infection before they
die. ‘.

“One part of the answér
is obviously more TB hos-
pital beds, especially for Na-
tives, but until the  Na-
live Is put on a sound cco-
nomic  footing lhere can
never be enongh lhospitals.
7t is the Native's all-round
living conditions thal must
be radically improved if we
are going lo_ ovcrcome lhe
present posilion.”
(Italics are ours.)

Another doctor went even
further and said the prob-
lem would no longer exist
by the end of the century
because there would be no
Natives left to die of TB.

The present known posi-
tion in Durban of ‘people
awaiting hospital treatment
is: Europeans, 5; Coloureds,
14; Indians, 40; and Natives
4. This is 10 more than
last month. .

({'l'(lv('

Last month 94 Natives

suffering from TDB were
actually admitted to hos-
pital.

Dr. D. H. Hooper, As-
sistant Medical Officer of
Health (Tuberculosis) for
Durban, explaining the ap-
parently small list of Natives
awaiting hospital treatment,
said many Natives insisted
on going home as soon as
they khew they had TB,
while others hid themselves
away in parts of the city. If
it were possible to discover
the true figure it would be
startling. .

Quéting figures at a meet-
ing in Johannesburg, Mr.
P.S. Joshi pointed out that
for every 100,000 of the
population 250 Indians, 8co
Africans and goo Coloureds

in South Africa died of.

tuberculosis.  There were
only 3,000 beds for the non-
European TB patients in
the whole of South Africa,
with a non-European popu-
lation of nine million. Mal-
nutritution among the non-
Europeans was rampant.
An average of 65 per cent
of Africans, Indians and
Colourels was undernour-
ished.

This is a sad reflection
on a country abounding
with resources and enjoying
the finest climatic condi-
tions. As it has been truly
said it is not wonder drugs
but improved economic and
general living conditions of
the people that will cure
tuberculosis and these are

sadly neglected in so “far as’

are
to

the non-Europeans
concerned.  Needless
say this largely if
not mainly duc to the
Government's  segregation
policy. Segregation Kas led

is

. thinking

not to the eradication but
‘the creation of slums and
where there are slums there
aré bound to be diseases.
Just imagine nine million
people living in slums in
the midst of two and three
quarter million rulers, hope-
lessly lacking in their sense
of responsibility. The re-
sult will be that the TB
scourge will attack the whole
society unawares and bring
it to an end. The sooner
this is realised by the ruling
race the better it will be for
this country,

There are other causes
also for TB taking a severe
toll among Indians in parti-
cular and non-Europeans in
gencral, which need decp
by all  en-
lightened people .and es-
pecially the medical men.
The smoking habit both
among men and women is
increasing to an alarming
extent and it is now-enter-
ing into the children as well.
The drink evil too, we are
unhappy to have to say,
is shockingly increasing.
The food that is being con-
sumed in tea-rooms, the
minerals that are being _
drunk and even the bread
that is available to the poor-
er people are all contribu-
tory factors causing con-
siderable harm to already
undernourished people. If
the Government is negligent
in doing its duty as it ap-
parently is the enlightened
people themselves will have
todosomething ontheir awn,
We Indians have done who
a great deal in the matter
of self-help in regard to
improving our educational
conditions and our public
organisations must act in-
dependently to the best of
our ability to improve the
health . conditions of our
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people.  We cannot afford
to wait for the Government
to act. It is a matter of
gratification to sece  that
“Fight TB" campaign has
been started and it is to be
hoped that our community
will support the movement

' INPIAN
wholleheartedly. Tribute
must be pajd to both the
Friends of the Sick Asso-
ciation and the South Afri-,

GERMANY

Fear In Berlin

ERLIN was a place of terror

agaio this week. Almost from
the hour when the foreign minis-
ters of ‘the Western Occupying
Powers concluded the contractual
agreements with Westérn Ger-
many which put an end to the
occupation, things began to
happen. Bulldozers went to
wotk to construct a new “iron
curtain'’ across Europe. Three
miles wide aod mannped by
machine gun units and heavier
artillery it is symbolic of the
hostile gulf now existing between
the two segments of a dis-
membered Germany. Ever since
the cold war began, Berlin has
been the touchiest place in the
world. The city lies within the
the Eastern Zone,-seperated from
the West by a parrow corridor
a hundred miles long. Two
years ago the Russians closed
that Yorridor and the West
repli:d\with the costliest supply
job im bistory — the  aiclift.
Mapy observers then wondered
at the effect of such an expensive
undestaking on the finances of
the West. When at last the
airlift come to an end it was
widely conceded that the Western
Powers would never again be
able to mount such an enterpise,
«If the Russians out us off from
Betlin again,’ they said, “it will
mean business.”

