Mass Meeting A Moral Flop

- Cautious United Front Speakers
Evade Central Issue

HE “Voice of Natal” was a moral squeak last week. Several thousand

I i people, mostly Europeans, jammed West Street before the Durban Post

Office to register a mass protest against the Nationalist Government’s
violation of the Contract of Union. The main purpose of the meeting was to pass
a resolution supporting the demand for a new National Convention at which the
constitution of the Union of South Africa might be reconsidered and strengthened
against the possibility of violation. '

It was a big show. Seated on a huge stand in front of the Post Office, the scene
of the first National Convention, were most of the public representatives of Natal;
M.Ps., M.P.Cs. and the leaders of supporting organisations.  Martial music blared
from batteries of speakers and the crowd roared as six thousand Torchmen marched
imo the area from the Esplanade, their blazing torches making a river of flame.
Movie-cameramen and showers of leaflets pouring down from adjacent buildings
added the final touch. The crowd were in a-mood to expect something equally
spectacular from the rostrum. They didn't get it.

The Same OIld Phrases

Instead speaker after spealer mouthed the same old phrases—<“freedom of the
people,” “the will of the majority,” “the moral duty of the Government.” But they
rang hollow. They did so because, strikingly significant in their absence were the
non-Europeans of the Province., And every word the speakers used, every high-
so‘unding moralism with which they denounced the Nationalists, was equally
applicable to themselves in respect of those absent citizens.

From time to time when the speakers reached a rhetorical crescendo, there
were disturbing shouts. \Vhen one speaker referred to the -necessity of using all
constitutional means to achieve the United Front's objective, a distinctly audible
voice cried,\ “Why constitutional means?” Some" speakers were obviously em-
barrassed by the seemingly wide sympathy for secession.  Mr. Gilbert Ford, the
Torch Commando leader, came nearest to interpreting the mood of the crowd when
he asked, “And if a Republic is declared on the pretext of ‘Volkswil,' do you want
Natal to remain in it?” *“No!" roared the gathering. “Are you prepared to aecept
the consequences?” he asked again. “Yes,” was the reply.

Moral Responsibility

Oaly in passing did any, of the speakers refer to the moral responsibility of the
White Government to uphold its guarantees to the non-\White population, Ay
these junctures there was no applause.

When the resolution was put a forest of hands went up in support. The
meeting was orderly. There were no incidents. A be-medalled Torchnlan push-
ing his way through the crowd summed up the prevailing atmosphere.  “[ello,"
he cried gaily to 2 friend, “isn't this great fun.”

No exception can be
taken to what Dr. Moroka
has said. The Government
has invited trouble and has
got it. 1t has sown wind
and is reaping whirlwind.
Those who are not Com-
munists and are disinclined:
to be associated with Com-
munism find themselves in
a dilemma. The Govern-
ment has made no distinc-
tion between Communists
and ‘non-Communists.  All
those who oppose its pre-
sent policy are trcated as
Commfunists.  The whole
country is not Communist
but will soon become Com-
munist for which the Gov-
ernment will have to thank
itself. It is too late in the
day to believe that oppres-
sion and repression will kill
the rising spirit of the
people, The Government
must change its policy’ if
peace is desited in the coun-
try. It can yet do so before
it gets too late.  The non
Europeans acc exasperated
by the present state of
affairs. ‘They are beginning
to feel that it is better to
die than to suffer a living
death. That is what the
present policy of ithe Gov-
ernment means to them.

\We do not blame them,
There is no desire on the
part of the non-Europeans
yet to usurp power from
the LCuropeans, notwith-
standing what the ex-
tremists say. What they
do want is to be treated
as self-respecting . human-
beings with feelings and
aspirations like the ILuro-
peans. Colour or race sure-
ly does not preclude them
from having those feelings
and aspirations,  1f this
much is not conceded to the
non-Europeans now they
will certainly be justified in
demanding that the MWhite
Government  must  quit

spots?t Does Dr. Malan's
speech of 13th May in the Senate
.really mean the abandonment of
one of -the main points of the
Nationalist policy of apartheid —
the abolition of the Native Repre-
sentatives?

