We believe that the teachings of Jesus require men to live together in true
brotherhood and love for one another. For this reason we have all surrendered our
private property so that it may be shared with all who wish to come and live with
us. Our door is open to all men regardless of rich or poor, white or black, German,
English, or Indian.

In addition to giving up our money and property, we are giving owrseloes that,
is, our life and gur strength and our bodies and our minds; all must be surrendered
to God that a new order may be established on this earth. Each of us works, not
for himself, but for the society, and the society as a whole, cares for the need of its
members.

May 17. Railway Censtable Her-
manus Johannes de Jager said
that whea he told the gicl she had
noright tobe inthe coach she re-
plied that she was a Mauritian and
was entitled to travel in a Europesn
coach. He asked her ro produce
her birth certificate at the charge
office within scven days, but she
did not do s». She refused 10
move from the coach.

Native Laws Amendment
Bil} Passed
Speaking during the trepor:
stage on the Rative Laws Amend-
ment Bill, which amends 2 num-
ber of Kative laws and regulations
and is regarded as one of the finzl
major adjustments of the Uszion
lows to fit the Apartheid policy,
Wir. W. H. Stuart (IRatives’ Re-
pressatative, Transkei), said the
wrorst feature of the Bill xas that
that o> Native would be fres after
be orshe had reached the age of
14 years. It introduced com-
pulsory labour, WMr. J. W. Mushet
{U.P. Vasco) said that # the Gov-
ernment tried to enforce this
legislation there would be such
trouble among the Natives as
there had never been before. The
INatives could not be kepr down
for gver, although with aircraft
and other methods they might be
kept down for a Lttle time, The
Government should be consider-
ing legislation which would win
the poodwill of the Watives. This
Bill would banish any remnants
of goodwill that were left among
the Native people.  The Minister
of Kauve Affatrs (Dr. H. F. Ver-
woerd) replying, s2id the Oppo-
sition’s propaganda was aimed at
creating dissatisfaction among the
Natives and at giviog the im-
pression to the outside world that
this was a towmlitarian measure.
The third reading was approved
by 73 vates to 47.

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Freedom versus Tyranny

HE Union Parliament

session has ended this
week, It has been one of
the stormiest one South
African history has known.
Its legislative programme
was -a farce. It began by
the passing of the High
Court of Parliament Bill,
seeking to énd the jurisdic-
tion of the Court on Acts
of Parliament and ended by
the Group Areas Amend-
ment Bill and the Native
Laws Amendment Bill. One
of the Bills passed was the
Natives (Abolition of Passes
and Co-ordination of Docu-
ments) Bill. This Bill wasde-
ceitful in that it gave onethe
impression that the African
passes thad been abolished
—a thing the Africans were
fghting for. The truth was
that it was made more con-
- venient for the Africans to
carry theose passes since they
would be preserved in a sort
of booklet. 1t would also
make it casier for the police
to examnine them. As though
there were not sufficient
laws restricting the rights
of the Africans another law
has been added which, as
onec of the M.I’’s has said,
will make it impossible for
any African male or female
over the age o_f. 14 to live
as a free person. The
Government  has  vividly
shown that it did not care
in the least degree about
the welfare of the country
whole. Laws were
enacted with the only object
of tightening up the chains
that bound the non-Euro-
peans that they may not be
able to raise their heads and
to entrench its own Party se-

as a

‘ing any better than

curely so that it canrule over
the country with an iron fist.
Inso far as tightening up the
chains of the non-Whites is
concerned there islittledoubt
that the other parties are at
one with the Government,

notwithstanding the fact
that some have spoken
strongly against it. Itis;

this fact that has made the
Nationalists so powerful to

. to deal with the non.Whites

callously.