This week Weastern Germrns
living in the Eastern sector of
the city were told to pack
their bags and get out within
tweatyfour  hours.  %nter-city
communications were cut off.
Aogry meetings and  official
vituperation were the order of
the day and, more ominous still,
there were rumours of agother
closure of the Westera highway.
The world waited and wondered.

DSAR Friend :— Though I {feel
w 3 debt of personal gratitude
to you for your statement
“Straight From The Heart,"” a
copy of which was sent me by
Marjorie Sykes, and truly want to
.express this gratitude to you, I

«f “Open Letter,” since I wish to
share it with a pumber of friends
whom I had the privilege to meet
when I was ia India 1949 for the
World Pacifist Meeting.

thought Gandhi would have
*wished. It seemed also that un-
less  these shortcomings were
corrected, a calamity such as the
upsurge and eventual triumph  of
*Communism would take place
and the “‘constructive” work
«would be swept away.

The gaps in the program of
‘the Gandhians which ‘I had in
mind relate, of course, to the
same issues as were mentioned a
moment ago. In the first place,
there seemed te be no Gandhian
program to put the land into the
‘bands of the peasants and thus to
change the power relationships
within the country or. more
accurately perhaps, to change an
economy based on power into
one  based
Secondly, the Gandbians, while,
of course, not linking the resort
of the Nehru government to
building armed forces, seemed
not to be seriously contem
plating resistance to this trend
-and  possibly disposed to mini-

on mon-violence,"
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mize it. But this meant that
there seemed no hope that
Gandhians would lead India in
effectiog a change in the relation-
ships of power among nations or,
more accurately, to put anend to
nation-states based on power and
to initiate the building of a non~
violeat world-society,

Now within a short period two
events have occurred which seem
like letting s flood of sualight
into a dark room., The first of
these is Vinoba Bhave's campaign
to put land into the hands of the
peasants. It was a joy to receive
recently a personal message from
bim aonouncing that a goal of
two and a half million acres has
been set for the next two years.
Here is, at least potentially, the
answer to the first of the concerns
we felt in 1949,

Now comes your “Straight
From The Heart.” For the
present I' concentrate on your
clear stand against armament,
Your Point No, 6 proposes that
“the Army and Navy...be dis-
banded,” The mere fact that
this proposal for unequivocal
unilateral disarmament is  made
in the name of Gandhi, scems
an immense step forward, But
its importance is greatly enhanced
by the arguments with which
you support the proposal,

Thus you dare to say to your
fellow-Gandhians that they and
you have failed tos carry this
program for disbandment of
Army and Navy to the masses,
though this is the very founda-
tion - stone on which any
Gandhian nation has to be built,
and it is just because all Gandhian
schemes put forward in these
days side-track this issue, that
they have no bottom to them.”’

It is, likewise, a great service
that you dispose of the argument
that Gandhi woutd have approved
of India acquitingan Army and “‘all

the paraphernalia of an Imperial®

State.””  You make it clear that
Gandhi did not put academic
questions to the masses’and that
disbandment of armed forces was
obviously an academic question
for a colonial people who had
no Army of their own; but that
to go on side-tracking the issue
now amounts “to a betrayal of
Bapu's cause...Now is the very
moment, both in Indian and
world history, when thase of us
who believe should concentrate

. with all our strength on the work

of enlightening the masses re-
garding the full-fledged Gandhian
ideal, based on disarmament and
the rest,”

The program of Vimoba and
of yourself, if carried out with
support of the people would
make of India—unarmed and

democratized in a basic economic
seuse, as well as politically—that
genuine “Third Force” on the
carly emergence of which the
salvation of the world from
catastrophe depeads.

There i3 an element of pre-
sumption in a stranger thus, so
to speak, “lecturing'’ India, and
the followers of Gandhi, This
ts particularly true since I am
an American and in view of the
fact that we here who believe
in pon-violence are far from
having a clear program or a
dynamic movement, But in a
«eeper sense the world is one,
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We all belong to one country—
a civilization torn with “strife, a
world “dominated and destroyed
by its owa lust for power.”
And we all seek one country of
freedom and brotherhood, More-
over, we in whose hearts India
has been identified with Gandbhi,
cannot cease Jooking to it for
sustenance and hope.