Dr. Malan gave two reasons
for this change of front. First,
he said that, once the Colourds
had been removed from the
common roll, “the feeling about

. the general colour problem would
no longer be as strong as it had
been.” Now this ddes not make
sense, The Cape Natives have
been on a separate roll and pegged
to thrée Representatives in the
Assembly since 1936, Since 1937
the Nationalists have proclaimed
their inteotion of treating the
Coloureds in the same way and
of abolishing the Native Repre-
sentatives. These have been two
essentially complementary features
of Nationalist policy for fiftecn
years, Never hds it been sug-
gested that the achievement of
one would make theother un-
necessary.

Secondly, Dr. Malan said that
the Suppression of Communism
Act had made_it impossible for
the Natives to elect known Com-
munists to Pacliament, But this
Act has been in force for two
years and the WNationalist inten-
tion of -abolishing the Native
Representatives has been reaffirm-
ed many times during that period.
Most notably during the debate
on the Coloured Voters Bill last
year, when Dr. Donges said : “'1
ican say mow that the policy of
the Nationalist Party as far as the
Native Representatives are con-
" cerned is unchanged.” And he
threatened  that the Coloured
Representatives would suffer the
same fate “if they carried on like
the Native Representatives” (i.e.
regularly opposing the Nationalist
Party and its racial policies.)

“Tactical Withdrawal

Seldom; therefore, can a major
change in party policy have been
80 inadequately justified as on
this occasion.  When we further

ider that the aband t of
this cardinal feature of their
apartheid progrmme has been
aecepted without a murmur by
the Transvaal Nationalists who
are its chief proponents: when we
see that the party, whose adher-
ence to the sacred mandate from

“" the volkswil in the matter of the
Coloured voters has led it to
court civil war by tampering with
the Constitution, is willing simply
to drop the question of the Native
Representatives  for which an
equally binding mandate was ob-
tained in 1948: when we remem -
ber that no pledge by a Nation-
~alist  spokesman is worth the

breath expended upon it: then it
is impossible to believe that Dr.
Malan's offer to let the Native
Representatives remain was bona
fide. At best it was a tactical
withdrawal, reminding wus of
another who “had no more terri-
torial demands in Europe,” until
it suited him. Should Yhe Nation -
alists win the 1953 election, the
present decision will certainly be

reversed and the Native Repre- *

sentatives abolished, Only a fool
would expect it otherwise.

" Why then did Dr. Malan make
such a palpably insincere state-
ment?  Furst, it could do no
harm, There is nc time for the
Nationalists to abolish the Native
Representatives before the elec-
tion, Nor have they any remain-
ing stock of good-will which
another broken promise might
impair. A few mugs might even
believe it, Secondly and chiefly,
it was the begioning of a manoe-
uvre to make the Protectorates an
election issue.

The second part of Dr, Malan's
speech of 13th May was concern-
ed with the Protectorates. The
matter  has  become ‘‘acute.”
Those who set any store by con-
sistency in politics must have
been delighted by the spectacle of
the Prime. Minister appealing to
the South Africa Act as the
source of his rights on this issde,
Can we now pick and choose
which parts we shall tear up and
which accept of “this legislation
of a superior British parliament?'”
“Where in the world,” asked
Dr. Malan, ‘“is there any other
independent state which would
allow the cxistence within its own
territory of territorics controlled
by a foreign goverdment?"” Well,
India for instance (Goa and Pon-
dicherry); or France (Monaco) er
Austria (Liechtenstein) or Italy