Natal which is so jealous-
ly fighting to preserve the
constitution is far from be-

Nationalists in violating it.
The City of Durban Ex-
tended Powers (Private)

Mr. Swann said that 2 lack
of a suitable immigration policy
was certainly having the effect
of slowing development, which
should be progressing at a
greater rate. -
‘“Whenever industry needs
skilled workmen who are not
available in this country, and
they can be obtained from
overseas, it must be the Gov-
ernment”s duty to make them
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what is.” The freedom of
the non-White to develop
his or her faculties must be
curbed in order to prevent
the ‘terrifie reaction” from
European workers!  Skilled
labour must be imported by
encouraging European im-
migration but the non-Whit-
es-the sons of the soil—must
be denied the opportunities
to train themselves as skill-
ed workers!

Thursday June 26.

Chief A. J. Luthuli, President
of the Natal African National
Congress, who took the Chair
at this.meeting announced that
that both the A.N.C. and the
Natal Indian Congress officials
have already val ¢d_and he

pean people to join their organi-
sations and build them into power
ful weapons for democracy.

Chief Luthuli said that South
Africa was large enough for all
its people and the Non-European
people aimed at a larger unity
embracing all peoples of goodwill,

Dr. G. M. Naicker said that

decided to begin the campaign
with volunteers going into action
on June 26 in Johannesburg and in
Port Elizabeth. He said that
he was very satisfied with the
position in Natal. ‘“You must
wait,”” ic¢ added, ‘“for the call
from the National Committee
for you will be told soon when
you sbould go into action,”

Both the offices of the African
National Congress and the Natal'
Indian Congress were busy until
late at night after the meeting
earolling voluateers who had
called at these offices in  response
to the call made by Chief
Luthuli,

The Mass Rally was called
after a joint meeting of the
Executives of the two Congresses,
This was the first occasion in
Natal for these two bodies to
hold a joint meeting and to
decide on a campaign of defiance
in which all Non-Europeans aad
Europeans are called upon to
participate.

A resolution passed at the
meeting by a unanimous vote
strongly protested agzinst  the
arrest of Dr. Y. M., Dadoo
Messts Moses Kotane, J, B.
Marks, David Bopape and Ismail
Bhoola all leading members of
the Congress, on whom the
Minister of Justice has imposed
a ban under the Suppression of
Communism Act. The resolu-
tion. supported them *in theiy

{: . We must eradicate
racialism in South Africa.”

Dr. Naicker warned the Ugited
Front of the United Party the
Labour Party and Torch Com-
mando that they could not achieve
anything in the cause for dem-
ocracy as long as they themselves
preached racialism against the
Non-White people of the Union.

DURBAN ACQUIRES INCREASED POWERS
TO INTRODUCE APARTHEID

THE City of Durban Extended

Powers (Private) Ordinance
which was iatroduced in the
Natal Provincial Council passed
its third reading last week but

without the proviso attacked,
by Mr. Denis (Fannia (U.P,,
Point) stating that the City

Council should not be obliged
to provide substantially equal
Iacnlmes for Europeans and non-
Europeans in making by-laws.

Moving the deletion of the
provision, Mr. Fannin said that
he did not doubt the bone fides
of the City Couucil, but the pro-
viso sought to make it the judge
in its uwao case.

The City Council was still
entitled to make regulations, ard
in a country of maay race groups
like South Africa he was not
suggesting for one moment that
they should not.

But the right to test by-laws
made by local authorities, con-
sidered partial or unequal be
tween races to a substantial or
unreasonable degreee, should rest
with the Courts,

““I conmsider this introduces a
new and extremly undesirable
feature ioto local governmemt,
and it would be wrong to allow
it,” he said.

Defending the measure, Mr.
Leo Boyd (Independent, Grey-

ville) said that the City Councit

bad an extremely honourable
record in cases of regulations
like this, The City Council had
voluntarily withdrawn its own
non-European motor carrier cer-
tificates on some of ijts bus
routes to give non-European
operators a chance,

On another occasion when the
Tnnsporr Commission had given
a rise in fares to some non-
European operators the City
Council had voluntarily altered
its own fares so as not to enter
into too close competition.