Thus we send our profound
thanks for the message you have
spoken and for the work you
and Vigoba have begun, We
bope for further news and await
it eagerly, Our prayers will be .
offered daily for both of you and
for all your fellow workers,

DR. MOROKA CLEARS THE AIR

N anfiouncement of consider-
able importance in the Euro-

pean political sphere was made
on Sunday by the president-
general of the African National
Congress, Dr. J. S, Moroka,
says the Port Elizabeth corres-
pondent of the ‘Natal Mercury’,

Addressing a meeting of about
3,000 Natives in the New Bright-
ton Township, Dr. Moroka
emphatically denied Nationalist
allegations that the African
National Congress or the . Indian,
Congress were in any way as-
sociated with the anti-Nationalist
political front,

Dr. Moroka was reporting on
the Native-Indian unity talks
over-the week-end,

Dr, Moroka said the Press had
been full of reports of the sup-
posedr association of the non-

Race relations were rapidly
deteriorating all round and one
of the greatest needs of the day
was “to evangelise the Europeans
of South Africa.”

Natives had been indigant at
the number of African leaders
who had been named by the Gov-
ernment.,  But there was cne
light no naming could dim—the
light of African nationalism,

If the Government hoped to
break the African National Con-
geess by summarily silencing the
voices of its leaders that hope
would never materialise,

“I want to repeat that our
struggle is fought upon a prin-
ciple of non.violence. We do
not fight to oppress aay section
of the people of South Africa.

“We fight to preserve demo-
cracy in our land and to extend
d ic rights to all men

European passive ¢ move-
ment with the United Party, the
Labour Party aed the Torch
Commando,

“We are said to be conniving
with them at the formation of the
united anti Nationalist front."’
Dr. Moroka continued, “The
African Nadonal Cosngress has
not at any time or on any level
approached the United Party, the
Labour Party or the Torch Com-
mando to form a united front nor
have these bodies made overtures
to the African National Congress
to enter with them imto any
federation or association.

“We have not contemplated
such an overture in the past, we
do not coatemplate it now and
it is most unlikely that future
developments in this country will
suggest consideration of such a
step.’”

Dr. Moroka said that all Parties
regarded the Natives as perpetual
inferiors whereas the African
National Congress stood for full
citizenship, and no Party in the
European anti-Governmeat front ~
would stand for such a policy.

The Native struggle had in-
creased not because the present
Govetnment was an  Afrikaner
Government but  because the’
tempo of oppression bad in-
creased, Dr, Moroka went on.

Political Outlook

In Kenya the Legislative Coun-
cil, which will be formed next
month, will consist of 54 mem-
bers—26 Official and 28 Un-
official.  Among the 26 offigial
members, there will be included
2 unofficial pominated Indians,
1 or 2 unofficial nominated Afri-
cans and 1 unofficial nominated
Arab. Among the unofficial mem-
bers there will be 14 elected
European members, 6 elected
Indian members, 1 Arab elected
member, 1 pominated Arabmem-
ber, and 6 nominated African
members, The Executive Coun-
cil of the-Colony which will be
formed next month, will include
1 unofficial African member and
1 uncfficial Indfan member,

The present Uganda Legisla-
tive Council consists of 16 official
members, 8 nominated unofficial
African members, 4 n ed
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situation when the Europeans,
Indians and Africans will have to
find a way of working together in
co-operation for the purpose of
evolving a suitable constitu-
tion to achieve  sclf-govern-
ment. That cannot be done
unless the European com-
munity sbandons  its iasistence
upon retaining dominant power
in its hands, If the European
community in East [Africa will
strive to retain power in its hands
for maintaining its privileged posi-
tion, a clash between various races
in East Africa will become in-
evitable. But that could be
avoided if the Europeans were
ready to read the signs of the
time and were prepared to work
together with the other communi-
ties in a spirit of co-operation and
goodwill. That way lies the
progress and prosperity of East
Africa.