-(San Marino and the Vatican),

No doubt there are others, of
which Eastern Pakistan must be
the most obvious example, Finally,
Dr. Malan said explicitly that the
electorate of South Africa would
have the epportunity at the gene-
ral election of showing that they
steod béhind the Government in
its demand for the incorporation

o~Of the Protectorates, *

The Long And Short Of It

Now the long and short of the
question of the Protectorates is
this, There is no British govern-
ment that would not thankfully
hand them over to-morrow, if
their inhabitants so desired,
These territories hive been a
soure of sxpease and embarrass-
ment to. Britain for many years,
In a tendentidus article in a
London  review Dr.  Geyer,
our partisan High Commissioner
in England, wrote: “We do take

-
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some “pride in one of our vexed
problems, which is this; from all
the surrounding  territories,
mostly British, there isan irresis-
tible flow of Baatu into the
Union . . . Obviously they regard
South Africa as ot such a bad
place to live in, after atl” If
this were true, if the Swazis,
Bechuanas and Basutos came here
not (empcrardy to earn the higher
wages of an industrial society but
permanently to settle in a political
climate more congenial to them
than in the Protectorates, \ no,
British government would hesi-
tate a moment, The day that
South  Africa’s racial policy
commands the loyalty and trust
of her coloured peoples will be
the same day that the Protectorate
problem will solve itself. Dr,
Malan knows this well; and knows
that his Government's policies —
its curtailment of non European
rights, its breach of pledged
words and constitutional safe-
guards, its attempt to nullify the
decision of the Courts when that
decision was favourable to Colour-
c¢d interests — have postponed
that day out of sight.

He knows, too, that no British
government could survive, if it
were to hand over the Protecto-
rates in the present temper of
their inhabitants, Why then
does he raise the issue now, at the
opportunity least favourable to
South Africa's case since.Union?
White South Africa will gain
nothing materially from incorpo-
ration, unless the intention is to
expropriate African land heldings
in favour of -white settlers.
Thousands of Natives from the

Protectorates work in the Union,

which needs their labour. But
the supply could not be much
increased. The Union and the
Protectorates are interdependent;
and though it is true, as Dr.
Malan asserted, that the Union
could hurt the Protectorates more
than they could hurt the Union
if it came to political and econo-
‘mtc sanctions, which he threaten-
«ed, it would be a contest with no
winner but two losers.
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Only Factor

The only factor which Dr.
Malati can really regard as “‘acute”
is the contrast between the grow-
ing illiberalism of the Union’s
racial policies and the infant be-
ginnings of local and self-govern
ment in the Protectorates. To a
party committed to the-elimina-
tion of “the lagt vestiges of Cape-
British liberalism,” it is important
to suppress the possibility of libeial
racial policies being practised
among Africans on or within the
Union’s frontiers, Aad, if, as is
certain, the British should stand
by Native opinion in the Protec-
torates against the volkswil of the
South African electorate, then
that will be another drum to beat
in the Third (Anglo-Boer) War
for Freedom, which Nationalist
spokesmen have aleeady declared.

Safe in the knowledge that
Britain could not accept, Dr.
Malan may even offer each Pro-
tectotate a Native Representa-
tive in the Union parliament —
heace his tactical withdrawal
over the abolition of the Cape
Representatives, He will pose as
the r ble and iliatory
negotiator, But, as the world and
all South Africa kaows, the real
stumbling-block is not the British
nor even the citizens of the Pro-
tectorates, but the Pariy and Gov-
ernment which in four short years
have irretricvably damaged the
pledged word and good faith of
the European in the eyes of all
the coloured races and have pub-
licly committed themselves to the
doctrine that the differences be-
tween white and black (pigmenta-
tion apart) are permanent and
God-given. It is inconceivable
that these herrenvolk have fnally
abandoned their projected aboli-
tion of African representation in
parliament. It is equally incon-
ceivable that Africans should free-
ly agree to submit their homelands
to such a regime—or to a country
in which such a regime remains a
political possibility, Long after
the Nationalists have been defeat-
ed, the legacy of what they have’
said and dope will bedevil the
Union's internal  and  foreign
policies.