J. Leslie Smith (U.P.,
Mamzburg District) said  his

Mr. Lester Hall (U.P., Pine-
town) agreed, stating taat the
Council was legislating for a
group of people who had no say
—the non-Europeans, and that
they had to be exeeptionally
careful,

The draft Ordinance as it now
stands, enables the City Coun-
cil to set aside all or portions
of wvehicles, shelters or other
premises In its transport service
for the exclusive use of Euro-
peans or non-Europeans, and
defines certain beach areas in
similar terms.

But the section ruling in effect
that there can be no appeal
against the regulations is deleted.

3-—~Water

WHOLE system of Niture

Cure therapy has been built
about the Water Cure. Every-
body should know something
about this subject because water
can be had easily and for next
1o nothing and the results of
its proper use for healing can
be as good as and even better
than the most expensive me-
dicines and treatmeant.

It really is pathetic how people
will pay through the rnose for
all sorts of fancy treatments
that often do more harm than
good. But they refuse to use
some inexpensive treatment, such
as water cure, that they could
do for themsclves, and with
which they could get far betrer
1esults,  Explain to a patient
how he can be cured by some
simple measures, and charge him
a2 modest fec for the scrvice
rendered—and he will ofien go
away with his nose in the air,
Buz let him be surrounded with

white-coated experts with grave
faces and a lot of cemplicated
apparatus, let the physician use
long words that are not uonder-
stood, make a fuss and put on a
bit of an act, and then charge
a stiff fee—and the patieat is
greatly impressed ready to boast
to his friends and acquaintances
of the wonderful treatment he is
taking. 1 suppose that is why
they are ill in first place. And
maany of them come, gradually,
ta learn that, though the parti-
cular complaint for which they
went to the specialist may have
been cured (not always so
though,) the patient bimself re-
mains sick., He develops some
other complaint that then needs
the attentions of another specia-
list. And so it goes on. The
complatnt gets cured but the
patient gets worsc...

i

But, to return to the subject...
many a bad diptheria case has
been saved by -the application
of wet packs to the entire body
from peck to feet. Such wet
packs work with almost mira-
culous speed to reduce congestion
and heat and thus open up the
breathing passages to epable the
patient to respire freely. Similar
treatment in cases of poeumonia
have made the visiting doctor
wonder  what miracle had
occurred between his visits,

The simplest way to make
and use a wet pack is to soak
a large towel in water (warm
or cold according to the needs
of the case. Usually, I think,
it is berter 1o use warm water,)
Wring out lightly aod wrap
around the part to be treated,
If che whole is to be done,
sufficient towels will be needed,

-
or a large sheet or even small
blanket may be used. Whatever
the circumstances. the damp
material is laid next to the skin.
Then over this is placed some

dry material, either further
towels, sheets, cloths, or 2
blaoket. ~ N

After an hour or so, the pack
is opened up and the wet towel
or sheet replaced by a fresh
towel soaked in water and wrung
out as in the beginning. This
is, of course, again covered by
dry tawels.

When the desired results have
been obtained, the patient is
quickly sponged off, dried aad
wrapped up in dry blankets
sufficiently ta avoid any chance
of getting a chill.

Water is also a2 most valuable
remedial agent in the form of
sitz baths, partial baths, foor-
baths, alternating hot and cold
baths, and so on. Many
headaches can be greatly re-
lieved by merely bathing the
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feet in hot water; and if this
does not work, alternate hot and

cold footbaths may be tried.
In cases of wvaricase veins,
chronically swollen feet  and

similar conditions, however, it is
not advisable to have hot foot-
baths,

A cold water poultice on
a boil is one of the simplest
treatments of this painful trouble
and often it produces as good
results as anything. The cold

'

Sports
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water reduces the painful in-
flammation greatly and at the
same time the water itself i
heated, so that the poultice
actually keeps ptowing warmer
aod thus helps to relisve the
local congestion and to draw the
boil. This same treatment is
also very belpful in many cases
of festering or inflimed wounds
and sores. If to the water some
Tincture of Calendula is added,
the results will be still better.