The popu!atidau of Kenya
roughly consists of 5 million
Africans, 100 thousand Indians,
35 thousands Europeans and 35
thousand Arabs, Uganda popula-
tion consists of 5 million Afri-
cans, 35 thousand Indians and
about 4 thousand  Europeans.
Tanganyika population consists
of 7 thousand Africans, 45 thou-
sand Indi aad 10 thousand

unofficial European members and
4 nominated unofficial Indian
bers. In the Uganda Execu-

gardifig Tanganyika are still on
the anvil and perhaps iu the future
will progress with greater strides
than the rest of the regions. There
is the King Kabaka, nominally
in Uganda. All special powers
are vested in the British Govern-
ment, Political awakening is per-
ceptible in Uganda. The African
population there is more intelli-
gent and happier than in other
tegions and is more inclined
towards commerce.

The thought-provaking prob-
lem is that of Kenya. The
White farmers (settlers) are the
owners of thousands of acres of
land and they are ambitious of
possessing all the land in Kenya.
Some of them feel that a Parlia-
ment must be constituted in
Kenya instead of the Colonial_
Office administering the country
from London and that Parliament
should be so constituted that they
would be able to administer the
Coloay independently, The Ki-
kuyu people in Kenya are becom-
ing more and more’ politically

+ conscious, Recently two repre-
sentatives were sent to U.N.O.
and some of their leaders have
received inspiration from India.
Nearly forty African students are
being educated in India. An
institution called the Indo-African
Literary Society bas been estab.
lised, which is engaged in trans-

tive Council also, there will be 1
unofficial Indian and 1 unofficial
African member.

It is expected that the Colonial
office will shortly make an an-
nouncement concerning the pro-
posed Constitution of the Tan-
ganyika Territory. It is likely
that the United Kingdom Govern-
ment may accept equal member-
ship between Europeans, Indizns
and Africans on the unofficial
side, unless the influence of the
European settlers in Tanganyika
proves more powerful than_ ex-
pected. In Tanganyika Executive
Council as well, there is one
Indian unofficial member and one
African upofficial member.

The East African Central Legis-
lative Assembly consists of 23
members, 10 being officia mem-
bers and 13 unofficial members.
In the present Assembly, the 13
unofficial members consist of 5
Europeans, 4 Indians, 3 Africans
and 1 Arab, giving a majority on
the unofficial side to the non:
European members, It will there-
fore be seen that during the last
seven years the African represen.
tation on the various Legislatures
of the East African territories has
rapidly increased and one could
reasonably foresee that it will
increase still more. in future, One
can also foresee that the present
trend of “events must lead to a

Europeans. Kenya is a colony,
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Uganda is a protectorate and
Tanganyika is a trust territory.

Recently foundation has been
laid for a Royal Technical
College, which is expected’ to be
a university one day open to all
races studying together,

It is also intended in the near
future to throw Makerere College,
which is exclusively used today
for the African students, open
to all races, But at present, for
for the purpose of primary and
secondary  education, seperate
schools are run for Europeans,
Indians, Arabs and Africans.

Shri Nehru Defends
Foreign Policy
NTERVENING in the debate

on the Presideat’s address in
the Council of States on May 31
Prime Minister Nebru said that
he could claim with a certain
amount of confidence that
India’s policy had succeeded in
some measure though not in
aoy dramatic way. Acting in
a dramatic way in foreign mat-
tess only increased tensiop,

However much the peopls of
India might differ on jotber sube
jects 99.9 per ceat of the people
were sgreed on  the foreign
policy.

Shri Nebru regretted tbat the
Ubpited Nations which has been
established for lessening the
world tension and for the main.
tepance of world peace had
moved away {rom its moorings.
The speeches delivered there
seemed to be a competition in
mutual vilification,

Wherever India had been
affected the Government had
given an expression to their
views firmly but without pas-
sion, In the matters that did
not concern them they had tried
to keep quiet, Even when thay
wanted to give expression to
their views they had privately
mformed the countries con.
cerned,

The bssic nppmach in their
foreign policy, Shn -Nebru said,
was that Indians must be left

free to decide their own desting,

Ia the world today due to one
reason or another -there were
very few countries which were
oot influenced by bmne country
or another. “I can say with
some assorance however fhat
whether we have acled” rightly
or wmngly we have not taken
any action vader pressuce from
any country,” Shri Nebruadded,

It was because of this that
though India was not strong
militarily or economically hec
views were being listesed to
with respect, -
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Shri Nehru said that to the
extent that the United Nations
had not recognised the People’s
Government of China that body
had become an exclusive organi-
tation, Out of this unfortunate
happening many others had
grown.

Prime Minister Nebru said
that in the world todsy there
was now lesser tension and féar
of war thao a year or two ago.
